The Minnesota State High School Clay Target League state shoot is held in Alexandria, MN.
Northome's Trap Team will shoot on Monday, June 15, 2026.

The Northome School Trap Team has an 8 week season, shooting on Sunday afternoons at the
North Beltrami Sportsman's Club in Kelliher. All transportation to and from each practice/shoot is
the responsibility of students and their families, no school vehicles or rides are provided
throughout the season. Trap athletes are also responsible for the season registration cost of $50
(this does not include the cost of the State Shoot registration). All Trap athletes are invited to
shoot at the state competition each year. This provides an awesome opportunity for the students
to compete at a large event and see rankings amongst their peers across the state.

This year, the Trap Team applied for, and received, a grant from the NRA which provided some
ammunition used throughout the season.

Proposed itinerary/ plans:

Tentative leave/return times:
Leaving Northome School on Sunday, June 14, around 1:00 pm.
Returning Monday evening, June 15, when competition shooting is complete.

Number of people:
10 student athletes
3 adults (Sam and Colleen Elhard, and Taylor Dreher)

Transportation:

One school vehicle to transport students.

Gas for a second, private vehicle that will be driven by one adult to transport guns and
ammunition.

Lodging:
Holiday Inn in Alexandria, MN.

Registration for State competition:
$50 per student athlete = $500 total (to be paid out of the Trap Team account).

Food:

Sunday evening pizza meal at the hotel = approximately $80

(Snacks at the competition will be provided by private donation. Other meals and snacks will be
student's responsibility)

Additional season costs:



The Trap Team will owe $800 to the North Beltrami Sportsman's Club for clay targets used
throughout the season.

The Trap Team has done a fundraiser and received grant money to cover costs of State
Registration for every athlete participating, as well as remaining ammunition needs.

Requesting from the school district:
Transportation costs, money to cover a pizza meal at the hotel, and gas for the second vehicle
that will be transporting guns and ammunition.
