e There may be days when there are no available substitute teaching opportunities in the district.
The permanent sub is required to come to work at a designated school (to be determined by the
district). In this type of situation, an administrator will direct the sub to provide additional
assistance in a classroom or fulfill a duty necessary for the instructional operations of the
school.

Learning Standards.
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e Serve in short-term and long-term substitute teaching assignments across all grade levels and
subject areas as assigned.
