Board Proposal -

Per MDE, students who begin grade 9 in 2024-25 school year and later must successfully
complete a course for credit in personal finance in grade 10, 11, or 12.

So, the current Personal Finance course that is offered will change from an elective to a
required course. We are proposing to start this requirement with students in the 12th grade in
2024-25 school year. Then, it will already be in place for the 9th grade students the year of
their graduation.

In turn, the following graduation requirements will be changed:
