COMMENTS:

Two vendors submitted proposals for Work Category 23 Carpet & Resilient Flooring. The Review Team's evaluation and Post Bid
Interviews determined Lansing Tile & Mosaic, Inc. is the most responsive and qualified bidder.

It is recommended that a contract be authorized for Work Category 23: Carpet & Resilient Flooring with Lansing Tile & Mosaic, Inc.
being the lowest responsive and qualified bidder, in a total not to exceed #123,676.
