FIRST CLASS FINE ARTS
● FMS Band advanced to become a TMEA Honor Band State Finalist.

● FMS Orchestra advanced to become a  TMEA Honor Orchestra State Finalist. 

● For the tenth year, MISD was named a Best Community for Music Education by the NAMM 
Foundation.  

● For the second year, MISD was named a Texas Art Educators Association District of Distinction 

● For the third consecutive year, McKinney North Bulldog Theatre was selected to perform at the 
Texas Thespians Festival. They performed Noises Off! on the main stage. 

● All three high school bands qualified for Area Finals at the UIL Marching Contest. 

● MNHS NorthStars earned a first division rating at their inaugural Texas Dance Educators 
Association evaluation.

● Ten McKinney ISD high school students earned selection to a TMEA All-State Ensemble.

● At UIL Concert and Sight-Reading Evaluations, 72 MISD music ensembles participated, with 96% 
receiving a Division 1 rating. 88% of the ensembles earned Sweepstakes, which requires a 
Division 1 rating in both concert and sight-reading.



FIRST CLASS FINE ARTS
● Two McKinney ISD art teachers were named Campus Teachers of the Year: Sam Thomas of 

McKinney Boyd High School and Alyssa Norsworthy of McClure Elementary. Mr. Thomas was 
also recognized as the McKinney ISD District Teacher of the Year Runner-Up.

● The McKinney North High School NorthStars achieved outstanding success at MA Nationals, 
highlighted by the Elite Team earning Grand Champion Elite Team honors and first-place finishes 
in Jazz, Lyrical, and Open, while the Varsity Team captured first place in Hip Hop and Novelty. 

● The McKinney High School Royal Pride Band and Marquettes traveled to Ireland, earning 
national attention through performances in the St. Patrick’s Day Parades in Limerick and Cork. 

● Five McKinney ISD visual artists were prominently featured in the Youth Art Month Spring 
Exhibition and txEDCON exhibition. 

● Fourteen students with 17 artworks qualified for State VASE, including three Gold Seal Award 
recipients, representing the highest level of recognition in the competition.
