On November 10 – 13, 2025, Child Nutrition Programs conducted an Administrative Review of 

the National School Lunch Program (NSLP) administered by North Slope Borough School District 

as required by 7 CFR 210.18. This review consisted of an Off-Site Assessment, On-Site 

Assessment, and Meal Compliance Assessment.  During this review, there were issues identified 

that require corrective action.  Corrective action items are as follows:
