AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN AMENDED CLASS “B” (PACKAGE STORE) LIQUOR
LICENSE FOR THE EXPANSION OF THE LICENSED PREMISES TO INCLUDE THE 519 AND 523 LAKE STREET
PROPERTIES IN MAYWOOD, ILLINOIS AS OWNED AND OPERATED BY VACHA ENTERPRISES, INC. D/B/A
SUPERMERCADO ORIENTE FOR PURPOSES OF THE RETAIL SALE OF ALCOHOL

Vacha Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Supermercado Oriente {“Licensee”) is the holder of an existing Class “B”
{Package Store) Liquor License for the premises located at 523 Lake Street, Maywood, lllinois (“523 Lake Street”).
The Licensee purchased the property located at 519 Lake Street, Maywood, lllinois (“519 Lake Street”), which is
immediately adjacent to 523 Lake Street. Based on the purchase of 519 Lake Street, the Licensee is expanding
Supermercado Oriente to include both 523 Lake Street and 519 Lake Street. In December 2024, the Village Code was
amended to allow existing Class B liquor license holders to expand their premises of less than 10,000 square feet
and incorporate the new premises into the existing Class B license. This expansion increases the Licensee’s existing
retail footprint to approximately 4,128.00 square feet.

Pursuant to Section 117.23(B)(e) of the Maywood Village Code (“MVC” or “Liquor Control Ordinance”), the
Licensee filed an Application for an amendment to its existing Class “B” (Package Store) Liquor License with the
Village of Maywood Clerk’s Office to expand the licensed premises to include both 519 Lake Street and 523 Lake
Street in Maywood, lllinois. The amended Class “B” (Package Store} Liquor License will allow for the retail sale of
alcoholic liquor as part of the operation of a grocery store located at the 519 and 523 Lake Street properties (the
“Licensed Premises”). On December 16, 2025, pursuant to Section 117.21 (Applications for License) of the MVC, the
Maywood Joint Local Liquor Control, Cannabis and Tobacco Commission (“Commission”} conducted the required
public hearing and then issued a recommendation, recommending that the request for an amended Class “B”
(Package Store) Liquor License be granted. Maywood Local Liquor Control Commissioner Nathaniel George Booker
participated in the December 16, 2025 public hearing and concurred with the findings and recommendations of the
Commission.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN AMENDED
CLASS “B” (PACKAGE STORE) LIQUOR LICENSE FOR THE EXPANSION OF THE LICENSED PREMISES
TO INCLUDE THE 519 AND 523 LAKE STREET PROPERTIES IN MAYWOOD, ILLINOIS
AS OWNED AND OPERATED BY VACHA ENTERPRISES, INC. D/B/A SUPERMERCADO ORIENTE
FOR PURPOSES OF THE RETAIL SALE OF ALCOHOL

WHEREAS, the Village of Maywood (the "Village"} is a home rule municipality, having all of the
powers and authority granted to such municipalities pursuant to Article VII, Section 6 of the Illinois
Constitution of 1970, including the right to exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its
government and affairs; and

WHEREAS, the lllinois Liquor Control Act of 1934 (235 ILCS 5/1-1 et seq.) (the “Act”) grants to the
Village the power, by general ordinance or resolution, to determine, among other things, the number,
kind and classification of licenses for sale at retail of alcoholic liquor not inconsistent with the Act, and to
establish such further regulations and restrictions upon the issuance of and operations under local liquor
licenses not inconsistent with law as the public good and convenience may require, including regulations
relative to transfers of liquor licenses; and

WHEREAS, Vacha Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Supermercado Oriente (“Licensee”) is the holder of an
existing Class “B” (Package Store) Liquor License for the premises located at 523 Lake Street, Maywood,
lllinois (“523 Lake Street”). The Licensee purchased the property located at 519 Lake Street, Maywood,
lllinois (“519 Lake Street”), which is immediately adjacent to 523 Lake Street. Based on the purchase of
519 Lake Street, the Licensee is expanding Supermercado Oriente to include both 523 Lake Street and 519
Lake Street. This expansion increases the Licensee’s existing retail footprint to approximately 4,128.00
square feet; and

WHEREAS, the Licensee applied to amend its existing Class “B” (Package Store) Liquor License for
the premises located at 523 Lake Street to expand the licensed premises to include 519 Lake Street (the
“Expanded Licensed Premises”}); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 117.23(B)(e) (Class “B” (Package Store) Licenses) of the Maywood
Village Code (“MVC” or “Liquor Control Ordinance”) an existing Class “B” liquor license holder may retain
and renew their existing licenses when the Class “B” licensed premises of less than 10,000 square feet are
expanded through land acquisition or building addition in order to create an expanded retail footprint
through the incorporation of new retail floor space into the existing Class “B” license premises; and

WHEREAS, on December 16, 2025, pursuant to Section 117.21 (Applications for License) of the
Maywood Village Code (“MVC” or “Liquor Control Ordinance”), the Maywood Joint Local Liquor Control,
Cannabis and Tobacco Commission (“Commission”) conducted the required public hearing in accordance
with a public hearing notice sent by or on behalf of the Licensee to all occupants of properties within 250
feet of the lot line of the Expanded Licensed Premises for which the license is sought, and then issued a
recommendation finding that the Licensee is eligible to receive an amended Class “B” (Package License)
Liquor License under the applicable provisions of the Illinois Liquor Control Act of 1934 and the Village of
Maywood’s (“Village”) Liquor Control Ordinance; and
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WHEREAS, Nathaniel George Booker, the Maywood Local Liquor Control Commissioner
(“Commissioner”), has reviewed the Application and attended the December 16, 2025 Local Liquor
Control Commission public hearing and likewise finds that the Licensee is eligible to receive an amended
Class “B” (Package License) Liquor License under the applicable provisions of the Illinois Liquor Control Act
of 1934 and the Village’s Liquor Control Ordinance for its stated, intended purpose of conducting retail
sales alcoholic liquor as part of the operation of a grocery store located at the Expanded Licensed
Premises.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD,
COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Incorporation. Each Whereas paragraph above is incorporated by reference into this
Section 1 and made a part hereof as material and operative provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 2: Approval of Amended Liquor License for Applicant. Pursuant to Chapter 117, Section
117.23(B)(e) of the Maywood Village Code, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood
authorize the amendment of an existing Class “B” (Package Store) Liquor License for the purpose of
allowing the Local Liquor Control Commissioner, in their discretion, to issue an amended Class “B”
(Package Store) Liquor License to the Licensee, Vacha Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Supermercado Oriente , to
permit the Licensee to conduct retail sales of alcoholic liquors, as part of the operation of a grocery store
located at the Expanded Licensed Premises. The President and Board of Trustees of the Village of
Maywood authorize the issuance of an amended Class “B” (Package License) Liquor License for its issuance
by the Local Liquor Control Commissioner, in their discretion, to the Licensee for the limited purposes
stated in this Ordinance, SUBJECT TO THE CONDITIONS SET FORTH BELOW IN SECTION 3.

SECTION 3: Authorization of Issuance of Amended Liquor License to Licensee; Conditions. The
issuance of an amended Class “B” (Package License Liquor License to the Licensee for the Expanded
Licensed Premises is subject to the discretion of the Local Liquor Control Commissioner and compliance
with the following conditions:

A. Retail Sales of Alcohol; Hours of Operation. Retail sales of alcoholic beverages shall be allowed
only on the Expanded Licensed Premises in accordance with the applicable provisions of Chapter
117 (Alcoholic Beverages) of the MVC, including each of the subsections of Section 117.23(B) of
the MVC, and shall be permitted only during the authorized times as set forth in Section 117.41(B)
(Hours of Operation — Class “B” (Package Store) Liquor License) of the MVC: Mondays through
Thursdays, commencing at 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 a.m., Fridays, Saturdays and holidays,
commencing at 9:00 a.m. until 1:00 a.m the next day {unless a holiday falls on a Sunday, then
no liquor may be sold before 11:00 a.m.), and Sundays commencing at 11:00 a.m. until 12:00
a.m. It shall be illegal to sell, serve, possess or consume alcoholic beverages in violation of the
provisions set forth in this Ordinance.

B. State and Village Licenses; Payment of Fees. Prior to commencing retail sales of alcoholic liquor
at the Expanded Licensed Premises, the Licensee shall provide to the Local Liquor Control
Commissioner evidence of issuance of all required State and Village licenses and payment of all
required license fees, including a State liquor license or similar approval and each of the required
Village business licenses. To be eligible for a renewal of the Class “B” (Package License Liquor
License, the Licensee shall pay all required license renewal fees, shall not owe the Village any
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debts, and shall be in full compliance with the applicable provisions of the MVC and other
applicable laws and regulations.

C. BASSET /TIPS Training. The Licensee shall comply with the beverage, alcohol sellers and servers
education and training (BASSET) requirements of Section 117.28 of the MVC.

D. Insurance and Indemnification. The Licensee shall comply with the insurance and indemnification
requirements of Section 117.57 of the MVC.

E. Meetings with the Commissioner. The Licensee shall meet periodically with the Local Liquor
Control Commissioner, at their request, to discuss the retail sale of alcoholic liquor in conjunction
with the grocery store operation at the Expanded Licensed Premises, and shall provide the
Commissioner with information relative to its operations upon request.

