DELIVERY; AND PROVIDING FOR THEIR PAYMENT

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board (the “Board”) of Independent School District No. 94 (Cloquet
Public Schools), Carlton and St. Louis Counties, Minnesota (the “District”), as follows:

Section 1. Findings, Determinations; Sale of Bonds.

1.01  Background. Itis hereby determined that:

@) The District is authorized under the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 475,
as amended (the “Act”), and Minnesota Statutes, Section 123B.595, as amended
(“Section 123B.595"), to issue general obligation facilities maintenance bonds for the purpose of
financing certain facilities and site maintenance projects approved by the Commissioner of
Education.

(b) On June 26, 2023, the Board adopted a resolution (the “Intent Resolution”) stating
the intention of the District to issue its General Obligation Facilities Maintenance Bonds,
Series 2024A (the “Bonds”), in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,500,000, pursuant
to the Act and Section 123B.595, to finance the costs of certain facilities and site maintenance
projects of the District and related financing costs (the “Project”) which are included in the
District’s ten-year facilities plan for Fiscal Year 2025.

(c) Pursuant to the Intent Resolution, the District has covenanted and obligated itself
to be bound by the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55, as amended, which provides
for payment by the State of Minnesota of the debt service on the Bonds in the event the District
notifies the State of Minnesota of a potential default by the District in the timely payment of the
debt service on the Bonds. The District understands that as a result of its covenant to be bound by
said provisions, these provisions shall be binding as long as the Bonds remain outstanding.

(d) The District is authorized by Section 475.60, subdivision 2(9), of the Act to sell
the Bonds other than pursuant to a competitive sale because the District has retained Ehlers and
Associates, Inc., (the “Municipal Advisor”) to serve as the District’s independent municipal advisor
in connection with the sale of the Bonds. The actions of the District staff and the Municipal Advisor
in negotiating the sale of the Bonds are ratified and confirmed in all aspects.

1.02.  Award to the Purchaser and Interest Rates. The proposal of TD Securities (USA) LLC (the
“Purchaser”), to purchase the Bonds of the District is hereby found and determined to be a reasonable offer and
is hereby accepted, the proposal being to purchase the Bonds at a price of $5,593,644.70 (par amount of the
Bonds of $5,500,000, plus original issue premium of $116,469.70 less an underwriter’s discount of
$22,825.00), plus accrued interest, if any, to date of delivery for Bonds bearing interest as follows:

1.03.  Purchase Contract. The execution and delivery of a Proposal Form, dated as of May 28, 2024
(the “Purchase Agreement”), between the District and the Purchaser, is hereby ratified and confirmed in the
form set forth in EXHIBIT A to this resolution (the “Resolution”). The Bonds shall be issued and delivered in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Purchase Agreement and this Resolution. The amount
proposed by the Purchaser in excess of the minimum bid, if any, shall be credited to the Debt Service Fund
hereinafter created or deposited in the Construction Fund hereinafter created, as determined by the Treasurer
in consultation with the Municipal Advisor. The Municipal Advisor is directed to receive and retain the good
faith payment of the Purchaser in accordance with the terms of the Purchase Agreement, pending completion
of the sale of the Bonds.

1.04. Terms and Principal Amounts of the Bonds. The District shall forthwith issue and sell the
Bonds pursuant to the Act and Section 123B.595, in the total principal amount of $5,500,000, originally dated
June 20, 2024, in the denomination of $5,000 each or any integral multiple thereof, numbered No. R-1 upward,
bearing interest as above set forth, and maturing serially on February 1 in the years and amounts as follows:

1.05. Schedule of Maturities. The schedule of maturities satisfies the requirements of
Section 475.54, subdivision 1 of the Act.

1.06. Optional Redemption. The Bonds are not subject to optional redemption prior to their stated
maturities.

Section 2. Reqistration and Payment.

2.01. Regqistered Form. The Bonds shall be issued only in fully registered form. The interest thereon
and, upon surrender of each Bond, the principal amount thereof, is payable by check or draft issued by the
Registrar described herein.

2.02. Dates; Interest Payment Dates. Each Bond shall be dated as of the last interest payment date
preceding the date of authentication to which interest on the Bond has been paid or made available for payment,
unless (i) the date of authentication is an interest payment date to which interest has been paid or made available
for payment, in which case the Bond shall be dated as of the date of authentication, or (ii) the date of
authentication is prior to the first interest payment date, in which case the Bond shall be dated as of the date of
original issue. The interest on the Bonds is payable on February 1 and August 1 of each year, commencing
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February 1, 2025, to the registered owners of record thereof as of the close of business on the fifteenth day
immediately preceding each interest payment date, whether or not such day is a business day.

2.03. Registration. The District shall appoint a bond registrar (the “Registrar”), authenticating agent
(the “Authenticating Agent”), and paying agent (the “Paying Agent”). Except as specifically provided
otherwise in Section 7 hereof, the effect of registration and the rights and duties of the District and the Registrar
with respect thereto are as follows:

€] Register. The Registrar must keep at its principal corporate trust office a bond register
(the “Bond Register”) in which the Registrar provides for the registration of ownership of Bonds and
the registration of transfers and exchanges of Bonds entitled to be registered, transferred, or exchanged.

(b) Transfer of Bonds. Upon surrender for transfer of a Bond duly endorsed by the
registered owner thereof or accompanied by a written instrument of transfer, in form satisfactory to the
Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner thereof or by an attorney duly authorized by the
registered owner in writing, the Registrar shall authenticate and deliver, in the name of the designated
transferee or transferees, one or more new Bonds of a like aggregate principal amount and maturity, as
requested by the transferor. The Registrar may, however, close the books for registration of any transfer
after the fifteenth day of the month preceding each interest payment date and until that interest payment
date.

(© Exchange of Bonds. When Bonds are surrendered by the registered owner for
exchange the Registrar shall authenticate and deliver one or more new Bonds of a like aggregate
principal amount and maturity as requested by the registered owner or the owner’s attorney in writing.

