PROPIO LANGUAGE SERVICES AGREEMENT

Propio LS, LLC, (“Propio”) and Shakopee Public Schools (“Client”) agree that the terms and conditions shown below will apply to services provided by
Propio.

TERMS OF SERVICE

1

TERM OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement will become effective upon the date signed by both parties and will continue in effect for the initial term of
three years. Upon the expiration of the initial three-year period, this Agreement will be automatically renewed for one-year periods unless either
party provides written cancellation notice to the other at least sixty (60) days prior to the expiration of the current contract. Upon receipt of a timely
cancellation notice by either party, this agreement will terminate sixty (60) days from the date of notice.

EEES. During the Term of this Agreement, usage charges for Interpreter, Translator, or Language Services will be billed monthly at the rates set
forth in Attachment B, Rate Sheet, incorporated herein by this reference. Document and website translation services and other content/language
related services such as subtitling, closed captioning, voiceover, transcription, localization engineering, documents 508 Compliance, software
development, and braille translation and/or printing; along with interpreting services such as simultaneous conference/event interpretation, CART,
tactile or gesture sign language, or Certified Deaf Interpreter services will be scoped and bid upon request.

PAYMENT TERMS. Client agrees to pay all properly invoiced charges for Interpreting, Translation, or other Language Services within 30 days of the
invoice date. Interest will accrue from the date on which payment is due at a rate equal to the lesser of 1.5% per month or the maximum rate
permitted by applicable law. On occasion, not all End User Data associated with a call may be collected for multiple reasons, including the refusal
or inability of the caller to provide the requested information. Missing End User Data will not be reason to deny payment of service to Propio for
services that have been rendered. Invoices will be sent to the Client billing address shown in Attachment A, or to such other address as Client may
specify by giving written notice to Propio. Client agrees to report any invoice disputes within 30 days of the invoiced date. Propio shall not be
considered liable for any dispute reported after 30 days from invoiced date.

INSURANCE/THIRD PARTY PAYERS. Client understands and agrees to pay Propio for cost of interpreter services if insurance and/or third party does
not reimburse in full or denies payment for any reason. If Propio does not receive response after 60 days from the insurance company or third-
party payer, it will be deemed a notice of denial and the bill will be resubmitted to Client for payment

A. Propio cannot bill insurance for on-demand virtual services.

B. For Propio to bill insurance claims directly Client must provide to us accurate and complete patient insurance information at the time of
making an interpreter service request. Third party payers without complete and accurate patient insurance information at the time of
request will not be billed and Client will be billed directly.

C. If Propio receives an interpreter request from Client where the patient insurance information is not listed, inaccurate, or incomplete,
Propio will bill Client directly for the service and Client will be responsible for payment.

D. Current billable insurances (where applicable) may be found in Attachment C and may change from time to time.

USE OF SERVICE. Client represents that Client will not use the Interpreter, Translator, or Language Services in any manner that may violate any
applicable statute or government regulation. Client will indemnify, defend and hold Propio, its affiliates, and their respective successors harmless
from any claim or action whatsoever arising from the use of Interpreter Services in any manner prohibited by this Section.

Client agrees that all translation orders approved by its staff are considered billable. Client shall be solely and fully responsible for charges resulting
from approved translation orders either approved in Propio’s online platforms or by email, whether or not such use is authorized. The Client agrees
not to disclose translation platform access to other parties unless prior written approval from Propio is received.

UNAUTHORIZED USE OF SERVICE. Client agrees that all interpreting calls directed from its staff to Propio are authorized to receive billable
interpreting services. Client shall be solely and fully responsible for charges resulting from interpreting calls directed to Propio from its staff, whether
or not such use is authorized. The Client agrees not to disclose the phone number to other parties unless prior written approval from Propio is
received.

REIMBURSEMENT: Client may on occasion request Propio staff to travel. Client and Propio must agree and approve the expenses to be reimbursed
in full, prior to travel arrangements being made.

LIMITED WARRANTIES.

A. Propio will perform Interpreter, Translator, or Language Services in a professional manner. Except as otherwise set forth above, Propio makes
no representation, warranty, or guarantee, express or implied, about Interpreter, Translator, or Language Services. Propio does not warrant
the availability of interpreters or translators at all times, and Propio specifically disclaims any warranty or condition of merchantability or fitness
for a particular purpose. Client recognizes that over-the-phone consecutive interpretations may not be entirely accurate in all cases. Propio
may monitor or record calls for quality assurance.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.

