PENDER PUBLIC SCHOOL BOARD OF EDUCATION MEETING MINUTES
Pender Public Schools — Room #101
November 18, 2024 — 7:00 p.m.

The Pender Public Schools Board of Education met in regular session in Room #101 on Monday,
November 18, 2024. President Matt Peters called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. with the
following members present: Jason Roth, Jean Karlen, Matt Heineman, JJ Maise, Mandy
Johnson, and Matt Peters. Also present at the meeting were Secondary Principal Luke Hoffman,
Elementary Principal/SPED Director Kelly Ballinger, and Superintendent Jason Dolliver.

As required by Nebraska Statute 84-1412(8), President Peters drew the attention of those present
to the location of information regarding the Open Meetings Act posted in the meeting room and
accessible to all members of the public.

A motion to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2024, regular meeting was made by Johnson
and seconded by Karlen. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being
all ayes (6-0), motion carried.

Superintendent Dolliver presented the financial report, reviewing revenue and expenses for the
General, School Nutrition and Activity Funds.

A motion to approve financial reports as presented and payment of bills as follows: General
Fund - $415,427.85; School Nutrition Fund - $41,455.92; Payroll - $251,367.48; Activity Fund -
$57,151.99; and Employee Benefit Fund - $4,149.94 and Special Building Fund - $168,695.00
was made by Johnson seconded by Roth. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll
call vote being all ayes (6-0), motion carried.

Superintendent Jason Dolliver, Secondary Principal Luke Hoffman and Elementary Principal
Kelly Ballinger presented their administrative reports. These reports can be seen in their entirety
by logging on to the Pender School website (https://www.penderschools.org), clicking on the
Board of Education tab and selecting eMeetings.

President Peters implemented the Procedures for Public Comment. No one took the opportunity
to address the Board.

The 2023-2024 audit of district funds was recently completed by Porter & Company, P.C. The
audit has already been provided to the Nebraska Department of Education and the Nebraska
Auditor of Public Accounts as required. Dr. Dolliver stated that no compliance issues were cited
in the audit, and that the audit is kept at the district office and is available to the public during
regular office hours. Dr. Dolliver recommended approval of the 2023-2024 audit as presented.

A motion to accept the 2023-2024 financial audit report prepared by Porter & Company, P.C was
made by Roth and seconded by Maise. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll
call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.

Superintendent Dolliver reported to Board members that since the last meeting Andy Welsh
came and talked to staff members about a 403b Plan, and that a follow-up survey was conducted
with staff after they talked with Andy Welsh. He said following this second survey it appears to
be in the District’s best interest to offer a 403b plan. Dr. Dolliver recommended the Board
approve the addition of a 403B plan with the District paying a portion of the fees and the
employee paying a portion.

A motion was made by Karlen and seconded by Johnson to approve making a 403b plan
available to employees, with the District paying the plan fees of $2,500-year one and $2,000 in
subsequent years and the employees covering the participant costs; in addition, review said plan
annually for participation rate. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote
being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.

Lexia is software used by elementary teachers for reading instruction. This school year we tried
to use software called Waggle, which we thought would be a better product for us (and it was
cheaper). We have struggled mightily to get it to meet our needs and recently asked the company
to refund us for the purchase. The company agreed to refund our money ($3,200) in full.

Dr. Dolliver said that Mrs. Ballinger would like to go back to Lexia, and he recommend approval
of the purchase of Lexia software.

A motion was made by Maise and seconded by Heineman to approve the purchase of Lexia
software for grades K-6 for a total price of $5690. President Peters stated the motion and the
result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.



Superintendent Dolliver reviewed a list of items and asked that they be declared surplus, and
disposition be authorized. Board Policy 3090 provides guidelines for declaring items as surplus
and disposing of them. Dr. Dolliver recommended approval of the list as presented.

A motion was made by Maise and seconded by Johnson to declare the list of items as surplus and
to authorize the Superintendent to dispose of the items as allowed in Board Policy 3090.
President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion
carried.

Dr. Dolliver reported that he and members of the Facilities / Transportation Committee met at
noon at the Pendragon Sports Complex in the Press Box. They discussed the scoreboard
proposals, signage for the press box, the bleachers that are currently being installed and the
completed lighting project. He reviewed proposals for a scoreboard and as well as signage on
the press box. The committee shared what they had discussed at their meeting earlier in the day,
that the concept of combining a score board structure with room for signage above and below
and adding an outdoor video board in between for the actual score board similar to what was
completed in the new gym a couple of years ago. Photos of 3 different colors of letters were
shown for the press box as well. The Board discussed the proposals, and asked questions.
Superintendent Dolliver recommended approving up to $70,000 for the scoreboard project, as
well as the proposal from Love Signs for the press box.

A motion was made by Heineman and seconded by Maise to approve up to $70,000 for
installation of a scoreboard at the Pendragon Sports Complex. President Peters stated the motion
and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Roth to approve the proposal from Love Signs
for the letters and mascot for the front of the press box at total cost of $4,144.23. President Peters
stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.

Dr. Dolliver reported some recent turnover in paraprofessionals. He reported that the District had
advertised for paras, had some quality applicants who were interviewed, offered positions and
had been hired. He recommended approving the resignations of Tami Morgan and Lindi
Hathaway, as well as approving the work agreements with Melinda Ruppert and Elizabeth
Tierney as reviewed.

A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Maise to accept the resignations of Tami
Morgan and Lindi Hathaway and thank them both for their years of service to the District.
President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion
carried.

A motion was made by Heineman and seconded by Roth to approve the work agreements with
Liz Tierny and Melinda Ruppert as reviewed to be paraprofessionals. President Peters stated the
motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-0); motion carried.

The Superintendent shared that the first negotiations meeting between the PEA and the
Negotiations Committee was held on October 30" without having the insurance rates. Dolliver



recommended the Board move into Executive Session to further discuss the 2025-2026
Negotiations process.

A motion was made by Roth and seconded by Maise to move into executive session for a
strategy session with respect to collective bargaining clearly necessary for the protection of the
public interest in compliance with the law. President Peters stated the motion and the result of
roll call vote being all ayes (6-0), motion carried.

President Peters restated the reason for going into executive session for a strategy session with
respect to collective bargaining. Board members moved into executive session at 9:37 p.m.

A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Heineman to resume the meeting in open
session. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes, motion
carried.

The Board of Education reconvened in open session at 10:26 p.m. The Board directed Dr.
Dolliver to schedule another meeting with the PEA.

A motion was made by Roth and seconded by Maise to move into executive session for a
strategy session with respect to real estate clearly necessary for the protection of the public
interest or for the prevention of needless injury to the reputation of an individual in compliance
with the law. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes (6-
0), motion carried.

President Peters restated the reason for going into executive session for a strategy session with
respect to real estate. Board members moved into executive session at 10:27 p.m.

A motion was made by Johnson and seconded by Heineman to resume the meeting in open
session. President Peters stated the motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes, motion

carried.

The Board of Education reconvened in open session at 10:43 p.m. The Board directed Dr.
Dolliver to begin a discussion with the interested party on the sale of real estate.

President Peters reminded Board members that the next Board meeting will be December 16,
2024, at 7:30 p.m.

A motion to adjourn was made by Maise and seconded by Johnson. President Peters stated the
motion and the result of roll call vote being all ayes, the meeting was adjourned at 10:46 p.m.
