PUBLIC COMMENTS

Sheila Nance - MCHS bus driver, spoke on the bus safety regarding students who are shuttled from south campus to central campus.
She stated there are three to a seat with some students carrying 2 backpacks. She feels she is liable and at risk to lose her license. She
suggested solutions such as busing over 4™ period resource students from South Campus to Central if that alleviates the overcrowding.
She also suggests assigning students to a bus to manage students better. She also is asking that the schools work together. She is
asking if a committee can be formed consisting of a few bus drivers, administration and board members to help with solutions.

Cindy Smith — MCHS parent, spoke on the safety and evacuating protocols for handicap students at South Campus on the 2" and 3%
floors. She researched area schools plans and evacuation chairs that other area schools already have in place. She does not feel that
leaving a child to be rescued or using a blanket to safely bring a student down the stairs is a good option. She is requesting evacuation
chairs on each floor and for 2 staff members to be assigned to assist each handicapped student.

Curricular
FY 23 Curriculum Proposal:

The Curriculum Guide Proposal and the Curriculum Guide at a Glance were provided in the board packet for review. Dr.
Pakowski went over the Curriculum Guide at a Glance Proposal and pointed out courses that were updated, new and to be
removed. Mrs. Crye suggested the option for e books/rentals added into the student’s tuition versus the $17,927.60 cost in
the district purchasing updated books from JJC for the New Resource Psychology course. Dr. Pakowski explained this has
been current practice to purchase the books for the students but he will have a conversation with the Social Studies
Department Chair to investigate this option. There were no further comments or concerns raised from board members.

Buildings and Grounds

Architect RFQ:

Mr. Troy reported that the architect firm request for qualifications has been published and the due date was September 30",
There were responses from 12 architect firms. Mr. Troy added that the next step will be to review with the district’s team
and narrow down the selection to 3 architect firms. Dr. Schiffbauer invited any board members that would like to
participate in the interviews with the firms to please let him know. The goal is to hopefully recommend a firm by
November. There were no comments or concerns raised from board members.

In addition, Mr. Troy informed board members that there are service bids that were rolled over due to covid. ABM
Custodial, Quest Food Service and the auditing service will all be sent out for bids. Mr. Troy also reported that there is a
need to replace the football field lights by the spring. The bank of lights blew a breaker at a football game as well as at a
band practice. An electrician inspected the lights and because they are old the heat builds up causing the breaker to blow.
The cost to replace the football field lights is approximately $250,000. Mr. Troy stated that the firms who install football
field lights also install scoreboards and it would be a great opportunity to send this out for bid and see what packages are
available. He feels that looking at surrounding communities there is a good opportunity to explore fundraising for
advertising. For instance, Morris Community High School averages $30,000 a year in fundraising. There was discussion to
look into grants as well. There was also discussion on guidelines and discretion of the business’s advertising and what is
deemed appropriate for a school setting. Dr. Schiffbauer suggested working with the board and developing a policy to refer
back to as well as look into what other area school have in place in regards to advertising guidelines.

Lastly Mr. Troy expressed his disappointment that the parking lot expansion at Central Campus. The contractor sub
contracted this out, it is going to be delayed and will be started next week. This is a very tight timeline to get the project
completed with asphalt plants scheduled to close around Thanksgiving. Hopefully, weather conditions will allow the
project to be completed.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements

Opinions

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Minooka Community High School District #111, as of and
for the year ended June 30, 2022, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the
District’s financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

Adverse Opinion on U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting Principles

In our opinion, because of the significance of the matter discussed in the “Basis for Adverse Opinion on U.S.
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles” paragraph, the financial statements referred to in the first paragraph do
not present fairly, in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, the
financial position of Minooka Community High School District #111, as of June 30, 2022, and the changes in its
financial position for the year then ended.

Unmodified Opinion on Regulatory Basis of Accounting

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to in the first paragraph present fairly, in all material respects, the
assets, liabilities, and fund balances arising from cash transactions of each fund of Minooka Community High School
District #111 as of June 30, 2022, and their respective cash receipts and disbursements, and budgetary results for
the year then ended, on the basis of the financial reporting provisions of the lllinois State Board of Education.

Basis for Adverse and Unmodified Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America
(GAAS) and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the
Comptroller General of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the
Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are required to be
independent of the Minooka Community High School District #111, and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in
accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit.

As described in Note 1, the financial statements are prepared by Minooka Community High School District #111 on
the basis of the financial reporting provisions of the lllinois State Board of Education, which is a basis of accounting
other than accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, to comply with the requirements
of the lllinois State Board of Education. The effects on the financial statements of the variances between the
regulatory basis of accounting described in Note 1 and accounting principles generally accepted in the United States
of America, although not reasonably determinable, are presumed to be material.

Emphasis of Matter - Basis of Accounting

We draw attention to Note 1 of the financial statements, which describes the basis of accounting. The financial
statements are prepared on the modified cash basis of accounting, which is a basis of accounting other than
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. Our opinion is not modified with respect to
that matter.
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Responsibility of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance with
the financial reporting provisions of the lllinois State Board of Education. Management is also responsible for the
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of
financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to error or fraud.

Auditors’ Responsibility for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditors’ report that includes our opinions.
Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee
that an audit conducted in accordance with GAAS and Government Auditing Standards will always detect a material
misstatement when it exists.

NOTE 1: STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies of the Minooka Community High School District #111 conform to the
cash basis of accounting as defined by the lllinois State Board of Education Audit Guide. The
following is a summary of the significant policies.

A. Reporting Entity

The District's reporting entity includes the District's governing board and all related
organizations for which the District exercises oversight responsibility.

The District has developed criteria to determine whether outside agencies with activities,
which benefit the citizens of the District, including joint agreements, which serve pupils
from numerous districts, should be included within its financial reporting entity. Oversight
responsibility is derived from the governmental unit’'s authority and includes, but is not
limited to, financial interdependency, selection of governing authority, designation of
management, ability to significantly influence operations, accountability for fiscal matters,
scope of public service, and special financing relationships. There are no component units
as defined above that are included in the districts reporting entity, also the District is not
included in any other governmental “reporting entity.”

The joint agreements (Grundy County Special Education Co-Op and Grundy Area
Vocational Center (GAVC)) have been determined not to be part of the reporting entity
after applying the manifesting of oversight, scope of public service and special financing
relationships criteria and are therefore excluded from the accompanying financial
statements because the District does not control the assets, operations or management of
the joint agreements. In addition, the District is not aware of any entity which would
exercise such oversight as to result in the District being considered a component unit of
the entity. The joint agreements are required to have annual audits. Financial statements
are available upon request from the Grundy County Special Education Cooperative at
www.grundyspecialed.org, and from the Grundy Area Vocational Center at www.gavc-
il.org.

The District is not included in any other governmental “reporting entity.”
B. Fund Accounting

The accounts of the District are organized on the basis of funds or account groups, each
of which is considered a separate accounting entity. The operations of each fund are
summarized by providing a separate set of self-balancing accounts which includes its
assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenue, and expenditures or expenses as appropriate. The
District maintains individual funds required by the State of lllinois. These funds are
grouped as required for reports filed with the lllinois State Board of Education. District
resources are allocated to and accounted for in individual funds based upon the purpose
for which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are controlled.
The District uses nine funds and two account groups as follows:

B. Fund Accounting — (Continued)

Governmental Funds

Governmental Funds are those through which most governmental functions of the District
are financed. The acquisition, use and balance of the District's expendable financial
resources and the related liabilities (arising from cash transactions) are accounted for
through governmental funds.

General Funds:

Educational Fund — This fund is the general operating fund of the District. It is used to
account for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for in another
fund. The Special Education and Leasing levies are accounted for in this fund.

Operations and Maintenance Fund — This fund is used to account for the maintenance
of the District’s buildings, utilities and related tax levies.

Working Cash Fund — This fund is used to provide temporary loans to the other funds of
the District as needed and is funded by a specific tax levy.

Special Revenue Funds — The Special Revenue Funds are used to account for cash
received from specific sources (other than those accounted for in the Debt Service Fund,
Capital Project Funds or Fiduciary Funds) that are legally restricted to cash disbursements
for specified purposes. The District maintains the following Special Revenue Funds:

Transportation Fund — This fund is used to account for the related tax levy and state
funding for the District to provide transportation services for its pupils to attend school
and school activities.

Municipal Retirement/Social Security Fund — This fund accounts for the monies levied
to pay for the annual retirement costs of the District's employees.

Tort Immunity Fund — This fund accounts for the monies levied to be used for liability
insurance expenditures.

Fire Prevention and Safety Fund — This fund accounts for monies levied to pay for
certain building improvements that qualify as Life Safety Projects.

Debt Service Fund — This fund is used to account for the accumulation of resources for,
and the payment of, general long-term debt principal, interest and related costs.

Capital Projects Fund — The Capital Projects Fund is used to account for various sources
of funding that pertain to new building projects or upgrades and improvements to the
building that are of a significant nature.

B. Fund Accounting — (Continued)

Fiduciary Funds

Fiduciary fund reporting focuses on net position and changes in net position. The fiduciary
fund category is split into four classifications: pension trust funds, investment trust funds,
private-purpose trust funds, and agency funds. Trust funds are used to account for assets
held by the District under a trust agreement for individuals, private organizations, or other
governments and are therefore not available to support the District's own programs.
Custodial funds are custodial in nature (assets equal liabilities) and do not involve
measurement of the results of operations.

Account Groups

The accounting and reporting treatment applied to the fixed assets and long-term liabilities
associated with a fund are determined by its measurement focus. The two account groups
described below are not “funds.” They are concerned only with the measurement of
financial position. They are not involved with measurement of results of operations.

General Fixed Assets Account Group — This account group is used to account for all
fixed assets which are not accounted for in the trust and agency fund.

General Long-Term Debt Account Group — This account group is established to account
for all long-term debt of the District and for those long-term liabilities to be liquidated
with resources to be provided in future periods.

The accompanying financial statements include Memorandum Only totals columns, which
present total assets, liabilities, fund balances, revenues and expenditures for all of the
District’s funds and account groups.

C. Measurement Focus

All funds are accounted for on a spending or “financial flow” measurement focus. This
means that only current assets and current liabilities are generally included on their balance
sheets. Their reported fund balance (net current assets) is considered a measure of
“available spendable resources.”

Fund operating statements present increases (revenue and other financing sources) and
decreases (expenditures and other financing uses) in net current assets. Accordingly, they
are said to present a summary of sources and uses of “available spendable resources”
during a period.

While GASB 87 was in effect as of June 30, 2022, the financial statements have not been
adjusted for this as they are reported on the cash basis of accounting. The expenditures are
reported in the applicable funds when incurred. See Note 7 relating to lease commitments
for further information.

D. Basis of Accounting

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures or expenses are recognized
in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the
timing of the measurement made, regardless of the measurement focus applied. The
District maintains its accounting records for all funds and account groups on the cash basis
of accounting under guidelines prescribed by the lllinois State Board of Education.
Revenues are recognized when cash is received. Expenditures are recognized when
checks are written.

Cash basis financial statements omit recognition of receivables and payables and other
accrued and deferred items that do not arise from previous cash transactions.

Proceeds from sales of bonds are included as other financing sources in the appropriate
fund on the date received. Related bond principal payable in the future is recorded at the
same time in the General Long-Term Debt Account Group.

E. Budgets and Budgetary Accounting

The District prepares an annual budget for all of its funds. The budget is prepared on the
cash basis of accounting which is the same basis that is used in financial reporting. This
allows for comparability between budget and actual amounts. This is an acceptable
method in accordance with Chapter 122, Paragraph 17.1 of the lllinois Revised Statutes.
The budget was passed on September 15, 2021 and was amended on June 15, 2022.

For each fund, total fund expenses paid may not legally exceed the budgeted amounts.
The budget lapses at the end of the fiscal year.

