Mayor’s Report: 

 

1.  Zoning Issues  

• R2 Court Street and other zoning issues.   

o The property owners have received letters and emails inviting them to meet with 

Matt and me at city hall to discuss their specific issues and work out a viable 

solution. The property owners have responded, and we’re currently in 

communication with them, but we haven't established a time to meet and discuss 

the issues with them. 

  

2. WWTP  

• Veolia North America – A corporation specializing in large scale wastewater treatment 

plants will do a presentation to the Council at the March 17th meeting.  

  

• The city has been attempting to secure a full-time operator for our wastewater treatment 

plant for several months.  We contacted Veolia North America to see if they could assist 

us with running the wastewater treatment plant. Representatives from Veolia have visited 

our treatment facilities multiple times in the past few months to assess our plant and their 

ability to operate the plant.  Matt and I held a Zoom meeting with Veolia on March 4th to 

review their initial proposal.  Some items needed to be reviewed and finalized; therefore, 

I don’t have a proposal for the Council to review.  Veolia will present their finished 

proposal to the Council at the March 17th meeting, where they’ll answer your questions.  

Our City Attorney and City Engineers (Olssons) will review the proposal after the March 

17th meeting.  We aim to have Veolia’s official proposal on the April agenda for a 

Council vote.  Please contact Matt or me for answers if you have any questions between 

the March and April meetings. 

 

• Matt has been keeping NDEE (Nebraska Department of Environment & Energy) & EPA 

(Environmental Protection Agency) informed on any developments regarding our 

wastewater treatment plant.   

  

3. Website Update.  

• The official launch date of the website will be 3/17/2025. The City of Gibbon website 

will be down for approximately an hour as we switch from the old site to the new site. 

We aim to have additional information at the March 17th Council meeting. 

  

4.   Nebraska Department of Economic Development (NDED) Recertification Resolution.  

• The city applied for and was accepted as a “Leadership Certified Community” in 2020. 

Certification must be renewed every five years, and the website is reviewed annually. 

The NDED reviews our Leadership Community Information LINK HERE.   

 

• There will be a significant amount of time spent on this renewal over the next month, as 

Matt, Economic Development Council of Buffalo County, NPPD and NDED Staff collect 

and organize the data.

5.  Nuisance Abatement - Leon 

• Vote to adopt the vegetation on properties from 12” to 8”. 

o The ordinance's first reading will be at the March 17th meeting.   My 

recommendation is to have a minimum of two readings, the first passage on 

March 17th, then suspend the “3 readings rule” and pass it at the April Council 

meeting.  I suggest suspending the rules on this ordinance because it’s correcting 

the error made when we published our online ordinances.   

 

•  We’ll work with the City Attorney and Buffalo County Sheriff’s Department to finalize 

our abatement procedures.  I’ll present the flowchart to the Council, publish it on the 

website, and include it in the newsletter.  

o The Council will be asked to approve our city Fee Schedule.xlsx  under 

resolutions and motions.  

o    

• SCEDD (South Central Economic Development District 

o Representatives from SCEDD will present their abatement initiative to the 

Council. I believe the information gained from the presentation will help guide us 

as we navigate through Gibbon’s abatement process.   

 

6.  OCCT :  Optimal corrosion Control Treatment -  

• Olssons submitted an extension request to the state after a meeting with Matt & I on Dec. 

12th.  This will allow enough time for the results from the samples from the golf course 

test wells to be included in Olsson’s OCCT report.   The NDEE approved our extension 

request on February 25th .  The new deadline is August 29th, 2025 

 

7. Water Rates  

• The Nebraska Rural Water Association conducted a water rate study for the City of 

Gibbon in November 2023.   The Council set the 2024 base rates for 1” service lines (601 

of the total 606 services) in Gibbon at $28.75, generating $399,447.75.  The first table 

below shows the suggested schedule presented to the Council in 2024 when we set our 

rates before the need to explore new wells at the golf course.  I recommend skipping the 

$29.50 rate and moving to the $34.50 rate as shown in the second table.  We must be 

more aggressive to help offset the pending infrastructure cost of bringing water from the 

golf course.

   (B)   The owner or occupant of any lot or piece of ground within the city or 
within its extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction shall keep the lot or piece of 
ground and the adjoining streets and alleys free of any growth of 8 inches or 
more in height of weeds, grasses, or worthless vegetation. 
 
   (C)   The throwing, depositing, or accumulation of litter on any lot or piece 
of ground within the city or within its extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction is 
prohibited. 
 
   (D)   It is hereby declared to be a nuisance to permit or maintain any 
growth of 8 inches or more in height of weeds, grasses, or worthless 
vegetation on any lot or piece of ground within the city or within its 
extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction or on the adjoining streets or alleys or to 
litter or cause litter to be deposited or remain thereon except in proper 
receptacles.

(C) Residential consumer with two-inch water meter: $67.00 per month plus
$2.05 for each 1,000 gallons of water, or a portion thereof.

(D) Consumer with two-inch water meters: $67.00 per month for the first meter 
plus $2.05 for each additional 1,000 gallons of water, or a portion thereof, measured by 
that meter, plus $27.00 per month for the second meter, plus $2.05 for each 1,000 gallons 
of water, or portion thereof, measured by such second meter.

(E) Consumer with three-inch water meter: $132.90 per month plus $2.05 for 
each 1,000 gallons of water, or a portion thereof.

(F) Consumer with four-inch water meter: $250.20 per month plus $2.05 for 
each 1,000 gallons of water, or a portion thereof.

(G) Consumer with water meter greater than four-inch: $5,530.00 per month 
plus $2.05 for each 1,000 gallons of water, or a portion thereof.

We have been having so much fun here at the GPL!  The week of March 3rd, in 
celebration of Dr. Seuss and Read Across America Week, we had a chance to 
collaborate with the Gibbon Public Elementary students and teachers.  On 
Monday, March 3rd, Miss Gab visited the preschool classes.  She read stories, 
talked about the library, played games, and did a Seuss themed craft activity.  On 
March 4th and 5th, we were visited by all the students in kindergarten through 6th 
grade!  We had two action packed mornings of library tours/scavenger hunts, 
Seuss snacks, games, stories, and group art projects!  This was the second year of 
these field trips to the library.  We are so thankful to have such an amazing 
relationship with the school!

Our new book club have their second meeting on March 14th at 7 p.m.  The group 
is meeting at Axes to book swap and throw axes!

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GIBBON, BUFFALO COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1:  The amount of contaminates that Gibbon Pack shall be allowed to discharge into the 
Gibbon Waste Water Treatment Plant on a monthly average shall be the following levels:

 BOD 10,889 kg/day

FOG 6,800 kg/day

TKN  1,314 kg/day

TSS 11,799 kg/day

Chlorides  1,068 kg/day

Section 2: The amount of fixed rate increase from $97,246.00 per month to $116,220.00 per 
month an increase of $18,974.00 per month.  Capital construction bond cost of $3,450.00.  Total 
monthly fixed billing $119,670.00 beginning with the March 2025 billing.   

These levels and rates shall be based on a 30-day month.

Section 3:  Maximum daily levels of contaminates may be unilaterally imposed at a later date.
