10.In those instances where the |ndIV|duaI declines to use E-Verify+ or E-
Verify+ is otherwise unavailable, complete the Form [-9 and physically
examine Form I-9 documents or employ the DHS-authorized alternative
procedure for remote examination of such documents before using E-
Verify, pursuant to all terms and conditions applicable to E-Verify.

11.No later than the date of hire, ensure that all individuals being verified
complete and attest to completion of the Form I-9 through E-Verify+,
enter document information and upload copies of documentation
into E-Verify+ and submit to their employer through E-Verify+.

12.Completes an E-Verify+ case for all newly hired individuals within three
business days after.the individual has been hired (i.e., Form I-9,
Section 2 and physical examination, or DHS-authorized alternative
procedure for remote examination, of documentation have been
completed and attested to by the participant in E-Verify+), except as
otherwise permitted by law, the E-Verify and E- Venfy+ user manual(s)
or other agency guidance. :

13.Allow the individual to follow all required E-Verify+ procedures for
processing cases, tentative nonconfirmations (“mismatches”) and final
-nonconfirmations in the electronic confirmation processes, including but
not limited to:

a. permlttlng the mdmdual to contest the mlsmatch

b. checking the E- Verlfy+ system regularly for case updates and
results;

274A(a)(1)(B) and may be subject to a civil money penalty under INA
274A(e)(5) for each failure to notify DHS.

14.Except as required by law or for legitimate purposes authorized in
advance in writing by DHS, ensure information received from E-
Verify+ is used only to confirm identity and employment eligibility, and
is disseminated only to registered and authorized individuals.

15.Immediately notify DHS in the event of a suspected or confirmed
breach of personal information. “Breach” is defined as the loss of
control, compromise, unauthorized disclosure, unauthorized
acquisition, or any similar occurrence where: (1) a person other than an
authorized user accesses or potentially accesses personally identifiable
information; or (2) an authorized user accesses or potentially accesses
personally identifiable information for any other than authorized
purpose. All suspected or confirmed breaches should be reported by
calling 1-888-464-4218 (TTY 877-875-6028) or by emailing E-
Verify @ uscis.dhs.gov. Please type “Privacy Incident” in the subject line
of your email when sending a breach report to E-Verify. State law, local
law, or regulation may impose additional notification or reporting
requirements.

16.Fully cooperate with DHS and other authorized agencies in their
compliance monitoring and evaluation of E-Verify and E-
Verify+ including permitting DHS, other authorized agencies, and their
contractors and other agents, upon reasonable notice, to review Forms
I-9 and Form -9 electronic generation, retention and storage records
and audit trails as well as other employment records such as payroll
and wage and hour records, conduct site visits, and to interview your
current and former employees and E-Verify and E-Verify+ users
regarding their use of E-Verify and E-Verify+.

17.Respond promptly and accurately to DHS requests for information
relating to E-Verify and E-Verify+ participation.
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18.Use E-Verify+ only for individuals hired to work within the 50 States, the

District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Guam, and
the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands.

B. E-Verify+ Service and Access

19.E-Verify+ is an official United States government system that may be

used only for authorized purposes. Every effort is made to ensure the
quality, integrity and utility of the information in the system while
ensuring privacy and security. Failure to comply with these Terms of
Service may be considered a security incident under DHS policy. If
an E-Verify+ participant is involved in a security incident, that
participant’s E-Verify and E-Verify+ user accounts, affiliated sub-
accounts, usernames and passwords may be temporarily or
permanently disabled, suspended or removed with or without prior
notice, effectively revoking all access to E-Verify, E-Verify+, any E-
Verify+ username and password, and any or all E-Verify or E-
Verify+ data.

20.Unauthorized access of E-Verify+ and its related systems is a violation
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of the laws of the United States and DHS policies and may result in
administrative, civil, or criminal penalties.

agent access E-Verify+, or to develop or purchase Web Services
software to access E-Verify+. Additional terms and conditions may
apply to E-Verify and E-Verify+ use through an agent or through Web
Services access.

23.DHS does not charge transaction fees to use the E-Verify+ GUI;

however, E-Verify participants may be subject to costs for equipment,
internet services or other costs associated with accessing the internet
or for the purchase, development or maintenance of Web Services
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software or E-Verify Employer Agent services used to access E-
Verify+. DHS does not reimburse these fees and costs.

