Tax Levy Information

What is the difference between a tax levy and a tax extension?
e Ataxlevy is the amount of money a school district requests to be raised from
property taxes. A tax extension is the amount of money that a school district
receives from property taxes.

Why are a tax levy and tax extension important?
e Most lllinois school district revenue comes from local property taxes.
e For tax-capped school districts, each tax extension is limited by its prior year
tax extension plus inflation (CPI-U) or 5%, whichever is less.

Tax Levy Information

What is the Property Tax Extension Limitation Law (PTELL)?

e Each tax extension is limited by the prior year’s tax extension multiplied by the
December Consumer Price Index for all Urban Consumers (CPI-U) or 5%,
whichever is less, for the preceding calendar year. PTELL is also known as a
“tax cap.”

Does new property count against the tax cap?

e No, new property is added to the tax rolls after the “limiting rate” is calculated.

Thus, new property provides additional revenue in excess of the tax cap.

NSSD 112 has agreed to contribute approximately $15.8 million of its own
funds to Phase 2.

Due to high inflation, NSSD 112 would have difficulty recapturing anything
less than the maximum allowable 5% levy in future fiscal years.

School Presentation - Oak Terrace & Red Oak

Oak Terrace Principal and Associate Principal, Ms. Melamed and Ms. Orlov, Oak Terrace
teacher Ms. Pina, and Red Oak Principal, Ms. Maxwell presented on bilingualism and biliteracy.
They discussed how language comprehension and word recognition are woven into skilled
reading. They showed a video demonstrating how Oak Terrace Dual Language students
develop a foundation for reading in Spanish and English with phonological bridging. Oak
Terrace 3rd-grade students Elena, Rowan, and Aiden demonstrated a CKLA classroom lesson
and led the board in a word-chaining activity. Ms. Maxwell talked about the transition when
students shift from learning to read to reading to learn. She discussed how teachers use
cognates, words that share similar meaning, spelling and pronunciation in Spanish and English
to help build reading comprehension skills. Red Oak 4th grade students, Neena, Olivia, Lucy,
Canela, Miranda, and Hannah demonstrated and led the Board in a cognate matching activity.

Annual Comprehensive Financial Report/2022 Audit Presentation

Amy Hausmann, a representative from the independent auditing firm of Baker Tilly presented
the 2022 Annual Comprehensive Financial Report and the results of the audit for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 2022. Ms. Haussmann stated the audit was clean and received an unmodified
audit opinion, which is the highest level of assurance given by auditors. There were no
concerns and the audit was discussed in greater detail with the Finance Committee.

2022 Summer School Presentation

Enrique Castro, Bilingual/ESL Coordinator, and Niki Scofield, Director of Extended School Year
(ESY) presented an overview of the 2022 Title | and ESY summer programs. The goal of the
Title | summer program is to provide intensive academic support in reading and math to
students who are significantly below grade level or have historically shown regression over the
summer. Similarly, the goal of the ESY program is to provide intensive support to qualifying
students with IEPS for the purpose of goal maintenance to prevent regression over the summer.
Qualifying students were invited to attend the morning program at Northwood four days per
week Each day, students were provided 60 minutes of instruction in ELA and math, and 20
minutes of Social Emotional Learning. In addition, Title | students also received 60 minutes of
STEM instruction. Mr. Castro and Ms. Scofield discussed the various curriculums used for the
program as well as the extra supports that were put into place for students after the July 4th
parade tragedy.

Draft 2023-24 School Calendar

Dr. Schroeder presented a draft of the 2023-24 school calendar for the Board’s review. She
explained that the District 112 Calendar Committee, composed of 15 staff members met on
September 28, 2022, and provided input to create the draft. The Committee took into account
the District 113 calendar trying to align breaks and most school holidays. The Committee
proposed the first day for District 112 students as August 24, 2023, and the last day as June 4,
2024, excluding any emergency days needed. Dr. Schroeder noted that the Committee
recommended waiving the school holidays of Lincoln’s Birthday (2/13/23) and Casimir Pulaski
Day (3/6/23). The District has traditionally celebrated Presidents Day (2/19/23) in lieu of
Lincoln’s Birthday. As required by law, the District will hold a public hearing in conjunction with
the November 29, 2022, Regular Board meeting to hear comments from parents or staff on the
proposed holiday waivers. After the public hearing, the Board will be asked to approve the final
school calendar.

Draft Resolution 221129a Abating Property Tax Levied for 2022

Jeremy Davis presented a draft of the Resolution Abating Property Tax Levied for 2022. In
February 2019, the Board adopted the issuance of $50,945,000 General Obligation School
Bonds (Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2019, and to levy a direct annual tax sufficient to pay
the principal of and interest on the Bonds until the Bonds are paid in full. It is in the best interest
of the District to abate the property tax levied for the year 2022 to pay the principal and interest
on the bonds in their entirety. The District, except in a rare instance, is obligated to annually
abate the Bond and Interest Fund Levy related to the Alternative Revenue Bonds. The Board
will be asked to approve the Resolution at Regular Meeting on November 29, 2022, The
Resolution will be filed with the Lake County Clerk’s Office well ahead of the February deadline.

Approval to Amend 2022-2023 FMSC with OrganicLife

The Board was presented with the Emergency Contract Amendment with Organic Life. Due to
the current market conditions in rising food costs, the lllinois State Board of Education (ISBE)
and the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) are allowing school districts to enter an
Emergency Contract Amendment for a rate adjustment starting October 1, 2022, through June
30, 2023. The temporary rate increase will be approximately $0.68 per free/reduced-price lunch
and $0.32 per free/reduced-price breakfast. The contractual rate increase will cover the rise in
food and labor costs, and will also help in the supply chain challenges, shortages, and
substitution.

Approval of Middle School Dual Language Spanish Language Arts Curriculum
Framework Consulting Proposal/Danette Meyer

resources. The administration feels it is an urgent priority to develop a curriculum and
instructional plan that is aligned with the Spanish language arts standards and to identify a core
instructional resource. The Teaching and Learning Department is requesting to hire Danette
Meyer, a consultant at With Partners to help select instructional resources. Danette specializes
and has vast experience in dual language programming. The plan is for her to work with Enrique
Castro, Coordinator for ESL and Bilingual Programs, and a team of teachers to develop a
curriculum for the 6th, 7th, and 8th grade Spanish Language Arts courses for implementation
this year. President Brunk asked for a motion to approve the agreement with Danette Meyers
from With Partners at a cost of $20,000.00 as presented. President Brunk moved and Mr.

President Brunk asked for a motion to approve the agenda, as discussed. Ms. Itkin moved and
Ms. Hirsh seconded the motion. Upon a voice vote, the agenda was unanimously approved.

Pledge of Allegiance
President Brunk led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Long Range Plan Phase 2 - Referendum Financing Options

The Board and administration took a few minutes to acknowledge and celebrate the successful
$114.4 million referendum approved by voters. They expressed their appreciation and gratitude
to the community for financially supporting Phase 2 of the District's Long Range Facility Plan.
The District has partnered with bond advisors, PMA Securities, and representatives Tammie
Beckwith-Schallmo and Jennifer Currier presented the Board with an overview of bond financing
options and considerations. IRS regulations require the District to reasonably expect to spend or
contractually obligate 5% of a bond issue within six months of issuance and 85% of the bond



proceeds within three years. Looking at the scope of the construction projects and using the
draw schedule provided by Gilbane, the board has the option to proceed with an initial bond
issuance of $56.33 million in December 2022 or February 2023 and issue the remaining $58.1
million in bonds in July 2024. Both scenarios comply with the IRS spend-down requirements.
Ms. Beckwith-Schallmo reviewed current tax-exempt bond market conditions and the variables
that have historically impacted the tax-exempt market rates. Three financing scenarios with
amortization charts were reviewed and analyzed. For an initial issuance in December 2022 at
4.34% interest, the anticipated annual level payments will be approximately $8,480,000 through
FY2043. At that rate, the Board confirmed that the cost to taxpayers would be consistent with
what was communicated during the referendum campaign (a tax increase of $569 for a
$500,000 home). There was discussion among the board about whether to issue 22-year bonds
vs. 20-year bonds and make interest-only payments for the first two years to try and lessen the
initial impact on taxpayers for a few years. The majority of the board did not feel this would be
very impactful and could be confusing. There was discussion about the various methods for the
bond sales and PMA recommended the Board go with a public offering and with a competitive
sale for the series 2022 bonds. After discussions, the Board agreed and authorized PMA to
proceed with issuing bonds in December 2022. The Board will be asked to adopt a Parameters
Resolution for the sale of $56.3 million General Obligation Series 2022 Bonds at the November
29, 2022 Regular Board meeting. The Bonds will be sold as early as December 8, and the
District can expect to receive the proceeds as early as December 29.

