REPORT: Overview of the Local Option Levy
PRESENTED BY: Scott Maben, Director of Communications
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

In 1999, the Oregon Legislature granted school districts the ability to ask local voters to approve
a short-term property tax levy, referred to as the “local option.” The maximum amount of tax
raised is limited in order to maintain a degree of funding equalization among districts. A local
option levy may be approved for up to 5 years, either as a rate-based levy or a fixed amount.

This levy may be used to help fund day-to-day operations of a school district, such as staff,
programs, and services, that are either not funded or not fully funded by the state’s formula
revenue.

The local option levy is separate from construction bonds that voters may approve to fund
infrastructure projects, such as building new schools, renovating existing schools, buying buses,
or upgrading technology.

Fourteen school districts in Oregon currently have a local option levy in place. Bend-La Pine
Schools has not previously had a local option levy.

In tonight’s Board workshop we will look at what the local option levy is and how it works;
current use of the local option levy among Oregon school districts; available election dates and
potential timelines; and what information school districts may share with voters in advance of a
vote on a proposed local option levy.

What is a local option levy?

> Local property tax to support a
school district

> May be a fixed dollar amount
or a rate-based levy

> Must be approved by voters

> Not to exceed 5 years




What is a local option levy?

> Helps fund operational needs:
° Programs, services, staff

> Not a construction bond

> Bonds are for building,
Levies are for learning.




How does it work?

> Maximum amount of tax raised
is limited

> Serial levies must be a fixed
amount or same tax rate/year

> Election resolution must state
purpose, total cost, number of
years




Use of local option levy

> 197 school districts in Oregon

> 5 of 10 largest districts have a
local option levy currently

> Since May 2019, 14 of 16 local

option levies have passed
Parkrose, Pendleton voted no

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Bend-La Pine Schools

> Proposed twice in 2004:
* May: 56% against
* November: 63% against
> Purpose: To help schools stay

open for a longer school year,
decrease class size




Election options for 2024

Four election dates per year

> Simple majority, no turnout

requirement for approval

Third Tuesday in May
First Tuesday after first Monday in November

> Double majority: Simple majority, 50

percent turnout required for approval
Second Tuesday in March
Third Tuesday in September




Timeline example

May 21, 2024 election

» March1- Last day to file text of
referral/ballot title for challenge period

» March 21 - Last day for a measure and
Explanatory Statement to be filed

» March 25 - Last day for measure arguments

to be filed for inclusion in voters’ pamphlet

May 1 - Ballots mailed to voters

May 21 - Election Day

Information & advocacy

» District may provide factual information
about the measure and inform voters what
results will be if it passes or doesn't pass

» District information must be impartial and
avoid advocacy

» School Board members may engage in
advocacy activities as long as no public
funds are used

» The board may pass a resolution in support




Information & advocacy

» District employees may engage in
advocacy activities outside of work
hours and without use of public
resources

» District should not share information
on any advocacy (political action)
committee on its websites or using
other district resources
