The required credits may be earned either through the state-approved standards or through alternate
academic diploma course requirements defined by the Department of Education.

A student who earns an alternate diploma shall continue to be eligible for special education services
under IDEA until the student receives a regular high school diploma or through the school year in
which the student turns twenty-two (22).

STUDENT LOAD

All full-time students in grades 9-12 shall be enrolled each semester in subjects that produce a
minimum of five units of credit for graduation per year. Students with hardships and gifted students
may appeal this requirement to the director of schools and then to the board.®

GRADUATING WITH HONORS

Students who attain at least 3.0 or higher grade point average on a 4.0 scale and who score at or above
all the subject area readiness benchmarks on the ACT or equivalent score on the SAT may graduate
with honors.
