The goal of our tax collection program is to collect the greatest amount of tax in the shortest
period of time. McCreary, Veselka, Bragg & Allen believes it has met this goal for the
La Vega Independent School District.

Tax Collections generally fall into two categories, current tax collections, the collection of the
current levy of taxes within the fiscal year in which they are assessed, and delinquent tax
collections, taxes that are unpaid and referred to a law firm for collection. It is our belief that an
effective delinquent tax collection program will not only result in the quick recovery of delinquent
taxes but will also enhance current collections. When the taxpaying public is aware that the
District aggressively, but fairly, pursues unpaid taxes, there is more incentive for a property owner
to timely pay their current taxes. The following are some of the significant points contained in our
report.

CURRENT TAX COLLECTIONS

Q The District’s Total Annual Tax Collections (current and delinquent taxes,
penalties, and interest) actually exceed the amount of taxes that have been levied.
(Chart, Page 2)

QO As of the date of this report, the District has collected 97.82% to 99.60% of
the taxes that were levied for each of the last four years. (Chart, Page 3)

DELINQUENT TAX COLLECTIONS

O We have collected 66.65% of the taxes referred to us in July 2022, 81.43% of
the taxes referred to us in July 2021, and 82.00% of the taxes referred in July 2012.
The balance of these taxes is being quickly and efficiently collected. (Charts, Pages
4-5)

Q In order to collect the District’s delinquent taxes during this report period we
have:

e Sent over 1,920 Delinquent Tax Notices

e TFiled 35 Delinquent Tax Suits

e Recovered 22 Judgments and

e Posted 16 properties for sale

This Chart above and the Table below list the actual amount of taxes levied for the
past four years and the amount and percentage of each year’s tax levy that have
been collected. The amounts included are original tax amounts only and do not
include penalties and interest that have also been collected.

It is a historical reality that a small percentage of each year’s tax levy will be
uncollectable due to a number of reasons such as insolvent business personal
property accounts, bankruptcies, tax deferrals, medical hardships, and the fact that
some property owners are judgment proof. Therefore, the cumulative percent
collected, while extremely high, will never be one hundred percent.

COLLECTION STATUS OF DELINQUENT TAXES

Each July 1, the District refers its unpaid delinquent taxes from the prior year to us for collection.
The following charts depict the success we have had in collecting the taxes referred to us. As of
July 31, 2023, we have collected:

» 66.65% of the 2021 taxes that were referred to us on July 1, 2022 (13 months)
> 81.43% of the 2020 taxes that were referred to us on July 1, 2021 (25 months)
> 82.00% of the 2019 taxes that were referred to us on July 1, 2020 (37 months)

While we are collecting a very high percentage of the delinquent taxes, there are still taxes
remaining unpaid. We are diligently continuing to conduct title, ownership, and address research
on the remaining tax accounts.

e We have worked diligently collecting these taxes. MVBA has
conducted a comprehensive delinquent tax collection program, which
provides for:

e Regular and systematic mailing of delinquent tax notices to
delinquent property owners.

e Thorough title examinations and ownership verification on selected
delinquent tax accounts.

e Pre-litigation notices to all property owners and lienholders on each
delinquent tract of real property; and

e The filing and prosecuting of delinquent tax suits to judgment and
the final sale of the property to satisfy the tax delinquency if payment
arrangements were not satisfactory made.

e We believe that these charts graphically depict the results of
MVBA’s aggressive delinquent tax collection program.

DEFINITIONS AND COMMENTS REGARDING CHARTS
3,4&5

Lawsuits/Judgments

MVBA files delinquent tax suits for the collection of delinquent taxes. Often
property owners enter into payment arrangements subsequent to the filing of suit.
Further prosecution of these delinquent tax suits is abated as long as the taxpayer
complies with the payout agreement. If the property owner makes no effort to
pay after suit is filed and citation is served, or if the taxpayer defaults on a payout
agreement, judgment is sought. If taxes remain unpaid, subsequent to judgment,
an order of sale is issued and the property is posted for sale.

Bankruptcy

When a property owner files bankruptcy collection activity is prohibited under the
United States Bankruptcy Code. MVBA monitors the progress of bankruptcy
cases and filed appropriate motions and objections with the Bankruptcy Court to
insure that the tax claims and the tax liens are accorded the highest possible
priority. The amount of the claims that will ultimately be paid, particularly in
Chapter 7 cases, cannot be estimated.