F. Compliance with the Maywood Liguor Control Ordinance, the MVC and the lllinois Liquor Control
Act of 1934. The Licensee and its on-site manager(s) shall comply with all of the applicable

provisions of: (a) the MVC, including, without limitation, (b) the Liquor Control Ordinance as well
as the regulations for a Class “B” (Package License Liquor License, (c) the lllinois Liquor Control
Act of 1934 (235 ILCS 5/1-1), as amended, (d) the Video Gaming Act (230 ILCS 40/), as amended,
and (e) all other applicable State laws and regulations including the State laws governing the retail
sale, service and consumption of alcoholic liquor, the conditions set forth in this Ordinance and
any other conditions or regulations imposed from time to time by the Corporate Authorities of
the Village or the Local Liquor Control Commissioner.

G. Compliance with Other Laws. The Licensee and its representatives shall comply with the
applicable provisions of County and State law and the MVC, including but not limited to the Fire
Prevention Code, the Plumbing Code, the Building Code, the Property Maintenance Code, the
Illinois Accessibility Code and the Zoning Code.

H. Suspension; Revocation; Termination. The Class “B” (Package License) Liquor License issued to
the Licensee may be suspended or revoked or terminated by action of the Village Board or by the
Local Liquor Control Commissioner in the event of a violation of the Liquor Control Ordinance or
any of the provisions of the Ordinance or as otherwise provided for in the MVC.

I. Issuance of Village Occupancy Permit. The Licensee shall obtain a certificate of occupancy from
the Village for the Licensed Premises if a certificate of occupancy has not already been issued. If
the Licensed Premises is being renovated or constructed, the occupancy permit shall only be
issued in the event that the Licensed Premises is constructed in accordance with the applicable
provisions of the MVC and in substantial conformance with the Licensee’s Village-approved
construction plans, which are on file with the Village's Building & Code Department and are
incorporated into this Ordinance by reference.

J. Issuance of Liguor License; Extension of Time; Termination of Liguor License. If, within one
hundred twenty (120) calendar days of the approval date of this Ordinance, the Local Liquor

Control Commissioner has not issued the Class “B” (Package License)liguor License to the
Licensee or advised in writing of their intention to extend the 120-day period and issue the Class
“B” (Package License) Liquor License upon satisfaction of one or more conditions (e.g., issuance
of an occupancy permit), then this Ordinance shall automatically become null and void without
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any further action or notice by the Corporate Authorities of the Village or the Local Liquor Control
Commissioner.

K. Additional Regulations. The President and Board of Trustees or the Local Liquor Control
Commissioner shall have the right to impose additional regulations and conditions in the interest
of public safety relative to its retail sale, service and consumption of alcoholic liquor any time
during the initial license year or any time thereafter when a renewal license is in effect.

SECTION 4: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
adoption, approval and publication as provided by law.

This proposed sale and project were discussed last year and it was determined to move forward
with preparation of a redevelopment agreement at that time with a sales price of $150,000. The
Developer, 30 Madison Street LLC proposed to redevelop the old Bushwood driving range site as The Park
at 30 Madison, which will feature a technology-driven golf experience, food, beverages and live
entertainment. The scale of the live entertainment events has been scaled back since the last Board
discussion of this project to a maximum of 500 attendees. The Developer is seeking, as incentives, a
$50,000 TIF grant, a $30,000 closing credit to install security fencing, and approval of a Class 7a/7b Cook
County tax incentive resolution. Further details will be provided by staff and the Developer during the TIF
public hearing on the project. The proposed Redevelopment Agreement is still under review by the
Developer, and the Ordinance provides that a final version can be executed following approval by the
Village Manager.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE APPROVAL AND EXECUTION OF
A REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT FOR SALE AND DEVELOPMENT OF
THE 30 MADISON STREET PROPERTY (PURCHASER / DEVELOPER: 30 MADISON STREET LLC)

WHEREAS, the Village of Maywood (the “Village”) has the authority to acquire various parcels of
real property pursuant to its responsibility to protect the public health, safety and welfare, and has
acquired title to numerous parcels of vacant, surplus real property pursuant to such authority; and

WHEREAS, one such property acquired by the Village is an approximately 7.5 acre parcel of land
located immediately east of and adjacent to the Village Hall and Public Works facility, and commonly
known as 30 Madison Street, with a PIN of 15-14-203-019 (the “Subject Property”); and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood are authorized, under
the Village’s home rule powers, to sell land and other property, real or personal, in the manner and at
such price as the Village determines is reasonably necessary and in the best interests of the Village; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property lies within the Village’s Madison Street/5" Avenue Tax Increment
Financing (“TIF”) District. Pursuant to Section 11-74.4-4 of the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment
Act (65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-4), the Village is authorized to sell the Subject Property in the manner and at such
price as the Village finds reasonably necessary to achieve the objectives of the TIF redevelopment plan
and project; and

WHEREAS, the Village is in receipt of an offer from 30 Madison Street LLC to purchase the Subject
Property for a total purchase price of One Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($150,000.00) for
the purpose of redevelopment the Subject Property as “The Park at Madison,” an off-course golf driving
range and live entertainment venue, to also include a restaurant and bar; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property proposed to be purchased by 30 Madison Street LLC is legally
described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, at the January 13, 2026 meeting of the President and Board of Trustees, the Board
held a public hearing on the terms and conditions of the proposed sale of the Subject Property, and
entertained any alternative proposals; and

WHEREAS, the Village President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood find and
determine that the Subject Property is surplus property and that it is desirable, reasonable, necessary,
and in the best interests of the Village to convey fee simple title to the Subject Property to Purchaser 30
Madison Street LLC for a purchase price of One Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($150,000.00),
for redevelopment as described above, subject to the terms and conditions of a redevelopment
agreement (the “Redevelopment Agreement”), in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit B and
made a part hereof, and approval by the Village of such zoning relief and such other approvals as are
necessary to consummate the conveyance and to effectuate the terms of the Redevelopment Agreement;
and

WHEREAS, the Village is authorized under its home rule powers set forth at Article VI, Section 6
of the lllinois Constitution of 1970 and Section 11-74.4-4 of the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment
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Act (65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-4) to sell the Subject Property to 30 Madison Street LLC pursuant to the terms and
conditions contained in the Redevelopment Agreement, and find and declare the proposed sale of the
Subject Property to be in the best interests of the parties, and the health, safety and welfare of the citizens
of Maywood.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD,
COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Incorporation of Recitals. Each of the recitals above is incorporated by reference into
this Section 1.

SECTION 2: Authority to Sell and Approval of Redevelopment Agreement. Pursuant to its home
rule powers as provided by Article VI, Section 6 of the lllinois Constitution of 1970, and Section 11-74.4-
4 of the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act (65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-4), the Village President and
Board of Trustees declare the Subject Property to be surplus property subject to sale. The Village Manager,
or his or her designee, working in conjunction with the Village Attorney and applicable Village staff, are
authorized and directed to finalize negotiations on the Redevelopment Agreement with 30 Madison
Street LLC in substantially the form attached here, and to take such steps as deemed necessary in order
to effectuate the sale of the Subject Property to 30 Madison Street LLC for the purchase price of One
Hundred and Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($150,000.00). The final form of the Redevelopment
Agreement shall be approved by the Village Manager and Village Attorney. Should the parties fail to reach
agreement on the terms and conditions of a final version of the Redevelopment Agreement, no sale of
the Subject Property shall take place.

SECTION 3: Authority to Execute. The President and Board of Trustees further authorize the
execution by the Village President, Village Manager and Village Clerk, or their designees, of the final
version of the Redevelopment Agreement, and all other instruments and documents that are necessary
to fulfill the Village’s obligations under the Agreement and to transfer title to the Subject Property to 30
Madison Street LLC pursuant to the terms of the Redevelopment Agreement.

SECTION 4: Repealer. All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance, to the extent of such conflict, are repealed.

SECTION 5: Severability. Each section, paragraph, clause and provision of this Ordinance is
separable, and if any provision is held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not
affect the remainder of this Ordinance, nor any part thereof, other than the part affected by such decision.

SECTION 6: Ratification. All actions of the Corporate Authorities, agents and employees of the
Village that are in conformity with the purpose and intent of this Ordinance, whether taken before or
after the adoption of this Ordinance, are ratified, confirmed and approved.

SECTION 7: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
adoption, approval and publication in in the manner required by law.

REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN 30 MADISON STREET LLC AND
THE VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD FOR THE SALE AND REDEVELOPMENT OF
PROPERTY COMMONLY KNOWN AS 30 MADISON STREET
(THE PARK AT 30 MADISON)

THIS REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made as of the Effective Date (as that term
is defined herein) between the VILLAGE OF MAYWOOD, an lllinois municipal corporation (the “Village” or
“Corporate Authorities"), and 30 MADISON STREET LLC, an lllinois limited liability company (the “Developer”).

SECTION | - PRELIMINARY STATEMENTS
Among the matters of mutual inducement which have resulted in this Agreement are the following:

1. The Village is a duly constituted and existing municipality within the meaning of Section 1
(Municipalities And Units Of Local Government) of Article VII (Local Government) of the 1970 Constitution of the
State of lllinois and is a "home rule unit" under Section 6(a) (Powers Of Home Rule Units) of Article VII (Local
Government) of the State of Illinois Constitution of 1970.