(d) Cancellation. Bonds surrendered upon transfer or exchange shall be promptly
cancelled by the Registrar and thereafter disposed of as directed by the District.

(e Improper or Unauthorized Transfer. When a Bond is presented to the Registrar for
transfer, the Registrar may refuse to transfer the Bond until the Registrar is satisfied that the
endorsement on the Bond or separate instrument of transfer is valid and genuine and that the requested
transfer is legally authorized. The Registrar shall incur no liability for the refusal, in good faith, to
make transfers which it, in its judgment, deems improper or unauthorized.

0] Persons Deemed Owners. The District and the Registrar may treat the person in
whose name a Bond is registered in the Bond Register as the absolute owner of the Bond, whether the
Bond is overdue or not, for the purpose of receiving payment of, or on account of, the principal of and
interest on the Bond and for all other purposes, and payments so made to a registered owner or upon
the owner’s order shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon the Bond to the
extent of the sum or sums so paid.

(9) Taxes, Fees, and Charges. The Registrar may impose a charge upon the owner thereof
for a transfer or exchange of Bonds sufficient to reimburse the Registrar for any tax, fee, or other
governmental charge required to be paid with respect to the transfer or exchange.

(h) Mutilated, Lost, Stolen, or Destroyed Bonds. If a Bond becomes mutilated or is
destroyed, stolen, or lost the Registrar shall deliver a new Bond of like amount, number, maturity date,
and tenor in exchange and substitution for and upon cancellation of the mutilated Bond or in lieu of
and in substitution for any Bond destroyed, stolen, or lost upon the payment of the reasonable expenses
and charges of the Registrar in connection therewith; and, in the case of a Bond destroyed, stolen, or
lost, upon filing with the Registrar evidence satisfactory to it that the Bond was destroyed, stolen, or
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lost, and of the ownership thereof, and upon furnishing to the Registrar an appropriate bond or
indemnity in form, substance, and amount satisfactory to it and as provided by law, in which both the
District and the Registrar must be named as obligees. Bonds so surrendered to the Registrar shall be
cancelled by the Registrar and evidence of such cancellation must be given to the District. If the
mutilated, destroyed, stolen, or lost Bond has already matured or been called for redemption in whole
in accordance with its terms it is not necessary to issue a new Bond prior to payment.

2.04.  Appointment of Initial Registrar, Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent. The District
appoints Bond Trust Services Corporation, Roseville, Minnesota, as the initial Registrar, Paying Agent, and
Authenticating Agent with respect to the Bonds. The Board Chair and the Clerk are authorized to execute and
deliver, on behalf of the District, a contract with Bond Trust Services Corporation, as the initial Registrar,
Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent with respect to the Bonds. Upon merger or consolidation of the
Registrar, Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent with another corporation, if the resulting corporation is a
bank or trust company authorized by law to conduct such business, the resulting corporation is authorized to
act as successor Registrar, Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent. The District agrees to pay the reasonable
and customary charges of the Registrar, Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent for the services performed.
The District reserves the right to remove the Registrar, Paying Agent, or Authenticating Agent upon thirty (30)
days’ notice and upon the appointment of a successor Registrar, Paying Agent, or Authenticating Agent, in
which event the predecessor Registrar, Paying Agent, or Authenticating Agent must deliver all cash and Bonds
in its possession to the successor Registrar, Paying Agent, or Authenticating Agent and the Registrar must
deliver the Bond Register to the successor Registrar. On or before three (3) business days prior to each principal
or interest due date, without further order of the Board, the Treasurer must transmit to the Paying Agent money
sufficient for the payment of all principal and interest then due.

2.05.  Execution, Authentication, and Delivery. The Bonds shall be prepared under the direction of
the Clerk and executed on behalf of the District by the signatures of the Board Chair and the Clerk, provided
that those signatures may be printed, engraved, or lithographed facsimiles of the originals. If an officer whose
signature or a facsimile of whose signature appears on the Bonds ceases to be such officer before the delivery
of a Bond, that signature or facsimile shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the same as if
the officer had remained in office until delivery. Notwithstanding such execution, a Bond shall not be valid or
obligatory for any purpose or entitled to any security or benefit under this Resolution unless and until a
certificate of authentication on the Bond has been duly executed by the manual signature of an authorized
representative of the Authenticating Agent. Certificates of authentication on different Bonds need not be signed
by the same representative of the Authenticating Agent. The executed certificate of authentication on a Bond
is conclusive evidence that it has been authenticated and delivered under this Resolution. When the Bonds
have been so prepared, executed, and authenticated the Clerk shall deliver the same to the Purchaser upon
payment of the purchase price in accordance with the contract of sale heretofore made and executed, and the
Purchaser is not obligated to see to the application of the purchase price.

Section 3. Form of Bond.

3.01. Execution of the Bonds. The Bonds shall be printed or typewritten in substantially the form
attached hereto as EXHIBIT B.

3.02.  Approving Legal Opinion. The Clerk is authorized and directed to obtain a copy of the
proposed approving legal opinion of Kennedy & Graven, Chartered, Minneapolis, Minnesota, and cause
the opinion to accompany each Bond.

Section 4. Payment; Security; Funds; Pledges and Covenants.

4.01. Debt Service Fund. The Bonds shall be payable from the General Obligation Facilities
Maintenance Bonds, Series 2024A Debt Service Fund (the “Debt Service Fund”) hereby created, and the
proceeds of ad valorem taxes hereinafter levied to pay the debt service on the Bonds are hereby pledged to the
Debt Service Fund. The amounts to be applied to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be
deposited in the Debt Service Fund at least three (3) days prior to each respective interest payment date and
principal payment date. There is appropriated to the Debt Service Fund amounts over the minimum purchase
price of the Bonds paid by the Purchaser to the extent designated for deposit in the Debt Service Fund in
accordance with Section 1.03 hereof. There is also appropriated to the Debt Service Fund: (a) amounts, if
any, transferred from the general fund account for long-term facilities maintenance to the Debt Service
Fund, pursuant to Section 123B.595, subdivision 10(a)(5); (b) any long-term facilities maintenance
equalized aid receivable under Section 123B.595, subdivision 9; and (c) all other moneys as shall be
appropriated by the Board to the Debt Service Fund from time to time.