A. For purposes of the exclusive remedy and limitations of liability set forth in this section, “Propio” shall be deemed to include Propio, its affiliates,
and their respective successors, directors, officers, employees, agents, representatives, suppliers, interpreters, and translators (whether
employees or independent contractors), and “damages” will refer collectively to all injury, damage, loss or expense incurred.

B. Except for obligations under section 3 (Payment Terms), and to the extent not prohibited by applicable law:

a. Each party’s aggregate liability to the other for claims relating to this Agreement, whether for breach or in tort and including
but not limited to negligence, shall be limited to the lesser of

i. The amount paid by Client within the previous 12 months for the interpreter, translator, or language services
or $10,000

b. Neither party will be liable for any indirect, punitive, special, incidental, or consequential damage in connection with or arising
out of this Agreement (including loss of business, revenue, profits, use, data, or other economic advantages), however, it
arises, whether for breach or in tort, even if that party has been previously advised of the possibility of such damage. Liability
for damages shall be limited and excluded, even if any exclusive remedy provided for in this Agreement fails of its essential
purpose.

FORCE MAJEURE. A party is not liable under this Agreement for non-performance caused by events or conditions beyond that party’s control if the
party makes reasonable efforts to perform. This provision does not relieve either party of its obligation to make payments then owing.

CONFIDENTIALITY. Propio will not disclose any information derived from Client’'s communications, may use it only for purposes specifically
contemplated in this Agreement, and will treat it with the same degree of care as it does its own confidential information, but with no less than
reasonable care. These obligations do not apply to information, which is or becomes generally known to the public through no act or omission of
Propio. If Propio, its agents or employees have been requested or are required (by oral questions, interrogatories, requests for information or
documents, subpoena, civil investigative demand or similar process) to disclose any such communications or else stand liable for contempt or
suffer other legal censure or penalty, then Propio, its agents or employees so compelled may disclose such information pursuant to that request
or requirement without liability hereunder.

NON-SOLICITATION. Client agrees that for one year after termination, whether voluntary or involuntary, not to directly or indirectly, on its own or
behalf of another individual or entity, a) solicit the employees of Propio or any of its subsidiaries or affiliates or other interfere with the employment
relationship between Propio and its employees. b) Client also agrees not to solicit, induce or entice any agent, consultant, contractor, or
interpreter/translator of Propio’s, with whom the Client has access to during the course of this Agreement, to terminate or alter their relationship
with Propio.

RECORDING POLICY. As an electronic communications service provider, Propio LS, LLC, under 18 US Code § 2511 (2)(c)(d), records calls for
quality monitoring purposes only. Recording access is controlled by a role-based security system and is granted only to authorized Propio
personnel. Recordings are protected both while in-motion and at-rest using symmetrical AES256 encryption. Recordings are destroyed within 60
days of service.

Propio is required to maintain strict compliance with various state and federal laws including but not limited to Telephone Recordings Laws and
HIPAA regulations, as such, strict privacy, security, and confidentiality policies govern the management, access and destruction of this data.
Consequently, Propio does not provide call recordings to clients or any outside third party unless legally compelled to do so and is provided a
court or administrative order, such as a subpoena.

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REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

THIS REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is
made as of , 2023 (“Effective Date”), by and between Independent School
District No. 720, a Minnesota public school corporation (“Seller””), and Scott County Community
Development Agency, a public body politic and corporate organized under the laws of the State
of Minnesota (“Purchaser”).

RECITALS

A. Seller is the owner of approximately 1.95 acres of real property located at 505
Holmes Street, Shakopee, Scott County, Minnesota, as more particularly described on Exhibit A,
attached hereto and incorporated by reference, including a building consisting of approximately
70,000 sq. ft. located thereon (the “Real Property”). Seller has agreed to convey the Property
(as hereinafter defined) to Purchaser and Purchaser is desirous of purchasing the same.

B. Purchaser and Seller agree that the Property (defined below) that is being
purchased at the Closing (as defined below) will, in accord with the terms and conditions below,
be cleared of improvements, including all buildings, parking lots, and utilities, including water
and sewer lines, and the site remediated of all known Hazardous Substances (as defined below)
prior to the Closing.