The District follows these procedures in establishing the budgetary data reflected in the
financial statements:

1. Prior to July 1, the Superintendent submits to the Board of Education a proposed
operating budget for the fiscal year commencing on that date. The operating budget
includes proposed expenditures and the means of financing them.

2. The proposed budget is placed on file and a public hearing is held to obtain taxpayer
comments.

3. Prior to October 1, the budget is legally adopted by the Board of Education through
passage of a resolution.

4. Formal budgetary integration is employed as a management control device at the
functional/objective level during the year.

5. The Board of Education may make transfers between the various items in any fund
not exceeding in the aggregate 10% of the total of such fund as set forth in the
budget.

6. The Board of Education may amend the budget (in other ways) by the same
procedures required of its origindlddoption.

F. Cash and Investments

The Board of Education has adopted formal deposit and investment policies. These
policies apply to all District funds, excluding agency funds.

The District maintains and controls cash and investment pools in which funds of the District
share. Each fund’s portion of a pool is displayed on its respective Statement of Assets and
Liabilities Arising from Cash Transactions as “cash” and “investments.” In addition, non-
pooled cash and investments are separately held and reflected in respective funds as
‘cash” and “investments.” Investments are reported at cost, which approximates market
value.

. General Fixed Assets

During the year general fixed assets are not capitalized but rather they are charged to
disbursements. Fixed asset acquisitions above the threshold of $5,000 are accounted for in
the General Fixed Assets Account Group and are valued at a historical cost, or estimated
historical cost if actual historical cost is not available. Donated fixed assets are valued at
their estimated fair value on the date donated. No depreciation has been provided on
general fixed assets.

. Accumulated Unpaid Vacation, Sick Pay and Other Employee Benefit Amounts

Teachers do not receive paid vacation leave but are paid only for the number of days they
are required to work each year. Full-time employees are granted vacation leave in varying
amounts. In the event of termination, an employee is reimbursed for any unused
accumulated vacation leave. At June 30, 2022, the unpaid vacation leave balance was
immaterial. Vacation pay is charged to operations when taken by the employee of the
District.

Certified employees are entitled to up to 13 days of sick leave per year, depending upon
tenure, with unlimited sick leave accumulation. Educational support personnel are entitled
to 10 days of sick leave per year, and unused sick leave accumulates to the maximum
number of days recognized by IMRF for retirement purposes. Sick pay is charged to
operations when taken by the employee of the District.

Certified employees are entitled to up to 2 days of personal leave per year, depending upon
tenure, with unused personal days being added to unused sick leave. Educational support

personnel are entitled to 2 days of personal leave per year. Unused personal days do not
accumulate.

J. Restricted Resources
If both restricted and unrestricted resources are to be used for the same purpose,
expenditures will first be made from restricted resources.

DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS

Deposits

Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the District’'s
deposits may not be returned or the District will not be able to recover collateral securities in the
possession of an outside party. The District’s policy requires deposits to be 100 percent secured
by collateral valued at market values less the amount covered by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC). Deposited funds may be invested in certificates of deposit in institutions
with an established record of fiscal health and services. The Board of Education approves and
designates a list of authorized depository institutions based on evaluation of solicited responses
and certifications provided by financial institutions and recommendations of an evaluation
committee.

Deposits of the District are insured or collateralized with securities held by the District, its agent,
or by the pledging financial institution’s trust department or agent in the name of the District. As
of June 30, 2022, the carrying amount of the District's demand deposits was $4,405,823, and
the bank balance was $5,303,933. As of June 30, 2022, all of the District's uninsured deposits
were collateralized by securities held by the pledging financial institution.

For investments, custodial credit risk is the risk that, in the event of the failure of the
counterparty, the District will not be able to recover the value of its investments or collateral
securities in the possession of an outside party. The District policy provides that the investment
collateral is to be held by a custodian and is free of any claims against the trading partner and
any claims by the custodian are subordinate to the District’s claims to right to those securities.

The investment policy of the District does not address the following risks: Credit Risk, Interest
Rate Risk and Concentration of Credit Risk.

The lllinois School District Liquid Asset Fund. The lllinois School District Liquid Asset Fund is
an external investment pool sponsored by the lllinois Association of School Boards, the lllinois
Association of School Administrators and the lllinois Association of School Business Officials.
PMA Securities, Inc. administers the fund. A thirteen-member Board of Trustees oversees the
actions of the Administrator and decides on general policies. The fund invests in high-quality,
short-term debt instruments guaranteed by the full faith and credit of the United States, certain
U.S. government agency obligations, commercial paper, bank obligations and other obligations
permitted by lllinois law. The monies invested in the lllinois School District Liquid Asset Funds
are reported at cost, $49,663,437, which approximates market value.

PROPERTY TAXES

On the cash basis of accounting, property taxes are recognized as revenues when they are
received. The property taxes attach as an enforceable lien on property as of January 1 and are
payable in two installments on June 1 and September 1 subsequent to the year of the levy.
Taxes are remitted to the District shortly after the due dates. The 2020 levy was passed by the
Board on December 16, 2020 in the amount of $39,850,700, reduced by statutory limitation and
increased for bond and interest to $39,014,385, of which $37,856,324 was collected
($27,212,736 in the current fiscal year). The 2021 levy was passed by the Board on December
15, 2021 in the amount of $42,123,000, increased by statutory limitation to $40,500,363, of
which $13,457,727 was collected in the current year. The remainder will be collected in the
subsequent fiscal year.

The District receives the following levies that could result in restricted fund balances in the
Educational Fund:

Special Education - Cash receipts and the related cash disbursements of this restricted tax levy
are accounted for in the Educational Fund. A total of $341,794 was collected and all was spent,
resulting in no restricted fund balance.

2012A Refunding School Bonds

On August 2, 2012, the District issued $9,470,000 2012A Series General Obligation Refunding
School Bonds. This bond was issued in order to pay down the 2006A Series General
Obligation Bonds, 2008 Series General Obligation Refunding School Bond, and the 2010
Series General Obligation Refunding School Bond. Interest is payable semi-annually on
November 1 and May 1 of each year at an average rate of 3.0%. The bond was refunded by
the General Obligation Refunding School Bonds, Series 2022 and no future payments will be
made by the District.

2014 Refunding School Bonds

On April 22, 2014, the District issued $8,965,000 2014 Series General Obligation Refunding
School Bonds. This bond was issued in order to pay down the 2005 Series General Obligation
Bond, the 2006A Series General Obligation Bond, and the 2010 Series General Obligation
Refunding School Bond. Interest is payable semi-annually on November 1 and May 1 of each
year at an average rate of 4.05%. The bonds mature annually beginning November 1, 2019.

Teachers Retirement System of the State of lllinois
General Information about the Plan
Plan Description

The employer participates in the Teachers’ Retirement System of the State of lllinois (TRS).
TRS is a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan that was created by
the lllinois legislature for the benefit of lllinois public school teachers employed outside the
city of Chicago. TRS members include all active non-annuitants who are employed by a
TRS-covered employer to provide services for which teacher licensure is required. The
lllinois Pension Code outlines the benefit provisions of TRS, and amendments to the plan
can be made only by legislative action with the Governor’s approval. The TRS Board of
Trustees is responsible for the System’s administration.

TRS issues a publicly available financial report that can be obtained at
http://lwww.trsil.org/financial/acfrs/fy2021; by writing to TRS at 2815 W. Washington, PO
Box 19253, Springdfield, IL 62794; or by calling (888) 678-3675, option 2.

Benefits Provided

TRS provides retirement, disability, and death benefits. Tier 1 members have TRS or
reciprocal system service prior to January 1, 2011. Tier 1 members qualify for retirement
benefits at age 62 with five years of service, at age 60 with 10 years, or age 55 with 20
years. The benefit is determined by the average of the four highest consecutive years of
creditable earnings within the last 10 years of creditable service and the percentage of
average salary to which the member is entitled. Most members retire under a formula that
provides 2.2 percent of final average salary up to a maximum of 75 percent with 34 years of
service.

Benefits Provided — (Continued)

Tier 2 members qualify for retirement benefits at age 67 with 10 years of service, or a
discounted annuity can be paid at age 62 with 10 years of service. Creditable earnings for
retirement purposes are capped and the final average salary is based on the highest
consecutive eight years of creditable service rather than the highest four. Disability
provisions for Tier 2 are identical to those of Tier 1. Death benefits are payable under a for-
mula that is different from Tier 1.

Essentially all Tier 1 retirees receive an annual 3 percent increase in the current retirement
benefit beginning January 1 following the attainment of age 61 or on January 1 following
the member’s first anniversary in retirement, whichever is later. Tier 2 annual increases will
be the lesser of three percent of the original programs benefit or one-half percent of the rate
of inflation beginning January 1 following attainment of age 67 or on January 1 following the
member’s first anniversary in retirement, whichever is later.

Public Act 100-0023, enacted in 2017, creates an optional Tier 3 hybrid retirement plan, but
has not yet gone into effect. Public Act 100-0587, enacted in 2018, requires TRS to offer
two temporary benefit buyout programs that expire on June 30, 2024. One program allows
retiring Tier 1 members to receive a partial lump-sum payment in exchange for accepting a
lower, delayed annual increase. The other allows inactive vested Tier 1 and 2 members to
receive a partial lump-sum payment in lieu of a retirement annuity. Both began in 2019 and
are funded by bonds issued by the state of lllinois.

Contributions

The state of lllinois maintains the primary responsibility for funding TRS. The lllinois
Pension Code, as amended by Public Act 88-0593 and subsequent acts, provides that for
years 2010 through 2045, the minimum contribution to the System for each fiscal year shall
be an amount determined to be sufficient to bring the total assets of the System up to 90
percent of the total actuarial liabilities of the System by the end of fiscal year 2045.

Contributions from active members and TRS contributing employers are also required by
the lllinois Pension Code. The contribution rates are specified in the pension code. The
active member contribution rate for the year ended June 30, 2021, was 9.0 percent of
creditable earnings. The member contribution, which may be paid on behalf of employees
by the employer, is submitted to TRS by the employer.

On Behalf Contributions to TRS — The state of lllinois makes employer pension
contributions on behalf of the employer. For the year ended June 30, 2022, state of Illinois
contributions recognized by the employer were based on the state’s proportionate share of
with the pension expense associated with the employer, and the employer recognized
revenue and expenditures of $1,786,264 in pension contributions from the state of lllinois.

2.2 Formula Contributions — Employers contribute 0.58 percent of total creditable earnings
for the 2.2 formula change. The contribution rate is specified by statute. Contributions for
the year ended June 30, 2022, were $100,488.

Federal and Special Trust Fund Contributions — When TRS members are paid from federal
and special trust funds administered by the employer, there is a statutory requirement for
the employer to pay an employer pension contribution from those funds. Under Public Act
100-0340, the federal and special trust fund contributions rate is the total employer normal
cost beginning with the year ended June 30, 2018.

Previously, employer contributions for employees paid from federal and special trust funds
were at the same rate as the state contribution rate to TRS and were much higher.

For the year ended June 30, 2022, the employer pension contribution was 10.31 percent of
salaries paid from federal and special trust funds. For the year ended June 30, 2022,
salaries totaling $86,527 were paid from federal and special trust funds that required
employer contributions of $8,921.

Employer Retirement Cost Contributions — Under GASB Statement No. 68, contributions
that an employer is required to pay because of a TRS member retiring are categorized as
specific liability payments. The employer is required to make a one-time contribution to TRS
for members granted salary increases over 6 percent if those salaries are used to calculate
a retiree’s final average salary.

A one-time contribution is also required for members granted sick leave days in excess of
the normal annual allotment if those days are used as TRS service credit. For the year
ended June 30, 2022, the District paid $0 to TRS for employer contributions due on salary
increases in excess of 6 percent and $0 for sick leave days granted in excess of the normal
annual allotment.

lllinois Municipal Retirement Defined Benefit Pension Plan
IMRF Plan Description

The District’'s defined benefit pension plan for regular employees provides retirement
and disability benefits, post-retirement increases, and death benefits to plan members
and beneficiaries. The District’'s plan is managed by the lllinois Municipal Retirement
Fund (IMRF), the administrator of a multi-employer public pension fund. A summary of
IMRF’s pension benefits is provided in the “Benefits Provided” section of this document.
Details of all benefits are available from IMRF. Benefit provisions are established by statute
and may only be changed by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois. IMRF issues a
publicly available Comprehensive Annual Financial Report that includes financial
statements, detailed information about the pension plan’s fiduciary net position, and
required supplementary information. The report is available for download at www.imrf.org.