24.DHS does not endorse specific E-Verify or E-Verify+ Employer Agents,
Web Services software or other software providers. E-
Verify+ participants that choose to use E-Verify or E-Verify+ Employer
Agents, Web Services software or other software providers to
access E-Verify+ accept the risks of such use.

25.DHS does not guarantee the availability or operability of E-
Verify and E-Verify+. DHS is not liable to E-Verify+ participants for their
inability to perform their obligations by reason of natural disaster; lack
of approved funding; a government shutdown; any failure or delay of
any power, computer, or communications system; or any other cause
beyond its control.

26.1f an E-Verify+ participant causes a technical disruption of the site or
the systems transmitting the site to the E-Verify+ participant, or to
others by intentional or grossly negligent acts, the E-Verify+ participant
shall be responsible for any and all civil and or criminal penalties,
including but not limited to attorney’s fees, actual and consequential
damages arising from the disruption of the sites, and all effort taken to
correct and restore the site.

27.1f E-Verify or E-Verify+ is temporarily unavailable, the required time
periods for creating cases and resolving mismatches and final
nonconfirmations may be extended until E-Verify or E-Verify+ is again
operational and, in some cases, for a period thereafter, as determined
by DHS, in order to accommodate the participant’s attempts, in good
faith, to make inquiries during the period of unavailability. Employers
must continue to complete and retain a Form |-9 for every person hired
to work for pay in the U.S. within the required timeframes. Participants
using an E-Verify or E-Verify+ Employer Agent, an Employee Agent or
other enrolled Web Services provider have the option to use the E-
Verify+ GUI or, after notifying DHS, an alternate enrolled Web Service
provider in the event of Web Service provider unavailability.

In addition, an E-Verify+ user will only
maintain one user account for each participant account for which
he or she is an authorized representative.

The E-Verify+ participant and its users will take all reasonable
measures to protect their usernames and passwords, and
immediately report to DHS the loss or compromise of any
username oOr password.

Neither the E-Verify+ participant nor its users will copy any
username or password, nor allow any username or password to
be used by any other person unless authorized.

‘The E-Verify+ participant and its users will change or

immediately request revocation of usernames or passwords if: (i)
the E-Verify+ access information is insecure in any way; or (ii)
any of the information contained in the username or password
has been changed by someone other than the account owner.

. Neither the E-Verify+ participant nor its users will process any

individual’s information in E- Verlfy+ unless authorized by these
Terms of Service.

. Any device a participant uses to access E-Verify+ will have

appropriate security controls installed and activated, and the

~ latest updates applied.

The participant will promptly report to DHS any known or
observed violations of or noncompliance with these Terms of
Service including, but not limited to, observed IT security
incidents, suspicions of security violations, or posting of
inappropriate content.
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C. Prohibited Uses

Participants who acknowledge and accept these Terms of Service agree that
they shall not:

29.Access or use E-Verify+ in violation of any Federal law or regulation,
Executive Order, these Terms of Service, or the current E-Verify and E-
Verify+ user manual(s) and agency guidance.

32.Require a second electronic confirmation using E-Verify+ or E-Verify of
any individual who has previously been electronically confirmed under
these Terms of Service or the participant’s E-Verify MOU or to
authorize electronic confirmation of any existing employee by any
Employer, except as otherwise permitted by law, rule, regulation, or

policy.

33.Use E-Verify+ in a discriminatory manner against any individual in
hiring, firing, employment eligibility verification or reverification, or
recruitment or referral practices because of their national origin or
citizenship status, or other prohibited basis (such as race, age, sex, or
religion), or by committing discriminatory documentary practices. In
particular: :

36.Make any false or unauthorized claims about E-Verify+ participation on
its website, in advertising materials, or in other media. The participant
will not describe its services as federally approved, federally certified,
or federally recognized, or use other similar language to imply DHS
approval or endorsement.

37.Use E-Verify+ in any other manner that these Terms of Service or
other E-Verify and E-Verify+ policies or procedures do not authorize.

D. Accessibility

38.DHS recognizes the importance of being able to communicate
effectively with individuals with limited English proficiency and
individuals with disabilities. DHS is committed to providing individuals
with disabilities access to our webpages. To meet this commitment, E-
Verify+ complies with the requirements of Section 508 of the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 U.S.C. § 794d). Read more
on the DHS Accessibility policy at www.dhs.gov. In addition, the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. § 12101) requires
that participants communicate effectively with applicants and
employees who have communication disabilities.