Long Range Plan Phase 2 - Planning Update

Wight and Gilbane continue to refine design plans for construction to begin in summer 2022 at
Ravinia and Indian Trail. As soon as Edgewood students move out of EIm Place and transition
back to the new Edgewood building (spring 2023), EIm Place will be prepared as a swing site to
accommodate Indian Trail students for the 2023-24 school year. Plans are to move the Pre-K
program and the administration offices out of Green Bay and use Green Bay as a swing site to
accommodate Ravinia students for 2023-24. Both EIm Place and Green Bay will continue to be
used as swing sites throughout Phase 2 renovations until 2026. The administration has explored
a number of relocation options for the administrative offices and for the preschool program
including renting office space, renting a vacant parochial school, or using currently underutilized
space within the district such as Lincoln or Oak Terrace. The Board discussed the various
options. For the Pre-K program, the administration feels it's premature to permanently move the
program to Oak Terrace until more is known about future dual language enroliment trends at
Oak Terrace. The preschool requires first-floor classrooms and light renovations would be
needed at either an off-site rental location or at Lincoln. The administration feels it makes the
most sense to update some first-floor classrooms at Lincoln rather than spend money to
renovate an off-site rental location. For the administrative office, rental office space in
Highwood that is move-in ready has been located and seems to be the best option. A long-term
location for the Pre-K program and administrative offices will be part of Phase 3. The
administration is also looking for warehouse space to relocate the contents of the Operations
Department's central warehouse that sits on the Indian Trail property. The warehouse is
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scheduled to be renovated and converted into the District’s central production kitchen. Logistics
is going to be a large focus of the administration until the fall.

Teaching & Learning - 2022 State Report Card

Dr. Ryan, Dr. Kimmelman, and Ms. Mollerdino presented an analysis of the District’s data from
the 2021-22 IL State Report Card. The report card, created by ISBE, provides data on academic
performance, school environment, staff, and students and was released to the public on October
30 at illinoisreportcard.com. The report card provides a summative designation for each lllinois
school as Exemplary, Commendable, Targeted Support, and Comprehensive Support. It was
noted that the weighted formula used to create the 2021-22 designation is different than the last
report card from 2018. The change takes into account the impact that the pandemic continues
to have on school performance metrics. The new designation uses a weighted scale with 75%
of academics and 25% of school quality and student success indicators. In District 112, three
schools earned an Exemplary designation (Braeside, Red Oak, and Wayne Thomas) and the
remaining schools received a Comendendable designation. IAR English Language Arts and
Math proficiency and growth percentages and index rates for grades 3-8 were reviewed. The
overall percentage of students meeting or exceeding state standards in ELA and Math was
47%. The presenters provided a deeper look into school specific data including data for student
groups.

Apple Lease Option - Upgrade Staff Macbook Devices

The FY23 budget provides for a refresh of all staff laptops. While researching purchasing
options, the District became aware of an Apple Leasing Program, currently offering a zero
percent interest rate for a four-year period. The District has researched this option and believes
it to be in the best interest of the school district to take advantage of the lease option. The
annual lease rate for four years will be $205,975 for 500 laptops and at the end of the four-year
period, the district would own the devices. The Board will be asked to approve the lease
agreement at the November 29 Board meeting.

Timeline Board Member Equity Learning Series
The Board discussed options for scheduling the equity learning series with Dr. Sarena Shivers.
Dr. Lubelfeld will check with Dr. Shivers for dates later in January.

In summary, the MOU addresses reimbursing impacted NSEA and NSSSA employees for
additional costs incurred between September 1, 2022, and October 31, 2022, due to plan
modifications that were not communicated to employees. Additionally, the MOU addresses
running a limited open enrollment for NSEA and NSSSA employees who wish to select a less
expensive medical plan.

The administration supports the concept and recommends that the Board approves the attached
MOU at the November 29, 2022 Regular Board of Education meeting.

Regarding 9/1/2022 Health Care Plan Changes and Limited Open
Enrollment

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the NSEA is the exclusive certified bargaining representative for licensed teachers
of the District; and

WHEREAS, the NSEA and the Board are parties to a 2019-2024 Collective Bargaining
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the NSSSA is the exclusive certified bargaining representative for support staff
employees of the District; and

WHEREAS, the NSSSA and the Board are parties to a 2018-2023 Collective Bargaining
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on September 1, 2022, NIHIP’s health insurance plans were modified which
included increased rates and three plan modifications; and

WHEREAS, the plan modificationswere asfollows: (1) all NIHIP PPO and HMO plansincreased
the Emergency Room Copy from $100 to $150; (2) al NIHIP PPO and High Deductible plans
increased the Network Out-of-Pocket by $400 per individual and $800 per family; and (3) al
NIHIP PPO plans added an Inpatient Hospital Admission Copay of $150 per admission not to
exceed 5 copaysin any one calendar year; and

WHEREAS, the rate modifications were communicated to employees, but the plan modifications
were not discussed at the Insurance Committee as required by the NSEA Collective Bargaining
Agreement and were not clearly communicated to employees; and

WHEREAS, after the District met with authorized representatives of the NSEA and NSSSA, the
District, NSEA and NSSSA reached an agreement on how to assist NSEA and NSSSA employees
who incurred additional costs between September 1, 2022, and October 31, 2022, due to the
aforementioned plan modifications.



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions in this Memorandum of
Understanding, the parties agree as follows:

1. Therecitasset forth are true and correct and are incorporated in this Paragraph 1 by reference.

2. TheDistrict will reimburse NSEA and NSSA impacted employeesfor additional costsincurred
between September 1, 2022, and October 31, 2022, due to the aforementioned plan
modifications. Any costsincurred between September 1, 2022, and October 31, 2022, shall be
reimbursed, regardless of when the employee receives the invoice for such costs, as long as
the requests for reimbursement are received by the District no later than June 30, 2023, or
within 6 months of the date on the origina invoice, whichever occurs later. The District will
communicate with impacted employees regarding how to receive reimbursement.

3. TheDistrict will run alimited open enrollment for NSEA and NSSSA employees who wish to
select a less expensive plan due to the aforementioned three plan modifications. The open
enrollment period will run through October 21, 2022, and plan modifications will take effect
November 1, 2022. Employeesmay not sel ect amore expensive plan or changewho is covered
on your plan (example: employee only, spouse, children, family). Thelimited open enrollment
is due to the specific plan modifications and cost increases; thus, afull open enrollment option
is not available for employees unless they qualify for a specia open enroliment due to a
qualifying life event. Dental and vision coverage modifications also are unavailable during
the limited open enrollment.

4. In consideration of the Board’s promises contained in this Memorandum of Understanding, the
NSEA and NSSSA hereby agree not to file a grievance pursuant to their respective collective
bargaining agreements or an unfair labor practice under the IELRA due to the District’s failure
to discuss the aforementioned plan modifications with the District insurance committee as
required by the NSEA Collective Bargaining Agreement and for not clearly communicating
said changes to the NSEA, NSSSA or their employees in advance of implementation. Further,
NSEA and NSSSA and their individual officers, members, agents, successors, and assigns,
hereby release, discharge, and forever free the Board and its respective officers, Board
members, employees, agents, insurers, successors, and assigns of and from any and al
grievances, claims, charges, or causes of actions, of every kind or nature, at law or in equity,
in court or before an administrative body, that the NSEA and NSSSA may now have or claim
to have against Board or its respective officers, Board members, employees, agents, insurers,
successors, and assigns, or that may later accrue, whether known or unknown, anticipated or
unanticipated, arising out of the circumstances addressed in this Memorandum of
Understanding. This release specifically includes but is not limited to rights or claims that may
be brought before a court or administrative body arising under the Illinois School Code, the



IELRA, the Illinois and United States Constitutions, any other federal, state, or loca statute,
law, ordinance, regulation, order, or any applicable collective bargaining agreement or Board
policy. This Paragraph does not waive the NSEA’s and NSSSA’s right to enforce this
Memorandum of Understanding or any rights or claims arising from acts or failures to act that
occur after the date this Memorandum of Understanding is executed.

This Memorandum of Understanding is agreed to and authorized by the signatures of the parties’
representatives as set forth below.

hearing to both educators and parents; and

WHEREAS, the Board has provided proper advance notice of a public hearing to
educators and parents regarding the proposed modification to school holidays in accordance with
Section 24-2 of the School Code; and

WHEREAS, on November 29, 2022, in accordance with Section 24-2 of the School
Code, the Board held a public hearing on the issue of modification to school holidays, at which
time educators and parents had the opportunity to offer testimony regarding the proposed
modifications; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that it is in the District’s best interest to have the
option in any school year to make certain modifications to certain school holidays listed herein.