Insolvent Personal & Abandoned Real Property

Tax accounts on which delinquent notices mailed by MVBA have been returned
to us by the U. S. Postal Service as undeliverable or accounts for which the
Appraisal District or Tax Office has been unable to determine an address. MVBA
is engaged in an extensive address research program. When new addresses are

found, notices are promptly sent. However, without an accurate address personal

property delinquent taxes are, as a practical matter, uncollectable. Some of these
accounts represent mobile homes that are no longer in the County. In most
cases, the Appraisal District has no knowledge of the whereabouts of the owners
of these mobile homes. These accounts are uncollectable because collection
activity against the owners is effectively precluded. There are numerous business
personal accounts where the business is no longer operating. When a business
ceases operation, often the owner leaves the County and/or State. Even if the
owners of the business can be located, they are usually “judgment proof”. Many
of these businesses were corporations which are either defunct or have no assets.
The whereabouts of the owners of a few real property accounts are unknown.
These are unimproved lots or vacant acreage tracts making it extremely difficult to
locate the owners. In some cases, the record owners are deceased and their heirs
are unknown or cannot be located. The owners of these vacant and abandoned
properties will be served with citation by publication and the properties sold at tax
sales.

Pre-Litigation Payouts/Deferrals & Hardships

Property owners enter into written installment payment agreements pursuant to
§33.02 of the Property Tax Code prior to suit being filed. These payment
agreements are tailored to the individual taxpayet’s ability to pay based on their
particular financial problems. As a result of the payout agreements, a steady flow
of tax payments is received.

There are also, taxpayers who have claimed the over-65 deferral provided by the
Tax Code, which prevents the collection of the delinquent taxes assessed against
their homesteads. In addition, a few property owners have been designated as
hardship cases. Hardship cases are those in which the property owners have
documented severe medical conditions or acute financial problems that warrant
unusual consideration. Designation as a hardship merely delays collection but
does allow for the eventual collection of the taxes.

Research in Progress

This segment refers to those accounts, which do not have any known impediment
to the collection process or specific collection activity pending. MVBA has sent
several notices of delinquency on each account. We are continuing to place
additional accounts under litigation. However, we stress that there may be
circumstances which may preclude the collection of some of these taxes. These
may include bankruptcies, insolvent or closed businesses, hardship cases, and/or
incorrect addresses which are unknown. Nevertheless, MVBA will continue to use

all appropriate efforts to collect the delinquent taxes that are due.

Should the property owner fail to respond to the notice of judgment,
MVBA proceeds with a Sheriff’s Sale of the property. MVBA publishes a
Notice of Sale in the local newspaper and sends copies to the property
owner and all other defendants in the delinquent tax suit, as required by
law. In many instances, the property owner either pays the taxes prior to
sale or enters into satisfactory arrangements for the payment of the taxes,
in which case the property is withdrawn from the Sheriff’s Sale. Properties
offered for sale are either conveyed to purchasers, or if no acceptable bid is
made on the property, conveyed to the taxing units in lieu of payment of
taxes. MVBA assists the Sheriff in conducting the sale and prepares the
deeds to the purchasers, finalizes the sale papers and supervises the
distribution of the sale proceeds to the taxing authorities in order to satisfy
the tax delinquency.

Texas Education Code Section 44.002(a) states, “On or before a date set by the State Board of
Education, the Superintendent shall prepare, or cause to be prepared, a proposed budget covering all
estimated revenue and proposed expenditures of the district.”

House Bill 5 from the 83" legislative session added new TEC §29.0217 to require each school district to
provide accelerated instruction in the applicable subject area each time a student fails to perform
satisfactorily on an end-of-course (EOC) assessment instrument. HB 5 also amended TEC §29.081 to
require school districts to offer, without cost to a student, additional accelerated instruction in any subject
if the student failed to perform satisfactorily on an EOC assessment instrument that measures the
knowledge and skills in that course and is required for graduation. Districts are required to separately
budget and prioritize state compensatory education funding and any other funding necessary to
sufficiently support the cost of additional accelerated instruction for students who fail to perform
satisfactorily on an EOC assessment instrument. State compensatory education funds cannot be used for
any other purpose until the district has sufficiently funded additional accelerated instruction.

Fiscal Implication:

In order to meet the requirements of HB 5, specific Board approval of $2,471,024, which has been
included in the existing budget requests, needs to be segregated and identified by Board action. These
funds will be used to support the following student accelerated instructional practices and interventions:
summer school, student success initiative (SSI) accelerated instruction, end of course (EOC) review
sessions, and educational resources to support accelerated instruction.

WHEREAS, it has been determined that it is the best interest of the District to budget for possible
payments on said Bonds by setting a debt service amount that will support a debt rate which would insure
the availability of funds necessary to make scheduled payments.