2. The Village has the authority to promote the health, safety and welfare of the Village and its
inhabitants, to encourage private development in order to enhance the local tax base, create employment and
ameliorate blight, and to enter into contractual agreements with third persons to achieve these purposes.

3. Pursuant to the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act of the State of lllinois (65 ILCS 5/11-
74.4-1, et seq.), as from time to time amended (the "Act"), the President and Board of Trustees of the Village are
empowered to undertake the redevelopment of a designated area within its municipal limits in which existing
conditions permit such area to be classified as a "conservation area" as defined in Section 11.74.4-3(b) of the Act.

4, In accordance with the requirements of the Act, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village,
pursuant to Ordinance No. CO-97-02, adopted by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village on
March 27, 1997, approved a redevelopment plan and project for the Madison Street/5th Avenue Redevelopment
Area (the “Redevelopment Area") as set forth in the document entitied "Madison Street/5th Avenue Tax Increment
Financing Redevelopment Project and Plan" (the "TIF Plan"), dated January 22, 1997, prepared by Trkla, Pettigrew,
Allen & Payne on behalf of the Village, which contains a plan for the redevelopment of the Subject Property.

5. In accordance with the requirements of the Act, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village,
pursuant to Ordinance Nos. CO-97-02 and CO-97-03, respectively, adopted by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village on March 27, 1997, designated the Redevelopment Area as a redevelopment area (as that term is
defined by the Act) and adopted tax increment allocation financing for the Redevelopment Area pursuant to the Act
for the purposes of implementing the TIF Plan for the Redevelopment Area.

6. The President and Board of Trustees of the Village have determined that the blighting factors
described in the TIF Plan are detrimental to the public and impair development and growth in the Redevelopment
Area, with the result that it is necessary to incur extraordinary costs in order to develop the Redevelopment Area. The
blighting factors in the Redevelopment Area will continue to impair growth and development but for the use of tax
increment financing to pay redevelopment project costs (as defined in the Act) which necessarily must be incurred to
implement the aforesaid program of redevelopment.

7. The Village is the owner approximately 7.5 acres of vacant land located on the south side of
Madison Street, bounded on the east by the Des Plaines River and on the west by the Village Hall, commonly known
as 30 Madison Street, Maywood, Cook County, lllinois, as legally described on EXHIBIT “A” attached hereto (the
“Subject Property”).

8. The Subject Property was historically used as the Village landfill for incinerator ash from the 1930's
through the late 1950's. A clay cap was applied to the Property in the early 1960's and the Property was
subsequently used as a depository for landscape waste in the 1990's. Other than the portion of the Subject Property
adjoining Madison Street frontage, the majority of the site is built up to a level above street level as a result of the
landfill operations. The history of the Subject Property and resulting environmental conditions and clay cap
significantly limit the uses allowed on the Property.

9. In the 2000's, the Subject Property was sold by the Village to a private entity and redeveloped with
a golf driving range use and golf training facility. That use was later abandoned, and the Subject Property has
remained unused since that time. Most recently, the Subject Property was reacquired by the Village of Maywood from
the Cook County Land Bank in 2021.

10. In furtherance of its commitment to develop the Redevelopment Area, the Village has from time to
time invited and solicited proposals from qualified developers for redevelopment of certain land within the
Redevelopment Area in an effort to encourage its revitalization as outlined in the TIF Plan. The Village has received a
development proposal for the Subject Property from the Developer, and on January 13, 2026, the Village Board
conducted a public hearing relative to the terms, conditions and provisions contained in this Agreement and received
a presentation by the Developer regarding its development proposal. The development proposal contemplates use of
the Subject Property as both a golf driving range, and has an entertainment destination featuring a restaurant, bar
and grill, and as a music venue able to host events for up to 500 guests. At the public hearing, there was an
opportunity for the solicited proposals from qualified developers for redevelopment of the Subject Property within the
Redevelopment Area to be heard.

1. The Developer seeks assistance and incentives from the Village in the form of a $30,000.00
closing credit in order to pay for security fencing at the Subject Property, and a $50,000.00 Tax Increment Financing

grant. The Developer has also requested that the Village approve a local Resolution in support of its application for a
Cook County Class 7a/7b Property Tax Incentive for the Subject Property. Other than these specifically identified
economic incentives, no other TIF economic incentives are being requested by the Developer for the Project. The
sale price for the Subject Property shall be One Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($150,000.00) in
accordance with the terms and provisions hereinafter set forth, and the sales proceeds shall be deposited in the
Madison Street/5th Avenue TIF Fund for use in furtherance of the TIF District's Plan.

12. The Village is authorized, under its home rule powers and the Act, to assemble and to sell land and
other property, real or personal, in the manner and at such price as the Village determines is reasonably necessary
to achieve the objectives of the TIF Plan.

13. The Village desires to convey and the Developer desires to acquire from the Village, subject to the
terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, all of the Village's right, title and interest in the Subject Property in
an “AS IS, WHERE IS," condition, including all environmental conditions associated with the soil and groundwater.

14, Except as is otherwise expressly set forth in this Agreement, the Village has made and continues
to make no warranty, guarantee or representation whatsoever concerning the Subject Property, including but not
limited to any express or implied warranty regarding the fitness for particular purpose, habitability, quality or
merchantability of the Subject Property or any portion thereof.

15. The Developer agrees to improve and develop the Subject Property as follows:

A Construction of “The Park at 30 Madison," a world-class off course golf driving range and live
entertainment venue. The existing facilities will be redesigned to create an innovative
entertainment venture providing a unique experience for guests that includes food, beverages, and
live entertainment, and which will also include a technology-driven golf experience that caters to
golfers of all skill levels and guests seeking a social, recreational outing. The redevelopment shall
include a new restaurant, bar and grill in the existing retail/clubhouse building. The redevelopment
also contemplates improvements designed to allow the hosting of music events for up to 500
guests. Collectively, all of the foregoing is the “Project.” A copy of the Village-approved Site Plan
and Project Renderings are attached as GROUP EXHIBIT “B” and made a part hereof. The
Developer will own the Subject Property in a land trust, and will lease the Property to a separate
affiliated entity that will operate the restaurant, bar and golfing business. A separate LLC will
manage the Property, and live entertainment events will be produced and promoted by a separate
entity as well.

B. Developer shall file an application and all required supporting documents requesting Village
approval and issuance of a special use permit for both an indoor and outdoor recreation and live
entertainment uses prior to closing on the Subject Property, as well as any other zoning relief found
to be necessary. All such zoning relief must be sought by Developer and approved prior to Closing.
Compliance by Developer with any other pre-closing conditions specified herein is also required.

C. Subject to all necessary financing being secured by the Developer for the Project by

, 2026, and compliance with all pre-closing conditions and the closing on the

conveyance of the Subject Property and the Developer financing being completed by

, 2026, construction is anticipated to commence by , 2026

and be completed by , 2027. See Village-Approved Preliminary Construction
Schedule attached hereto as part of EXHIBIT “C”.
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16. The Village Board's approval of this Agreement grants final approval of the Project Concept Plans, but
does not constitute the Village Board's commitment to grant final approval of any zoning relief that the Developer
needs to construct the Project. Consideration of such Village Board approval shall not occur until after the conclusion
of the necessary zoning public hearing before the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals and consideration of
the Commission's recommendation to the Village Board. Similarly, the approval of this Agreement does not constitute
or grant final approval of the Building and Engineering Plans and the final Construction Schedule, which have yet to
be prepared and submitted to the Village by the Developer. Once such plans and schedule are prepared and
submitted to the Village and undergo the Village plan review process, they will be reviewed and acted on at an open
meeting by the Village Board. Once approved by the Village, these two (2) documents will be incorporated by
reference into this Agreement as GROUP EXHIBIT “D”.

17. The Village desires to have the Subject Property developed with the Project as proposed by the
Developer in order to serve the needs of the Village and the community, and to produce increased employment
opportunities for area residents and increased tax revenues for the various taxing districts authorized to levy taxes on
the Subject Property. In accordance with the terms set forth in this Agreement, the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village have determined that it is in the best interest of the Village to approve the Project, including the sale of
the Subject Property to Developer for development of the Subject Property in accordance with the terms and
conditions set forth below in this Agreement.

18. This Agreement has been submitted to the Developer for consideration and review, the Developer
has taken all actions required to be taken prior to the execution of this Agreement, including the approval of
necessary corporate resolutions and other appropriate Developer documents, in order to make the same binding on
the Developer in accordance with their respective terms, and any and all actions of the Developer prior to the
execution of this Agreement have been undertaken and performed in the manner required by law.

19, The President and Board of Trustees of the Village, after due and careful consideration, have
determined that the sale of the Subject Property and development of the Project will be in furtherance of the TIF Plan
and thereby help relieve conditions of unemployment, increase employment opportunities, improve the environment
of the Village, increase the assessed valuation of the real estate situated within the Village, increase the tax revenues
realized by the Village, foster increased economic activity within the Village, and otherwise be in the best interests of
the Village and the health, safety, morals and welfare of its residents and taxpayers.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals, the mutual covenants and promises and
payment of money as contained in this Agreement and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

SECTION Il - TRANSFER AND LEASE/LICENSING OF PROPERTY

1. INCORPORATION. The foregoing whereas recitals and each of obligations of the Parties set forth
therein are material terms of this Agreement and are incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as though
they were fully set forth in this Section 11.1.