4.02. Construction Fund. The District hereby creates the General Obligation Facilities
Maintenance Bonds, Series 2024A Construction Fund (the “Construction Fund”). Proceeds of the Bonds
(reduced by the appropriation made in accordance with Section 5.04 to pay costs of issuance and the
appropriation, if any, of any portion of the Bonds made in accordance with Section 4.01 hereof) shall be
deposited in the Construction Fund and used solely to pay costs of the Project. Any balance remaining in
the Construction Fund after completion of the Project may be used for any other public use authorized by
law and approved by resolution adopted or vote taken in the manner required to authorize the application
of the proceeds of the Bonds for such new use and purpose, or credited to the Debt Service Fund or other
District debt service fund, all in accordance with Section 475.65 of the Act.

4.03. General Obligation Pledge. For the prompt and full payment of the principal of and interest
on the Bonds, as the same respectively become due, the full faith and credit and taxing powers of the District
are hereby irrevocably pledged. If a payment of principal of or interest on the Bonds becomes due when
there is not sufficient money in the Debt Service Fund to pay the same, the Treasurer must pay such principal
or interest from the general fund of the District, and the general fund shall be reimbursed for those advances
out of the proceeds of the Taxes (as hereinafter defined) levied herein, when collected.

4.04. Pledge of Taxes. For the purpose of paying the principal of and interest on the Bonds, there
are levied direct, annual, irrepealable, ad valorem taxes upon all of the taxable property in the District (the
“Taxes”), to be spread upon the tax rolls and collected with and as part of other general taxes of the District.
The Taxes shall be credited to the Debt Service Fund above provided and shall be levied in the years and
amounts set forth in EXHIBIT C attached to this Resolution and, in the event the Taxes so levied are ever
insufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds, additional Taxes are hereby authorized to be
levied without limitation as to rate or amount. Said tax levies shall be irrevocable as long as any of the
Bonds are outstanding and unpaid, provided that the District reserves the right and power to reduce the
levies in the manner and to the extent permitted by the Act (specifically, Section 475.61 of the Act).

4.05. Debt Service Coverage. It is determined that the estimated collection of Taxes levied in
accordance with Section 4.04 hereof shall produce at least five percent (5%) in excess of the amount needed to
meet when due the principal and interest payments on the Bonds. The tax levies herein provided shall be
irrepealable until all of the Bonds are paid, provided that at the time the District makes its annual tax levies the
Treasurer may certify to the County Auditor/Treasurers of Carlton and St. Louis Counties, Minnesota
(collectively, the “County Auditors”) that the District made an irrevocable appropriation of a specified amount
to the Debt Service Fund of money actually on hand or if there is on hand any excess amount in the Debt
Service Fund and the County Auditors shall reduce by the amount so certified the amount otherwise to be
included in the rolls next thereafter prepared.
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4.06. Reqgistration of Resolution. The Clerk is authorized and directed to file a certified copy of this
Resolution with the County Auditors and to obtain the certificates required by Section 475.63 of the Act.

Section 5. Authentication of Transcript.

5.01. District Proceedings and Records. The officers of the District are authorized and directed to
prepare and furnish to the Purchaser and to the attorneys approving the Bonds certified copies of proceedings
and records of the District relating to the Bonds and to the financial condition and affairs of the District, and
such other certificates, affidavits, and transcripts as may be required to show the facts within their knowledge
or as shown by the books and records in their custody and under their control, relating to the validity and
marketability of the Bonds, and such instruments, including any heretofore furnished, shall be deemed
representations of the District as to the facts stated therein.

5.02.  Certification as to Official Statement. The Board Chair, the Clerk, and the Treasurer, or any
of their authorized designees, are authorized and directed to certify that they have examined the final Official
Statement prepared and circulated in connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds and that to the best of
their knowledge and belief the final Official Statement is a complete and accurate representation of the facts
and representations made therein as of the date of the final Official Statement and further that said final Official
Statement did not (as of the date of the final Official Statement) and does not contain any untrue statement of
a material fact or omit to state a material fact which should be included therein for the purpose for which the
final Official Statement is to be used, or which is necessary in order to make the statements made therein, in
light of the circumstances under which they are made, not misleading.

5.03.  Other Certificates. The Board Chair, the Clerk, and the Treasurer, or any of their authorized
designees, are hereby authorized and directed to furnish to the Purchaser at the closing such certificates as
are required as a condition of sale. Unless litigation shall have been commenced and be pending questioning
the Bonds or the organization of the District or incumbency of its officers, at the closing the Board Chair,
the Clerk, and the Treasurer shall also execute and deliver to the Purchaser a suitable certificate as to
absence of material litigation, and the Treasurer shall also execute and deliver a certificate as to payment
for and delivery of the Bonds.

5.04. Payment of Costs of Issuance. The District authorizes the Purchaser to forward the amount
of Bond proceeds allocable to the payment of issuance expenses to Wells Fargo Bank, National Association on
the closing date for further distribution as directed by the Municipal Advisor.

5.05. Electronic Signatures. The electronic signatures of the Board Chair, the Clerk, and the
Treasurer, or any of their authorized designees, to this Resolution and any document or certificate authorized
to be executed hereunder shall be as valid as an original signature of such party and shall be effective to bind
the District thereto. For purposes hereof, (i) “electronic signature” means a manually signed original signature
that is then transmitted by electronic means; and (ii) “transmitted by electronic means” means sent in the form
of a facsimile or sent via the internet as a portable document format (“pdf”) or other replicating image attached
to an electronic mail or internet message.

Section 6. Tax Covenants.