C. Seller desires to sell and Purchaser desires to purchase the Property pursuant to the
terms and conditions set forth herein.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
hereinafter expressed, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt, sufficiency and
mutuality of which are hereby acknowledged, Purchaser and Seller agree as follows:

1. Property To Be Purchased. Subject to compliance with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement, Seller shall sell to Purchaser and Purchaser shall purchase from Seller the
following (collectively, the “Property”):

(a) The Real Property cleared of all buildings, utilities, and improvements in
accordance with the terms set forth herein; and

(b) All rights, privileges, easements and appurtenances pertaining to the Real
Property, including any right, title and interest of Seller in and to adjacent streets,
alleys, or rights-of-way; and

() All assignable licenses, permits, and approvals, relating to the Real Property; and

2. Purchase Price and Earnest Money. The purchase price to be paid by Purchaser for the
purchase of the Property shall be One Million Five Hundred Thousand and No/100 Dollars
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($1,500,000.00) (the “Purchase Price”), of which $1,200,000.00 shall be allocated for
purchase of the Property and $300,000 shall be allocated for demolition of improvements
to the Property. Within two (2) days after execution of this Agreement, Purchaser shall
deposit with Scott County Abstract and Title, Inc. (“Title Company”’) the amount of Fifty
Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($50,000.00) as earnest money (‘“Earnest Money”) to the
held in accordance with an escrow agreement in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B,
which Earnest Money and accrued interest shall be applied to the Purchase Price at
Closing. The balance of the Purchase Price, plus or minus pro-rations and adjustments as
set forth herein, will be paid in cash or by a wire transfer of funds to Seller at Closing.

3. Closing Date. The closing of the purchase and sale contemplated by this Agreement (the
“Closing”) shall occur within ten (10) days of satisfying or waiving the Post-Demolition
Contingencies (as hereinafter defined), but not later than November 30, 2023 (the
“Closing Date”) or such other date as may be agreed upon by the parties. The Closing
shall take place at the office of the Title Company, or at such other place as the parties
shall mutually agree upon. Seller agrees to deliver possession of the Property to Purchaser
on the Closing Date.

4. Evidence of Title. As soon as practicable but no later than ten (10) days after the Effective
Date of this Agreement, Seller shall order at Seller’s sole cost and expense, a commitment
from the Title Company to issue an ALTA Owner’s Policy of Title Insurance (“Title
Policy”), in the amount of the Purchase Price, to insure Purchaser’s title to the Property,
including copies of documents referenced in Schedule B thereof (collectively, the “Title
Commitment”). The Title Commitment shall have an effective date of no earlier than the
date of this Agreement. The Title Commitment shall obligate the Title Company to delete
standard exceptions from the Title Commitment and the title policy upon the Title
Company’s receipt of a satisfactory Survey of the Property (if required by the Title
Company) and a Seller’s affidavit.

As soon as reasonably possible but no later than ten (10) days after the Effective Date of
this Agreement, Purchaser shall order at Purchaser’s expense, a current survey of the
Property prepared by a surveyor registered under the laws of Minnesota (the “Survey”).
The Survey shall be prepared in accordance with “Minimum Standard Detail
Requirements” for ALTA Land Title surveys. The Survey shall be certified to Purchaser,
Purchaser’s lender (if any) and Title Company, and the Survey and the certification
language shall be reasonably acceptable to Purchaser. The Title Commitment and the
Survey are collectively referred to as the “Title Evidence”.

5. Purchaser’s Intended Use. It is understood and agreed that Purchaser’s purposes in entering
into this Agreement is to develop and construct a senior apartment building that will include
Purchaser’s administrative offices (“Purchaser’s Intended Use”).

6. Purchaser’s Objections to Title. Within ten (10) days after receiving each item of Title
Evidence, Purchaser shall make written objections (“Objections”) to the content of the
Title Evidence. Any matter disclosed by the Title Evidence and not objected to by
Purchaser shall be a “Permitted Exception.” Seller shall use its best efforts to attempt to
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cure the Objections within thirty (30) days after receipt of the Objections, during which
period the Closing will be postponed as necessary. If Seller fails to cure the Objections
within such thirty (30) day period, Purchaser will have the option to (a) terminate this
Agreement and receive a refund of all Earnest Money (without either party being deemed
at fault) or (b) waive the Objections and proceed to Closing (and all uncured Objections
shall be deemed Permitted Exceptions). Purchaser shall exercise its option to terminate
under this Section 6 by delivering written notice to Seller within five (5) days after the
expiration of the 30-day period. If Purchaser fails to deliver notice of termination,
Purchaser shall be deemed to have waived the Objections. Purchaser agrees that Seller
need not remove liens, mortgages, deeds of trust, trust deeds, security interests or contract
interests affecting the Property constituting Objections prior to Closing, provided that Title
Company shall, at Closing, be directed to disburse funds constituting the Purchase Price
to liquidate the indebtedness secured or evidenced by such liens, mortgages, deeds of trust,
security interests or contract interests, if any.