Benefits Provided

IMRF has three benefit plans. The vast majority of IMRF members participate in the Regular
Plan (RP). The Sheriffs Law Enforcement Personnel (SLEP) plan is for sheriffs, deputy
sheriffs, and selected police chiefs. Counties could adopt the Elected County Official (ECO)
plan for officials elected prior to August 8, 2011 (the ECO plan was closed to new participants
after that date). All of the District’'s employees participate in the Regular Plan.

All three IMRF benefit plans have two tiers. Employees hired before January 1, 2011, are
eligible for Tier 1 benefits. Tier 1 employees are vested for pension benefits when they have
at least eight years of qualifying service credit. Tier 1 employees who retire at age 55 (at
reduced benefits) or after age 60 (at full benefits) with eight years of service are entitled
to an annual retirement benefit, payable monthly for life, in an amount equal to 1-2/3% of
the final rate of earnings for the first 15 years of service credit, plus 2% for each year of
service credit after 15 years to a maximum of 75% of their final rate of earnings. Final rate
of earnings is the highest total earnings during any consecutive 48 months within the last 10
years of service, divided by 48. Under Tier 1, the pension is increased by 3% of the
original amount on January 1 every year after retirement.

Employees hired on or after January 1, 2011, are eligible for Tier 2 benefits. For Tier 2
employees, pension benefits vest after ten years of service. Participating employees who
retire at age 62 (at reduced benefits) or after age 67 (at full benefits) with ten years of
service are entitled to an annual retirement benefit, payable monthly for life, in an
amount equal to 1-2/3% of the final rate of earnings for the first 15 years of service credit,
plus 2% for each year of service credit after 15 years to a maximum of 75% of their final
rate of earnings. Final rate of earnings is the highest total earnings during any 96
consecutive months within the last 10 years of service, divided by 96. Under Tier 2, the
pension is increased on January 1 every year after retirement, upon reaching age 67, by
the lesser of:

o 3% of the original pension amount, or

e 1/2 of the increase in the Consumer Price Index of the original pension amount.

As set by statute, the District's Regular Plan Members are required to contribute 4.5% of
their annual covered salary. The statute requires employers to contribute the amount
necessary, in addition to member contributions, to finance the retirement coverage of its
own employees. The District's annual contribution rate and actual District contributions for
calendar year 2021 and the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022 are summarized below. The
District also contributes for disability benefits, death benefits, and supplemental retirement
benefits, all of which are pooled at the IMRF level. Contribution rates for disability and
death benefits are set by IMRF’s Board of Trustees, while the supplemental retirement
benefits rate is set by statute.

Teachers’ Health Insurance Security Fund

The District participates in the Teachers’ Health Insurance Security (THIS) Fund of the
State of lllinois. THIS is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit post-employment
healthcare plan (OPEB) established by the lllinois legislature for the benefit of eligible
retired lllinois public school teachers employed outside the city of Chicago (members). All
District employees receiving monthly benefits from the Teachers’ Retirement System (TRS)
who have at least eight years of creditable service with TRS, the survivor of an annuitant or
benefit recipient who had at least eight years of creditable service or a recipient of a
monthly disability benefit are eligible to enroll in THIS.

The State Employees Group Insurance Act of 1971 (5 ILCS 375) outlines the benefit
provisions of the THIS Plan and amendments to the Plan can be made only by legislative
action with the Governor’s approval. The Plan is administered by the lllinois Department of
Central Management Services. The publicly available financial report of the Plan may be
found on the website of the lllinois Auditor General. The current reports are listed under
“‘Central Management  Services” 32 http://www.auditor.illinois.gov/Audit-Reports/CMS-

Teachers’ Health Insurance Security Fund — (Continued)

Benefits Provided. THIS provides medical, prescription, and behavioral health benefits for
eligible retirees and their dependents, but it does not provide vision, dental, or life insurance
benefits to annuitants of the Teachers’ Retirement System (TRS). Annuitants not enrolled in
Medicare may participate in the state-administered participating provider option plan or
choose from several managed care options. Annuitants who are enrolled in Medicare Parts
A and B may be eligible to enroll in a Medicare Advantage plan. The premiums charged
reflect approximately a 75 percent subsidy for members that elect a managed care plan or
elect the Teachers’ Choice Health Plan (TCHP) if a managed care plan is either not
available or only partially available. Members receive approximately a 50 percent subsidy if
they elect the TCHP when a managed care plan is available. Medicare primary dependent
beneficiaries enrolled in a managed care plan or in the TCHP when no managed care plan is
available receive a premium subsidy.

Contributions. The State Employees Group Insurance Act of 1971 (5 ILCS 375/6) specifies
the contribution requirements of the participating school districts and covered employees.
For the year ended June 30, 2022, required contributions are as follows:

¢ Active members contribute 0.90 percent of covered payroll.

o Employers contribute 0.67 percent of covered payroll. The percentage of employer
required contributions in the future will not exceed 105 percent of the percentage of
salary actually required to be paid in the previous fiscal year. For the year ended
June 30, 2022, the District paid $116,081 to the THIS Fund, which was 100 percent
of the required contribution.

e The State of lllinois makes contributions on behalf of the District. State contributions
are intended to match contributions to the THIS Fund from active members. The
State contributed 0.90 percent of covered payroll. For the year ended June 30,
2022, State of lllinois contributions on behalf of the District's employees were
$155,930 and the District recognized revenue and expenditures for this on-behalf
contribution amount during the year in the General Fund.

o Retired members contribute through premium payments based on the coverage
elected, Medicare eligibility, and the age of the member and dependents. The
premium for retired members is not permitted to increase by more than 5.0 percent
by year by statute. The Federal Government provides a Medicare Part D subsidy.

NOTE 10: RISK MANAGEMENT- CLAIMS AND JUDGMENTS

The District’s risk management activities are recorded in the Tort Immunity Fund. No liability has
been recorded on the books for future expenses related to risk management; these expenses are
reported as the expenditures are made. The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to
limited torts: thefts of, damage to and destruction of assets; errors, omissions and natural
disasters for which the District carries commercial insurance. There have been no significant
reductions in coverage and settlements have not exceeded coverage in the past three years.

CONTINGENCIES

Grant Revenues

The District has received funding from state and federal grants which are governed by various
rules and regulations of the grantor agencies. It is believed that any adjustments that may arise
from the audits will be insignificant to the operations of the District.

Litigation

The District has been involved in a series of disputes with several of its largest taxpayers
concerning the value of commercial/industrial facilities for real estate tax purposes.

RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The District is a member of the controlling board for Grundy County Special Education Co-Op.
The Grundy County Special Education Co-Op provides special education services to the School
District's students. During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2022 the District paid the Grundy
County Special Education Co-Op a total of $2,084,213 for these services.

The District is member of the controlling board for Grundy Area Vocational Center (GAVC).
GAVC provides career/technical training to the School District’s students. During the fiscal year
ending June 30, 2022 the District paid GAVC a total of $566,363 for these services. The District
also paid GAVC $366,162 to help fund GAVC capital projects.

On July 7, 2010, GAVC issued Series 2010 debt certificates in the amount of $2 million at an
average interest rate of 3.23%. The debt certificates mature on January 1, 2030. The District will
make annual payments to GAVC for the District’s portion (38.9%) of the principal and interest
payments. During the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, the District paid GAVC $57,885 for its
portion of the bonds’ principal and interest.

NOTE 15: FUND BALANCE PRESENTATION

A. Non-spendable Fund Balance

The non-spendable fund balance classification includes amounts that cannot be spent
because they are either (a) not in spendable form or (b) legally or contractually required to
be maintained intact. The “not in spendable form” criterion includes items that are not
expected to be converted to cash, for example inventories and prepaid amounts. Due to the
cash basis nature of the District, all 5'3%{1 items are expensed at the time of purchase, so
there is nothing to report for this classification.

B. Restricted Fund Balance

The restricted fund balance classification refers to amounts that are subject to outside
restrictions, not controlled by the entity. Restrictions may be imposed by creditors,
grantors, contributors, or laws and regulations of other governments, or imposed by law
through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. The Debt Service Fund and
Special Revenue Funds are by definition restricted for those specified purposes. The
District has several revenue sources received within different funds that also fall into these
categories:

Special Education

Cash receipts and the related cash disbursements of this restricted tax levy are
accounted for in the Educational Fund. Expenditures disbursed exceeded revenue
received for this purpose, resulting in no restricted fund balance.

Leasing Levy

Cash Disbursed and the related cash receipts of this restricted levy are accounted for
in the Educational Fund. Expenditures disbursed were less than revenues received for
this purpose, resulting in a restricted fund balance of $290,586 as of June 30, 2022.
This balance is included in the financial statements as Reserved in the Educational
Fund.

State Grants

Proceeds from state grants and the related expenditures have been included in the
Educational, Operations & Maintenance, and Transportation Funds. At June 30, 2022,
expenditures disbursed exceeded revenue received from state grants, resulting in no
restricted balances.

Federal Grants

Proceeds from federal grants and the related expenditures have been included in the
Educational Fund. At June 30, 2022, expenditures disbursed exceeded revenue
received from federal grants, resulting in no restricted balances.

Tort Immunity

Cash disbursed and the related cash receipts of this restricted tax levy are accounted
for in the Tort Immunity Fund. Revenue received exceeded expenditures disbursed for
this purpose, resulting in a restricted fund balance of $2,506,354. This balance is
included in the financial statements as Unreserved in the Tort Immunity Fund.

Fire Prevention & Safety

Cash disbursed and the related cash receipts of this restricted tax levy are accounted
for in the Fire Prevention and Safety Fund. Revenues received exceeded
expenditures disbursed for this purpose, resulting in a restricted fund balance of
$2,615,327. This balance is included in the financial statements as Unreserved in the
Fire Prevention and Safety Fund.

Social Security & IMRF

Cash disbursed and the related cash receipts of these restricted tax levies are
accounted for in the Municipal Retirement / Social Security Fund. Revenue received
exceeded expenditures disbursed for IMRF purposes, resulting in a restricted fund
balance of $748,398. This balance is included in the financial statements as
Unreserved in the Municipal Retirement / Social Security Fund. Revenues received
exceeded expenditures disbursed for social security purposes, resulting in a restricted
fund balance of $387,308. This balance is included in the financial statements as
Reserved in the Municipal Retirement / Social Security Fund.

Bond & Interest

Cash disbursed and the related cash receipts of this restricted tax levy is accounted for
in the Debt Service Fund. At June 30, 2022, cumulative revenues received for this
purpose exceeded cumulative expenditures disbursed, resulting in a restricted fund
balance of $5,100,425.

Capital Projects

Cash disbursed and the related cash receipts of certain bond issuances and other
restricted revenue sources are accounted for in the Capital Projects Fund. At June 30,
2022, cumulative revenues received for this purpose exceeded cumulative
expenditures disbursed, resulting in a restricted fund balance of $6,599,092.

C. Committed Fund Balance

The committed fund balance classification refers to amounts that can only be used for
specific purposes pursuant to constraints imposed by formal action of the government’s
highest level of decision making authority (the School Board). Those committed amounts
cannot be used for any other purpose unless the government removes or changes the
specified use by taking the same type of formal action it employed to previously commit
those amounts.

The School Board commits fund balances by making motions or passing resolutions to
adopt policy or to approve contracts. Committed fund balance also incorporates contractual
obligations to the extent that existing resources in the funds have been specifically
committed for use in satisfying those contractual requirements.