39.Nothing in these Terms of Service shall be interpreted as authorization
to use the official seal, insignia or other visual identities of DHS,
USCIS, E-Verify, E-Verify+ or any other E-Verify service (for
example, myE-Verify). Participants shall not use the DHS, USCIS or E-
Verify, E-Verify+ seal, insignia, or other visual identities in any manner
to imply endorsement of any commercial product or activity by DHS,
USCIS, E-Verify, E-Verify+ or the United States government. Use of
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these seals, insignia or other visual identities without authorization
violates federal law (for example, 18 U.S.C. §§ 506, 701, 1017). Use
of E-Verify+ or the receipt of information from it does not grant any
licenses to copyrights, patents, any other intellectual property rights, or
the rights to any of the materials on the site or sites or materials
accessed by use of the site.

40.DHS is the trademark owner and authorized user of the E-Verify and
the E-Verify+ names and logos. Participants may not use these
trademarked items without the prior written consent of DHS.
Participants may request permission by submitting a DHS/USCIS
licensing agreement (M-795) (www.e-verify.gov/about-e-
verify/trademark-and-logo-usage-guidelines), and may not use the E-
Verify and E-Verify+ trademarked items until the licensing agreement
has been approved by DHS.

F. Compliance and Privacy

41.DHS is committed to maintaining the privacy of personally identifiable
information in accordance with Federal government standards.
Descriptions of E-Verify and E-Verify+ information privacy protections
are available in the DHS E-Verify System of Records Notice and
Privacy Impact Assessment which can be found
at www.dhs.gov/topics/privacy.

42.DHS reserves the right to conduct and the participant agrees to comply
with Form |-9 compliance inspections, review of Web Services
software, and any other monitoring, enforcement or compliance activity
authorized by law, including site visits, to ensure proper enroliment in
and use of E-Verify+.

43.Participation in E-Verify+ is not confidential and information may be
shared as authorized or required by law or policy. A complete list of
routine uses for this information is available in the DHS E-
Verify System of Records Notice, which can be found
at www.dhs.gov/topics/privacy.

G. Modification and Assignment

44.These Terms of Service are effective upon the participant’s agreement
and shall continue in effect for as long as DHS operates E-Verify+,
unless modified in writing by the mutual consent of all parties.

45.Any and all E-Verify and E-Verify+ system enhancements by DHS or
SSA, including but not limited to E-Verify checking additional data
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sources and instituting new verification policies or procedures, will be
covered under these Terms of Service and will not cause the need for
execution of a new or supplemental Terms of Service that outlines
these changes. It is the E-Verify+ participant’s responsibility to check
periodically for any changes DHS may make to these Terms of
Service. Participants agree to be bound by any such Terms of
Service revisions and, additionally, assume the burden of
continually ensuring compliance with DHS requirements for E-
Verify+ usage as well as records retention.

46.A participant may not sublicense, assign, or transfer all or any part of
its rights or obligations under these Terms of Service without prior
written notice to E-Verify at E-Verify @ uscis.dhs.gov. Any attempt to
sublicense, assign, or transfer any of the rights, duties, or obligations
under these Terms of Service without prior written notice to DHS is
void.

47.1f any provision of these Terms of Service is held illegal or
unenforceable in a judicial proceeding, such provision must be severed
and will be inoperative, and the remainder of these Terms of Service
will remain operative and binding.

H. Termination and Suspension

48.A participant may terminate its use of E-Verify+ at any time by simply
ceasing to use the E-Verify+ functionality. These Terms of Service
continue, however, as long as the participant’s E-Verify MOU remains
effective.

49.DHS may terminate, modify, suspend or discontinue, temporarily or
permanently, these Terms of Service (or any provision of these Terms
of Service) or an E-Verify+ participant’'s access to E-Verify and E-

deems it necessary because of the requirements of law or policy, or

Provide the Employer Agent with their company name, address,

Follow all procedures for changing E-Verify Employer Agents, if
necessary, as described in the E-Verify and E-Verify+ user
manual(s) and Quick Reference Guide.

. ldentify their Employer Agent to DHS and fully cooperate with
~any request for information.
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59.Participants using Web Services. In addition to the other applicable
requirements in these Terms of Service, E-Verify and E-Verify+ user
manual(s) and agency guidance, participants usmg a Web Services
interface agree to:

a.

Construct an interface that complies with the Interface Control

- Agreement (ICA), these Terms of Service, the E-Verify and E-

Verify+ user manual(s) and agency guidance. If the Web