Education Finance Master Lease Purchase Agreement

This Master Lease Purchase Agreement dated as of DECEMBER 8, 2022 (this “Master Lease”) is entered into by and between
Apple Inc. (“Lessor”’) and BOARD OF EDUCATION OF SCHOOL DISTRICT NUMBER 112, LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS
(“Lessee”).

1. MASTER LEASE; SCHEDULES. Subject to the terms of this Master Lease, Lessee agrees to lease, purchase and acquire
from Lessor certain equipment and/or software (the “Equipment”) as may be described in any lease schedule in the form of
Exhibit A (each, a “Schedule”) which may be executed by the parties from time to time. Nothing in this Master Lease shall be
construed to impose any obligation upon, or otherwise commit, Lessor to enter into any proposed Schedule, it being understood
that whether Lessor enters into any proposed Schedule shall be a decision solely within Lessor’s discretion. Lessee understands
that Lessor requires certain documentation and information necessary to enter into any Schedule, and Lessee agrees to provide
Lessor with any documentation or information Lessor may request in connection with Lessor’s review of any proposed Schedule.
Such documentation may include but shall not be limited to: (a) a description of the proposed Equipment, including the cost and
its contemplated use and location, (b) information related to the vendor(s) manufacturing, licensing (subject to the terms of the
Vendor's applicable end user license agreement(s)), delivering, installing or maintaining the proposed Equipment for Lessee (the
“Vendor”), (c) documentation or information concerning the financial condition of Lessee, and (d) other information related to the
Schedule and Lessee. The terms and conditions of this Master Lease (including all exhibits and any amendments hereto), are
incorporated by reference into each Schedule and each Schedule, once executed by Lessor and Lessee, shall constitute a
separate and independent lease and installment purchase of the Equipment identified therein, hereinafter referred to as a “Lease.”

2. INVOICE PAYMENT OR REIMBURSEMENT. With respect to any Lease, and subject to the provisions of Section 3 if
applicable, Lessor shall have no obligation whatsoever to make any payment to a Vendor or reimburse Lessee for any payment
made to a Vendor for the Equipment that is the subject of such Lease until three (3) business days after Lessor’s receipt of the
following in form and substance satisfactory to Lessor in its sole discretion: (a) a Schedule executed by a duly authorized
representative of Lessee; (b) a fully executed partial or final acceptance certificate as applicable, in the form of Exhibit B
(“Acceptance Certificate”); (c) a resolution or evidence of other official action taken by Lessee’s governing body authorizing
Lessee to enter into the related Lease and any applicable Escrow Agreement, the acquisition of the Equipment subject thereto,
and confirming that Lessee’s actions were in accordance with all applicable state, local and federal laws, including laws regarding
open meetings and public bidding; (d) evidence of insurance with respect to the Equipment in accordance with the provisions of
Section 15 of this Master Lease; (e) a Vendor invoice for the Equipment and, if such invoice has been paid by Lessee, evidence
of payment thereof and, if applicable, evidence of official intent to reimburse such payment as required by the Treasury
Regulations; (f) a completed and executed Form 8038-G or 8038-GC; (g) an Incumbency Certificate substantially in the form
attached as Exhibit C; (h) a Bank Qualification Designation substantially in the form attached as Exhibit D; (i) Lease Payment
Instructions substantially in the form attached as Exhibit E; (j) Insurance Coverage Requirements in the form attached as Exhibit
F; (k) an opinion of Lessee’s counsel substantially in the form attached as Exhibit G; and (I) such other documents, items, or
information reasonably required by Lessor.

3. ESCROW AGREEMENT. Upon agreement by both Lessee and Lessor as to any Lease, the parties shall enter into an escrow
agreement (an “Escrow Agreement”) with an escrow agent selected by Lessee, such selection subject to Lessor’'s approval,
establishing an account from which the cost of the Equipment subject to such Lease is to be paid (the “Escrow Account”). Upon
execution and delivery of an Escrow Agreement by the parties thereto and satisfaction of any conditions precedent set forth in
Section 2 of this Master Lease or in such Escrow Agreement, Lessor shall deposit or cause to be deposited into the Escrow
Account under the related Escrow Agreement funds for the payment of the costs of acquiring the Equipment under such Lease.
Lessee acknowledges and agrees that no disbursements shall be made from an Escrow Account except for portions of the
Equipment that are operationally complete and functionally independent and that may be fully utilized by Lessee without regard to
whether the balance of the Equipment is delivered and accepted.

4. DELIVERY AND ACCEPTANCE OF EQUIPMENT. Lessee shall order the Equipment, cause the Equipment to be delivered
and installed at the location specified in each Lease, and pay any and all delivery and installation costs and applicable sales and
other taxes in connection therewith. When the Equipment identified in any Lease has been delivered and installed, Lessee shall
immediately inspect the Equipment and evidence its acceptance by executing and delivering to Lessor the Acceptance Certificate.
If Lessee signed a purchase contract for the Equipment, by signing a Schedule Lessee assigns its rights, but none of its
obligations under the purchase contract, to Lessor.

5. LEASE PAYMENTS. Lessee agrees to pay “Lease Payments” to Lessor in accordance with the payment schedule set forth in
each Lease, exclusively from legally available funds, consisting of principal and interest components in the amounts and on such
dates as provided in each Lease. Lessee shall pay Lessor a charge on any Lease Payment not paid on the date such payment is
due at the rate of 12% per annum or the highest lawful rate, whichever is less, from such due date until paid. The
“Commencement Date” for each Lease is the date when interest commences to accrue under such Lease, which date shall be the
earlier of (a) the date Lessee partially or fully accepts the Equipment pursuant to Section 4, or (b) the date of Lessor’s deposit into
an Escrow Account of sufficient monies to purchase the Equipment. Lessor will advise Lessee as to the address to which Lease
Payments shall be sent. The Lease Payment is due whether or not Lessee receives an invoice. Restrictive endorsements on
checks sent by Lessee will not reduce Lessee’s obligations to Lessor. Unless a proper exemption certificate is provided,
applicable sales and use taxes may be paid by Lessee from funds advanced to Lessee by Lessor for such purpose in connection
with the execution and delivery of the related Lease or may be paid by Lessee pursuant to Section 4 hereof. Lessor and Lessee
understand and intend that the obligation of Lessee to pay Lease Payments under each Lease shall constitute a current



expense of Lessee and shall not in any way be construed to be a debt of Lessee in contravention of any applicable
constitutional or statutory limitation or requirement concerning the creation of indebtedness or debt by Lessee, nor
shall anything contained in this Master Lease or in any Lease constitute a pledge of the general tax revenues, funds or
monies of Lessee.

6. NON-APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS. Lessee is obligated to pay Lease Payments under each Lease for each fiscal period as
may lawfully be made from funds budgeted and appropriated for that purpose for such fiscal period. Lessee currently intends to
remit and reasonably believes that funds in an amount sufficient to remit all Lease Payments and other payments under each
Lease can and will lawfully be appropriated and made available to permit Lessee’s continued utilization of the Equipment under
such Lease and the performance of its essential function during the scheduled “Lease Term” as reflected in each Lease. Lessee
currently intends to do all things lawfully within its power to obtain and maintain funds from which the Lease Payments under each
Lease may be made, including making provision for such payments to the extent necessary in each budget or appropriation
request adopted in accordance with applicable provisions of law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Lessor acknowledges that the
decision whether or not to budget and appropriate funds or to extend the term of a Lease for any period beyond the original or any
additional fiscal period is within the discretion of the governing body of Lessee.

THIS MASTER LEASE, AND EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SECTION 6, "NON-APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS," THE
OBLIGATIONS OF LESSEE TO MAKE LEASE PAYMENTS AND TO PERFORM AND OBSERVE THE OTHER COVENANTS
AND AGREEMENTS CONTAINED IN EACH LEASE SHALL BE ABSOLUTE AND UNCONDITIONAL IN ALL EVENTS

PARTICULAR PURPOSE, SUITABILITY, DESIGN, CONDITION, DURABILITY, OPERATION, QUALITY OF MATERIALS OR
WORKMANSHIP, NON-INFRINGEMENT, OR COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS OR APPLICABLE LAW, OR THAT THE

dispute it may have regarding performance of the Equipment directly with the applicable Vendor and not to make any claim
against the Lease Payments due Lessor or any Assignee (as hereinafter defined). Lessee agrees to continue to pay Lessor, or
such Assignee (as applicable), all Lease Payments and other payments without abatement or set off for any dispute with a
Vendor regarding the Equipment. Nothing in this Master Lease or in any Lease shall relieve Apple Inc. of its obligations under the
Product Warranty offered by Apple Inc. for applicable Apple-branded Equipment. Lessee acknowledges and agrees that the
Product Warranty is a separate agreement between Lessee and the applicable Vendor and that such Product Warranty is not a
part of this Master Lease or any Lease.