Each school district in Texas is required under Chapter 28.004 (a-c) of the Texas Education Code
to establish and maintain a district-level School Health Advisory Council. The School Health
Advisory Council of the La Vega' Independent School District is specifically authorized by the
Board of Trustees in District policies BDF (Legal), EHAA (Legal), EHAB (Legal), EFAA

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS: The Texas Education Agency (TEA) will make available to eligible
school districts and open-enroliment charter schools an application form that must be completed
and submitted annually to the TEA for approval.
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Definition of Program Provisions

Eligible Students

A student in any grade level is eligible to participate in an OFSDP authorized under the TEC, §29.0822, if the

student is:

at risk of dropping out of school, as defined by the TEC, §29.081,

attending a campus implementing an approved innovative campus plan,

attending a TEA-designated ECHS as defined by the TEC. §29.908, P-TECH, or ICIA,

attending a community-based dropout recovery education program, as defined by the TEC, §29.081(e-1)

or (e-2), or

¢ not meeting attendance requirements under the TEC, §25.092, resulting in denied credit for one or more
classes in which the student has been enrolled.

AND

There must be an agreement in writing to the student’s participation:
e by the student, if the student is over 18 years of age; or
o by the student and the student’s parent or person standing in parental relation to the student, if the
student is less than 18 years of age and not emancipated by marriage or court order.

Assessment

The student must take the required state assessments specified under the TEC. §39.023, during the regularly
scheduled assessment calendar.

Participation in University Interscholastic League (UIL)

A student enrolled in an OF SDP underthe TEC, §29.0822, may participate in a competition or other activity
sanctioned or conducted under the authority of the University Interscholastic League (UIL) only if he or she
meets all UIL eligibility criteria.

Attendance Credit

A student attending an OFSDP under the TEC, §29.0822, may be counted in average daily attendance (ADA)
for purposes of funding under the TEC, Chapters 46, 48, and 49, only for the actual number of contact hours
the student receives, not to exceed 720 hours or 43,200 minutes per 12-month period. Students enrolled in
the traditional program for part of the year and the OFSDP program for part of the year may not earn
more than one ADA.

Board Approval

The board of trustees of a school district must include the OFSDP as an item on a regular agenda for a board
meeting. Board of trustees of a school district must discuss the progress of the program before approving the
program and applying to operate an OFSDP (see Appendix Two).
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Continuation or Revocation of Program Authorization

Applications are approved for a period of one (1) school year. Continuation of the approval for the OFSDP will
be contingent on the demonstrated success of the program. Determination of success will include a review
and analysis of data provided in the mandatory final progress report(s). The commissioner of education may
revoke authorization for participation in the OFSDP after consideration of relevant factors, including
performance of students participating in the program on assessment instruments required under the TEC,
Chapter 39; the percentage of students participating in the program who graduate from high school; and other
criteria agreed to in the application and adopted by the commissioner of education. A decision to revoke
approval of the program by the commissioner of education is final and may not be appealed.

Reporting Requirements

Following approval of the application, the applicant may be required to submit progress reports based on criteria
selected by the applicant and agreed to by the commissioner. When requested, reports will require applicants to
disclose the overall progress of the students in the program, the number of students enrofied in the program
(disaggregated by ethnicity, age, gender, and socioeconomic status), the number of students graduating from high
school (disaggregated by ethnicity, age, gender, and socioeconomic status), and additional criteria selected by
the applicant and agreed to by the commissioner. The TEA will provide notice to applicants and additional
instructions for completion of reports at least 45 days before the date a report is due, or as soon as possible, in
order to give school districts and charter schools adequate time to prepare and submit the reports to the TEA.
The TEA may request additional reports as necessary to monitor and assess progress of students participating
in the program.
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Provisions of Agreement

Article | — Parties to Agreement

This agreement is entered into by and between the Texas Education Agency, an agency of the State of Texas,
hereinafter referred to as the “TEA,”and

Article Il — Period of Agreement

The period of the agreement, as detailed by participating campus in Appendix 5, is for a maximum of one (1) school
year plus an additional thirty (30) school days if the district is applying for credit recovery. Note that the agreement
term is subject to annual renewal.

Article Ill - Purpose of Agreement

The district must perform all the functions and duties set out in the agreement, the authorizing program statute, and
applicable regulations.

Article IV — Reporting Requirements

The district may be required to submit progress reports based on criteria selected by the applicant and agreed to by
the commissioner. The TEA may request additional reports as necessary to monitor and assess progress of
students participating in the program.