2. EFFECTIVE DATE/TERM. This Agreement shall become effective as of the date of the last
signatory below (the “Effective Date") and shall terminate upon the earlier of: (i) notice of termination pursuant to any
provision listed herein providing for such termination, or (ii) completion of the Project as evidenced by issuance of the
final occupancy permit for the uses contemplated herein. Notwithstanding termination, any Village-approved zoning
relief and special permissions and the applicable provisions of the Village Code shall remain in effect and be
enforced and shall control the operation and maintenance of the Project and Subject Property for the time period that
the Project exists and continues to operate on the Property, unless the Parties mutually agree to amend this
Agreement. In addition, notwithstanding termination, the Developer's obligation to pay taxes, fees and charges, as
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well as any Village remedies set forth herein for failure to pay same, shall survive termination and continue in full
force and effect for a period of five (5) years from the Effective Date of this Agreement. In addition, Sections Ili.1,
1.2, 111.5, 1V.4., V.1 and V.2. shall survive termination of this Agreement.

S PURCHASE AND SALE. Subject to all necessary financing being secured by the Developer in
order to complete the Project and all required zoning relief sought by the Developer being applied for and granted by
the Village on or before the closing date, and compliance with any other pre-closing conditions specified herein, the
Parties agree to conduct a closing on or before -, 2026 (or such other date mutually agreed to by the
parties in writing) for purposes of conveying title to the Subject Property from the Village to the Developer or a land
trust for which the Developer is the beneficiary, in accordance with and to fulfill the terms and provisions of this
Agreement. At Closing, the Village shall convey and sell to the Developer, and the Developer shall accept and
purchase from the Village, all of the Village's right, title and interest in the Subject Property as described in
EXHIBIT “A” hereof; and all improvements, buildings, structures and attached fixtures (excluding any personal
property and trade fixtures of the Village and/or any tenants of the Village, if any) located on the Subject Property,
including any and all rights, privileges, easements and appurtenances, if any, thereunto belonging. The Developer
agrees that all right, title and interest in the Subject Property is being conveyed in an “AS IS, WHERE IS," condition,
including all environmental conditions associated with the soil and groundwater.

4, PURCHASE PRICE. The purchase price to be paid by the Developer to the Village for the Subject
Property shall be in the amount ONE HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($150,000.00)
(“Purchase Price"). The Purchase Price shall be payable as follows: At the time of Closing (as defined herein) the
Developer shall pay to the Village the Purchase Price, plus or minus any prorations as provided herein, including a
credit for the Initial Deposit paid in accordance with Section II(5) below. The Purchase Price shall be payable at
Closing in good funds by wire transfer or cashier's check.

5. ESCROW HOLD DEPOSIT. Developer is required to make an escrow deposit with the Village of
Maywood at Closing in the amount of TWENTY FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100THS DOLLARS ($25,000.00), in the
form of a certified check or other certified funds within forty eight (48) hours of the Village's approval of an Ordinance
authorizing the sale and this Agreement (the "Escrow Hold Deposit"). The Escrow Hold Deposit will be held at the
Title Company, in escrow, for the duration of the development of the Subject Property or until termination of this
Agreement, whichever is earlier. Developer shall receive a refund of the Escrow Hold Deposit upon the earlier of the
issuance of a final occupancy certificate for the uses contemplated for the Subject Property pursuant to the Project or
the termination of this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event the Village terminates this Agreement
after Closing due to Developer's default under this Agreement, and the Village provides notice to the Developer that
the Subject Property is to be reconveyed to the Village pursuant to this Agreement, the Escrow Hold Deposit shall be
forfeited to the Village as damages and in reimbursement for the Village’s costs in pursuing termination and
reconveyance. Developer specifically acknowledges that in the event of a default and reconveyance, it may lose both
the Subject Property, any work it has performed on the Property to date, and the Escrow Hold Deposit.

6. INITIAL DEPOSIT - ADMINISTRATIVE REIMBURSEMENT OF VILLAGE COSTS. Pursuant to
Section 3 (Administrative Purposes) of the Village's Zoning Ordinance, the Developer shall be responsible for making
an initial non-refundable deposit with the Village of TEN THOUSAND AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($10,000.00) in the
form of a certified check or other certified funds within seven (7) calendar days of the Village's approval of this
Agreement (the “Initial Deposit"). The purpose of the Initial Deposit is to reimburse the Village for fees, costs and
expenses incurred in the course of preparing, approving and carrying out this Agreement and the sale of the
Property, including but not limited to title and closing costs and fees, survey costs, escrow, attorneys' fees, and
engineer's fees. The Initial Deposit is not refundable after being made. Developer shall receive a credit for the
Administrative Costs Reimbursement Deposit at closing, but is responsible for payment of all fees, costs and
expenses related to approving and carrying out this Agreement, including the sale of the Property, to the extent such
fees, costs and expenses exceeded the amount of Administrative Costs Reimbursement Deposit.
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7. TITLE INSURANCE. At least sixty (60) calendar days prior to Closing, the Village, at the Developer's
cost and expense, shall deliver to the Developer, a title commitment (the “Title Commitment”) issued by Chicago Title
Insurance Company (the “Title Company”), in the amount of the Purchase Price, subject only to (i) the exclusions and
conditions contained in the Title Commitment; (ii) the restrictions and reservations, if any, contained in the Deed;
(iii) general real estate taxes not yet due and payable and subsequent years (note: Property is currently tax exempt);
(iv) utility and drainage easements and such other covenants, easements, restrictions and matters of record; and
(v) acts done or suffered by or judgments against the Developer (collectively, the “Permitted Exceptions”). If the Title
Commitment discloses exceptions to title which are not acceptable to the Developer, (the “Unpermitted Exceptions”),
the Developer shall have fifteen (15) calendar days from its receipt of the Tite Commitment and documents
evidencing any and all Unpemmitted Exceptions to object to the Unpermitted Exceptions. The Developer shall provide
the Village with a title objection letter (the “Developer's Objection Letter") listing those matters which are not
Permitted Exceptions. The Village shall have five (5) calendar days from the date of receipt of the Developer's
Objection Letter (“Village's Cure Period") to have the Unpermitted Exceptions removed from the Title Commitment or
to cure such Unpermitted Exceptions or to have the Title Company commit to insure against loss or damage that may
be occasioned by such Unpermitted Exceptions, at Village's sole cost and expense. If the Village fails to have the
Unpermitted Exceptions removed or, in the alternative, to obtain a Title Commitment insuring the Unpermitted
Exceptions within the specified time (the “Proforma Title Policy”), the Developer may elect to either (i) terminate this
Agreement, at which time the Developer shall be entitled to have the Initial Deposit, minus any out-of-pocket costs
incurred by the Village, returned to the Developer, or (i) Close taking subject to such Unpermitted Exceptions. All
Unpermitted Exceptions, which the Title Company commits to insure at Village's sole cost and expense, shall be
included within the definition of Permitted Exceptions. The Proforma Title Policy shall be conclusive evidence of good
title as therein shown as to all matters insured by the Title Company, subject only to the Permitted Exceptions. If the
Developer does not elect to close hereunder, this Agreement shall become null and void without further action of the
parties, and the balance of the Initial Deposit shall be retained by the Village. At Closing, the Village shall furnish the
Developer an Affidavit of Title, Covenant and Warranty in customary form. The Developer shall pay the cost for any
later date title commitment and the cost of the Title Company issuing a Proforma Title Policy to the Developer. The
Developer may, at its expense, request that the Title Commitment provide for extended coverage, which shall be
provided at the Developer's expense. Any specific title endorsements, including a zoning endorsement, requested by
the Developer for its owners' policy and/or loan title policy, shall be paid for by the Developer.

8. SURVEY. At least sixty (60) calendar days prior to Closing, the Village, at Developer's cost and
expense, shall order and obtain an ALTA/ACSM topographical survey of the Subject Property, prepared by an lllinois
registered surveyor and made in compliance with ALTA and Land Survey Standards (and shall satisfy, at a minimum,
Table A Options 6, 8, 10, and 11(b)) dated subsequent to the date of this Agreement, certified to the Developer, the
Village and the title insurer, depicting the land, improvements, manholes, structures and utility lines in, over, under or
upon the land, the locations of all easements upon the Subject Property or appurtenant thereto (identified by the
Recorder's Document Number) and showing encroachments, if any, from or upon adjoining property or upon any
easements located on the Subject Property, certifying the number of square feet (or the number of acres) to not less
than two decimal points, of the Subject Property, and further certifying whether or not the land is located within a
federal flood plain (hereinafter referred to as the “Survey”). The Survey must not reveal any material impediments to
developing the proposed uses, as determined by the Developer in its reasonable discretion. A copy of said Survey
shall be provided to the Developer by the Village within ten (10) calendar days of the Village's receipt of same.

Upon approval of the Survey, the legal description in EXHIBIT “A” shall be automatically revised to be that of the
legal description in the Survey and Title Commitment. At either party's request, any changes to the legal description
shall be confirmed in writing and signed by both parties.

9. INSPECTION PERIOD.
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A. At any and all times prior to the Closing, Developer shall be entitled to perform any and all
investigations, structural and system inspections with regard to the physical condition of the Subject
Property, soil reports, engineering studies, surveys and other studies and tests on the Property which the
Developer may reasonably deem necessary, including Phase | and Phase Il environmental assessments
(the foregoing collectively, “Inspections”).