6.01. Tax-Exempt Bonds. The District shall comply with all the necessary requirements and take
all necessary actions (or decline to take prohibited actions) to ensure that interest on the Bonds shall not be
includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes under Section 103 and Sections 141 through 150
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code™), and applicable Treasury Regulations
promulgated thereunder (the “Regulations”). The District covenants and agrees with the holders from time to
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time of the Bonds that it shall not take or permit to be taken by any of its officers, employees, or agents any
action which would cause the interest on the Bonds to become subject to federal income taxation under the
Code and the Regulations, in effect at the time of such actions, and that it shall take or cause its officers,
employees, or agents to take all affirmative action within their powers that may be necessary to ensure that such
interest shall not become includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes under the Code and
applicable Regulations, as presently existing or as hereafter amended and made applicable to the Bonds.

6.02. Continuing Requirements. The District shall comply with all requirements necessary under
the Code and Regulations to establish and maintain the exclusion from gross income of the interest on the
Bonds under Sections 103 and 141-150 of the Code and applicable Regulations including, without
limitation, requirements relating to temporary periods for investments, limitations on amounts invested at
a yield greater than the yield on the Bonds, and the rebate of excess investment earnings to the United
States. The Board Chair, the Clerk, and the Treasurer, being officers of the District charged with the
responsibility for issuing the Bonds pursuant to this Resolution, are authorized and directed to execute and
deliver to the Purchaser a certificate in accordance with the provisions of Section 148 of the Code and
applicable Regulations stating the facts, estimates, and circumstances in existence on the date of issue and
delivery of the Bonds which make it reasonable to expect that the “gross proceeds” of the Bonds will not
be used in a manner that would cause the Bonds to be “arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of the Code
and the Regulations. The District covenants and agrees to retain such records, make such determinations,
file such reports and documents, and pay such amounts at such times as are required under Section 148(f)
and applicable Regulations to preserve the exclusion of interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal
income tax purposes, unless the Bonds qualify for an exception from the rebate requirement in accordance
with one of the spending exceptions set forth in Section 1.148-7 or Section 1.148-8 of the Regulations.
The District shall use its best efforts to comply with any federal procedural requirements which may apply
in order to effectuate the designations and covenants made by this section.

6.03. No Rebate Required. For purposes of qualifying for the small issuer exception to the federal
arbitrage rebate requirements (under Section 148(f)(4)(D) of the Code and Section 1.148-8 of the Regulations),
the District finds, determines and declares that the aggregate face amount of all tax-exempt bonds (other than
private activity bonds) issued by the District (and all subordinate entities of the District) during the calendar
year in which the Bonds are issued is not reasonably expected to exceed the lesser of: (a) $15,000,000; or
(b) the sum of (i) $5,000,000, and (ii) the aggregate face amount of the Bonds as are attributable to financing
the construction (all within the meaning of Section 148(f)(4)(C)(iv) of the Code) of public school facilities. For
purposes of this Section 6.03, the District reasonably expects that the aggregate face amount of the Bonds that
are attributable to financing the construction of public school facilities will be equal to $5,500,000.

6.04. Not Private Activity Bonds. The District further covenants not to use the proceeds of the
Bonds or to cause or permit them or any of them to be used, in such a manner as to cause the Bonds to be
determined to constitute “private activity bonds,” within the meaning of Sections 103 and 141 through 150 of
the Code and the applicable Regulations promulgated thereunder.

6.05. Not Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligations. The District shall not designate the Bonds as
“qualified tax-exempt obligations” within the meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.

Section 7. Book-Entry System; Limited Obligation of District.

7.01. DTC. The Bonds shall be initially issued in the form of a separate single typewritten or printed
fully registered Bond for each of the maturities set forth in Section 1.04 hereof. Upon initial issuance, the
ownership of each Bond shall be registered in the registration books kept by the Registrar in the name of Cede
& Co., as nominee for The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York, and its successors and assigns

(“DTC”). Except as provided in this section, all of the outstanding Bonds shall be registered in the Bond
Register in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC.

7.02.  Participants. With respect to Bonds registered in the Bond Register in the name of Cede &
Co., as nominee of DTC, the District, the Registrar, and the Paying Agent shall have no responsibility or
obligation to any broker-dealers, banks, and other financial institutions from time to time for which DTC holds
Bonds as securities depository (the “Participants”) or to any other person on behalf of which a Participant holds
an interest in the Bonds, including but not limited to any responsibility or obligation with respect to (i) the
accuracy of the records of DTC, Cede & Co. or any Participant with respect to any ownership interest in the
Bonds; (ii) the delivery to any Participant or any other person (other than a registered owner of Bonds, as shown
by the registration books kept by the Registrar), of any notice with respect to the Bonds, including any notice
of redemption; or (iii) the payment to any Participant or any other person, other than a registered owner of
Bonds, of any amount with respect to principal of, premium, if any, or interest on the Bonds. The District, the
Registrar, and the Paying Agent may treat and consider the person in whose name each Bond is registered in
the Bond Register as the holder and absolute owner of such Bond for the purpose of payment of principal,
premium and interest with respect to such Bond, for the purpose of registering transfers with respect to such
Bonds, and for all other purposes. The Paying Agent shall pay all principal of, premium, if any, and interest on
the Bonds only to or on the order of the respective registered owners, as shown in the registration books kept
by the Registrar, and all such payments shall be valid and effectual to fully satisfy and discharge the District’s
obligations with respect to payment of principal of, premium, if any, or interest on the Bonds to the extent of
the sum or sums so paid. No person other than a registered owner of Bonds, as shown in the Bond Register,
shall receive a certificated Bond evidencing the obligation of this Resolution. Upon delivery by DTC to the
Clerk of a written notice to the effect that DTC has determined to substitute a new nominee in place of Cede &
Co., the words “Cede & Co.” shall refer to such new nominee of DTC; and upon receipt of such a notice, the
Clerk shall promptly deliver a copy of the same to the Registrar and Paying Agent.

7.03. Representation Letter. The District has heretofore executed and delivered to DTC a Blanket
Issuer Letter of Representations (the “Representation Letter”) which shall govern payment of principal of,
premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds and notices with respect to the Bonds. Any Paying Agent or
Registrar subsequently appointed by the District with respect to the Bonds shall agree to take all action
necessary for all representations of the District in the Representation Letter with respect to the Registrar and
Paying Agent, respectively, to be complied with at all times.