7. Environmental Reports. Within five (5) business days following execution of this
Agreement, Seller shall provide Purchaser with copies of all environmental studies, and
reports in Seller’s possession (collectively the “Reports”). Purchaser shall have
determined, on or before the expiration of the Due Diligence Period that it is satisfied, in
its sole discretion, with its review and analysis of the Reports.

8. Cost Cap Contingency. Seller’s bid packages and quotations received for the work to
remediate the environmental conditions found on the Real Property and to demolish the
site in accordance with this Agreement shall not, in the aggregate, exceed Nine Hundred
Thousand Dollars ($900,000) (the “Cost Cap Contingency”). In the event the lowest
responsible bids and quotations received exceed the Cost Cap Contingency, Seller will so
notify Purchaser and Purchaser shall have until 5:00 PM on June 14, 2023 (the
“Contingency Date”) to consider whether to increase the Purchase Price and provide Seller
with an amendment to this Agreement signed by an authorized representative of Purchaser
providing for such increase. Seller may, within a reasonable time after the Contingency
Date, and in its sole discretion, either terminate this Agreement by notice to Purchaser or
waive the Cost Cap Contingency. Upon Seller’s termination of this Agreement for failure
to satisfy the Cost Cap Contingency, the Earnest Money, including any accrued interest
thereon, shall be released to Purchaser and neither party will have any further rights or
obligations regarding this Agreement or the Property.

9. Pre-Demolition Contingencies. In addition to satisfying the Cost Cap Contingency, the
obligation of Seller to commence the demolition of the Real Property is also contingent
upon each of the following (the “Pre-Demolition Contingencies”):

a. Title. Title to the Real Property shall have been found acceptable, or been made
acceptable, in accordance with the requirements and terms of Section 6, above.

b. Document Review. Purchaser shall have determined, on or before the expiration of
the Due Diligence Period (as defined below), that it is satisfied with its review and
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analysis of the Reports described in Section 7 hereof, and the records and diligence
materials listed on Exhibit C attached hereto.

c. Approving Resolution. On or before May 31, 2023, Purchaser’s governing board
shall adopt a resolution authorizing Purchaser to acquire the Property pursuant to
this Agreement. In the event Purchaser does not adopt the authorizing resolution
described herein in accordance with this paragraph, the Seller may, as its sole
option, terminate this Agreement by notice to Purchaser.

The “Due Diligence Period” shall commence on the Effective Date and expire at
5:00 o’clock p.m. on the thirtieth (30th) day thereafter, unless otherwise extended by
mutual agreement of the parties. If any of the Pre-Demolition Contingencies in Sections 9a
and 9b have not been satisfied or waived during the Due Diligence Period, then this
Agreement may be terminated by notice from Purchaser to Seller, which notice shall be
given not later than the expiration the Due Diligence Period. If the Pre-Demolition
Contingency in Section 9¢ has not been satisfied during the Due Diligence Period, then this
Agreement may be terminated by notice from Seller to Purchaser, which notice shall be
given not later than the expiration the Due Diligence Period. Upon a termination of this
Agreement for failure to satisfy a contingency prior to the end of the Due Diligence Period,
the Earnest Money, including any accrued interest thereon, shall be released to Purchaser
and neither party will have any further rights or obligations regarding this Agreement or
the Property, except that Purchaser shall remain liable for any damage for inspection
activities arising under Section 12, hereof. The Pre-Demolition Contingencies in Sections
9a and 9b hereof are for the benefit of Purchaser, and Purchaser shall have the right to
waive any of those contingencies. If Purchaser does not elect to terminate the Agreement
by the expiration of the Due Diligence Period, the Pre-Demolition Contingencies in
Sections 9a and 9b will be deemed for all purposes to be satisfied.

10.  Remediation and Demolition. Within a commercially reasonable time following the
satisfaction or waiver of the Pre-Demolition Contingencies and the satisfaction or waiver
of the Cost Cap Contingency by Seller, Seller will, at its expense:

a. Commence and complete the environmental remediation of asbestos containing
materials on the Real Property in accordance with and as required by applicable
environmental laws;

b. Commence and complete the removal of any underground storage tank found on
the Real Property and, in the event evidence of a fuel leak from any such storage
tank is found, Seller will remediate the leak in accordance with and as required by
applicable environmental laws;

c. Commence and complete the demolition of the Real Property, including demolition
of all existing buildings and parking lots, as well as the removal of existing
playground equipment. Seller will also remove underground utilities located on the
Real Property, including existing water and sewer lines, to the extent permitted and
approved by applicable governmental authorities;
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Commence and complete the environmental remediation of any Hazardous
Substance discovered during the demolition of the site that is not addressed in either
Sections 10a or 10b above, in accordance with and as required by applicable
environmental laws;

Remove and dispose of all debris related to such demolition and grade the site in
accordance with applicable law and the requirements of governmental authorities;

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What are the Expected Staff Benefits?