Employee contracts for services rendered during the school year for employees electing
twelve-month pay schedules are recorded as disbursements in the fiscal year when such
checks are drawn. At June 30, 2022, the total amount of unpaid contracts for services
performed during the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022 amounted to $1,789,639. This
amount is shown as Reserved in the Educational Fund.

Assigned Fund Balance

The assigned fund balance classification refers to amounts that are constrained by the
government’s intent to be used for a specific purpose but are neither restricted nor
committed. Intent may be expressed by (a) the District Board itself or (b) the finance
committee or by the Superintendent when the District Board has delegated the authority to
assign amounts to be used for specific purposes.

At the direction of the District Board, unexpended funds in the Transportation Fund are to
be held for the purpose of paying transportation salaries and purchasing transportation
supplies and capital outlays. Under the assigned fund balance definition, $4,783,863 of the
Transportation Fund Balance is assigned fund balance for this purpose. This balance is
included in the financial statements as Unreserved in the Transportation Fund. Under the
assigned fund balance definition, the Education Fund Balance has $691,744 assigned for
Activity Funds, $324,329 assigned for scholarships, and $1,298,578 assigned for an
insurance reserve. These amounts are shown as Reserved in the Educational Fund.

Unassigned Fund Balance

The unassigned fund balance classification is the residual classification for amounts in the
General Funds for amounts that have not been restricted, committed, or assigned to
specific purposes within the General Funds. Unassigned Fund Balance amounts are
shown in the financial statements as Unreserved Fund Balances in the Educational,
Operations & Maintenance, and Working Cash funds.

Regulatory — Fund Balance Definitions

Reserved Fund Balances are those balances that are reserved for a specified purpose,
other than the regular purpose of any given fund. Unreserved Fund Balances are all
balances that are not reserved for a specific purpose other than the specified purpose of a
fund.

Expenditures of Fund Balance
Unless specifically identified, expenditures act to reduce restricted balances first, then
committed balances, next assigned balances, and finally act to reduce unassigned

balances. Expenditures for a specifically identified purpose will act to reduce the specific
classification not the fund balance identified.

During the year ended June 30, 2022, the District passed a resolution to abate $2,000,000 of
restricted leasing levy funds to the Capital Project Fund for capital improvement projects. The
Educational Fund transferred $2,000,000 to the Capital Projects as a result of this resolution.

TAX ABATEMENTS

The District enters into property tax abatement agreements with businesses under state statute
(ILCS 200/18-165). Under the statute, any taxing district, upon a majority vote of its governing
authority, may, after the determination of the assessed valuation of its property, order the clerk of
that county to abate any portion of its taxes on the following; commercial and industrial property,
horse racing, auto racing, academic or research institute, housing for older persons, historical
society, recreational facilities, relocated corporate headquarters, United States Military
Public/Private Residential Developments, property located in qualified business corridor.

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, the District had the following abatement agreements:

Crossroads 55, LLC: Under this agreement, Crossroads 55, LLC has committed to build and
pay for improvements on two parcels at East Frontage Road and Amoco Road. In return, the
impacted taxing Districts in Will County have agreed to abate 100% of the real estate taxes
allocable to each District for 10 years. The 2021 tax extension was not impacted by the
abatement.

Industrial Developments International, LLC: Under this agreement, Industrial Developments
International, LLC has committed to build at least one industrial building on a parcel at the
intersection of Bluff Road and I-55. In return, the impacted taxing Districts have agreed to abate
100% of real estate taxes in the first year, and 50% for the next nine years for the first building
constructed. For any subsequent buildings, the Districts have agreed to abate 100% of real
estate taxes in the first year, and 50% for the next four years. The 2019 tax extension was
reduced by $64,429 for the third abatement. The 2020 tax extension was reduced by $179,873
for the fourth abatement. The 2021 tax extension was reduced by $169,899 for the fifth
abatement.

Akzo Nobel Chemicals, LLC: Under this agreement, Akzo Nobel Chemicals, LLC has
committed to make certain improvements at its property at 8005 N. Tabler Road in
unincorporated Grundy County. In return, the impacted taxing Districts have agreed to abate
50% of the real estate taxes attributable to the improvements for five consecutive tax years
beginning with the first year that the improvements are assessed. The 2019 tax extension was
reduced by $205,429. The 2020 tax extension was reduced by $224,351. The 2021 tax
extension was reduced by $215,909. In return, Akzo Nobel offered one-half of the new jobs
created at the property to qualified residents located within the furthermost collective
geographic boundary of the taxing bodies which impose taxes on the property.

Minooka Hotel (Marriott): Under this agreement, Blair Road Hotel has committed to build a
hotel on Bob Blair Road in Minooka. In return, the impacted taxing Districts in Grundy County
have agreed to abate 75%/50%/25% of the real estate taxes allocable to each District over a
three year period, beginning with tax year 2019. The 2019 tax extension was reduced by
$47,313 for the first abatement. The 2020 tax extension was reduced by the second
abatement, resulting in a total reduction of $31,370. The 2021 tax extension was reduced by
the third abatement, resulting in a total reduction of $15,606.

U.S. Cold Storage: Under this agreement, U.S. Cold Storage has committed to build a storage
facility on Twin Rail Drive in Minooka. In return, the impacted taxing Districts in Grundy County
have agreed to abate 75%/50%/25% of the real estate taxes allocable to each District over a
three year period, beginning with tax year 2021. The 2021 tax extension was reduced by
$335,664 for the first abatement.

Equistar Chemicals, LP (LyondellBassell): Under this agreement, Grundy County and all
impacted local governments and municipalities agreed to freeze the assessed valuation of the
Equistar Facility for tax years 2017 through 2023. During this period, the equalized assessed
valuation will be $98,720,727. In addition, improvements placed in service on or after January
1, 2016 shall be assessed as follows starting January 1 of the year after the improvements are
completed and put into Service:

Year 1 - 0% of the Net Real Estate Improvement Cost divided by three
Year 2 — 20% of the Net Real Estate Improvement Cost divided by three
Year 3 - 40% of the Net Real Estate Improvement Cost divided by three
Year 4 — 70% of the Net Real Estate Improvement Cost divided by three
Year 5 — 100% of the Net Real Estate Improvement Cost divided by three

Our opinion was
adverse because the financial statements are not prepared in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles. However, the financial statements were found to be fairly stated on the cash basis
of accounting, in accordance with regulatory reporting requirements established by the lllinois State Board
of Education, which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than generally accepted accounting
principles.

Report on Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered Minooka Community High
School District #111’s internal control over financial reporting (internal control) to determine the audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the
financial statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of Minooka
Community High School District #111’s internal control. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the
effectiveness of Minooka Community High School District #111’s internal control.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or
detect and correct, misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination
of deficiencies, in internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement
of the entity’s financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis. A
significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe
than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material
weaknesses or significant deficiencies and therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may
exist that were not identified. We did identify a certain deficiency in internal control, described in the
accompanying schedule that we consider to be a significant deficiency.

We noted certain matters that we reported to management of Minooka Community High School District
#111 in a separate letter dated November 15, 2022.
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Report on Compliance and Other Matters

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether Minooka Community High School District #111’s
financial statements are free from material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a
direct and material effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an
opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not
express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other
matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards.

Purpose of this Report

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance
and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal
control or on compliance. This report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with
Government Auditing Standards in considering the entity’s internal control and compliance. Accordingly,
this communication is not suitable for any other purposes.

During the course of the audit, we identified misstatements requiring audit adjustments to be
posted. These adjustments had a significant effect on the District’s financial statements.

Criteria:

A control deficiency exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to
prevent or detect misstatements on a timely basis.

Context:

The adjustments primarily related to the following:
e Grant revenues that were miscoded
e Bond issuance and payment to escrow agent
e Several activity funds not recorded

Effect:
Certain book balances were misstated at year-end, and significant audit adjustments were
required to correct the balances.

Cause:

The District did not properly classify grant revenues in accordance with the ISBE reporting
framework. The District also did not record new debt issuances in the current year. In
addition, the District did not record all the Activity Fund Balances.

Recommendation:
Management should enter grant revenues using the proper account numbers in accordance
with the ISBE reporting framework. Also, the District should record all Activity Fund Balances.

Management Response:
Management is aware of this condition and has begun to implement the necessary policies
and procedures.

Significant Audit Findings

Qualitative Aspects of Accounting Practices

Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies. The significant
accounting policies used by Minooka Community High School District 111 are described in Note 1 to
the financial statements. GASB 87 was implemented during 2022. We noted no transactions entered
into by the District during the year for which there is a lack of authoritative guidance or consensus. All
significant transactions have been recognized in the financial statements in the proper period.

Accounting estimates are an integral part of the financial statements prepared by management and are
based on management’s knowledge and experience about past and current events and assumptions
about future events. Certain accounting estimates are particularly sensitive because of their
significance to the financial statements and because of the possibility that future events affecting them
may differ significantly from those expected. The most sensitive estimate affecting the District’s
financial statement was:

Management’s estimate of the depreciation is based on capital asset basis and depreciation
methods. We evaluated the key factors and assumptions used to develop the depreciation in
determining that it is reasonable in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole.

Certain financial statement disclosures are particularly sensitive because of their significance to
financial statement users. The most sensitive disclosure affecting the financial statements was:

The disclosure of the summary of significant accounting policies in Note 1 to the financial
statements.

The financial statement disclosures are neutral, consistent, and clear.

Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit

We encountered no significant difficulties in dealing with management in performing and completing our
audit.
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Corrected and Uncorrected Misstatements

Professional standards require us to accumulate all known and likely misstatements identified during
the audit, other than those that are clearly trivial, and communicate them to the appropriate level of
management. Management has corrected all such misstatements. The attached schedule of
misstatements detected as a result of our audit procedures were corrected by management.

Disagreements with Management

For purposes of this letter, a disagreement with management is a financial accounting, reporting, or
auditing matter, whether or not resolved to our satisfaction, that could be significant to the financial
statements or the auditor’s report. We are pleased to report that no such disagreements arose during
the course of our audit.

Management Representations

We have requested certain representations from management that are included in the management
representation letter dated November 15, 2022.

Management Consultations with Other Independent Accountants

In some cases, management may decide to consult with other accountants about auditing and
accounting matters, similar to obtaining a “second opinion” on certain situations. If a consultation
involves application of an accounting principle to the governmental unit’s financial statements or a
determination of the type of auditor's opinion that may be expressed on those statements, our
professional standards require the consulting accountant to check with us to determine that the
consultant has all the relevant facts. To our knowledge, there were no such consultations with other
accountants.

Other Audit Findings or Issues

We generally discuss a variety of matters, including the application of accounting principles and
auditing standards, with management each year prior to retention as the governmental unit’'s auditors.
However, these discussions occurred in the normal course of our professional relationship and our
responses were not a condition to our retention.

Other Matters

We were not engaged to report on the other and supplementary information, which accompanies the
financial statements. Such information has not been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in
the audit of the basic financial statements, and accordingly, we do not express an opinion or provide
any assurance on it.

Financial Statement Preparation

Description:

The District’s personnel do not prepare the District’s financial statements and related
disclosures. The District engages the external auditors to assist in preparing these
reports using the financial reports provided by the District. While the District's
financial reports are complete and accurate, the District does not prepare the
required related disclosures.

The Board of Education has the ultimate responsibility for the District's system of
internal control over financial reporting. As independent auditors, the external
auditors cannot be considered a part of the District’'s system of internal controls.
While it is acceptable to outsource various functions, responsibility for internal control
cannot be outsourced to external auditors.

While it is common practice for the auditors to prepare the financial statements for
many entities, this is considered an internal control deficiency in accordance with
generally accepted auditing standards, which requires written communication to
those charged with governance.

Because the auditors, not management, have prepared the financial statements and
related disclosures, material misstatements to the financial statements may not be
prevented or detected by the District’s system of internal controls.