9. TITLE AND SECURITY INTEREST. Unless otherwise required by the laws of the state where Lessee is located, during each
Lease Term, title to the Equipment shall be vested in Lessee, subject to the rights of Lessor under such Lease. In the event
Lessor terminates a Lease pursuant to Section 17 of this Master Lease or an Event of Non-Appropriation occurs under a Lease,
title to the related Equipment shall immediately vest in Lessor free and clear of any rights, title or interests of Lessee. Lessee, at
its expense, shall protect and defend Lessee’s title to the Equipment and Lessor’s rights and interests therein and keep the
Equipment free and clear from any and all claims, liens, encumbrances and legal processes of Lessee’s creditors and other
persons.

To secure the payment of all of Lessee’s obligations under each Lease, Lessee hereby grants to Lessor a first priority purchase
money security interest in the Equipment subject to each such Lease, anything attached or added to the Equipment by Lessee at
any time, Lessee’s rights under each agreement for the licensing of software to the extent that a security interest therein may be
granted without violating the terms of such agreement, and on all proceeds, including proceeds from any insurance claims for loss
or damage, from such Equipment. Lessee authorizes Lessor to file a financing statement perfecting Lessor’s security interest
under the laws of Lessee’s state. Lessee agrees to promptly execute such additional documents, in a form satisfactory to Lessor,
which Lessor deems necessary or appropriate to establish and maintain its security interest in the Equipment. The Equipment is
and will remain personal property and will not be deemed to be affixed to or a part of the real estate on which it may be situated.
If applicable, as further security therefor, Lessee hereby grants to Lessor a first priority security interest in the cash and negotiable



instruments from time to time comprising each Escrow Account and all proceeds (cash and non-cash) thereof, and agrees with
respect thereto that Lessor shall have all the rights and remedies of a secured party under the applicable Uniform Commercial
Code.

10. USE, MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. Upon installation, no item of Equipment will be moved from the location specified for it
in the related Lease (the “Equipment Location”) without Lessor’s prior consent, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld,
except that any items of Equipment that are intended by design to be a mobile piece of technology (i.e. laptop computers) may be
moved within the continental U.S. without consent. Lessor shall have the right at all reasonable times during regular business
hours, subject to compliance with Lessee’s customary security procedures, to enter into and upon the property of Lessee for the
purpose of inspecting the Equipment. In order to facilitate the use of the Equipment by students and/or Lessee’s employees
(“Authorized Users”) while on premises other than those belonging to Lessee, Lessee acknowledges and agrees that: (a) Lessee
shall use due care to ensure that the Equipment is not (i) used in violation of any applicable law, in a manner contrary to that
contemplated by the related Lease, or for private business purposes, or (ii) used by anyone other than Authorized Users; and (b)
Lessee (and not Authorized Users) shall be solely responsible for (i) maintaining insurance in accordance with the terms of the
related Lease, (ii) payment of any applicable sales, property and other taxes on the Equipment, and (iii) return of the Equipment
under a Lease to Lessor upon the occurrence of an Event of Default or Event of Non-appropriation thereunder. Lessee agrees
that it will use the Equipment under each Lease in the manner for which it was intended, as required by all applicable manuals
and instructions and as required to keep the Equipment eligible for any manufacturer's certification and/or standard, full service
maintenance contract. Lessee agrees that it will, at Lessee’s own cost and expense, maintain, preserve and keep the Equipment
under each Lease in good repair, condition and working order, ordinary wear and tear excepted. All replacement parts and repairs
shall be governed by the terms of the related Lease. Lessee will not make any permanent alterations to the Equipment that will
result in a decrease in the market value of the Equipment.

The parties to this Master Lease intend
that the Equipment will be used for governmental or proprietary purposes of Lessee and that the Equipment will be exempt from
all property taxes. Lessee shall timely pay all assessments, license and filing fees, taxes (including sales, use, excise, personal
property, ad valorem, stamp, documentary and other taxes) and all other governmental charges, fees, fines or penalties
whatsoever, whether payable by Lessor or Lessee, how or hereafter imposed by any governmental body or agency on or relating
to the Equipment or the Lease Payments or the use, registration, rental, shipment, transportation, delivery, ownership or operation
of the Equipment and on or relating to this Master Lease or any Lease; provided, however, that the foregoing shall not include any
federal, state or local income or franchise taxes of Lessor.

12. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. NOTWITHSTANDING ANYTHING TO THE CONTRARY, LESSOR SHALL NOT BE LIABLE
FOR ANY DIRECT DAMAGES OF LESSEE RESULTING FROM, ARISING OUT OF OR IN CONNECTION WITH THIS
AGREEMENT, WHETHER ARISING IN CONTRACT, TORT, STRICT LIABILITY OR OTHERWISE, REGARDLESS OF THE
THEORY OF LIABILITY. FURTHER, NOTWITHSTANDING ANYTHING TO THE CONTRARY, with respect to each Lease,
Lessee agrees that (a) Lessor shall have no liability, cost or expense with respect to transportation, installation, selection,
purchase, lease, ownership, possession, modification, maintenance, condition, operation, use, return or disposition of the
Equipment, and (b) Lessor shall have no responsibility in connection with the selection of the Equipment, the ordering of the
Equipment, its suitability for the use intended by Lessee, Lessee’s compliance or non-compliance with competitive pricing and/or
bidding requirements, the acceptance by the Vendor of the order submitted, if applicable, or any delay or failure by the Vendor or
its sales representative to, deliver, install, or maintain the Equipment for Lessee’s use. IN NO EVENT SHALL LESSOR BE
LIABLE FOR ANY INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, EXEMPLARY OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES IN

13. IDENTIFICATION. Lessor shall be entitled to insert missing or correct information on the related Lease, including, without
limitation, Lessee’s official name, serial numbers and any other information describing the Equipment under such Lease; provided
that Lessor forwards copies of such changes to Lessee.

14. LOSS OR DAMAGE. Lessee shall be responsible for any loss, theft of and/or damage to the Equipment or any portion
thereof from any cause whatsoever, regardless of the extent or lack of insurance coverage, from the time the Equipment is
delivered to Lessee pursuant to the related Lease until the end of the Lease Term thereunder or until the Equipment is returned to
Lessor pursuant to Section 19 of this Master Lease. If any item of the Equipment is lost, stolen or damaged, Lessee shall
immediately provide written notice of such loss to Lessor and shall, within fifteen (15) days after such loss, at Lessee’s option,
either: (a) repair the damaged Equipment so that it is in good condition and working order, eligible for any manufacturer's
certification, (b) replace the damaged Equipment at Lessee’s sole cost and expense with equipment having substantially similar
manufacturer's specifications and of equal or greater value to the damaged Equipment immediately prior to such Equipment being
damaged, such replacement equipment to be subject to Lessor’s approval, whereupon such replacement equipment shall be
substituted in the applicable Lease and the other related documents by appropriate endorsement or amendment; or (c) pursuant
to Section 18(b), purchase Lessor's interest in the damaged Equipment on a pro rata basis (notwithstanding the limitation in
Section 18(b) only to prepaying in whole) and continue the related Lease for the non-damaged Equipment for the balance of the
applicable Lease Term. In such event, Lessor will provide Lessee with a revised amortization of Lease Payments for the non-



damaged Equipment. Lessor will forward to Lessee any insurance proceeds which Lessor receives for damaged Equipment for
Lessee’s use in the repair or replacement of the damaged Equipment, unless there has been an Event of Default or an Event of
Non-appropriation by Lessee, in which event Lessor will apply any insurance proceeds received to reduce Lessee’s obligations
under Section 17 of this Master Lease.