Success Academy (SA) is a program offered by La Vega Independent School District through La Vega High School.
The program offers students who are behind in credits, overage, or otherwise at-risk to earn credits toward
graduation through a non-traditional school setting.

The Goals and Objectives of the Success Academy of La Vega High School are:

i. Provide a supportive, flexible learning environment for students at risk of dropping out or have

previously dropped out, that meets individual academic needs in a non-traditional school setting.

il. Recover high school credits and attain necessary credits for high school graduation with full-time
supervised highly qualified educator support.

iii. Develop social and employability skills to prepare for entrance in the workforce or college/training
school.

iv. Provide specific, targeted programs of remediation for success on the state assessment end-of-
course exams.

v. Provide career investigation, access to resources and services and career counseling.

vi. Assist with transition services to college, training, apprentices, and/or institutions of higher
education, or the workforce.

2. Proposedschedule offered to student participating in the OFSDP, including days of the week and times.

Success Academy offers several schedules to meet student needs. The doors open and breakfast and instruction
begins as early as 7:15 AM Monday through Friday and ends at 5:30 PM Monday through Friday. Students will be
scheduled to attend a minimum of 45 minutes for a total of four (4) instructional hours per school day. A student
could be scheduled for up to 6 hours depending on the following:

a. Ifstudents need STAAR preparation, an additional hour will be added to the daily schedule
b. If a student is not meeting credit expectations (.5 credit every eight (8) school days) an additional hour
will be added.

Students enrolled in the Optional Flexible School Day Program (OFSDP) will have a schedule that meets his or
her needs. This specific schedule for each OFSDP student is detailed in the LV Success Academy contract. OFSDP
students will have a weekly total of in-person instruction with LVHS staff that that totals 20 hours per week.
Students that do not follow the detailed schedule will be counseled and eventual could be removed from the
program and returned to a regular daily four hour schedule. Students may request the OFSDP at any time,
however, it will begin or end on the start of a new grading period.

Texas Tech University, and Texas State Technical College) and MQUs.

The OFSDP is located at the facility that also houses the Student Support Specialists and the Special
Education Department. Professionals that support students in need of pregnancy related services are
notified and provide services and counseling support. Certified personnel from the La Vega High School (i.e.,
guidance counselors, instructional specialists, interventionists, and elective teachers) provide support and
accelerated instruction when needed and requested.

7. Required recording of instructional minutes daily by teacher of record.

Teachers track, record, and verify the actual number of minutes of instruction each day. Actual
attendance begins when the student arrives in the classroom and begins work on coursework.
Teachers note individual instructional time (hour: minute) on a daily contact register. When students
depart for the day or transition to another classroom, the end time is noted by the classroom teacher on
the teacher’s daily contact register. (Hour: minute). The form is based on the TEA recommended
attendance form.

Daily attendance sheets for every classroom teacher are collected and converted from hour: minute
format to instructional minutes per student per teacher. The Success Academy Lead Teacher and the
PEIMS Clerk generate a weekly student detail instructional minute report. Students with less than 45
minutes on any day are left blank on the official Daily Contact Register.

At the end of day, teachers will certify the number of minutes each student was in attendance. The
teacher will sign the log sheet at the conclusion of the week. Each teacher signs and dates the
completed instructional minutes log for their classroom.

i. Each 3-week reporting period, the PEIMS Clerk and Lead Teacher along with the High School
PEIMS clerk review for reasonableness, counseling needs, parent conferences needed, etc. The
minutes are compared to IEP, ARD or LEP plans to ensure they align.

ii. Detailed student daily minute reports are stored electronically and shared with District PEIMS
coordinator. The District PEIMS Coordinator, Chief Academic Officer for Acceleration, High
School Principal, and Lead Teacher for Success Academy review individual student progress and
attendance from multiple perspectives.

The High Schoo!l and Success Academy Credit Recovery Program tries to minimize the possibility of
students generating more than one ADA but transferring students from a traditional program to the
OFSDP at the beginning of a 6-week period. Parent — student conferences, ARD meetings, LPAC, 504 and
Student Intervention Team meetings are conducted to review program eligibility, instructional needs,
and program requirements. Attendance is reviewed and verification that students do not receive more
than 10,800 minutes per course.

Students transferring to the Success Academy from the La Vega High School as well as outside the
district are placed on an alternative track in the Student information System to further identify the
program and time of attendance.

Students are assigned coursework
necessary to prepare for EOC testing and/or course completion for graduation in August. Each OFSDP
student participating in Summer Credit Recovery course will have the sum of earned ADA and traditional
AA earned calculated.