B. Developer's access to the Subject Property to perform the Inspections shall be govemed by a
temporary access agreement with the Village substantially in the form attached hereto as EXHIBIT “E.”

C. Any and all Inspections shall be performed at Developer's sole cost and expense. The Developer
shall conduct any entry onto the Subject Property for the purpose of Inspections so as not to disturb the use
of the Subject Property by any occupant of the Subject Property and during reasonable business hours.

D. In the event that the Inspections reveal that the Subject Property is not suitable for the Developer's
use, poses a material health, safety or environmental hazard, including the existence of any environmental
condition which may be dangerous and/or unacceptable to the Developer, or the presence of any hazardous
material, the Developer, shall have the right, in its sole and exclusive judgment, to terminate this Agreement
prior to taking title to the Subject Property, upon written notice to the Village in conformance with this
paragraph and the notice provisions of Paragraph II1.5. below. If this Agreement is terminated under this
Paragraph, the Village shall retain the Initial Deposit and each party shall otherwise pay its own costs and
expenses incurred under this Agreement and shall not seek reimbursement, contribution or damages from
or against the other party for such costs and expenses or damages of any other kind.

E. If the Developer elects to terminate this Agreement pursuant to this Paragraph, Developer shall
have the obligation to restore the Subject Property to its original condition prior to such Inspections and
indemnify the Village, as provided herein.

10. CONDITION OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY. The Developer expressly acknowledges that it has not
relied upon any representation or warranty made by either the Village or any officer, employee, agent or
representative of the Village in connection with the Subject Property, including specifically, without limitation, any
warranty or representation as to the condition of the personal property, if any, the Subject Property, planning status,
topography, grading, climate, air, flood, water rights, water, utilities, present and future zoning, govermmental
entitlements and restrictions, soil, subsoil, paint or contamination of soil or water, access to public roads, habitability
or fitness for any particular purpose, or the presence or absence of any hazardous material.

11. ZONING RELIEF AND SPECIAL PERMISSIONS. The Developer shall, at its cost and prior to the
Closing Date, petition the Village for any zoning relief necessary for construction of the Project, including, but not
limited to, for special use permits for an indoor and outdoor recreation facility and for live entertainment, and shall
fully participate in the zoning approval process despite the Village Board's approval of the Project Concept Plans
under this Agreement. The approval of this Agreement does not constitute or grant final approval of the Building and
Engineering Plans and the final Construction Schedule, which have yet to be prepared and submitted to the Village
by the Developer. After the Developer obtains approval of its Project financing and these two (2) documents undergo
the Village plan review process, they will be reviewed and acted on at an open meeting by the Village Board. Once
approved by the Village, these two (2) documents will be incorporated by reference into this Agreement as GROUP
EXHIBIT “D”. The Village-approved Project Concept Plans and the Building and Engineering Plans and the final
Construction Schedule shall collectively be referred to as the “Final Plans.”

A Conformance with Plans. The Project shall be constructed and maintained in substantial
conformance with the Final Plans and this Agreement. The Project shall be designed and constructed in accordance
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with the applicable state, federal county and local rules, regulations and ordinances of the Village or any exceptions
or variations from such rules, regulations and ordinances, as approved by the Village Board.

B. Zoning Relief. Should the Village fail to approve any portion of the zoning relief necessary for the
construction of the Project as outlined herein, the Developer may, at its option, choose to amend its submittals and
request approval of the amended zoning petition or terminate this Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated under
this Paragraph, the Initial Deposit shall be retained by the Village and the Parties shall have no further obligation to
each other under this Agreement.

C. Special Permissions. The Developer is seeking certain special permissions relative to [insert any
special permissions sought here].
D. Approval of Final Plans. The Village Board shall consider and approve the Final Plans after

submittal of the documents for Village plan review and the issuance of the Village staff, Village Engineer and
consultant plan review comments, and, if necessary, the completion of a public hearing before the PC/BZA and the
PC/BZA's issuance of its recommendation, provided they are in substantial conformance with the Village-Approved
Project Concept Plans.

12. COSTS / PRORATIONS.

A Shared Cost. If one party requests an escrow and New York Style closing, the requestor shall pay
the escrow fee. If the Developer has a lender, then the Developer shall pay the cost of any escrow and closing fee.
If no escrow is involved, the parties agree to share equally the closing fee.

B. Prorations. At Closing, the following adjustments shall be computed as of the Closing Date and the
cash balance of the Purchase Price shall be adjusted to reflect such prorations. All prorations shall be based on a
365-day year, with the Village having the day prior to the Closing Day.

(i) Real Property Taxes. The Subject Property is currently exempt from payment of real estate taxes
and there shall be no real estate tax proration given to the Developer at Closing. The Developer
shall be responsible for all real estate taxes accruing subsequent to the conveyance of the Subject
Property.

(ii) Miscellaneous. All other charges and fees customarily prorated and adjusted in similar transactions
shall be prorated as of the Closing Date. In the event that accurate prorations and other
adjustments cannot be made at Closing because current bills or statements are not obtainable (as
for example, utility bills), the parties shall prorate on the best available information, subject to
adjustment within thirty (30) calendar days of the receipt of the final bill or statement. All prorations
are final.

(iii) Transfer Stamp Exemption. The parties acknowledge that as the seller is a governmental entity,
the real estate conveyance transaction is exempt from any state, county or local real estate
transfer tax pursuant to 35 ILCS 200/31-45(b).

C. Village's Costs. The Village shall pay the following costs and expenses in connection with the
Closing:

(i) The premium for a title policy in the amount of the Purchase Price (amount to be paid from
Developer's Initial Deposit);
(i) The cost of the Survey (amount to be paid from Developer's Initial Deposit);

(iii) Cost of obtaining any required title curative documents, except for title matters created by or
relating to the Developer; and
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(iv) Recording fees for releasing or terminating any Unpermitted Exceptions or title curative
documents.

D. Developer's Costs. The Developer shall pay the following costs and expenses in connection with

the Closing:
(i) Recording fees for the Deed and this Agreement.
(ii) Recording fees for any financing documents.

(iii) All other expenses reasonably incurred by the Village and the Developer with respect to the
consummation of the transaction contemplated by this Agreement, including but not limited to the
parties’ respective attorneys' fees.

(iv) In the event that the Developer shall obtain financing for the purchase of the Subject Property, all
costs associated with the Developer's financing, including the Developer's lender’s loan policy shall
be borne by the Developer.

SECTION Il - REDEVELOPMENT OF THE PROPERTY

1. CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS. The Developer shall provide the Village with final
Building and Engineering Plans and final Construction Schedule for approval at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to
Closing. The final Building and Engineering Plans and final Construction Schedule shall be incorporated by reference
into this Agreement as GROUP_EXHIBIT “D” upon approval by the Village and made a part hereof. The final
Building and Engineering Plans and final Construction Schedule to be submitted by the Developer are subject to the
review and approval of the Village Board, with recommendations by Village staff, the Village Engineer and the Village
Attorney, to ensure that the improvements contained in these documents are in substantial compliance with the
Village-approved Site Plan and Project Renderings (GROUP EXHIBIT “B") and in conformance with the applicable
state, federal county and local rules, regulations and ordinances of the Village or any exceptions or variations from
such rules, regulations and ordinances, as approved by the Corporate Authorities. The Developer, subject to force
majeure, shall initiate construction of the Project on the Subject Property in substantial conformance with the Village-
approved final Construction Schedule and the Final Plans, and shall complete the Project on or before
, 2027.

A Developer's Funding Obligation. As a condition of Closing, the Developer shall simultaneously
close on construction financing in an amount equal to the Total Project Costs. Total Project Costs are the anticipated
costs of fully constructing the Project as described herein to a point of completion where occupancy permits may
issue and in full compliance with all requirements of this Agreement, as well as all federal, State, local and Village
Codes and other regulations and requirements. The Village, at the Developer's cost, agrees to cooperate with and
support the Developer's application for any federal, state and county grants, bonds, loans, or tax credits for the
Project. It is understood and agreed between the parties that the Village's obligation to close is contingent on the
Developer having secured construction financing in an amount equal to the Total Project Costs and on the Developer
closing on said construction financing simultaneously with the Closing on the sale of the Subject Property by the
Village to Developer.

B. Completion of the Project. After Closing, the Developer shall use its best efforts to commence and
thereafter diligently pursue completion of the Project in accordance with the Village-approved Final Plans and the
final Construction Schedule.

C. No Use of Property as Collateral. Prior to Closing, the Developer shall not place or allow any liens,
mortgages, security interests, pledges, claims of others, equitable interests or other encumbrances to attach to or to
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be filed against title to the Property. At or after Closing, the Developer shall not pledge, collateralize or use the
Property for purposes of securing any mortgage, loan, lien, debt or other encumbrance for any other project or
purpose, except for purposes of securing funds to construct the Project.

D. Signage. All signage to be located on the Subject Property shall be subject to Village Board

approval as part of the Final Site Plans and in accordance with all applicable Village ordinances and permitting
requirements.

2. ADDITIONAL UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE DEVELOPER.

A As-Is, Where-Is Condition. The Developer agrees to accept the Subject Property in an “AS-IS,
WHERE-IS” condition, including all environmental conditions associated with the soil and groundwater, upon
conveyance of the Subject Property from the Village.