7.04.  Transfers Outside Book-Entry System. In the event the District, by resolution of the Board,
determines that it is in the best interests of the persons having beneficial interests in the Bonds that they be able
to obtain Bond certificates, the District shall notify DTC, whereupon DTC shall notify the Participants, of the
availability through DTC of Bond certificates. In such event the District shall issue, transfer, and exchange
Bond certificates as requested by DTC and any other registered owners in accordance with the provisions of
this Resolution. DTC may determine to discontinue providing its services with respect to the Bonds at any
time by giving notice to the District and discharging its responsibilities with respect thereto under applicable
law. In such event, if no successor securities depository is appointed, the District shall issue and the Registrar
shall authenticate Bond certificates in accordance with this resolution and the provisions hereof shall apply to
the transfer, exchange, and method of payment thereof.

7.05. Payments to Cede & Co. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution to the
contrary, so long as a Bond is registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, payments with respect
to principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bond and all notices with respect to the Bond shall be made
and given, respectively in the manner provided in DTC’s Operational Arrangements, as set forth in the
Representation Letter.
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Section 8. Continuing Disclosure.

8.01.  Execution of Continuing Disclosure Certificate. For purposes of this Section, “Continuing
Disclosure Certificate” means that certain Continuing Disclosure Certificate executed by the Board Chair and
Clerk and dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Bonds, as originally executed and as it may be amended
from time to time in accordance with the terms thereof.

8.02.  District Compliance with Provisions of Continuing Disclosure Certificate. The District
hereby covenants and agrees to comply with and carry out all of the provisions of the Continuing Disclosure
Certificate. Notwithstanding any other provision of this resolution, failure of the District to comply with the
Continuing Disclosure Certificate is not to be considered an event of default with respect to the Bonds; however,
any Bondholder may take such actions as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking mandate or
specific performance by court order, to cause the District to comply with its obligations under this section.

Section 9. Defeasance. When all of the Bonds and all interest thereon have been discharged as
provided in this section, all pledges, covenants, and other rights granted by this resolution to the holders of the
Bonds shall cease, except that the pledge of the full faith and credit of the District for the prompt and full
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall remain in full force and effect. The District may
discharge all Bonds which are due on any date by depositing with the Registrar on or before that date a sum
sufficient for the payment thereof in full. If any Bond should not be paid when due, it may nevertheless be
discharged by depositing with the Registrar a sum sufficient for the payment thereof in full with interest accrued
to the date of such deposit.

Independent School District No. 94 (Cloquet Public Schools), a duly organized and existing school
district in Carlton and St. Louis Counties, Minnesota (the “District”), acknowledges itself to be indebted and
for value received hereby promises to pay to the Registered Owner specified above or registered assigns, the
Principal Amount specified above, on the Maturity Date specified above, with interest thereon from the date
hereof at the annual rate specified above (calculated on the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months),
payable February 1 and August 1 in each year, commencing February 1, 2025, to the person in whose name
this Bond is registered at the close of business on the fifteenth day (whether or not a business day) of the
immediately preceding month. The interest hereon and, upon presentation and surrender hereof, the principal
hereof are payable in lawful money of the United States of America by check or draft by Bond Trust Services
Corporation, Roseville, Minnesota, as Registrar, Paying Agent, and Authenticating Agent, or its designated
successor under the Resolution described herein. For the prompt and full payment of such principal and interest
as the same respectively become due, the full faith and credit and taxing powers of the District have been and
are hereby irrevocably pledged.

The Bonds are not subject to optional redemption prior to their stated maturities.
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This Bond is one of an issue in the aggregate principal amount of $5,500,000 all of like original issue
date and tenor, except as to number, maturity date, redemption privilege, and interest rate, all issued pursuant
to a resolution adopted by the School Board of the District (the “Board”) on May 28, 2024 (the “Resolution”),
for the purpose of providing money to aid in financing certain facilities and site maintenance projects, pursuant
to and in full conformity with the Constitution and laws of the State of Minnesota, including Minnesota Statutes,
Chapter 475, as amended, and Minnesota Statutes, Section 123B.595, as amended. The principal hereof and
interest hereon are payable from ad valorem taxes, as set forth in the Resolution to which reference is made for
a full statement of rights and powers thereby conferred. The full faith and credit of the District are irrevocably
pledged for payment of this Bond and the Board has obligated itself to levy additional ad valorem taxes on all
taxable property in the District in the event of any deficiency of ad valorem taxes pledged, which additional
taxes may be levied without limitation as to rate or amount. The Bonds of this series are issued only as fully
registered Bonds in denominations of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof of single maturities.

The Board has not designated the issue of Bonds of which this Bond forms a part as “qualified
tax-exempt obligations” within the meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended (the “Code™), relating to the disallowance of interest expense for financial institutions and within the
$10 million limit allowed by the Code for the calendar year of issue.

The District has covenanted and obligated itself to be bound by the provisions of Minnesota
Statutes, Section 126C.55, as amended, and to guarantee the payments of the principal of and interest on
this Bond when due, pursuant to said statute.

As provided in the Resolution and subject to certain limitations set forth therein, this Bond is
transferable upon the books of the District at the principal office of the Registrar, by the registered owner hereof
in person or by the owner’s attorney duly authorized in writing, upon surrender hereof together with a written
instrument of transfer satisfactory to the Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner or the owner’s
attorney; and may also be surrendered in exchange for Bonds of other authorized denominations. Upon such
transfer or exchange the District shall cause a new Bond or Bonds to be issued in the name of the transferee or
registered owner, of the same aggregate principal amount, bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the
same date, subject to reimbursement for any tax, fee, or governmental charge required to be paid with respect
to such transfer or exchange.

The District and the Registrar may deem and treat the person in whose name this Bond is registered as
the absolute owner hereof, whether this Bond is overdue or not, for the purpose of receiving payment and for
all other purposes, and neither the District nor the Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary.