- Staff view themselves as having the skills to build caregiver capacity
and to better support children and families.

= Caregiver/Child outcomes increase.

-> Staff look to each other as sources of additional information and
support.

- Staff become intentional and purposeful in problem solving with
caregivers and building intervention using the caregivers priorities.

- Staff learn strategies to utilize the caregiver/child’s interests and
existing routines in meaningful ways when planning and delivering
services.



What are the Expected Caregiver/Child Benefits?

-=> Caregivers receive intervention that is individualized,
flexible, and responsive to their unique needs.

-> Caregivers increase their confidence and competence in
supporting their child’s needs through coaching
iInteractions that builds on existing knowledge and skills.

-=> Caregivers and interventionists work together to plan
and implement supports and services based on
caregiver/child priorities, routines, and interests.



Financial Supports for Creating & Sustaining

Use of Best Practices

- Funds from MDE may be available to supplement the
implementation of Evidence Based Quality Intervention Practices
(EQIP).

- These funds are intended to address barriers to our program's
Implementation.

- Our team determined what district funds may be available and the
amount of additional financial assistance needed from MDE.

- Funds are available for up to 5 years, depending on our team’s
projected need each year.

-=> As our program builds the capacity to scale up and sustain this work
independently, the amount of financial assistance needed is
projected to decrease. °

- Create and sustain the work of an Implementation Team
- Collect and submit data to MDE, as requested

- Submit quarterly invoices for appropriate expenses related to

- Provide external coaching support
- Provide data collection tools

- Support the use of an evidence-based implementation
framework that is also meant to support sustainability

RESOLVED, that the Governing Board or Entity of \fA “kf/ 7R /A ‘}" A —50/4 e/ {Name of School)
located in the State of Minnesota delegates the control, supervision and/regulation of interscholastic activities and
athletics (referred to in MN Statutes, Section 128C.01) to the Minnesota State High School League, and so hereby certifies
to the State Commissioner of Education as provided for by Minnesota Statutes.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the school listed is authorized by this, the Governing Board of said school district or school to
renew its membership in the Minnesota State High School League; and. Participate in the approved interscholastic activities
and athletics sponsored by said League and its various subdivisions.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Governing Board or Entity hereby adopts the Constitution, Bylaws, Policies, Rules and Regulations
of said League and all amendments thereto as the same as are published in the latest edition of the League's Official Handbook,
on file at the office of the school district or school, or as appears on the League’s website, as the minimum standards governing
participation in said League-sponsored activities and athletics. Further, the administration and responsibility for determining
student eligibility and for the supervision of such activities and athletics are assigned to the official representatives identified by
this Governing Board or Entity.

Signing this Resolution for Membership affirms that this Governing Board has reviewed all required membership
materials provided by the League which defines the purpose and value of education-based activity and athletic and
programs and defines each member school’s responsibilities.

Member schools must develop and publicize administrative procedures to address eligibility suspensions related to Student
Code of Responsibilities (Bylaw 206.2) violations for students participating in activity and athletic programs by member
schools.

The above Resolution was adopted by the Governing Board or Entity of this school or district and is recorded in the official
minutes of said Board and hereby is certified to the State Commissioner of Education as provided for by law.

The following is taken from the MSHSL Constitution:
| 208.00 LOCAL CONTROL

208.01 Designated School Representatives

At the beginning of the League’s fiscal year, the governing board of each member school shall designate two (2) representatives who
are authorized to vote for the member school at all district, region and section meetings and on mail ballots where member schools
are called upon to vote, such as district meetings, region meetings, and mail ballots.

One of the designated representatives shall be a member of the school’s governing board and the other shall be an administrator
or full-time faculty member of the member school.

In school districts with multiple schools, the desighated representative from the school district’s governing body may represent
more than one school and is entitled to one vote for each school they represent.

208.02 Designated Activity Representatives
At the beginning of the League’s fiscal year, the governing board of each member school shall select individuals to represent its
school in the following areas: (a) boys sports; (b) girls sports; (c) speech; and (d) music.

208.03 Local Advisory Committee
Each school is urged to form an advisory committee for League activities. Committee membership is not limited to but shall include a
school board member, a student, a parent, and a faculty member, to advise the designated school representatives on all matters

relating to the school’s membership in the MSHSL.