Recommendation:

The District could implement internal control procedures related to preparation and/or
review of financial statements, such as providing necessary training and education to
current staff to provide them with knowledge and ability to perform a thorough review
the financial statements and related disclosures to ensure they are presented in
accordance with applicable standards. However, the District may determine that the
cost of implementing internal controls related to financial statement preparation in
accordance with applicable standards outweighs the benefits to be gained.

Curriculum Guide Proposal
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Career and Technical Education

Proposal to add a new course: AP Computer Science Principles (weighted class)
COURSE TITLE: AP Computer Science Principles

PREREQUISITE: None

LENGTH: Year Long

OPEN TO: 9-12

DESCRIPTION: Computer Science Principles introduces students to the
foundational concepts of computer science and challenges them to
explore how computing and technology can impact the world. More
than a traditional introduction to programming, it is a rigorous,
engaging, and approachable curriculum that explores many of the
foundational ideas of computing so all students understand how
these concepts are transforming the world we live in. (Weighted
Grade)

SEQUENCE: This is an introductory level course that will become foundational
for a computer science program to come..

COST: There is no cost associated with the course curriculum or materials.
We send a teacher to a summer AP training at the cost of $650,
with other costs associated with training.

RATIONALE: Students who take AP Computer Science Principles, in particular,
are 12% more likely to enroll in college compared to
similarly-situated peers, and students who take AP exams are more
likely to graduate 4-year college, regardless of their score on the
exam. AP computer science students also earn better AP Calculus
scores than comparable students who don’t take AP computer
science. In addition the state of lllinois requires computer science to
be available to our students. This course will provide a foundation
for a program to be built for one of the highest demand job fields in
the US today.

IMPLEMENTATION: Fall 2023
STAFFING IMPACT: It would be anticipated that 1 or 2 sections may run for this course.

At current enroliment numbers and staffing it may result in a single or double overload
for a business/ computer teacher.
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Proposal to update a course description: Child Development 1

CURRENT DESCRIPTION: This course is designed for all students who are interested
in understanding the current trends, issues, and responsibilities of parenthood and
families. The emphasis is on learning the developmental patterns of the child from
conception to preschool and the effect heredity and environment has on the child’s
emotional, social, physical, and intellectual growth. Students will do various
observations of infants, children, and parents with emphasis on guidance and working
with diverse families.

PROPOSED DESCRIPTION: This course allows students to examine the physical,
intellectual, social and emotional development of children from birth through age 3. Additional
topics covered include prenatal development, responsibilities of parenthood, and families.
Students will have the opportunity to experience the Baby Think It Over infant simulator and the
empathy belly.

RATIONALE: The previous description was no longer accurate as there are no longer
observations, and no mention of the simulator babies, or empathy belly.

Proposal to update a course description: Child Development 2
COURSE TITLE: Child Development 2

CURRENT DESCRIPTION :This course is designed for the student who may be
interested in a career involving the development and care of children. The students will
spend the first half of the class learning about the physical, emotional, social, and
intellectual development of the toddler to school age child. Health and safety, special
challenges, responsibility of caring for children, developmentally appropriate practices,
and careers related to children will be discussed. The students will be responsible for
planning, observing, and teaching 3-5 year old children in the preschool lab. The
students design all story-telling, art, music, math, science, and small and large motor
activities.

PROPOSED DESCRIPTION: This course is designed for any student who may be
interested in a career involving the development and care of children. The students will
spend the first 2 months learning about preschool aged children and planning preschool
lessons. The remainder of the class will be spent gaining hands-on experience teaching
and observing 3-5 year old children in the on-site, student run preschool.

RATIONALE: The intent of running a pre school is lost in the original description so It
was written in a more student friendly manor.
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English

Proposal to eliminate a course: College Prep Writing

COURSE TITLE: College Prep Writing

RATIONALE: The skills covered in this course are covered in English 1V, especially after
English IV began undergoing their curriculum updates. Furthermore, the course title is
misleading in that it makes it sound like this is the only course in which students will
receive guidance on college level writing; however, all classes are designed to prepare
students for these skill sets.

Proposal to add a new course: True Crime
COURSE TITLE:  True Crime

PREREQUISITE: None
LENGTH: Semester
OPENTO: 11 & 12

DESCRIPTION: Students will try to establish the truth, decisions, and power using
rhetoric, bias, evidence, and reasoning. The semester will follow a theme (truth,
decisions, and power) where students will have to create essential questions to focus
on their theme. This genre will help students with a variety of English objectives.
Through different texts, students will use their ability to analyze and argue using
evidence and reasoning. This class will encompass communication/listening skills,
writing, and reading to decipher rhetoric and bias.

SEQUENCE: This course would be an elective English course for Junior and Senior
students that can be taken based on interest.

COST: No associated costs

RATIONALE: In English lll, students have been studying the infamous SERIAL podcast
where the narrator explores the story of teenage love gone wrong. Throughout the
podcast, the students are invested in the content where they are trying to establish the
truth using rhetoric, bias, evidence, and reasoning. The semester will follow a theme
(truth, decisions, and power) where students will have to create essential questions to
focus on their theme. This genre will help students with a variety of English objectives.
Through different texts, students will use their ability to analyze and argue using
evidence and reasoning. This class will encompass communication/listening skills,
writing, and reading to decipher rhetoric and bias.
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IMPLEMENTATION: Fall 2023

STAFFING IMPACT: Anticipated that one to two sections may run for this course.

Proposal to purchase a new resource:
COURSE TITLE: English Ill- The Long Way Down by Jason Reynolds
RATIONALE: To include more diverse and modern texts in the English curriculum.

COST: We can get a paperback for $6.62. A class set of 30 would cost around
$199.00

Proposal to update the math flow chart

RATIONALE: Due to new courses and updates to current courses, the math flow chart
will need to be updated to reflect those changes.

Proposal to update course length:

CURRENT COURSE: JJC Math 128 Statistics
LENGTH: 1 Semester

PROPOSED COURSE: JJC MATH 128 Statistics
LENGTH: 1 Year

RATIONALE: Joliet Junior College has changed this course to be a required full-year
course.

Proposal to update a course:
CURRENT COURSE TITLE: Advanced Algebra 1

PROPOSED COURSE TITLE: Algebra 1 Honors
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RATIONALE: To incentivize students to take the more challenging level of Algebra 1
and adequately prepare them for success in future math courses in either of the
following course selections Geometry or Geometry Honors.

Proposal to eliminate a course:
COURSE TITLE: Algebra 1 AB

RATIONALE: The students in need of additional support in Algebra 1 will be enrolled in
a co-taught Algebra 1 course and possibly enrolled in an Algebra 1 resource as well.
Eliminating the AB structure will allow for greater integration of our population most in
need of math support, will raise expectations for their classroom behaviors, and allow
them the opportunity to learn from more of their peers. Providing them with the
co-taught environment and an Algebra 1 Resource will still allow for them to receive
additional support.

Proposal to add a new course: Algebra 1 Resource
COURSE TITLE: Algebra | Resource
PREREQUISITE: Teacher recommendation
LENGTH: Year Long

DESCRIPTION: This class provides academic support through reinforcement and
clarification of concepts presented in Algebra I. During this resource
time students can work on assignments for other courses, attend
other content labs, or visit the library when required by other
classroom teachers. Students will receive a grade of P (pass) or F
(fail)

SEQUENCE: Course will be taken in conjunction with Algebra 1 for incoming
students or students who need to retake Algebra 1.

COST: None

RATIONALE: To provide students with additional support to be successful in
Algebra 1.

IMPLEMENTATION: Fall 2023
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STAFFING IMPACT: This will count as a prep for the instructor.

Proposal to update a course description:
Current Course: Algebra 2 Resource and Geometry Resource

RATIONALE: The course counts as an entire prep for a teacher and should be working
with the students to improve their math proficiency for the duration of the period. The
words “half of the period” will be removed from the descriptions. The expectation will be
that students can use the time to get help for other classes if that is required by their
other teachers during the 90 minutes, however the math support and instruction will be
given for the duration of the class.

Proposal to add a new course: Calculus Ill (Math 263)

COURSE TITLE: Calculus lll weighted course
PREREQUISITE: AP Calculus BC and earned a 4 or 5 on AP exam
LENGTH: Year Long

DESCRIPTION: The most advanced mathematics course offered by the department,
this is the third course in calculus and analytic geometry, and is the
equivalent of a one-semester course offered at the college level.
Major units of study include functions of several variables, partial
derivatives, parametric plotting, vectors, perpendicularity, 2D
integration, gradients, trajectories, 2D and 3D measurements,
sources and sinks, transforming 2D and 3D integrals, spherical
coordinates and 3D flow. Only those students who intend to take
college-level mathematics courses and have shown a high degree
of aptitude in previous mathematics courses should enroll. Dual
credit course fee applies, payable to Loyola University Chicago (fee
was $260 for the 2023-24 school year) and is 4.0 hours of dual
credit (MATH 263) through Loyola University Chicago. Students will
be considered Loyola University students and have all the same
benefits and access to their resources (except the recreation
facilities). They will likely take a field trip to visit the campus, attend
a college math class, and speak with students and professors. This
will be a weighted course.

SEQUENCE: Course will be taken after Calculus BC and students who earned a
4 or 5 on the AP exam will be eligible for dual credit. If a student
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has the equivalent of a Calculus 2 dual credit course they will also
be eligible. This will be a predominantly senior level course.

COST: Textbooks hardcover $223 each, total of $4,460 plus a teacher’s
edition
RATIONALE: To provide students with an optional fourth year of mathematics

who take Calculus BC as juniors.

IMPLEMENTATION: Fall 2023
STAFFING IMPACT: One instructor with a masters in mathematics will have to apply

and be trained as an adjunct professor through Loyola University. They will need to
attend a session in the spring with their university advisor.

Physical Education/Health/Driver Education

Proposal to add a new course: Peer Leadership in Adapted Physical Education
COURSE TITLE: Peer Leadership in Adapted Physical Education

PREREQUISITE: Application process with final approval made by the department chair.
LENGTH: Semester

OPEN TO: Juniors and Seniors

DESCRIPTION: Students will demonstrate leadership to assist their peers with special
needs through participation in team building and physical education activities. Students
will have the opportunity to assist in demonstrations, lead group activities, participate
and teach one-on-one or in small group activities.

SEQUENCE: None
COST: None

RATIONALE: Currently our REACH program does not have a scheduled PE time. They
use the gym during D lunch at central campus. This class would allow us to schedule
the REACH students for a full 90 minute block. The REACH students would be paired
up with a peer leader. The peer leaders would go through a few weeks of training to
learn about the different disabilities that our students have and how they can serve them
best.
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IMPLEMENTATION: Fall 2023

STAFFING IMPACT: It would add 1 or 2 additional sections to our schedule.

Social Studies

Proposal to purchase a new resource:
COURSE TITLE: PSCI 101 AMERICAN NATIONAL GOVERNMENT

RATIONALE: Our current textbooks for JJC are outdated and the new textbook would
align with JJC curriculum and best meet the needs of our students. We would be using
the same™* book as students taking the course at Joliet Junior College and we would be
in compliance with the Dual Credit program.

COST: $148.12 per book (120 Books)-$17,927.60

Proposal to update a course description:

COURSE TITLE: AP World History

CURRENT DESCRIPTION:. AP WORLD HISTORY weighted course 2 CREDITS
GRADE: 10 1 YEAR Meets NCAA eligibility requirements Prerequisite: Successful
completion (C or better) of previous social studies course and current social studies
teacher recommendation. The AP World History course offers motivated students the
opportunity to immerse themselves in the processes that, over time, have resulted in the
knitting of the world into a tightly integrated whole. AP World History offers an approach
that lets students "do history" by guiding them through the steps a historian would take
in analyzing historical events and evidence worldwide. The course offers balanced
global coverage with Africa, the Americans, Asia, and Europe and Oceania each
represented. The student will be required to take the APWorld History exam in May. The
current fee for the Advanced Placement exam is $96.00. Students will be required to
complete a summer assignment prior to the start of the class. This course will have as
its chronological frame the period from approximately 8000 B.C.E. to the present with
the period 8000 B.C.E. to 1450 covered in Honors World History/Pre-AP World History
and Geography and providing a foundation for this course’s coverage of 1200 to the
present. The course highlights the following five themes: 1. Interactions between
humans and the environment: demography and disease, migration, patterns of
settlement, and technology 2.