15. INSURANCE. In the event that Lessee is not self-insured (as hereafter provided), Lessee shall, at its expense, keep the
Equipment fully insured against loss, fire, theft, damage or destruction from any cause whatsoever in an amount not less than the
greater of (a) the total Lease Payments for the Lease Term under the related Lease or (b) the full replacement cost of the
Equipment without consideration for depreciation. Upon Lessor’s request, Lessee shall also provide such additional insurance
against injury, loss or damage to persons or property arising out of the use or operation of the Equipment as is customarily
maintained by owners of property similar to the Equipment. With Lessor’s prior written consent, Lessee may self-insure against
such risks. The policy shall state that Lessor shall be notified of any proposed cancellation at least 30 days prior to the date set for
cancellation. All such insurance shall be in form, issued by such insurance companies and be in such amounts as shall be
satisfactory to Lessor, and shall provide that losses, if any, shall be payable to Lessor as “loss payee,” and all such liability
insurance shall include Lessor as an “additional insured.” Upon Lessor’s request, Lessee shall provide Lessor with a certificate or
other evidence of insurance acceptable to Lessor evidencing the insurance coverage required under the related Lease. In the
event Lessee fails to provide such evidence within 10 days of Lessor’s request, or upon Lessor’s receipt of a notice of policy
cancellation, Lessor may (but shall not be obligated to) obtain insurance covering Lessor’s interest in the Equipment at Lessee’s
sole expense. Lessee will pay all insurance premiums and related charges.

16. DEFAULT. Lessee will be in default under a Lease upon the occurrence of any of the following (each, an “Event of Default”):
(a) Lessee fails to pay any Lease Payment or other payment due in full under such Lease within 10 calendar days after its due
date; (b) Lessee fails to perform or observe any other promise or obligation in this Master Lease and/or any Lease and does not
correct the default within 30 days after written notice of default by Lessor; (c) any representation, warranty or statement made by
Lessee in this Master Lease or any Lease shall prove to have been false or misleading in any material respect when made; (d)
Lessee fails to obtain and maintain insurance as required by Section 15, or any insurance carrier cancels any insurance on the
Equipment; (e) the Equipment or any portion thereof is misused, used in a manner not authorized by the applicable end user
license agreement (if any) accompanying such Equipment, or used in violation of the terms of the related Lease; (f) the Equipment
or any part thereof is lost, destroyed, or damaged beyond repair and remains uncured in accordance with Section 14; (g) a
petition is filed by or against Lessee under any bankruptcy or insolvency laws; or (h) an Event of Default occurs under any other
Lease or prior financing with Lessor or assigns or their respective affiliates, but any such Assignee may only exercise remedies
with respect to other Leases for which it is the Assignee.

17. REMEDIES. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default under a Lease, Lessor may, in its sole discretion, do any or all of
the following (without penalty, liability or obligation on Lessor’s part and without limiting any other rights or remedies available to
Lessor): (a) provide written notice to Lessee of the Event of Default; (b) as liquidated damages for loss of a bargain, and not as a
penalty, declare due and payable any and all amounts which may then be due and payable under the Lease, plus all Lease
Payments remaining through the end of the then current fiscal period; (c) with or without terminating the Lease Term under such
Lease, (i) enter the premises where the Equipment is located and retake possession of such Equipment or require Lessee at
Lessee’s expense to promptly return any or all of such Equipment to the possession of Lessor in accordance with the
requirements in Section 19, and (ii) at Lessee’s expense, sell or lease such Equipment or, for the account of Lessee, sublease
such Equipment, continuing to hold Lessee liable for the difference between the Lease Payment payable by Lessee pursuant to
the terms of such Lease to the end of the current fiscal period and the net proceeds of any such sale, lease or sublease. Lessor
may require Lessee to remove all proprietary data from the Equipment, holding Lessor and its assigns harmless if Lessee fails to
do so. Lessee will not make any claims against Lessor or the Equipment for trespass, damage or any other reason. The
exercise of any of such remedies shall not relieve Lessee of any other liabilities under any other Lease. Without limiting the
foregoing, Lessor may take whatever action, either at law or in equity, may appear necessary or desirable to enforce its rights
under any Lease, or as a secured party in any or all of the Equipment. No remedy of Lessor is intended to be exclusive and every
such remedy, now or hereafter existing, at law or in equity, shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy
given under a Lease. In the event that Lessor sells or otherwise liquidates the Equipment following an Event of Default or an
Event of Non-appropriation as herein provided and realizes net proceeds (after payment of costs) in excess of total Lease
Payments under the related Lease that would have been paid during the related scheduled Lease Term plus any other amounts
then due under the related Lease or Leases, Lessor shall immediately pay the amount of any such excess to Lessee.

18. PURCHASE OPTION. At the option of Lessee, and provided that no Event of Default or Event of Non-appropriation has
occurred and/or is continuing under any Lease, Lessor’s interest in all, but not less than all, of the Equipment subject to a Lease
will be transferred, conveyed and assigned to Lessee, free and clear of any right or interest of Lessor, and such Lease shall
terminate: (a) upon payment in full of all Lease Payments under such Lease and all other amounts then due thereunder or (b) on
any Lease Payment due date under such Lease, provided that Lessee shall have delivered written notice at least 30 days prior to
such date of Lessee’s intention to purchase the Equipment subject to such Lease pursuant to this provision, by paying to Lessor,
in addition to the Lease Payment due on such date, an amount equal to the purchase price (the “Purchase Price”) shown for such
Lease Payment due date in the payment schedule included in the applicable Lease. Lessee hereby acknowledges that the
Purchase Price under a Lease includes a prepayment premium.

19. RETURN OF EQUIPMENT. In the case of an Event of Default under a Lease or an Event of Non-appropriation by Lessee
with respect to a Lease in accordance with Section 6, Lessee will, at Lessee’s sole cost and expense, immediately return the
Equipment (including all copies of any software free of any proprietary data), manuals, and accessories to any location and
aboard any carrier Lessor may designate in the continental United States. The Equipment must be properly packed for shipment
in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations or specifications, freight prepaid and insured, and maintained in
accordance with the terms of the related Lease. All Equipment must be free of markings. Lessee will pay Lessor for any missing



or defective parts or accessories. Lessee will continue to pay Lease Payments until the Equipment is accepted by Lessor, which
acceptance shall be deemed to occur fifteen (15) days after delivery unless Lessor rejects the Equipment for good cause within
such fifteen (15) day period.

RIDER TO THAT CERTAIN MASTER LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENT

This Rider is hereby made a part of that certain Master Lease Purchase Agreement dated December
8, 2022, between Apple Inc., as (“Lessor”), and the Board of Education of North Shore School
District 112, Lake County, Illinois, as (“Lessee”) (hereinafter, “Agreement”), and Schedule No. 1,
dated December 8, 2022.

Governing Provisions and Effective Date. In the event of a conflict between the terms
and conditions of this Rider and those of the Agreement, the terms and conditions herein
shall govern. All other provisions of the Agreement not otherwise modified herein shall
remain in full force and effect.

Section 4, Delivery and Acceptance of Equipment. Add the following sentence at the
end of Section 4:

“However, Lessor assigns to Lessee its rights under any applicable Product Warranty.”
Section 5, Lease Payments. Add the following sentence at the end of Section 5:

“Lessor shall submit an invoice to Lessee at least sixty (60) days in advance of the due date
for each Lease Payment. Said invoices shall be paid, and any unpaid portions shall accrue
interest and penalties, as provided in the Illinois Local Government Prompt Payment Act,
50 ILCS 505/1 et seq.”

Section 16, Default. Delete the sentence in 16(a) and replace it with the following:

Executive Summary:

In August 2022, the Board voted to place a referendum on the November 8, 2022 ballot. The
referendum asked the community whether NSSD 112 should sell $114.4 million in bonds to
cover renovations to its elementary schools. On November 8, that referendum was approved by
a vote of 10,814 Yes to 4,199 No (72% Yes). At the November 15, 2022 Committee of the
Whole Meeting, the Board discussed bringing forth a bond sale parameters resolution not to
exceed $56.35 million to the November 29, 2022 Regular Board Meeting. Our Municipal
Advisor believes it may be beneficial for NSSD 112 to sell the bonds as early as December 8,
2022.

The attached parameters resolution offers the District the opportunity to sell up to $56.35
million in general obligation bonds. The District may sell bonds as early as December 8, 2022,
but has the flexibility to wait and sell bonds until February 2023. The proceeds will be used to
fund the Ravinia, Indian Trail, and Central Production Kitchen projects.

Section 3. Bond Details. There be borrowed on the credit of and for and on behalf of

the District an amount not to exceed $56,350,000 for the purpose aforesaid; and that the Bonds



shall be issued to said amount, in one or more series, and shall be designated “General Obligation
School Bonds, Series 20227, with such additional or alternate series designations and descriptions
as may be necessary to properly identify the Bonds as set forth in the Bond Notification (as
hereinafter defined). The Bonds shall be dated the date of the issuance thereof as set forth in the
Bond Notification, and shall also bear the date of authentication, shall be in fully registered form,
shall be in denominations of $5,000 each or authorized integral multiples thereof (unless otherwise
provided in the Bond Notification) (but no single Bond shall represent installments of principal
maturing on more than one date), and shall be numbered 1 and upward in each series. The Bonds
shall become due and payable serially or be subject to mandatory redemption (subject to prior
redemption as hereinafter described) on the dates of each of the years (not later than 2042), in the
amounts (not exceeding $7,000,000 per year) and bearing interest at the rates per annum (not
exceeding 5.50% per annum) as set forth in the Bond Notification.