B. Real Estate Taxes and Fees. The Developer shall pay, when due, any and all real estate taxes
and special assessments regarding the Subject Property.

C. Construction, Maintenance and Operation of the Project. The Developer agrees to construct,
maintain and operate the Project in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, including the obligations set forth in
Section | - Preliminary Statements.

D. Construction Employment Opportunities and MBE/WBE/VBE Provisions.

(i) The Developer agrees to make good faith, commercially reasonable efforts to have its general
contractor and subcontractors, to the extent they hire new employees and can include minorities,
women and Village residents to work on the Project, hire minorities, women and/or Village
residents, during the course of Construction to the extent practical and feasible. Nothing in this
Agreement shall require the Developer or its contractors or subcontractors to displace any
employees in its current work force to achieve the foregoing goal.

(ii) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, the Developer shall be entitled to employ union labor
hereunder pursuant to the rules, regulations and practices of applicable unions.

(ii) The Developer shall comply with the lllinois Prevailing Wage Act and, if required by applicable
funding sources, the federal Davis Bacon Act in regard to the Project.

(iv) As required by its applicable funding sources, the Developer shall comply with all rules and
regulations in regard to selecting minority, women and Village business enterprises for the greatest
possible participation in all construction and service contracts for the Project. Where there is a
conflict between governing regulations, the Developer shall seek guidance from the funding
sources to determine which regulations take precedent. A minority business enterprise ("MBE")
and a women business enterprise ("WBE") shall mean any entity which is owned or controlled by
one or more minorities or women, respectively. A Village Business Enterprise ("VBE") shall mean
any entity which has been located and conducting business in the Village for a period of twelve
(12) months immediately preceding the execution of this Agreement, and which meets all other
conditions set forth in the Village Code as same may, from time to time, be amended. (MBEs,
WBEs and VBEs are collectively referred to in this Agreement as "M/W/VBEs".) Any business
enterprise certified as a MBE or a WBE by any county, state or federal government entity shall be
deemed to be a MBE or WBE, respectively, for the purpose of this Agreement.
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E. Damage to Public Improvements and Off-Site Improvements. To the extent that the Developer or
its employees, contractors, subcontractors or agents damage any private or public utilities or other private or public
improvements of any kind that are located on-site or off-site relative to the Subject Property as part of the
construction of the Project, the Developer agrees to promptly repair or replace or restore such damaged
improvements with like kind and like quality materials.

3. JOINT UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE VILLAGE AND DEVELOPER.

The Village, at no cost to itself, will assist the Developer upon request to secure and obtain any licenses and
permits as may be required from any and all public agencies other than the Village for construction of the Project on
the Subject Property. The Developer, at its cost, shall be responsible for securing all of its necessary approvals,
consents, permits, licenses and authorizations.

4. ECONOMIC INCENTIVES GRANTED FOR THE PROJECT.

A. But for the Village's contribution of the following economic incentives to the Developer for the
benefit of the Project, and to encourage the Developer to construct and manage the Project,
the Project would not be economically feasible, and, therefore, the Village agrees to approve
the following economic incentives for the Project:

(i) The provision by the Village of a $30,000.00 closing credit in order to pay for
security fencing at the Subject Property.

(ii) The use of Madison Street/5" Avenue TIF Funds to pay for a $50,000.00 Tax
Increment Financing grant.

(iii) The approval by the Village of a local Resolution in support of its application for a
Cook County Class 7a/7b Property Tax Incentive for the Subject Property.

5. DEVELOPER’S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES.

A Authority to Convey. The Developer represents and warrants to the Village that the Developer has
the requisite power and authority to enter into and fully carry out this Agreement and the purchase of the Subject
Property, including the execution of all instruments and documents delivered or to be delivered hereunder. This
provision shall survive the Closing and shall not merge with the Deed.

B. Compliance with Laws. The Developer represents and warrants that the Project and any related
Improvements made to the Subject Property during the term of this Agreement shall be constructed, fully completed
and maintained in a good and workmanlike manner in accordance with all applicable federal, State and county laws
and regulations and the Village codes, ordinances and regulations, including but not limited to all local zoning
ordinances and regulations, and the building, electric, plumbing and fire codes, that are applicable to the Subject
Property and Project. The Developer further certifies that:

(i) It is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of violating
720 ILCS 5/33E-3 or 5/33E-4 (bid rigging or bid rotating) or 5/33E-6 (interference with contract
submission and award by public official) or as a result of a violation of 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq. (the
lllinois Prevailing Wage Act) or as a result of; (1) a delinquency in the payment of any tax
administered by the lllinois Department of Revenue or any fee required by any unit of local
government or the State, unless the Party is contesting, in accordance with the procedures
established by the appropriate revenue act, its liability for the tax or the amount of the tax or the
fee, as set forth in Section 11-42.1-1 et seq. of the lllinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/11-42.1-1 et
seq.
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It has not been convicted of, or is not barred for attempting to, rig bids, price-fixing or attempting to
fix prices as defined in the Sherman Anti-Trust Act and Clayton Act. 15 U.S.C. § 1 et seq.; and has
not been convicted of or barred for bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of a unit of
state or local government or school district in the State of lllinois in that officer's or employee’s
official capacity. Nor has the Developer and its officers, corporate authorities, employees and
agents made admission of guilt of such conduct which is a matter of record, nor has any official,
officer, agent or employee been so convicted nor made such an admission.

It shall comply with the lllinois Drug Free Work Place Act.

It shall comply with the Equal Opportunity Clause of the lllinois Human Rights Act and the Rules
and Regulations of the lllinois Department of Human Rights and shall not commit unlawful
discrimination and shall agree to comply with all applicable provisions of the lllinois Human Rights
Act, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, the Americans with Disabilities Act, the
Age Discrimination in Employment Act, Section 504 of the Federal Rehabilitation Act, and all
applicable rules and regulations.

It shall comply with its own written Sexual Harassment Policy in compliance with Section 2-105 of
the lllinois Human Rights Act (775 ILCS 5/2-105(A)(4)).

It is and will remain an "Equal Opportunity Employer" as defined by federal and State laws and
regulations, and agrees to comply with the Illinois Department of Human Rights (“IDHR") Equal
Opportunity Employment clause as required by the IDHR's Regulations (44 |ll. Adm. Code, Part
750, Appendix A). As required by llinois law and IDHR Regulation, the Equal Opportunity
Employment clause is incorporated by reference in its entirety as though fully set forth herein.

It shall comply with the Prohibition of Segregated Facilities clause, which is incorporated by
reference in its entirety as though fully set forth herein. See, lllinois Human Rights Act (775 ILCS
5/2-105). See also, lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations, Title 44, Part 750.
Administrative Code, Title 44: Government Contracts, Procurement and Property Management,
Subtitle B: Supplemental Procurement Rules, Chapter X: Department of Human Rights, Part 750:
Procedures Applicable to All Agencies, Section 750.160: Segregated Facilities (44 Ill. Adm. Code
750.160).

It shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act (42 U.S.C. 12101, et seq.) and Article 2 of
the lllinois Human Rights Act (775 ILCS 5/2-101 et seq.).

Any construction contracts entered into by the Developer relating to the Project and any additional
improvements to the Subject Property shall require all contractors and subcontractors to comply
with the lllinois Fair Employment Practices Act and the lllinois Prevailing Wage Act and the federal
Davis Bacon Act, as applicable.

The Developer is neither delinquent in the payment of any tax administered by the lllinois
Department of Revenue nor delinquent in the payment of any money owed to the Village.

It is in full compliance with the Federal Highway Administration Rules on Controlled Substances
and Alcohol Use and Testing, 49 CFR Parts 40 and 382, but only to the extent applicable.
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The Developer, and its employees, sub-consultants and sub-contractors, shall comply with any and all
applicable laws, regulations and rules promulgated by any Federal, State, County, local, or other governmental
authority or regulatory body pertaining to all aspects of this Agreement, now in effect, or which may become in effect
during the performance of this Agreement. The scope of the laws, regulations and rules referred to in this paragraph
includes, but is in no way limited to, the Occupational Safety and Health Act standards, the lllinois Human Rights Act,
the Illinois Equal Pay Act of 2003, along with the standards and regulations promulgated pursuant thereto (including
but not limited to those safety requirements involving work on elevated platforms), all forms of traffic regulations,
public utility, Interstate and Intrastate Commerce Commission regulations, Workers' Compensation Laws, the
Substance Abuse Prevention on Public Works Projects Act, Prevailing Wage Laws, the Smoke Free lllinois Act, the
USA Security Act, the Federal Social Security Act (and any of its titles), and any other law, rule or regulation of the
[llinois Department of Labor, lllinois Department of Transportation, lllinois Environmental Protection Act, Illinois
Department of Human Rights, Human Rights Commission, EEOC, Metropolitan Water Reclamation District of
Greater Chicago, and the Village of Maywood. In the event that the Developer, or its employees, sub-consultants and
sub-contractors, in performing under this Agreement are found to have not complied with any of the applicable laws
and regulations as required by this Agreement, then the Developer shall indemnify and hold the Village harmless,
and pay all amounts determined to be due from the Village for such non-compliance by the Developer, including but
not limited to fines, costs, attorneys' fees and penalties.

The Developer shall further comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations in
carrying out the terms and conditions of this Agreement, including the following:

(1 Employment of lllinois Workers on Public Works Act Compliance. To the extent required by law,
the Developer agrees to comply with the provisions of the Employment of lllinois Workers on Public Works Act (30
ILCS 570/0.01 et seq.).