IT ISHEREBY CERTIFIED, RECITED, COVENANTED, AND AGREED that all acts, conditions,
and things required by the Constitution and laws of the State of Minnesota to be done, to exist, to happen, and
to be performed preliminary to and in the issuance of this Bond in order to make this Bond a valid and binding
general obligation of the District in accordance with its terms, have been done, do exist, have happened, and
have been performed as so required, and that the issuance of this Bond does not cause the indebtedness of the
District to exceed any constitutional or statutory limitation of indebtedness.

This Bond is not valid or obligatory for any purpose or entitled to any security or benefit under the
Resolution until the Certificate of Authentication hereon has been executed by the Registrar by manual
signature of one of its authorized representatives.

We, the undersigned, being the duly qualified officers of Independent School District No. 94
(Cloquet Public Schools), Carlton and St. Louis Counties, Minnesota (the “District”), hereby certify and
recite as follows:

As of the date hereof and in accordance with the directions of the School Board of the District set
forth in the Resolution of the School Board adopted on May 28, 2024 (the “Award Resolution”), we have
caused the proper manual or facsimile signatures to be affixed to each of the District’s General Obligation
Facilities Maintenance Bonds, Series 2024A (the “Bonds”), issued in the original aggregate principal
amount of $5,500,000. The Bonds were issued as of the date hereof in denominations of $5,000 at the
following interest rates:

The Bonds are dated June 20, 2024, and accrue interest from such date. Interest on the Bonds is
payable semiannually on February 1 and August 1, commencing February 1, 2025. The Bonds are fully
registered and are payable at Bond Trust Services Corporation, Roseville, Minnesota, the Bond Registrar
and Paying Agent.

The Bonds mature on February 1 in the years and amounts as follows:

The Bonds are being offered without the option of prior optional redemption.

The undersigned, as officers of the District who have the responsibility together with the governing
body of the District for the issuance of the Bonds, further certify that, as of the date hereof, the District
reasonably expects the following with respect to the Bonds:
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1. Proceeds of Bonds. On the date hereof, the District received proceeds of the Bonds in the
amount of $5,593,644.70 (par amount of the Bonds of $5,500,000, plus original issue premium of $116,469.70
less an underwriter’s discount of $22,825.00).

2. Purpose of Bonds; Project Costs. The Bonds will be used to fund certain facilities and site
maintenance projects included in the District’s ten-year facility plan for Fiscal Year 2025 approved by the
Commissioner of Education, and related financing costs (the “Project”). Proceeds of the Bonds will be
expended as follows:

* Includes proceeds in the amount of $5,616,469.70 (comprised of the par amount of
$35,500,000.00, plus original issue premium of $116,469.70).

2a. Reimbursement. The proceeds of the Bonds will not be applied to reimburse expenditures
of the District (other than Preliminary Expenditures) incurred prior to the date of issue of the Bonds, unless
within sixty (60) days after such expenditure the School Board of the District adopted a resolution
expressing its intent to reimburse expenditures related to the Project from the proceeds of the Bonds. On
June 26, 2023, the School Board of the District adopted a resolution declaring the official intent of the
District to reimburse expenditures from proceeds of the Bonds. Following such declaration, the District
has not made expenditures related to the Project from a source other than the proceeds of the Bonds.

3. Yield. Based on the Certificate of Municipal Advisor, dated as of the date hereof (the
“Municipal Advisor Certificate”), executed by Ehlers and Associates, Inc. (the “Municipal Advisor”), the
yield on the Bonds for arbitrage purposes is 3.3756358 percent.

4. Weighted Average Maturity. Based on the Municipal Advisor Certificate dated as of the
date hereof, the weighted average maturity of the Bonds is 3.735 years.

5. Economic Life of Bond-Financed Project. The average maturity of the Bonds, as
determined in the manner set forth in Section 147(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended
(the “Code”), is expected to be less than 120 percent of the average reasonably expected economic life of
the capital projects financed with the proceeds of the Bonds, as determined in the manner set forth in
Section 147(b) of the Code. As aresult, the Bonds satisfy the safe harbor under Section 1.148-1(c)(4)(B)(2)
of the Treasury Regulations, and replacement proceeds do not arise with respect to the Bonds. The Treasury
Regulations as amended from time to time are hereafter referred to as the “Regulations.”

6. Disposition of Bond-Financed Property. No asset acquired with proceeds derived from the
sale of the Bonds that are allocated to the acquisition of such asset shall be sold or transferred by the District
unless the District has first received an opinion from a nationally-recognized bond counsel to the effect that
such sale or transfer (or the proposed application of the proceeds derived from such sale or transfer) will
not cause interest on the Bonds to become includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes.

However, to the extent the proceeds of the Bonds are used to finance equipment or other personal
property (‘“Property”), the District may dispose of such bond-financed Property in the ordinary course of
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an established governmental program without an opinion from a nationally-recognized bond counsel
because the District will make no such disposition unless all of the following conditions are satisfied: (i) the
weighted average maturity of the Bonds financing the Property is not greater than one hundred twenty
percent (120%) of the reasonably expected actual use of the Property for governmental purposes; (ii) the
District reasonably expects on the issue date of the Bonds that the fair market value of the Property on the
date of disposition will be not greater than twenty-five percent (25%) of its cost; and (iii) the Property is no
longer suitable for its governmental purposes on the date of disposition. The District shall deposit amounts
received from any disposition of Property in a commingled fund with substantial tax or other governmental
revenues and the District reasonably expects on the date hereof that the District will spend such amounts
on governmental programs within six (6) months from the date of such commingling. The District may
treat the Bonds properly allocable to the disposed Property that satisfies the provisions of this paragraph as
a separate issue under the provisions of Section 1.150-1(c)(3) of the Regulations.

7. Private Use of Bond-Financed Property. The Project shall be used solely by the District,
other governmental entities, and members of the general public. The Project shall not be used by the
government of the United States of America, its agencies or instrumentalities, or by nongovernmental
entities, except by members of the general public.