WORLD HISTORY 1 or 2 CREDITS GRADES: 10 or 11 - 12 1 SEMESTER or 1 YEAR

CURRENT DESCRIPTION:WORLD HISTORY 1 or 2 CREDITS GRADES: 10 or 11 - 12
1 SEMESTER or 1 YEAR Meets NCAA eligibility requirements This elective course will
focus on topics not covered in the core social studies classes including ancient
civilizations through modern times. This course can be taken for both semesters
consecutively or students can choose semester one only or semester two only.

Special Education

Proposal to add a new course:

COURSE TITLE: Self-Contained Life Skills

PREREQUISITE: None, Determined by the IEP Team
LENGTH: 1 semester
OPEN TO: 11th / 12th Grade Students with IEPs.
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DESCRIPTION: Self-Contained Life Skills is an elective course designed to cover a
variety of vocational and transition-related topics for students with IEPs.This class will
provide opportunities for guided practice in order to foster independence to help
students with IEPs transition to postsecondary employment or education. The students
will be provided with a variety of opportunities to practice real-life skills that include but
are not limited to, self-determination, independent living skills, navigating the
community, social and emotional skills, how to form positive work habits, and how to
seek postsecondary support.

SEQUENCE: None. This self-contained elective course provides more opportunities for
students with IEPs to work on independent / daily living skills.

COST: None

RATIONALE: This course is geared toward Junior and Senior students who have
IEPs.This semester-long elective course will provide these students with independent
living skills necessary when transitioning to life after high school. Currently, our Special
Education Department at MCHS does not offer Self- Contained elective courses that are
not a graduation requirement. This course would allow our upperclassmen to take an
elective course that will be geared towards transition-related goals, with a focus on life
skills. It also would provide our students with the ability to work on social skills
necessary in the workplace environment. Students that would benefit from this course
would be students who will be enrolled in REACH Transition, as it would help bridge the
gap between MCHS and REACH Transition. Students who have strong academic skills,
but struggle to apply these skills in real-life situations would also benefit from this
course.

IMPLEMENTATION: Fall of 23-24 School Year. Students to be enrolled in this class will
be determined by the IEP team during the 22-23 School Year.

STAFFING IMPACT: None - 1 section / semester.

World Language

Proposal to add a new course:
COURSE TITLE: American Sign Language Ill Honors
PREREQUISITE: American Sign Language Il Honors

LENGTH: Year
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OPEN TO: 11

DESCRIPTION:

SEQUENCE: This course would be the third course in the ASL sequence.
COST: None

RATIONALE: We currently have 43 students enrolled in ASL Ill. The class is currently
following an honors-level curriculum in which students are required to sign with
accuracy of hand movements and facial expressions and take a deep dive into deaf
culture with projects and presentations. The honors-level course provides ASL literature
along with Deaf culture topics in each unit whereas the regular track only provides one
of these. This junior/senior level course contains all of the rigor of our Spanish and
French honors courses.

There is unnecessary differentiation in a course with 14 honors-level students and 2 or
3 regular-level students which provides an awkward distinction between students. We
are looking to push all students to achieve the highest standard possible in the
language and provide them with a weighted point value for their hard work.

We feel that it is important to distinguish between the populations of students who take
ASL and those who enroll in Spanish courses and also take into consideration the
desires of the teachers of our language classes. There are a number of Spanish
students who want to continue their language studies, however are not interested in the
rigor of an honors course. Therefore at this time we believe that offering both honors
and regular courses at Spanish 3 and 4 to those 450 students is best for them and
should not be a hindering factor to only offering honors 3 and 4 in ASL.

Notice of Board of Review Complaint

As anticipated, Dynegy Kendall Energy LLC (now Kendall Power Company LLC) filed a
complaint with the Kendall County Board of Review challenging the 2022 assessment of its
generation facility located at 1401 County Line Road in Minooka. The Complainant requests the
following assessed values:

PIN Assessor’s Complainant’s Magnitude of
Values Requested Values Reduction Requested
09-25-400-003 $40,101,300 $5,728,177 $34,373,123
09-25-400-005 $1,108,800 $30,450 $1,078,450

Given the magnitude of the requested reduction, we recommend the taxing bodies intervene in
the pending assessment complaint. Requests to intervene must be filed within 10 days of the
Board of Review’s emailed notice.

Next Steps

Intervening at the Board of Review is the first siep in defending the assessed value of the Subject
property. The next step, if the Complainant or taxing bodies are dissatisfied with the result of

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the Board of Review hearing and no settlement is reached by that time, is an appeal at the
Illinois Property Tax Appeal Board. Our recommendations below are made with both of those
steps in mind.

We believe there is strength in all interested taxing bodies being named. For that reason, among
others, we recommend all of the interested taxing bodies who are a party to the March 8, 2022
intergovernmental agreement (except, possibly, the NA-AU-SAY, Lisbon, Seward Multi-
Township Assessment District and the County) authorize our office to intervene in the Board of
Review complaint. Given that township assessors are automatically included in Board of Review
proceedings and represent their published assessed values, the Multi-Township Assessment
District may weigh the decision to be a named party differently. Similarly, because the Board of
Review is a County entity, they often consider additional factors, which we can discuss
separately. Regardless of which taxing bodies are named parties, the terms and provisions of the
intergovernmental agreement remain in effect.

Given the time constraints, we recommend the following procedure:

1. An appropriate official /administrator from each taxing body complete an Authorizing
Memorandum that gives our office the authority to file the request to intervene. A
proposed sample is attached using details for School District No. 201.

2. Each governing board put an action item on their next agenda to ratify the authorization to
proceed with a request to intervene in this matter.

3. Each of the governing boards approve a resolution delegating authority to an
administrator to provide authorization to proceed in matters before the Kendall County
Board of Review and Illinois Property Tax Appeal Board. You will continue to provide
updates to your boards at every stage, but this gives you the flexibility to act within the
narrow time constraints. A proposed sample is attached using details for School District
No. 201.

If you agree with the recommendations above, please reply with the name and title of the
administrator or official who will sign on behalf of your taxing body, as well as the date of
the public meeting at which the resolution can be considered and approved by your
governing board. I will provide both the proposed Authorizing Memorandum and Resolution.

If, however, you have questions before agreeing or have concerns regarding these

recommendations, please do not hesitate to call or email me so that we can work through those.
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**Please note: The above analysis and recommendations were prepared pursuant to the IGA,
which is limited to the Dynegy Kendall Energy property. We have not reviewed notices
regarding other assessment complaints, if any. We regularly do so for our clients and would be
happy to do so for any of the taxing bodies. We would just need specific direction to complete
that work.**

SECTION TWO: That the Board of Education of Minooka Community High School
District No. 111 hereby delegates to its Superintendent the authority to determine which appeals
warrant intervention before the Kendall County Board of Review and the Illinois Property Tax
Appeal Board and authorizes and directs Whitt Law LLC to file Requests to Intervene in such
appeals as directed by the Superintendent on the School District's behalf and to represent the Board
of Education of Minooka Community High School District No. 111 before the Kendall County Board
of Review and the Property Tax Appeal Board in said proceedings. Further, the Board of Education
delegates to its Superintendent the authority to take such actions as are necessary and in the best
interests of the School District in those proceedings, including but not limited to hiring an
appraiser, engaging in settlement negotiations, settling such proceedings, or preparing for and
participating in administrative hearing(s), upon the advice of counsel.

VEHICLES LEASE AGREEMENT

LESSOR: Midwest Bus Sales, Inc.
23889 W 40t St,. Shawnee, KS 66226

LESSEE: Minooka #111 -
26655 W Eames, Channahon, IL 60410

PROPERTY LEASED. Subject to the terms of this Commercial .Vehicles Lease Agreement (this
"Agreement"), Lessor agrees to lease to Lessee and Lessee agrees to lease from Lessor all of the
personal property (each, a "Vehicle" and, collectively, the "Vehicles") described on Exhibit I attached
hereto and made a part hereof. Any modifications to or deletions from Exhibit I when agreed to by both
parties, or any agreed variation in models or types of Vehicles, shall be evidenced by a supplement to
this Agreement. Lessee shall inspect the Vehicles at delivery and report any defects to Lessor in writing
within 48 hours of delivery. Failure to report any defects within such time period shall constitute
Lessee's acceptance of the Vehicles in their delivered condition. Lessee agrees that all equipment,
accessories, replacements, additions or substitutions now or hereafter added to the Vehicles shall
immediately, by accession, become integral parts of the Vehicles. This Agreement shall constitute the
master lease with respect to the Vehicles and shall be deemed to comprise as many individual leases as
there are Vehicies that may be delivered to Lessee.

OWNERSHIP OF VEHICLES. This is an agreement to lease only and shall not be construed as a
contract for the sale of Vehicles. Lessee acknowledges that Lessor is the owner of all Vehicles leased
hereunder. Lessee further agrees that it does not acquire any legal or equitable interest in the Vehicles;
but merely shall have the possessory right to use and operate the Vehicles in accordance with the terms
of this Agreement; which possessory right shall be forfeited upon the termination, cancellation or
expiration of this Agreement as herein provided.

LEASE PAYMENTS. Lessee shall pay to Lessor a lease payment in the amount set forth for each Vehicle
on Exhibit I. Lessee shall remit lease payments to Lessor at Midwest Bus Leasing, LLC, P.O. Box
844725, Kansas City, MO 64184-4725 , or as otherwise directed in writing by Lessor. The lease payment
obligation begins with respect to each Vehicle on the delivery of such Vehicle. Any down payment
deposit Lessor may require with respect to any Vehicle shall be paid upon start of the lease for such
Vehicle. Lessee shall have no right of deduction, setoff or counterclaim, all of which Lessee hereby
waives. If Lessee fails to make any lease payment required by this Agreement within ten (10) days of
the due date therefor, Lessee shall pay to Lessor a service charge of 5% of such unpaid amount;
provided that in no event shall such service charge exceed any maximum amount established by
applicable law, and any payment of such service charge shall not operate to cure or waive any Event of
Default arising from such failure to pay.

LEASE TERM. The lease term for the Vehicles shall be from 7/1/2022, to 10/31/2022.

PAYMENT OF PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES AND REGISTRATION. Lessee shall pay all federal,
state and local sales, use, excise, personal property, and other taxes and all other governmental
assessments, fees and charges imposed on or in connection with any Vehicle, or on the lease, use,
ownership or possession thereof, and any registration charges related to the Vehicles. Lessee shall file
any necessary returns connected with the above taxes and charges, and shall furnish adequate proof of
payment to Lessor. Lessor may advance payment for these expenses and invoice Lessee for same.
Payment of such invoiced amounts shall be due within ten (10) days of invoice date.

REGISTRATION AND LICENSES.Lessee shall title, register and license the Vehicles in the name or
names directed by Lessor (including any lienholder designations directed by Lessor). Lessee shall
promptly forward such title and/or certificate of registration to Lessor. Lessee shall also have the
Vehicles inspected and pay for same as required by any governmental authority.

INSURANCE.
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a) Lessee, at its own expense, shall provide and maintain for each Vehicle insurance of the types
and amounts set forth below:

1. Fire, theft and comprehensive insurance with deductible amounts not to exceed $2,500.00
per Vehicle; Lessee shall maintain at all times at such party's expense collision insurance with
deductible amounts not to exceed $2,500.00 per Vehicle.

2. Physical damage including comprehensive and collision for actual cash value of each Vehicle
and be evidenced on the applicable certificate of insurance.