The Bonds shall bear interest from their date or from the most recent interest payment date
to which interest has been paid or duly provided for, until the principal amount of the Bonds is
paid, such interest (computed upon the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months) being
payable semi-annually commencing with the first interest payment date as set forth in the Bond
Notification, and on June 1 and December 1 of each year thereafter to maturity (or on such other
dates as set forth in the Bond Notification).

Interest on each Bond shall be paid by check or draft of the bond registrar and paying agent
(which shall be the Treasurer of the District, the Purchaser (as hereinafter defined) or a bank or
trust company authorized to do business in the State of Illinois) set forth in the Bond Notification
(the “Bond Registrar”), payable upon presentation in lawful money of the United States of
America, to the person in whose name such Bond is registered at the close of business on the

15th day of the month next preceding the interest payment date. The principal of the Bonds shall



be payable in lawful money of the United States of America at the principal office or principal
corporate trust office, as appropriate (the “Principal Office”), of the Bond Registrar.

The Bonds shall be signed by the manual or facsimile signatures of the President and
Secretary of the Board, and shall be registered, numbered and countersigned by the manual or
facsimile signature of the School Treasurer who receives the taxes of the District (the “School
Treasurer”), as they shall determine, and in case any officer whose signature shall appear on any
Bond shall cease to be such officer before the delivery of such Bond, such signature shall
nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the same as if such officer had remained in
office until delivery.

All Bonds shall have thereon a certificate of authentication substantially in the form
hereinafter set forth duly executed by the Bond Registrar as authenticating agent of the District
and showing the date of authentication. No Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or
be entitled to any security or benefit under this Resolution unless and until such certificate of
authentication shall have been duly executed by the Bond Registrar by manual signature, and such
certificate of authentication upon any such Bond shall be conclusive evidence that such Bond has
been authenticated and delivered under this Resolution. The certificate of authentication on any
Bond shall be deemed to have been executed by the Bond Registrar if signed by an authorized
officer of the Bond Registrar, but it shall not be necessary that the same officer sign the certificate
of authentication on all of the Bonds issued hereunder.

Section 4.  Registration of Bonds; Persons Treated as Owners. (a) General. The
District shall cause books (the “Bond Register”) for the registration and for the transfer of the
Bonds as provided in this Resolution to be kept at the Principal Office of the Bond Registrar, which

is hereby constituted and appointed the registrar of the District. The District is authorized to



prepare, and the Bond Registrar shall keep custody of, multiple Bond blanks executed by the
District for use in the transfer and exchange of Bonds.

Upon surrender for transfer of any Bond at the principal corporate trust office of the Bond
Registrar, duly endorsed by, or accompanied by a written instrument or instruments of transfer in
form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar and duly executed by, the registered owner or his or her
attorney duly authorized in writing, the District shall execute and the Bond Registrar shall
authenticate, date and deliver in the name of the transferee or transferees a new fully registered
Bond or Bonds of the same series and maturity of authorized denominations, for a like aggregate
principal amount. Any fully registered Bond or Bonds may be exchanged at said office of the
Bond Registrar for a like aggregate principal amount of Bond or Bonds of the same series and
maturity of other authorized denominations. The execution by the District of any fully registered
Bond shall constitute full and due authorization of such Bond and the Bond Registrar shall thereby
be authorized to authenticate, date and deliver such Bond, provided, however, the principal amount
of outstanding Bonds of each series and maturity authenticated by the Bond Registrar shall not
exceed the authorized principal amount of Bonds for such series and maturity less previous
retirements.

The Bond Registrar shall not be required to transfer or exchange any Bond during the
period beginning at the close of business on the 15th day of the month next preceding any interest
payment date on such Bond and ending at the opening of business on such interest payment date,
nor to transfer or exchange any Bond after notice calling such Bond for redemption has been
mailed, nor during a period of fifteen (15) days next preceding mailing of a notice of redemption
of any Bonds.

The person in whose name any Bond shall be registered shall be deemed and regarded as

the absolute owner thereof for all purposes, and payment of the principal of or interest on any Bond



shall be made only to or upon the order of the registered owner thereof or his or her legal
representative. All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability
upon such Bond to the extent of the sum or sums so paid.

No service charge shall be made for any transfer or exchange of Bonds, but the District or
the Bond Registrar may require payment of a sum sufficient to cover any tax or other governmental
charge that may be imposed in connection with any transfer or exchange of Bonds except in the
case of the issuance of a Bond or Bonds for the unredeemed portion of a Bond surrendered for
redemption.

(b)  Global Book-Entry System. The Bonds shall be initially issued in the form of a
separate single fully registered Bond for each of the series and maturities of the Bonds determined
as described in Section 3 hereof. Upon initial issuance, the ownership of each such Bond may be
registered in the Bond Register in the name of Cede & Co., or any successor thereto (“Cede”), as
nominee of The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York, and its successors and assigns
(“DTC”). In such event, all of the outstanding Bonds shall be registered in the Bond Register in
the name of Cede, as nominee of DTC, except as hereinafter provided. The President and Secretary
of the Board, and the Superintendent and chief school business official of the District and the Bond
Registrar are each authorized to execute and deliver, on behalf of the District, such letters to or
agreements with DTC as shall be necessary to effectuate such book-entry system (any such letter
or agreement being referred to herein as the “Representation Letter”), which Representation Letter
may provide for the payment of principal of or interest on the Bonds by wire transfer.

With respect to Bonds registered in the Bond Register in the name of Cede, as nominee of
DTC, the District and the Bond Registrar shall have no responsibility or obligation to any broker-
dealer, bank or other financial institution for which DTC holds Bonds from time to time as

securities depository (each such broker-dealer, bank or other financial institution being referred to



herein as a “DTC Participant”) or to any person on behalf of whom such a DTC Participant holds
an interest in the Bonds. Without limiting the immediately preceding sentence, the District and
the Bond Registrar shall have no responsibility or obligation with respect to (i) the accuracy of the
records of DTC, Cede or any DTC Participant with respect to any ownership interest in the Bonds,
(i) the delivery to any DTC Participant or any other person, other than a registered owner of a
Bond as shown in the Bond Register, of any notice with respect to the Bonds, including any notice
of redemption, or (iii) the payment to any DTC Participant or any other person, other than a
registered owner of a Bond as shown in the Bond Register, of any amount with respect to the
principal of or interest on the Bonds. The District and the Bond Registrar may treat and consider
the person in whose name each Bond is registered in the Bond Register as the holder and absolute
owner of such Bond for the purpose of payment of principal and interest with respect to such Bond,
for the purpose of giving notices of redemption and other matters with respect to such Bond, for
the purpose of registering transfers with respect to such Bond, and for all other purposes
whatsoever. The Bond Registrar shall pay all principal of and interest on the Bonds only to or
upon the order of the respective registered owners of the Bonds, as shown in the Bond Register,
or their respective attorneys duly authorized in writing, and all such payments shall be valid and
effective to fully satisfy and discharge the District’s obligations with respect to payment of the
principal of and interest on the Bonds to the extent of the sum or sums so paid. No person other
than a registered owner of a Bond as shown in the Bond Register, shall receive a Bond evidencing
the obligation of the District to make payments of principal and interest with respect to any Bond.
Upon delivery by DTC to the Bond Registrar of written notice to the effect that DTC has
determined to substitute a new nominee in place of Cede, and subject to the provisions in Section 3

hereof with respect to the payment of interest to the registered owners of Bonds at the close of



business on the 15th day of the month next preceding the applicable interest payment date, the
name “Cede” in this Resolution shall refer to such new nominee of DTC.

In the event that (i) the District determines that DTC is incapable of discharging its
responsibilities described herein and in the Representation Letter, (ii) the agreement among the
District, the Bond Registrar and DTC evidenced by the Representation Letter shall be terminated
for any reason or (iii) the District determines that it is in the best interests of the beneficial owners
of the Bonds that they be able to obtain certificated Bonds, the District shall notify DTC and DTC
Participants of the availability through DTC of certificated Bonds and the Bonds shall no longer
be restricted to being registered in the Bond Register in the name of Cede, as nominee of DTC. At
that time, the District may determine that the Bonds shall be registered in the name of and deposited
with such other depository operating a universal book-entry system, as may be acceptable to the
District, or such depository’s agent or designee, and if the District does not select such alternate
universal book-entry system, then the Bonds may be registered in whatever name or names
registered owners of Bonds transferring or exchanging Bonds shall designate, in accordance with
the provisions of Section 4(a) hereof.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Resolution to the contrary, so long as any
Bond is registered in the name of Cede, as nominee of DTC, all payments with respect to principal
of and interest on such Bond and all notices with respect to such Bond shall be made and given,
respectively, in the name provided in the Representation Letter.