(2) Preference To Veterans Act Compliance. The Developer will comply with the Preference to
Veterans Act (330 ILCS 55).

(3) Patriot Act Compliance. The Developer represents and warrants to the Village that neither it nor
any of its principals, shareholders, members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable, is a person or entity named as a
Specially Designated National and Blocked Person (as defined in Presidential Executive Order 13224) and that it is
not acting, directly or indirectly, for or on behalf of a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person. The
Developer further represents and warrants to the Village that the Developer and its principals, shareholders,
members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable, are not, directly or indirectly, engaged in, and are not facilitating, the
transactions contemplated by this Agreement on behalf of any person or entity named as a Specially Designated
National and Blocked Person. The Developer agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village, its elected
or appointed officials, president and trustees, employees, agents, representatives, engineers, and attorneys, from
and against any and all claims, damages, losses, risks, liabilities, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees
and costs) arising from or related to any breach of the representations and warranties in this subsection.

(4) Other Laws; Changes in Laws. The Developer further represents and warrants that it shall comply with
all applicable federal laws, State laws and regulations including without limitation, those regulations in regard to all
applicable equal employment opportunity requirements, and such laws and regulations relating to minimum wages to
be paid to employees, limitations upon the employment of minors, minimum fair wage standards for minors, payment
of wages due employees, and health and safety of employees. The Developer agrees to pay its employees, if any, all
rightful salaries, medical benefits, pensions and social security benefits pursuant to applicable labor agreements and
federal and State statutes, and further agrees to make all required withholdings and deposits therefor. The Developer
agrees to maintain full compliance with changing government requirements that govern or apply to the construction of
the Project and any additional improvements thereto, and its operation and maintenance of the Project on the Subject
Property. The Developer understands and agrees that the most recent of such federal, county, State, and local laws
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and regulations will govern the administration of this Agreement at any particular time. Likewise, the Developer
understands and agrees that new federal, county, State and local laws, regulations, policies and administrative
practices may be established after the date of this Agreement has been executed and may apply to this Agreement.

C. Notice of Claims or Lawsuits. Any claims or lawsuit or complaint of violation of laws that is received
by the Developer relative to this Agreement shall be immediately forwarded to the Village Manager.

D. Village Approval. The Developer further acknowledges that because the Village is a municipal
entity that this Agreement is subject to the approval of and is not enforceable until approved at an open meeting by
the Board of Trustees of the Village of Maywood. If such approval is not so received, this Agreement shall be null and
void and the Initial Deposit shall be returned to the Developer.

E. Village Discretion. The Developer recognizes and agrees that the Village has sole discretion with
regard to all approvals and permits relating to the Project, including but not limited to approval of the Site Plan and
Building Elevations, excavation permits, grading permits, building permits and occupancy permits, and failure on the
part of the Village to grant or issue any required permit shall not be deemed as the cause of delay by the Developer
under this Agreement or give rise to any claim against or liability to the Village pursuant to this Agreement. The
Village agrees, however, that such approvals and permits shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or
delayed.

F. Adequate Funding for Project. The Developer has identified adequate funds in an amount not less
than that required to complete construction of the Project, plus the cost of any anticipated and unanticipated
contingencies, and shall use its best efforts to secure adequate working capital necessary to complete the Project in
a timely manner in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

6. VILLAGE’S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES.

The Village represents and warrants to the Developer that the Village has the requisite power and authority
to enter into and fully carry out this Agreement and the sale of the Subject Property, including the execution of all
instruments and documents delivered or to be delivered hereunder. This provision shall survive the Closing and shall
not merge with the Deed.

SECTION IV - GENERAL PROVISIONS.
1. DEFAULT.

A Village Default. If the Village fails or refuses to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement
after receipt of the Developer's notice to cure default that describes the default, for any reason other than the
Developer's default hereunder, the Developer shall have all remedies available under law or in equity, including the
termination of the Agreement, after the expiration of a ten (10) calendar day cure period in which the Village fails to
take commercially reasonable actions to cure the default.

B. Developer Default Prior to Closing. If the Developer, after the Effective Date and prior to the
Closing, fails or refuses to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement after receipt of the Village's notice to cure
default that describes the default, the Village's sole remedy shall be termination of this Agreement as to the
applicable Subject Property after the expiration of a thirty (30) calendar day cure period in which the defaulting party
fails to take commercially reasonable actions to cure the default.

C. Developer Default After Closing. In the event the Developer, after the Closing, fails or refuses to
comply with any of the terms of this Agreement, the Village shall have all remedies available under law or in equity,
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including the termination of the Agreement, after the expiration of a thirty (30) calendar day cure period in which the
Developer fails to take commercially reasonable actions to cure the default.

D. Reconveyance to Village. In addition to C. above, in the event Developer fails or refuses to timely
commence and construct the Project on the Property in conformance with the Development Requirements on a
timely basis consistent with the Proposal documents making up GROUP EXHIBIT D, or as may be modified by
mutual agreement of the Parties (subject to force majeure and weather conditions and the mutual agreement of the
parties), or fails to make timely payment of real estate taxes after Closing and during the term of this Agreement, the
Village may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days' notice; provided, however, should Developer cure said
breach within the 30-day termination period, then the termination shall be vitiated. In such case of uncured default, at
the sole option and direction of the Village Board, and subject to the rights of Developer's lender(s), if any, Developer
shall be obligated to: (i) repay to the Village or the applicable taxing body amounts of all taxes, penalties and interest
accrued against the Property during the time period owned by the Developer; and (i) re-convey title to the Property
by warranty deed (free and clear of any liens, encumbrances, easements or other conditions of title created by
Developer or its agents, that would prohibit the Village from acquiring fee simple good, marketable title to the
Property) to the Village pursuant to the notice of default, as liquidated damages for the default, both parties agreeing
that under such circumstances actual damages are difficult to estimate but that repayment of taxes, penalties and
interest and reconveyance of the Property, if exercised by the Village, is the best estimate of damages, and the
Village shall not have any responsibility for or obligation to pay Developer any other compensation, damages or
penalties to Developer for the reconveyance of fee simple title to the Property or improvements made by Developer
thereto. As described in Section I1.5. above, the Escrow Hold Deposit shall be forfeited to the Village as additional
damages and in reimbursement for the Village's costs in pursuing termination and reconveyance in the event the
Village terminates this Agreement after Closing due to Developer's default under this Agreement, and the Village
provides notice to the Developer that the Subject Property is to be reconveyed to the Village pursuant to this
Agreement.

E. Upon reconveyance by Developer, the Village shall have the right to re-enter and re-possess the
Property and those improvements and personal property that are not removed by Developer. The Village specifically
acknowledges that any right of re-entry and repossession it may have is entirely subordinate to any mortgage or any
third party lien holder where the placement of such mortgage or lien was specifically authorized by the Village in
writing. The rights of the Village as to construction timelines as set forth in this Section IV.1. shall terminate upon
completion of construction as evidenced by the issuance of a final occupancy permit by the Village for the uses
provided for herein. The rights of the Village as to reconveyance for nonpayment of real estate taxes or other fees as
set forth in this Section IV.1.D. and IV.1.E. shall terminate five (5) years following the effective date of this Agreement
or upon the agreement of the Village to release this obligation as part of the sale of the Subject Property by the
Developer to a non-related party following completion of the Project.

F. Mutual Termination. Anything to the contrary in this Agreement notwithstanding, this Agreement
may be terminated in whole or in part prior to Closing by mutual consent of the Village and Developer for any reason
without any liability, damages or compensation, other than retention by the Village of the Administrative Costs Fee.
This Agreement may be terminated after Closing by mutual consent of the Parties.

2. LIMITATION ON LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION OF THE VILLAGE. The Developer waives
and releases its right to pursue or seek any punitive damage claim or award against the Village, its officers, officials,
trustees, agents, volunteers, representatives and/or employees arising out of or relating to any breach, violation or
termination by the Village or its elected or appointed officers or officials, trustees, agents, volunteers,
representatives and/or employees, of any obligation, covenant, or provision of this Agreement, including the
termination of this Agreement.
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In addition, the Developer, its successors and assigns shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village
and its elected or appointed officers and officials, trustees, agents, volunteers, attorneys, representatives and/or
employees, from and against any and all civil liabilities, actions, responsibilities, obligations, losses, damages and
claims, and all costs and expenses, including but not limited to attorney's fees and expenses (collectively, “Losses”)
pursuant to any federal, state and local laws (including the common law), statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations and
other requirements relating to or which the Village and/or its elected or appointed officers and officials, trustees,
agents, volunteers, attorneys, representatives and/or employees may incur from or on account of Developer's use
and access to the Subject Property, any soil or groundwater assessments or other tests or surveys of any kind
conducted by the Developer pursuant to this Agreement and the construction of the Project, including but not limited
to any Losses incurred which are based on tort law, wrongful death and/or a personal injury claim, suit or action
and/or any Losses relating to environmental investigation, cleanup, or abatement, whether asserted or unasserted,
direct or indirect, existing or inchoate, known or unknown, having arisen or to arise in the future, and in any manner
whatsoever incurred by reason of Developer's activities at the Property. It is expressly understood, agreed upon and
the specific intent of this Agreement that the Village and its elected or appointed officers and officials, trustees,
agents, volunteers, attorneys, representatives and/or employees will at no time assume responsibility or liability for
the actions of Developer or any of the workers or other persons on the Subject Property. As between the Village and
its elected or appointed officers and officials, trustees, agents, volunteers, attomeys, representatives and/or
employees and the Developer, the Developer shall at all times be held solely responsible to all persons on the
Subject Property present there because of the Project. The Developer and its successors and assigns hereby agree
to release, waive, covenant not to sue and forever discharge the Village and its elected or appointed officers and
officials, trustees, agents, volunteers, attorneys, representatives and/or employees, for any claim, suit or action,
whether or not well founded in fact or in law, which the Developer and the workers have, or may have, arising out of
the Project, except to the extent that any contamination occurs as a result of any negligent or willful and wanton acts
or omissions actions taken after the date of this Agreement by the Village or any of its elected or appointed officers
and officials, trustees, agents, volunteers, attorneys, representatives and/or employees.