8. Payments from Non-governmental Persons. The District shall not accept any payment or
other benefit from the government of the United States of America, its agencies or instrumentalities, or
from a non-governmental person which, in either case, is benefited from the issuance of the Bonds unless
the District has first received an opinion from a nationally-recognized bond counsel to the effect that
acceptance of such payment or benefit will not cause interest on the Bonds to become includable in gross
income for federal income tax purposes.

9. Minor Portion. Proceeds of the Bonds shall not be used directly or indirectly to acquire
higher-yielding investments or to replace funds which were used directly or indirectly to acquire higher-
yielding investments, except during temporary periods described in Section 148 of the Code and applicable
Regulations, and except for not more than $100,000 of the proceeds of the Bonds (the “Minor Portion”).

10. Three Year Temporary Period. The net sale proceeds and investment proceeds of the
Bonds are intended to be used for a capital project and qualify for a three-year temporary period because
the District reasonably expects to satisfy the expenditure test, time test, and due diligence test described
below:

(a) Expenditure Test. At least eighty-five percent (85%) of the net sale proceeds of
the Bonds will be allocated to expenditures on the Project within three (3) years of the date of this
certificate.

(b) Time Test. The District will incur within six (6) months of the date of this
certificate a substantial binding obligation to a third party to expend at least five percent (5%) of
the net sale proceeds of the Bonds on the Project (excluding amounts allocated to costs of
issuance). For purposes of this time test, an obligation is not binding if it is subject to contingencies
within the District’s control or within the control of a related party to the District.

(c) Due Diligence Test. Completion of the Project and the allocation of the net sale
proceeds of the Bonds to such expenditures will proceed with due diligence.

As a result, the money credited to the Construction Fund (as defined in the Award Resolution) may be
invested in higher-yielding investments for a temporary period of up to three (3) years without causing the
Bonds to be arbitrage bonds.
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11. Temporary Period — Debt Service Fund. The Debt Service Fund (as defined in the Award
Resolution) is expected to qualify as a bona fide debt service fund (as defined in Section 1.148-1(b) of the
Regulations) because it will be used primarily to achieve a proper matching of revenues with principal and
interest payments on the Bonds within each bond year (as defined in Section 1.148-1(b) of the Regulations)
and will be depleted at least once each bond year, except for a reasonable carryover amount not to exceed
the greater of (i) the earnings on the Debt Service Fund for the immediately preceding bond year, or (ii) one-
twelfth of the principal and interest payments on the Bonds for the immediately preceding bond year. As
a result, the money credited to the Debt Service Fund may be invested in higher-yielding investments for a
temporary period of up to thirteen (13) months without causing the Bonds to be arbitrage bonds. If only a
portion of the Debt Service Fund qualifies as a bona fide debt service fund, only that portion qualifies for
the temporary period.

12. Rebate Exception. The aggregate face amount of all tax-exempt obligations, excluding
private activity bonds, issued by the District during the calendar year 2024 is not expected to exceed the
lesser of: (a) $15,000,000; or (b) the sum of (i) $5,000,000, and (ii) the aggregate face amount of the Bonds
as are attributable to financing the construction (within the meaning of Section 148()(4)(C)(iv) of the Code)
of public school facilities. For purposes of this Section 12, the District reasonably expects that the aggregate
face amount of the Bonds that are attributable to financing the construction of public school facilities will
be equal to $5,500,000. As a result, the District satisfies the small issuer exception to the rebate
requirements under Section 148(f)(4)(D) of the Code and it is expected that no rebate to the United States
will be required under the Code.

13. Penalty. If the District fails to satisfy the rebate requirements of Section 148(f)(2) and (3)
of the Code and an expenditure exception to the rebate requirements is not satisfied by the District, then the
District may elect to pay any penalty required to be paid in lieu of loss of tax exemption by Section 148(f)(7)
of the Code.

14. Status as Private Activity Bonds or Arbitrage Bonds. The District shall take no action to
cause any of the Bonds to be deemed to be a “private activity bond” within the meaning of Section 141 of
the Code and applicable Regulations. The District shall take no action to cause any of the Bonds to be
deemed to be an “arbitrage bond” within the meaning of Section 148 of the Code and applicable
Regulations.

15. No Federal Guarantee. The Bonds are not “federally guaranteed” within the meaning of
Section 149(b) of the Code. For purposes of this Section 15, the Bonds are “federally guaranteed” if: (i) the
payment of principal or interest with respect to the Bonds is guaranteed, directly or indirectly (in whole or
in part) by the United States (or any agency or instrumentality thereof), or (ii) five percent (5%) or more of
the proceeds of the Bonds are (A) used to make loans the payment of principal or interest with respect to
which is to be guaranteed (in whole or in part) by the United States (or any agency of instrumentality
thereof) or (B) invested (directly or indirectly) in federally insured deposits or accounts. For purposes of
the preceding paragraph, the Bonds are not treated as “federally guaranteed” by reason of any investment
of proceeds of the Bonds (i) during the initial three-year temporary period until such proceeds are needed
for the governmental purpose for which the Bonds are being issued, (ii) during the thirteen-month
temporary period applicable to bona fide debt service fund investments, (iii) in bonds issued by the United
States Treasury, and (iv) in any other investments permitted by the Regulations.

16. Hedge Bonds. For purposes of Section 149(g) of the Code, the District represents and
certifies as follows: (i) the District reasonably expects that eighty-five percent (85%) of the spendable
proceeds of the Bonds shall be used to carry out the governmental purposes of the Bonds within the
three-year period beginning on the date the Bonds are issued; and (ii) not more than fifty percent (50%) of
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the proceeds of the Bonds are to be invested in nonpurpose investments (as defined in Section 148(f)(6)(A)
of the Code) having a substantially guaranteed yield for four years or more.

17. Investment of Proceeds. Any investments purchased with the proceeds of the Bonds shall
be purchased at Fair Market Value. “Fair Market Value” shall mean a price at which a willing buyer would
purchase the investment from a willing seller in a bona fide, arm’s-length transaction.

18. Not Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligations. The District shall not designate the Bonds as
“qualified tax-exempt obligations” within the meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.