3. Bodily injury and property damage liability insurance to cover accidents arising out of the
ownership, maintenance, operation or use of each Vehicle and with a minimum of a
$1,000,000.00 combined single limit bodily injury and property damage.

b) Lessee agrees to indemnify Lessor and hold Lessor harmless from any loss or damage caused
by Lessee's failure to maintain said insurance coverage (whether as a result of the expiration,
cancellation, revocation or other termination of any insurance coverage or otherwise).

c) All policies of insurance required under this Agreement must by appropriate endorsement or
otherwise name each of Daimler Truck FinServUSALLC , 14372 Heritage Parkway Suite 400, Fort Worth,
Texas, 76177, and Midwest Bus Leasing LLC, 23889 W 40t™ St, Shawnee, KS 66226, as an additional
insured and as a loss payee, in each case as their interests may appear. Further, each such insurance
policy must provide (1) that the same may not be canceled, changed or modified until after the insurer
has given Lessor at least 30 days prior written notice of such proposed cancellation, charge or
modification, (2) full breach of warranty protection and (3) that the coverage is "primary coverage" for
the protection of Lessee and Lessor notwithstanding any other coverage carried by Lessee or Lessor
protecting against similar risks. Lessee shall furnish Lessor original certificates evidencing such coverage
and endorsements, and a copy of each policy, together with proof of payment of premium at least 30
days prior to the delivery of any Vehicle under this Agreement and annually prior to expiration of the
current policy. Lessee hereby appoints Lessor as Lessee's attorney-in-fact to adjust, receive payment
of, to endorse all checks and other documents and to take any other actions necessary to pursue
insurance claims and recover payments if Lessee fails to do so. Lessee will bear any expense Lessor
incurs in adjusting or collecting insurance, and shall pay such amounts within ten (10) days of Lessor's
demand therefor.

d) Lessee agrees to cooperate fully with Lessor and the insurance carriers insuring the hazards
enumerated in this Agreement in the investigation, defense and prosecution of any and all claims or
suits arising from the use or operation of any Vehicle. If any claim is made or action commenced for
death, personal injury or property damage resulting from the ownership, maintenance, use or operation
of any Vehicle, Lessee agrees to promptly notify Lessor of such claim or action in writing and to forward
to Lessor a copy of every demand, notice, summons or other process received in connection therewith.
Lessee hereby appoints Lessor as Lessee's authorized agent for the limited purpose of certifying that
Lessee has and will maintain financial responsibility with respect to each Vehicle.

e) The Certificate of Title for each Vehicle will be in the name of Lessee, with Daimler Truck
FinServUSALLC, named as the first lienholder unless otherwise agreed by the parties and Midwest Bus
Leasing LLC named as the second lienholder.

If Lessee fails to comply in any respect with the foregoing provisions, then Lessor may procure and keep
in force any insurance required hereunder that Lessee has failed to maintain and charge the cost thereof
to Lessee, payable within ten (10) days after Lessor's demand therefor. >

NET LEASE. This is a "net lease." Lessor shall not be required to provide any services or do any act in
connection with the Vehicles except as specifically provided in this Agreement. The lease payment
obligations and any other charges shall be paid to Lessor without any claim on the part of Lessee for
diminution or abatement, except as provided in this Agreement, and the fact that Lessee's use of the
Vehicles may be disturbed or prevented for any cause whatsoever, except Lessor's willful actions, shall
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not in any way suspend, abate or reduce the lease payments and other charges to be paid by Lessee
per this Agreement. '

LOSS OR DAMAGE. Lessee shall bear the entire risk of loss, theft, damage or destruction of the Vehicles
from any cause whatsoever. No loss, theft, damage or destruction of any Vehicle shall relieve Lessee
of the obligation to make lease payments or to comply with any other obligation under this Agreement.
In the event ‘of damage to any Vehicle, Lessee shall immediately place the same in good repair at
Lessee's expense. If Lessor determines that a Vehicle is lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged beyond
repair, the lease shall terminate with respect to that Vehicle. Such a termination shall be effective thirty
(30) days from the date of notice by Lessee of loss, theft, or damage. If a Vehicle.is lost, stolen or so
damaged, or disappears or is destroyed, under this section, Lessee is not relieved of the obligation to
pay under this Agreement, notwithstanding any termination of the lease with respect to such Vehicle.
In addition, Lessor reserves the option to offer a replacement or substitute Vehicle, which Vehicle shall
be subject to the terms of this Agreement, or Lessor and Lessee may execute a new Lease Agreement.
If Lessor exercises its option to provide a replacement or substitute Vehicle, Lessee agrees to pay Lessor
any additional rental costs for the substituted or replacement Vehicle that exceed the original lease
rental costs.

USE OF VEHICLES. Lessee hereby warrants and represents that the Vehicles will be used for business
purposes only or, if Lessee is a school district, for the purposes of transportation of students, faculty,
staff and others normally transported in vehicles similar to the Vehicles in the course of Lessee's normal
operations, and not for consumer, personal, family or household purposes. Lessee shall not permit any
Vehicle to be used in violation of any federal, state or municipal statutes, laws, ordinances, rules or
regulations, or contrary to the provisions of any applicable insurance policy. Lessee shall indemnify and
hold Lessor harmless from any and all fines, forfeitures, damages or penalties resulting from violation
of any such statutes, laws, ordinances, rules or regulations. Except with the written consent of Lessor,
the use of all Vehicles shall be limited to the continental limits of the United States.

MILEAGE AND ODOMETER. The total mileage allowance with respect to each Vehicle is set forth on
Exhibit I. Lessor reserves the right to audit the Vehicle mileage at any time during the lease term.

MAINTENANCE. Lessee, at its own expense, shall: (a) maintain each Vehicle according to the
manufacturer's required maintenance schedule for warranty validation and in substantially the same
mechanical condition as the date of delivery of such Vehicle, ordinary wear and tear excepted; (b)
lubricate Vehicles as frequently as specified by the manufacturer; and (c) furnish gas, oil, wash, tires,
and pay any storage charges for Vehicles. Lessee shall be responsible for any depreciation, loss or any
reduction to Vehicles that Lessor, in its reasonable judgment, shall determine was caused by Lessee's
failure to comply with the requirements set forth in the preceding sentence. Lessor will inspect each
Vehicle upon return and, if Lessor identifies any unperformed maintenance or damage other than normal
wear and tear, then Lessee will reimburse Lessor, within ten (10) days after Lessor's demand therefor,
for repair of such damage and performance of such maintenance at Lessor's labor rate and parts cost
plus 35%.

DRIVERS OF VEHICLES. Lessee shall permit only properly licensed and qualified drivers to operate
the Vehicles. All drivers will be instructed periodically in all practices which will insure the greatest
amount of safety and protection for the party being transported by Lessee. Lessee shall ensure that
each driver operates the Vehicles in a safe manner and in accordance with the laws of the State of
operation and the ordinances of any city in which such Vehicle operates. In no event shall any Vehicle
be operated by any person under the influence of alcohol or narcotics. Lessor shall have the right to
demand that any person operating any Vehicle in violation of the foregoing be forbidden to drive any
Vehicle, and Lessee shall immediately comply with any such demand.

NOTICE OF ACCIDENT. Lessee shall, within twenty-four (24) hours after it receives notice of the
occurrence of any Vehicle mishap, accident or traffic violation, notify Lessor in writing of such
occurrence. Such notification shall contain a full and complete statement of all relevant facts. Lessee
shall keep Lessor and the applicable insurer fuily informed of all claims, suits or proceedings arising out
of any accident involving a Vehicle. Lessee shall forward to insurer and Lessor a copy of every demand,
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notice, summons, or other process received in connection with any and all claims, suits or other legal
proceedings resulting from an accident involving a Vehicle.

RIGHT TO INSPECT. Lessor reserves the right at any time to inspect the Vehicles and all maintenance
records, driver logs and other records relating to the operation or maintenance of the Vehicles
(collectively, "Records"), and from time to time make such requests as may be necessary to assure
compliance with the terms and provisions of this Agreement and applicable law. If Lessee fails or refuses
to return any Vehicle to Lessor upon demand by Lessor and in violation of this Agreement, said failure
or refusal to return such Vehicle may be considered as a conversion and treated as a theft of such
Vehicle and Lessor shall have the right to notify and request the police authorities to recover same as a
stolen Vehicle, in addition to all other rights and remedies of Lessor hereunder and under applicable
law. During any such holdover period, Lessee shall continue to comply with all of the terms and
conditions of this Agreement, and shall pay 120% of the prorated applicable daily rent for each day from
such due date until the date on which Lessee returns the applicable Vehicles to Lessor in the manner
required under this Agreement Upon the return of a Vehicle, Lessee shall deliver or cause to be delivered
to Lessor all Records maintained by Lessee with respect to such Vehicle.

INDEMNIFICATION. Lessee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Lessor, its parent, subsidiary
and affiliated companies and their directors, officers, employees, agents and other representatives from
and against any and all damages, loss, theft, or destruction of any Vehicle, and against all losses,
liabilities, damages, injuries, claims, demands, costs, and expenses of every kind and nature, including
legal fees and disbursements arising out of and in connection with the use, condition or operation of
Vehicles.

DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTIES. LESSEE ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT LESSOR HAS NOT
MADE, DOES NOT MAKE, AND HEREBY EXPRESSLY DISCLAIM ANY REPRESENTATION,
WARRANTY OR COVENANT, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED WITH RESPECT TO THE
MERCHANTABILITY, CONDITION, QUALITY, DURABILITY, TITLE, DESIGN, OPERATION,
FITNESS FOR USE, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR SUITABILITY OF THE VEHICLES
OR ANY COMPONENT THEREOF IN ANY RESPECT WHATSOEVER OR IN CONNECTION WITH OR
FOR THE PURPOSES AND USES OF LESSEE, OR ANY OTHER REPRESENTATION, WARRANTY OR
COVENANT OF ANY KIND AND CHARACTER, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED, WITH RESPECT
THERETO. LESSEE IS ACCEPTING THE VEHICLES "AS IS AND WITH ALL FAULTS" AND LESSOR
SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY ACTUAL, INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL OR OTHER DAMAGES
OF OR TO LESSEE OR ANY OTHER PERSON WHATSOEVER.

In no case shall Lessor be liable for any special, incidental, or consequential damages based upon breach
of warranty, breach of contract, negligence, strict tort, or any other legal theory. Such damages include,
but are not limited to, loss of profits, loss of savings or revenue, loss of use of the teased Vehicles or
any associated equipment, loss of capital, loss of substitute equipment, facilities or services, down time,
the claims of third parties and injury to property, and Lessee hereby releases Lessor from same. This
limitation does not apply to damages caused by breach of warranty of title. Some states do not allow
limitations on warranties, or on remedies for breach in certain transactions. In such states, the limits in
this paragraph and in the preceding paragraph may not apply. Lessor assumes no liability or
responsibility for any acts or omissions of Lessee or of Lessee's agents, servants or employees, or any
other person, or for property that is damaged, lost or stolen in or from the Vehicles, and Lessee hereby
releases Lessor from same.

ASSIGNMENT AND LIENS. Lessee shall not assign or transfer its interest in this Agreement or the
Vehicles, and shall not grant or permit a security interest or other lien against the Vehicles, without the
written consent of Lessor. Lessor may assign this Agreement in whole or in part and/or encumber the
Vehicles without notice to Lessee, and its assignee or lienholder may reassign this Agreement and/or
such encumbrance, without notice to Lessee, and each such assignee and/or lienholder shall have all of
the rights but none of the obligations of Lessor under this Agreement. Lessee shall recognize each such
assighment and/or encumbrance, and shall not assert against the assignee and/or lienholder any claim,
defense, counterclaim, or set off that Lessee may have against Lessor.
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Lessee acknowledges that any assignment of Lessor's interest would neither materially change Lessee's
duty nor materially increase the burden or risk imposed on Lessee under this Agreement. Lessee
acknowledges that any assignment by Lessor will be permitted even if the assignment would be deemed
to materially affect Lessee's interest.

Lessee shall notify Lessor immediately in writing of any charges or liens of any kind whatsoever imposed
upon the Vehicles, and at its option, Lessor may discharge the same on behalf of Lessee and all such
advances by Lessor shall be added to the unpaid balance of the rentals due hereunder, and shall be
repayable by Lessee to Lessor on demand, together with interest thereon at the highest legal contract
rate until paid or such advances may be deducted from any security deposit held by Lessor.