Section 5.  Redemption. (a) Optional Redemption. All or a portion of the Bonds due on
and after the date, if any, specified in the Bond Notification shall be subject to redemption prior to
maturity at the option of the District from any available funds, as a whole or in part, and if in part
in integral multiples of $5,000 in any order of their maturity as determined by the District (less

than all of the Bonds of a single series and maturity to be selected by the Bond Registrar), on the



date specified in the Bond Notification, and on any date thereafter, at the redemption price of par
plus accrued interest to the redemption date.

(b) Mandatory Redemption. The Bonds maturing on the date or dates, if any, indicated
in the Bond Notification shall be subject to mandatory redemption, in integral multiples of $5,000
selected by lot by the Bond Registrar, at a redemption price of par plus accrued interest to the
redemption date, on the dates of the years, if any, and in the principal amounts, if any, as indicated
in the Bond Notification.

The principal amounts of Bonds to be mandatorily redeemed in each year may be reduced
through the earlier optional redemption thereof, with any partial optional redemptions of such
Bonds credited against future mandatory redemption requirements in such order of the mandatory
redemption dates as the District may determine. In addition, on or prior to the 60th day preceding
any mandatory redemption date, the Bond Registrar may, and if directed by the Board shall,
purchase Bonds required to be retired on such mandatory redemption date. Any such Bonds so
purchased shall be cancelled and the principal amount thereof shall be credited against the
mandatory redemption required on such next mandatory redemption date.

(¢) General. The Bonds shall be redeemed only in the principal amount of $5,000 and
integral multiples thereof. The District shall, at least forty-five (45) days prior to any optional
redemption date (unless a shorter time period shall be satisfactory to the Bond Registrar) notify
the Bond Registrar of such redemption date and of the principal amount and maturity or maturities
of Bonds to be redeemed. For purposes of any redemption of less than all of the outstanding Bonds
of a single maturity, the particular Bonds or portions of Bonds to be redeemed shall be selected by
lot by the Bond Registrar from the Bonds of such maturity by such method of lottery as the Bond
Registrar shall deem fair and appropriate; provided that such lottery shall provide for the selection

for redemption of Bonds or portions thereof so that any $5,000 Bond or $5,000 portion of a Bond
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shall be as likely to be called for redemption as any other such $5,000 Bond or $5,000 portion.
The Bond Registrar shall make such selection upon the earlier of the irrevocable deposit of funds
with an escrow agent sufficient to pay the redemption price of the Bonds to be redeemed or the
time of the giving of official notice of redemption.

The Bond Registrar shall promptly notify the District in writing of the Bonds or portions
of Bonds selected for redemption and, in the case of any Bond selected for partial redemption, the
principal amount thereof to be redeemed.

Section 6.  Redemption Procedure. Unless waived by any holder of Bonds to be
redeemed, notice of the call for any such redemption shall be given by the Bond Registrar on behalf
of the District by mailing the redemption notice by first class mail at least thirty (30) days and not
more than sixty (60) days prior to the date fixed for redemption to the registered owner of the Bond
or Bonds to be redeemed at the address shown on the Bond Register or at such other address as is
furnished in writing by such registered owner to the Bond Registrar.

All notices of redemption shall state:

(1) the redemption date,

(2) the redemption price,

(3) if less than all outstanding Bonds are to be redeemed, the identification (and,
in the case of partial redemption, the respective principal amounts) of the Bonds to be
redeemed,

(4) that on the redemption date the redemption price will become due and payable
upon each such Bond or portion thereof called for redemption, and that interest thereon
shall cease to accrue from and after said date,

(5) the place where such Bonds are to be surrendered for payment of the
redemption price, which place of payment shall be the Principal Office of the Bond

Registrar, and

(6) such other information then required by custom, practice or industry standard.
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Unless moneys sufficient to pay the redemption price of the Bonds to be redeemed at the
option of the District shall have been received by the Bond Registrar prior to the giving of such
notice of redemption, such notice may, at the option of the District, state that said redemption shall
be conditional upon the receipt of such moneys by the Bond Registrar on or prior to the date fixed
for redemption. If such moneys are not received, such notice shall be of no force and effect, the
District shall not redeem such Bonds, and the Bond Registrar shall give notice, in the same manner
in which the notice of redemption shall have been given, that such moneys were not so received
and that such Bonds will not be redeemed. Otherwise, prior to any redemption date, the District
shall deposit with the Bond Registrar an amount of money sufficient to pay the redemption price
of all the Bonds or portions of Bonds which are to be redeemed on that date.

Subject to the provisions for a conditional redemption described above, notice of
redemption having been given as aforesaid, and notwithstanding failure to receive such notice, the
Bonds or portions of Bonds so to be redeemed shall, on the redemption date, become due and
payable at the redemption price therein specified, and from and after such date (unless the District
shall default in the payment of the redemption price) such Bonds or portions of Bonds shall cease
to bear interest. Upon surrender of such Bonds for redemption in accordance with said notice,
such Bonds shall be paid by the Bond Registrar at the redemption price. Installments of interest
due on or prior to the redemption date shall be payable as herein provided for payment of interest.
Upon surrender for any partial redemption of any Bond, there shall be prepared for the registered
holder a new Bond or Bonds of the same series and maturity in the amount of the unpaid principal.

If any Bond or portion of Bond called for redemption shall not be so paid upon surrender
thereof for redemption, the principal shall, until paid, bear interest from the redemption date at the
rate borne by the Bond or portion of Bond so called for redemption. All Bonds which have been

redeemed shall be cancelled and destroyed by the Bond Registrar and shall not be reissued.

business in the State of Illinois, (ii) a governmental unit as defined in the Debt Reform Act or
(iii) an “accredited investor” as defined in Rule 501 of Regulation D as promulgated under the
Securities Act of 1933, as amended; provided, however, that a Purchaser as set forth in either (b)
or (c) shall be selected only upon the recommendation of PMA that the sale of such Bonds on a
negotiated or private placement basis to such Purchaser is in the best interest of the District because
of (i) the pricing of such Bonds by such Purchaser, (ii) then current market conditions or (iii) the
timing of the sale of such Bonds; and further provided, that a Purchaser as set forth in (c) may be
selected through the utilization of a placement agent selected by the Designated Representatives
after consultation with PMA if the use of such placement agent is determined by the Designated
Representatives to be in the best interest of the District.

The surety bond executed by the School Treasurer in connection with the issuance of the
Bonds as required by Section 19-6 of the School Code of the State of Illinois, as amended (the
“Act”), 1s hereby approved and shall be filed with the Regional Superintendent of Schools having
jurisdiction over the District.

Prior to the sale of the Bonds, the President of the Board, the Superintendent, Assistant
Superintendent for Finance and Operations or the Treasurer are each hereby authorized to approve
and execute a commitment for the purchase of a Municipal Bond Insurance Policy (as hereinafter
defined), to further secure the Bonds, as long as the present value of the fee to be paid for the

Municipal Bond Insurance Policy (using as a discount rate the expected yield on the Bonds treating
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the fee paid as interest on the Bonds) is less than the present value of the interest reasonably
expected to be saved on the Bonds over the term of the Bonds as a result of the Municipal Bond
Insurance Policy.

Upon the sale of the Bonds, the Designated Representatives shall prepare a Notification of
Sale of the Bonds, which shall include the pertinent details of sale as provided herein (the “Bond
Notification”). In the Bond Notification, the Designated Representatives shall find and determine
that the Bonds have been sold at such price and bear interest at such rates that either the true interest
cost (yield) or the net interest rate received upon the sale of the Bonds does not exceed the
maximum rate otherwise authorized by applicable law.

Principal or interest maturing at any time when there are not sufficient funds on hand from
the foregoing tax levy to pay the same shall be paid from the general funds of the District, and the
fund from which such payment was made shall be reimbursed out of the taxes hereby levied when
the same shall be collected.