3. BROKERAGE. The Village and the Developer each represents and warrants to the other that, in
connection with this transaction, the Developer is responsible for paying the sales commission to Whitney Walker of
Kale Realty, and, although the Village did not utilize a broker or realtor in this transaction, the Village shall contribute
3% of the commission of Whitney Walker. The Village contribution shall be listed as a credit to Developer at Closing.
Other than as specified above, both Parties represent that they did not retain a broker or relator and that no other
third-party broker or finder has been engaged or consulted by it or, through such party’s actions (or claiming through
such party), is entitled to compensation as a consequence of this transaction. Each party defends, indemnifies and
holds the other harmless against any and all claims of brokers, finders or the like, and against the claims of all third
parties claiming any right to a commission or compensation by or through acts of that party or that party’s partners,
agents or affiliates in connection with this Agreement. Each party’s indemnity obligations shall include all damages,
losses, costs, liabilities and expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, which may be incurred by the other in
connection with all matters against which the other is being indemnified hereunder.

4, NOTICES. Any and all notices, demands, consents and approvals required under this Agreement
shall be sent and deemed received: i) on the third business day after mailed by certified or registered mail, postage
prepaid, return receipt requested, or i) on the next business day after deposit with a nationally- recognized overnight
delivery service (such as Federal Express) for guaranteed next business day delivery, or iii) by e-mail or facsimile
transmission on the day of transmission, with the original notice together with the confirmation of transmission
mailed by certified or registered mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, if addressed to the parties as
follows:

5. ASSIGNMENT. The Developer shall not assign or transfer the Developer's interest in this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the Village, which consent may be withheld in the Village's sole
discretion, and provided further, that the Developer shall not be released from its obligations hereunder as a result of
such assignment. In the event the Village shall consent to an assignment, the Developer shall deliver to the Village
a copy of the fully executed assignment and assumption by the Developer, as assignor and the assignee within five
(5) business days of the closing on the assignment. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Developer shall be entitled to
cause the Village to convey the Subject Property to an entity formed by Developer for the sole purpose of holding
title to the Subject Property and constructing, owning and operating the Project, provided the holding entity is subject
to all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

6. FORCE MAJEURE. Time is of the essence of this Agreement; however, no party shall be deemed
in material breach of this Agreement with respect to any obligations of this Agreement on such party's part to be
performed if such party fails to timely perform the same and such failure is due in whole or in part to war,
insurrection, riots, floods, earthquakes, fires, casualties, acts of God, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, freight
embargoes, inability to procure materials, acts caused directly or indirectly by the other party (or such other party's
agents, employees or invitees) or similar causes beyond the reasonable control of such party ("Force Majeure").

BACKGROUND

The EIS/Community Development Dept. has been working with Jeff Eaton, Cooperative Solutions Group
LLC on behalf of 30 Madison Street Inc. regarding the purchase and redevelopment proposal of 30
Madison from the Village of Maywood. The intent is to reuse the property as a golf range but add
additional features such as a dome to create a year-round opportunity for golf practice and games similar
to other indoor golf venues like Top Golf. Additionally, the location would feature a new restaurant bar and
grill in the retail/clubhouse building and the location plans to host monthly music events for up to 500
guests. The new development would be known as The Park at 30 Madison. The restaurant, bar, and golf
business will be operated by Bushwood Reimagined LLC under a lease from 30 Madison Street, Inc. and
managed by Cooperative Solutions Group, LLC and led by Jeff Eaton. Separately, the production and
promotion of live entertainment will be provided by a cooperative of over 1,000 member/owners from
Maywood and the surrounding communities under the assumed name ‘Weekend Entertainment”. During
these events of up to 500 guests, The Park at Madison will also host 25 food trucks from the Maywood
and surrounding communities including Chicago.

The budget for renovations and upgrades is estimated at approximately $2.25 million. The development
includes the reuse of the 4600 square foot clubhouse, a two-story 36 golf driving bays and a dome to
allow for indoor use. (Project renderings are attached.) The project is expected to bring up to 100 new
part-time positions in entertainment, hospitality, marketing and other industries to the Village of Maywood.
The project would be a regional catalyst for non-residents to experience the Village of Maywood.

The development will need to go before the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals to request a
special use permit to operate both Indoor and Outdoor Recreation and Live Entertainment. The property
is in the Madison St./5" Ave TIF and is seeking $30,000 for security fencing as a credit at closing, $50,000
TIF grant and a class 7a/7b property tax incentive.
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FISCAL IMPACT

The estimated property tax impact over a ten-year period is greater than $1.6 million dollars. Additionally,
sales tax revenue is expected to be generated from the operations in the first complete year at $25,000
annually.

Good afternoon. Thank you for the call today, and the additional information on what you are
looking for. I've done some new predictions and | think you’re in a very reasonable position. Here
are some pictures and notes.

The listening area is based on 500 people, 10 sq ft per person.

The sound system is capable of providing up to 100 dB in the listening area which is enough for a
typical show. .

The stage is 32'w x 24’ d placed in a position similar to the setup at the car show. The main sound
system is firing south in line with the direction of the range.

So in this drawing you'll see the system running at 108 dB in the main listening area and at 1000’
off to where the residential area is the SPL is at 75 dB. This is unweighted, a full spectrum
prediction (20 Hz to 20kHz). This doesn’t take into account wind, or other noise so it’s safe to say
the neighbors to the west of the range would not be subject to any sort of noise poliution from an
event. Will they hear it? Maybe a little, but the existing naturally occurring noise would be louder.
An A weighted (low frequency rejecting measurement) is another 9 dB lower (66 dB at 1000’).

We use highly accurate digitally steerable/ adaptive speakers to reduce noise pollution as much as
possible in venues like this. It's pretty interesting technology, but know that we have the most
controllable professional sound system available to mitigate any noise produced by an event.
Similar technology used by festivals such as Outside Lands in San Francisco which is notoriously
tight on noise pollution in near by residential communities.

This letter is submitted by AV Chicago to confirm that live music events scheduled for the
former golf driving range at 30 Madison Street, Maywood, IL will comply with applicable
sound level requirements as outlined in Section 92.30 of the Village of Maywood Code of
Ordinances.

Engineering Assessment

Following a site walkthrough and acoustic modeling, we have conducted a full-spectrum
sound pressure level (SPL) analysis using our professional-grade line array system, which
includes digitally steerable and adaptive loudspeakers. This system enables precise audio
coverage for the intended listening area while minimizing audio spill into surrounding
neighborhoods.

System Overview
Stage Size: 32’ wide x 24’ deep

Audience Area: Approx. 500 people at 10 sq ft per person

e Stage Orientation: Facing south, aligned with the driving range

Predicted Listening Area SPL: 100-108 dB (unweighted)

Prediction Results

The SPL prediction map (see Figure 1) shows the directional projection of sound from the
stage area: - At 1,000 feet, in the direction of the nearest residential area, the unweighted
SPLis 75 dB. - When applying A-weighting, which more accurately reflects human hearing
by reducing low-frequency impact, the SPL drops by approximately 9 dB to 66 dB.

Importantly, large commercial buildings located at 40 and 50 Madison Street obstruct the
direct line of sight between the sound source and residential properties (e.g., 1010

JANUARY 13, 2026

PERSONNEL MATTERS

Staffing - We currently have several open positions within the village, including
HR Director, Director of Building and Code, Director of Parks Initiatives and
Programming, Administrative Hearing Officer, Payroll Administrator, and Records
Supervisor. Many of these positions became vacant unexpectedly, but we are
actively working to fill these gaps and gain a comprehensive understanding of the
related responsibilities. Once the reviews are complete, we will post the job
openings and seek qualified candidates.

Retirement Announcement - Commander Dennis Diaz has announced his
retirement effective February 13, 2026. Dennis began his career with the Village in
2004 as a patrol officer. Over the past 21 years, he has remained committed to his
mission of protecting and serving the Village of Maywood. His integrity and
professionalism have been exemplary, and he will be greatly missed.

UNION NEGOTIATIONS - AGREEMENTS

FIRE FIGHTERS’ UNION AGREEMENT
The Village and the Union have been in discussions to finalize the terms of a new
agreement, which is almost complete. However, complications have arisen due to

the resignation of the HR Director and the Village Manager's recent leave. We
anticipate that these talks will conclude this month, and a new agreement will be
prepared for presentation to the Board of Trustees in February 2026.