19. No Other Facts. To the best of our knowledge and belief there are no facts or estimates,
other than these contained in the underlying documents upon which this certification is based, which would
materially change the foregoing expectations.

20. No Notification From IRS. The undersigned have not been notified nor do they have any
knowledge to indicate that the District has been listed or is proposed to be listed by the Internal Revenue
Service as an issuer whose certifications may not be relied upon.

21. Not Arbitrage Bonds. On the basis of the foregoing, it is not expected that the proceeds of
the Bonds shall be used in a manner that would cause the Bonds to be arbitrage bonds under Sections 103
and 148 of the Code, and the rules and regulations promulgated under those sections, including
Sections 1.148-1 through 1.148-10 of the Regulations.

Any or all of the items listed above may be incorporated by reference from other documents, including
official statements of debt issues of the District or related public entities, which have been submitted to the
Repository or the SEC. If the document incorporated by reference is a final official statement, it must also be
available from the MSRB. The District shall clearly identify each such other document so incorporated by
reference.

Section 5. Reporting of Material Events.

(a) This Section 5 shall govern the giving of notice of the occurrence of any of the following
events (“Material Events”) with respect to the Bonds:

1. Principal and interest payment delinquencies;

2. Non-payment related defaults, if material;

3. Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties;

4. Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties;

5. Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform;

6. Adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Service of proposed or final

determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue (IRS Form 5701-TEB), or other
material notices or determinations with respect to the tax status of the security, or other
material events affecting the tax status of the security;

7. Modifications to rights of security holders, if material;

8. Bond calls, if material, and tender offers;

9. Defeasances;

10. Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the securities, if material;

Profile
Cloguet Independent School District 94, MN is situated in Carlton and St. Louis Counties, located about 20 miles west of the City of
Duluth. The district provides prekindergarten to twelfth grade education to around 2,600 students.

Detailed credit considerations

Cloguet ISD 94 benefits from a healthy financial position supported by conservative budgeting and coronavirus stimulus funds, though
it will be somewhat challenged by its inability to generate significant revenue growth given its declining enrollment. The district
currently uses the full $724 per pupil local optional revenue (LOR), but has no additional operating levies. The district mainly used its
ESSER funds to partially offset expenses for staffing and capital projects. The district's solid economic base benefits from its proximity
to Duluth and remains stable with no significant economic developments underway. Though it gains more students through open
enrollment, the district has a trend of modestly declining enrollment driven by declining birthrates, which is projected to continue over
the next several years.

Fiscal 2024 is on track to close with a modest $270,000 general fund surplus, driven by growing state aid and $300,000 in expenditure
reductions. Going into fiscal 2025, the district plans to closely balance the budget through material expenditure reductions to

mitigate the financial impact of declining enrollment. Management plans to manage expenses through staff attrition and further staff
reductions to support reduced enrollment. The district is in the process of issuing about $5.4 million in debt to finance facilities and
site maintenance projects from its ten-year facility plan. Officials also plan to issue about $40 million in refunding debt within the next
year. Leverage will remain somewhat elevated, though this is somewhat mitigated by rapid amortization and the absence of major
capital needs.

Thank you for your application submittal under the 2023 Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Infrastructure Program.
The Intersection Improvements along 18th St and Doddridge Ave project in the City of Cloquet was selected for
SRTS Program funds appropriated by the legislature in 2023. We have identified up to $399,710.00 in SRTS
Infrastructure funds for this project.

Enclosed is a State Fund Grantee User Guide that provides a summary of the process for developing and
delivering a state grant bond or general funded project. Your first step will be to request a State Aid Project
(SAP) number for this project if you don’t already have one (or SP number if you also have federal funding).
Please work with your District State Aid Engineer (DSAE) on next steps and throughout the project development
process. Please email the SAP number to me immediately after it is issued and include it and the program (SRTS)
on all project correspondence.

Following are a few other important notes:

e Items that are eligible for SRTS Infrastructure funds include reasonable elements associated with
crossing improvements, off-street facilities, on-street facilities, permanent traffic control devices (not
mobile), and in-kind replacements, including basic landscaping and turf establishment. Landscaping
planters, benches, bike racks, decorative fences, ornamental lighting, and other aesthetic treatments
above the standard are generally not eligible. Other items that are not eligible include engineering,
construction administration and inspection, right of way acquisition, and water main, sanitary sewer, or
private utility work. Additionally, work on trunk highways or on trunk highway right of way is not
eligible.

e Your agency will be required to execute a SRTS Infrastructure grant agreement prior to construction,
which includes certification of right of way ownership by the agency and a resolution agreeing to
finance any costs in excess of the grant amount before the grant can be authorized for reimbursement.

e The plan and engineer’s estimate need to be developed with a separate column that identifies SRTS
Infrastructure participating items only. If more than one agency will ultimately own bond or general
funded improvements, there will need to be separate SRTS Infrastructure participating columns on the
Engineer’s Estimate for each agency. Additionally, if this is the case, separate SRTS Infrastructure grant
agreements will be required with each agency that will ultimately own bond or general funded
improvements.

e Design standards:
o Work on State Aid routes are subject to State Aid standards

o Work on non-state aid routes will need to adhere to design standards as identified in MnDOT
State Aid Rules, the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Official
132
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(AASHTO) A Policy on Geometric Design of Highways and Streets, or other design standards as
identified by the DSAE. Please consult with your DSAE to determine the appropriate design
standards for your project.

e The DSAE will need to review, approve, and sign plans prior to advertising the construction contract.

e After DSAE plan approval, you will need a funding letter from the State Aid Programs office before
advertising the construction contract. The SRTS Infrastructure amount in the funding letter will be
based on a review of eligible items in the engineer’s estimate.

e The State Aid Programs office will provide additional instructions for assembling and executing the
SRTS Infrastructure grant agreement as part of the delivery of the funding letter.

e The final SRTS Infrastructure amount as included in one or more SRTS Infrastructure grant agreements
will be based on the low bid documents. The SRTS Infrastructure grant amount is typically capped.

e The SRTS Infrastructure grant agreement should be fully executed before construction begins.