BINDING ON HEIRS. This Agreement inures to the benefit of and is binding upon the heirs, legatees,
devisees, personal representative, survivors, successors in interest and assigns, if any, of the parties.

WRITTEN NOTIFICATION. Whenever written notification is required by this Agreement, such written
notice shall be sent to the applicable party by certified mail, return receipt requested, at the addresses
shown above. If either party hereto changes its mailing address during the term of this Agreement, it
shall immediately notify the other party of such change.

WAIVER; AMENDMENT. No waiver under this Agreement is effective unless it is in writing and signed
by an authorized representative of the party waiving its right. The waiver by Lessor of any default on
the part of Lessee shall not be a waiver of any subsequent default. No amendment to or rescission,
termination or discharge of, this Agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by an
authorized representative of each party to this Agreement.

FINANCE LEASE. Lessee and Lessor intend that: (a) each lease under this Agreement constitutes a
true “lease” that is a “finance lease” as such terms are defined in Article 2A of the Uniform Commercial
Code (the "UCC") and does not create a “security interest” as defined in the UCC; (b) Lessor is and shall
remain the owner of the Vehicles (unless sold by Lessor); (c) Lessee shall not acquire any right, title,
equity or interest in or to such Vehicles other than the right to possess and use the Vehicles in
accordance with Lessee’s leasehold interest under this Agreement. If, notwithstanding the intention of
the parties and the economic realities of this Agreement, any lease is deemed to create a security
interest, Lessee shall be deemed to have granted to Lessor as security for Lessee’s obligations
hereunder, a first priority security interest in the Vehicles and all proceeds thereof. Lessee hereby
authorizes Lessor to file one or more UCC financing statements (including without limitation
"precautionary filings") naming Lessee as "debtor", and such amendments and continuations thereof, in
each case as Lessor in its sole discretion may deem necessary or advisable. Until Lessee’s obligations
with respect to all Vehicles are satisfied in full, if requested by Lessor or if required by applicable law,
Lessee shall at Lessee’s sole cost and expense permanently affix and maintain on any or all Vehicles, as
determined by Lessor or as required by applicable law, a sign, legend, plate, plaque, tag or other
identifying label in a prominent place that discloses Lessor’'s ownership or that such Vehicles are leased
from Lessor under this Agreement.

SUBORDINATION. This Agreement and any Vehicle hereunder will be subject to any rights and
interests in and to the Vehicles under any respective contract or contracts or security interest granted
by Lessor to any person, firm or entity.

SALES TAX. Lessor shall invoice and remit to appropriate state, sales tax as charged on each Invoice.
Lessee is responsible for any and all other applicable taxes.

WARRANTY. Warranty shall be original manufacturer's warranty period with all terms and conditions
set forth by such manufacturer. Any Vehicles that are received by Lessee that do not contain a
manufacturer's warranty shall be the responsibility of Lessor until new Vehicles are provided.

REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES OF LESSEE. Lessee is duly organized, validly existing and
in good standing under the laws of its jurisdiction of organization and has full power and authority to
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own, operate or lease the properties and assets now owned, operated or leased by it (including the
Vehicles) and to carry on its business as currently conducted. Lessee has full power and authority to
execute and deliver this Agreement, to perform its obligations hereunder and to consummate the
transactions contemplated hereby. The execution and delivery by Lessee of this Agreement, the
performance by Lessee of its obligations hereunder, and the consummation by Lessee of the transactions
contemplated hereby have been duly authorized by all requisite action on the part of Lessee. This
Agreement has been duly executed and delivered by Lessee, and constitutes a legal, valid and binding
obligation of Lessee enforceable against Lessee in accordance with its terms, except to the extent that
the enforcement of remedies may be limited under applicable bankruptcy and insolvency laws.

EVENTS OF DEFAULT. Each of the following events shall constitute an Event of Default under this
Agreement: (a) if Lessee fails to pay in full any installment of rent, any loss payment or any other
monetary obligation under this Agreement when due and payable, whether by acceleration or otherwise;
(b) if Lessee fails to observe or perform any obligation under this Agreement; (c) if any representation
or warranty made by Lessee in this Agreement or in any other written statement furnished to Lessor
shall prove to have been untrue or incorrect in any material respect when made; (d) if Lessee is in
material default under any other agreement with Lessor; (e) if this Agreement shall at any time for any
reason cease to be in full force and effect or shall be declared to be null and void by a court of competent
jurisdiction, or if the validity or enforceability of this Agreement shall be contested or denied by Lessee,
or if Lessee shall deny that it has any further liability or obligation under this Agreement; (f) if Lessee's
interest in this Agreement, the Vehicles or any portion thereof devolves on or passes to any person or
entity, whether by operation of law or otherwise; (g) if Lessee (i) does not, or is unable to, or admits in
writing its inability to, pay its debts as they become due; (ii) commences or institutes any case,
proceeding or other action seeking relief on its behalf as debtor, or to adjudicate it a bankrupt or
insolvent, or seeking reorganization, arrangement, adjustment, winding up, liquidation, dissolution,
composition or other relief with respect to it or its debts under any existing or future law of any
jurisdiction, domestic or foreign, relating to bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or relief of debtors;
(iii) commences or institutes any case, proceeding or other action seeking appointment of a receiver,
trustee, custodian or other similar official for it or for all or any substantial part of its property; or (iv)
makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors; or (h) if a receiver, trustee, custodian or other
similar official is appointed for any substantial part of the assets of Lessee, which appointment is not
vacated or stayed within 30 days.

REMEDIES. If an Event of Default occurs and is continuing, Lessor may, in its sole discretion, exercise
one or more of the following remedies: (a) declare this Agreement in default; (b) terminate this
Agreement and the leases hereunder in whole or in part, effective immediately upon Lessor's notice of
such termination to Lessee; (c) declare the entire amount of rent and other obligations due, and to
become due, under this Agreement for the entire term immediately due and payable; (d) immediately
take possession of, or render unusable, each Vehicle wherever it may be located, without demand or
notice, without any court order or other process of law and without liability to Lessee for any damages
occasioned by such action, and no such actions shall constitute a termination of this Agreement and
Lessee expressly authorizes Lessor and its agents to enter on any premises where any Vehicle may be
found, for the purpose of repossessing or rendering unusable 'such Vehicle, and expressly waives any
further interest in such Vehicle and any right of action arising out of such entry and repossession; (e)
require Lessee to deliver the Vehicles to a location designated by Lessor, and for each day that Lessee
shall fail to return any Vehicle, Lessor may demand an amount equal to the rent for such Vehicle,
prorated on the basis of a thirty-day month, in effect immediately prior to such Event of Default; (f)
recover from Lessee, not as a penalty but as liquidated damages, an amount equal to the sum of (i) all
accrued and unpaid rent as of the date Lessor obtains possession of a Vehicle following Lessee's default
(the "Repossession Date"), plus (ii) the present value of all future rent reserved in this Agreement for
such Vehicle and contracted to be paid over the term of the lease, discounted at a discount rate
determined by Lessor as of the Repossession Date, plus (iii) all reasonable costs and expenses incurred
by Lessor by reason of such Event of Default and Lessor's exercise of its rights and remedies -under this
Agreement (collectively, "Enforcement Expenses"), including without limitation reascnable legal fees
and expenses and expenses incurred in connection with the return, repossession or other recovery of a
Vehicle and the sale, re-lease or other disposition thereof, plus (iv) the present value of the estimated
residual value of such Vehicle as of the expiration of the lease, discounted at a Discount Rate determined
by Lessor as of the Repossession Date, minus (v) any amounts received-by Lessor from the sale of re-
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lease of such Vehicle; (g) proceed on any collateral or other security given in connection with this
Agreement; (h) proceed by court action to enforce performance by Lessee of this Agreement or to
recover all damages and expenses incurred by Lessor by reason of any Event of Default; (i) terminate
any other agreement that Lessor may have with Lessee; (j) sell the Vehicles at public or private sale,
with or without notice to Lessee or advertisement (unless required by law), or otherwise dispose of,
hold, use, operate, lease to others, or keep idle the Vehicles, and without any duty to account to Lessee
for such action or inaction or for any proceeds with respect thereto (unless required by law), and apply
the net proceeds thereof (after deducting all Enforcement Expenses incurred in connection therewith)
to the amounts owed to Lessor under this Agreement; provided, however, that Lessee shall remain
liable to Lessor for any deficiency that remains after any sale or lease of the Vehicles; and (l,<) exercise
any other right or remedy available to Lessor under this Agreement or at law or in equity, including
damages, specific performance, or rights and remedies under the UCC.

All of the foregoing rights and remedies are cumulative and will be in addition to all other rights and
remedies available to Lessor under this Agreement. Lessor's failure to strictly enforce any provisions of
this Agreement or any other right available to Lessor will not be deemed a waiver thereof and will not
excuse Lessee from future performance.

GOVERNING LAW: WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL: CHOICE OF FORUM. This Agreement and the rights
and obligations of the parties hereto shall be governed and interpreted according to the laws of the
State of Kansas (without regard to the conflict of laws principles of such state), including all matters of
construction, validity and performance, regardless of the location of the Vehicles. LESSEE AND LESSOR
HEREBY IRREVOCABLY WAIVE THE RIGHT TO TRIAL BY JURY OF ANY CAUSE OF ACTION, CLAIM,
COUNTERCLAIM OR CROSS-COMPLAINT IN ANY ACTION OR PROCEEDING TO WHICH LESSEE AND/OR
LESSOR MAY BE A PARTY ON ANY MATTER WHATSOEVER BASED UPON, ARISING OUT OF, OR IN ANY
WAY PERTAINING OR RELATED TO, OR CONNECTED WITH, THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER
AGREEMENT OR INSTRUMENT EXECUTED IN CONNECTION HEREWITH OR ANY OBLIGATIONS
HEREUNDER OR THEREUNDER. This waiver is knowingly, willingly and voluntarily made by Lessee and
Lessor, who acknowledge that no representations have been made by any individual to induce this
waiver of trial by jury or in any way to modify or nullify its effect. This waiver shall apply to any
amendments, renewals, supplements or modifications to this Agreement or such other agreements or
instruments. Each party irrevocably and unconditionally agrees that it will not commence any action,
litigation or proceeding of any kind whatsoever against the other party in any way arising from or relating
to this Agreement, and all other transactions, including, but not limited to, contract, equity, tort, fraud
and statutory claims, in any forum other than the United States District Court for the District of Kansas
or the courts of the State of Kansas sitting in Shawnee County, and any appellate court from any
thereof. Each party irrevocably and unconditionally submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of such courts
and agrees to bring any such action, litigation or proceeding only in the such courts. Each party agrees
that a final judgment in any such action, litigation or proceeding is conclusive and may be enforced in
other jurisdictions by suit on the judgment or in any other manner provided by law.

Further Assurances. Lessee will, and will cause third parties to, from time to time, do and perform
any other act and execute, acknowledge, deliver, file and record (and will refile and rerecord whenever
required) any and all further instruments required by law or reasonably requested by Lessor in order to
carry out the intent and purpose of this Agreement, to establish and protect Lessor's rights and remedies
hereunder or under applicable Law, and to perfect Lessor's ownership (including Lessor's tax ownership)
of the Vehicles, in each case to Lessor's satisfaction, including such certificates of title as Lessor shall
request, and Lessee hereby authorizes Lessor, in Lessee's name and as Lessee's attorney in fact, to do
or file any of the foregoing without Lessee's authentication. Lessee hereby authorizes Lessor to correct
any manifest errors in this Agreement, and Lessee will execute, or cause third parties to execute, any
agreement, instrument or other document reasonably required by Lessor to evidence any such
correction.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This written document contains the entire understanding between the parties
hereto. No party has relied on any verbal representations from the other before entering into this
Agreement.