The District covenants and agrees with the purchasers and the holders of the Bonds that so
long as any of the Bonds remain outstanding, the District will take no action or fail to take any
action which in any way would adversely affect the ability of the District to levy and collect the
foregoing tax levy and the District and its officers will comply with all present and future
applicable laws in order to assure that the foregoing taxes will be levied, extended and collected
as provided herein and deposited in the fund established to pay the principal of and interest on the

Bonds.
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To the extent that the taxes levied above exceed the amount necessary to pay debt service
on the Bonds as set forth in the Bond Notification, the President and Secretary of the Board and
the School Treasurer are hereby authorized to direct the abatement of such taxes to the extent of
the excess of such levy in each year over the amount necessary to pay debt service on the Bonds
in the following bond year. Proper notice of such abatement shall be filed with the County Clerk
in a timely manner to effect such abatement.

Section 10.  Filing of Resolution. Forthwith upon the passage of this Resolution, the
Secretary of the Board is hereby directed to file certified copies of this Resolution with the County
Clerk, and it shall be the duty of the County Clerk to annually in and for each of the years 2022 to
2041, inclusive, ascertain the rate necessary to produce the tax herein levied, and extend the same
for collection on the tax books against all of the taxable property within the District in connection
with other taxes levied in each of said years for school purposes, in order to raise the respective
amounts aforesaid and in each of said years such annual tax shall be computed, extended and
collected in the same manner as now or hereafter provided by law for the computation, extension
and collection of taxes for general school purposes of the District, and when collected, the taxes
hereby levied shall be placed to the credit of a special fund to be designated “School Bond and
Interest Fund of 2022” (the “Bond Fund”), which taxes are hereby irrevocably pledged to and
shall be used only for the purpose of paying the principal of and interest on the Bonds; and a
certified copy of this Resolution shall also be filed with the School Treasurer.

Section 11.  Use of Bond Proceeds. Any accrued interest received on the delivery of the
Bonds and principal proceeds of the Bonds in an amount set forth in the Bond Notification (said
amount not to exceed the amount of the interest due on the Bonds during the period beginning on
the date of issuance of the Bonds and ending on the date two years from the date of issuance of the

Bonds) are hereby appropriated for the purpose of paying interest due on the Bonds and are hereby
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ordered deposited into the Bond Fund. The remaining principal proceeds of the Bonds and any
premium received on the delivery of the Bonds are hereby appropriated to pay the costs of issuance
of the Bonds and for the purpose of paying the cost of the Project, and that portion thereof not
needed to pay such costs of issuance is hereby ordered deposited into the Site and
Construction/Capital Improvements Fund of the District. At the time of the issuance of the Bonds,
the costs of issuance of the Bonds may be distributed by the Purchaser or the Bond Registrar on
behalf of the District from the proceeds of the Bonds. The District and the Board hereby covenant
that all of the proceeds of the Bonds shall be used in strict compliance with the authorization of
the voters of the District at the Election and with all of the requirements of the Act.

Section 12.  Non-Arbitrage and Tax-Exemption. The District hereby covenants that it will
not take any action, omit to take any action or permit the taking or omission of any action within
its control (including, without limitation, making or permitting any use of the proceeds of the
Bonds) if taking, permitting or omitting to take such action would cause any of the Bonds to be an
arbitrage bond or a private activity bond within the meaning of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
as amended, or would otherwise cause the interest on the Bonds to be included in the gross income
of the recipients thereof for federal income tax purposes. The District acknowledges that, in the
event of an examination by the Internal Revenue Service (the “IRS”) of the exemption from
Federal income taxation for interest paid on the Bonds, under present rules, the District may be
treated as a “taxpayer” in such examination and agrees that it will respond in a commercially
reasonable manner to any inquiries from the IRS in connection with such an examination.

The District also agrees and covenants with the purchasers and holders of the Bonds from
time to time outstanding that, to the extent possible under Illinois law, it will comply with whatever
federal tax law is adopted in the future which applies to the Bonds and affects the tax-exempt status

of the Bonds.
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The Board hereby authorizes the officials of the District responsible for issuing the Bonds,
the same being the President and Secretary of the Board and the School Treasurer, to make such
further covenants and certifications regarding the specific use of the proceeds of the Bonds as
approved by the Board and as may be necessary to assure that the use thereof will not cause the
Bonds to be arbitrage bonds and to assure that the interest on the Bonds will be exempt from federal
income taxation. In connection therewith, the District and the Board further agree: (a) through
their officers, to make such further specific covenants, representations as shall be truthful, and
assurances as may be necessary or advisable; (b) to consult with counsel approving the Bonds and
to comply with such advice as may be given; (c) to pay to the United States, as necessary, such
sums of money representing required rebates of excess arbitrage profits relating to the Bonds;
(d) to file such forms, statements, and supporting documents as may be required and in a timely
manner; and (e) if deemed necessary or advisable by their officers, to employ and pay fiscal agents,
financial advisors, attorneys, and other persons to assist the District in such compliance.

Section 13.  Designation of Issue. If so set forth in a Bond Notification, the District may
designate any of the Bonds as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” for the purposes and within the
meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.

Section 14.  Reimbursement. None of the proceeds of the Bonds issued in lieu thereof
will be used to pay, directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, for an expenditure that has been paid
by the District prior to the date hereof except architectural or engineering costs incurred prior to
commencement of the Project or expenditures for which an intent to reimburse it as properly
declared under Treasury Regulations Section 1.103-18. This Resolution is in itself a declaration
of official intent under Treasury Regulations Section 1.103-18 as to all costs of the Project paid
within 60 days prior to the date hereof or on any date after the date hereof and prior to issuance of

the Bonds.
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Section 15.  List of Bondholders. The Bond Registrar shall maintain a list of the names
and addresses of the holders of all Bonds and upon any transfer shall add the name and address of
the new Bondholder and eliminate the name and address of the transferor Bondholder.

Section 16.  Duties of Bond Registrar. If requested by the Bond Registrar, the President
and Secretary of the Board are authorized to execute the Bond Registrar’s standard form of
agreement between the District and the Bond Registrar with respect to the obligations and duties

of the Bond Registrar hereunder which may include the following:

(a) toact as bond registrar, authenticating agent, paying agent and transfer agent
as provided herein;

(b) to maintain a list of Bondholders as set forth herein and to furnish such list to
the District upon request, but otherwise to keep such list confidential;

(c) to give notice of redemption of Bonds as provided herein;

(d) to cancel and/or destroy Bonds which have been paid at maturity or upon
earlier redemption or submitted for exchange or transfer;

(e) to furnish the District at least annually a certificate with respect to Bonds
cancelled and/or destroyed; and

(f) to furnish the District at least annually an audit confirmation of Bonds paid,
Bonds outstanding and payments made with respect to interest on the Bonds.

Section 17.  Continuing Disclosure Undertaking. The President of the Board is hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to execute and deliver a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking
under Section (b)(5) of Rule 15¢2-12 adopted by the Securities and Exchange Commission
pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the “Continuing Disclosure
Undertaking”). When the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking is executed and delivered on behalf
of the District as herein provided, the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking will be binding on the
District and the officers, employees and agents of the District, and the officers, employees and

agents of the District are hereby authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things
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and to execute all such documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions
of the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking as executed. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this Resolution, the sole remedy for failure to comply with the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking
shall be the ability of the beneficial owner of any Bond to seek mandamus or specific performance
by court order to cause the District to comply with its obligations under the Continuing Disclosure
Undertaking.

Section 18.  Municipal Bond Insurance. In the event the payment of principal and interest
on the Bonds is insured pursuant to a municipal bond insurance policy (the “Municipal Bond
Insurance Policy”) issued by a bond insurer (the “Bond Insurer”), and as long as such Municipal
Bond Insurance Policy shall be in full force and effect, the District and the Bond Registrar agree
to comply with such usual and reasonable provisions regarding presentment and payment of the
Bonds, subrogation of the rights of the Bondholders to the Bond Insurer upon payment of the
Bonds by the Bond Insurer, amendment hereof, or other terms, as approved by the President of the
Board on advice of counsel, his or her approval to constitute full and complete acceptance by the
District of such terms and provisions under authority of this Section.

Section 19.  Record-Keeping Policy and Post-Issuance Compliance Matters. On
February 12,2019, the Board adopted a record-keeping policy (the “Policy”) in order to maintain
sufficient records to demonstrate compliance with its covenants and expectations to ensure the
appropriate federal tax status for the debt obligations of the District, the interest on which is
excludable from “gross income” for federal income tax purposes or which enable the District or
the holder to receive federal tax benefits, including, but not limited to, qualified tax credit bonds
and other specified tax credit bonds. The Board and the District hereby reaffirm the Policy.

Section 20.  Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution

shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of
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such section, paragraph or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this
Resolution.

Section 21.  Repeal. All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith be and the same
are hereby repealed, and this Resolution shall be in full force and effect forthwith upon its adoption.
