The Mayor and City Council of the City of Beatrice, Nebraska met in regular session in the in the BPS 
Administration Building Board Room, 320 North 5th Street, Beatrice, Nebraska on the 21st day of April, 
2025, beginning at 6:00 p.m.

James Burroughs, City Engineer, has previously 
worked with Van Kirk as well and had no concerns with JEO's recommendation. Work is anticipated to 
begin in June, with substantial completion by the end of October, and finalized in November.

Tobias J. Tempelmeyer, City Administrator/General Manager, reported to the Council the bids for the 
infrastructure of Corral Crossing and Heritage Heights were approved earlier this evening, and these bonds 
will be used to fund the project. The City will pledge its Highway Allocation funds to cover the bond 
payments. Tempelmeyer noted the project is for the installation of storm sewer, sanitary sewer, street 
paving, and grading for Corral Crossing Addition and Heritage Heights Addition. 

Jay Spearman, Northland Securities, stated the bonds should be ready within couple weeks and 
anticipates that closing will occur by mid-June. Spearman noted the term is for ten (10) year financing 
and the current interest rate is 4.4%. Councilmember Fairbanks inquired if the total bond issuance might 
be less with the bids received being under the estimate and if the City can pay off the bonds earlier using 
the funds from selling the individual lots to make a payment. Tempelmeyer noted the bond issuance is 
not to exceed $2.6 million. Tempelmeyer further noted the City will hold the revenue from selling the lots 
in a separate account,-whicl1,will ·be·. cisedto-make,bond payments. Spearman noted the .bonds are callable 
after five (5) years. Mayor Morgan noted the bidding climate was good and the bid awarded was below 
the engineer's estimate. Mayor Morgan stated he is glad to be moving forward on this project.

Tobias J. Tempelmeyer, City Administrator/General Manager, reported to the Council the Leadership 
Beatrice class has partnered with the Beatrice Community Hospital Foundation (Foundation), to develop 
a Cancer Memorial Garden between 2nd Street and 3rd Street, from Ella Street to Grant Street, consisting 
of approximately nine (9) acres. Tempelmeyer noted the garden will not be constructed within twenty­
five feet (25') of the unpaved path, known as 3rd Street. The City is responsible for mowing the grass and 
the Foundation is responsible for the maintenance and improvements to the Garden. 

Jacob Meybrunn, Leadership Beatrice representative, noted the class has met with contractors and are in 
the process of fundraising. Councilmember McLain inquired how much has been raised and Meybrunn 
was unsure of the total pledged to date. Maybrunn noted the hope is to have the project become self­
sufficient. iviaybrunn stated the inspiration came from the cancer memorial garden in Humboidt, 
Nebraska.

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DISCUSSIONS/REPORTS 

2024 Beatrice Fire Department Annual Report 

Brian Daake, Fire Chief, presented the 2024 Beatrice Fire Department (BFD} Annual Report to the Council. 
The total calls for service in 2024 was 2,970, which has been the trend for the last several years. Chief 
Daake reviewed the incidents by type, day of the week, and number of calls by time of day. Chief Daake 
noted the average number of calls per twenty-fou r (24) hour shift ranges between seven (7) and nine (9) 
calls. During the 2,970 calls in 2024, there was a total of 1,446 overlapping calls, meaning there were two 
(2) calls or more at the same time. In 2024, there was one (1) cluster of ten (10} calls and in 2023, there 
was one (1) cluster of twelve (12} calls. Chief Daake reviewed the average time spent on various incidents, 
as well as the total staff hours, responding, and units responding to calls. Chief Daake noted BFD is 
Wymore's primary provider from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and stated the total number of responses for 
Wymore in 2024 was 175. Chief Daake reported to the Council BFD transported patients to twenty-eight 
{28} different locations in 2024, with 1,418 transfers deriving from the Beatrice Community Hospital and 
Health Center (BCHHC}. Chief Daake noted BFD has an agreement with Gage County to provide two-thirds 
(2/3} of the County, consisting of sixteen (16) communities. 

Councilmember Barnard inquired if BFD has an agreement in place for responding to Wymore's calls. 
Tempelmeyer explained there is an agreement for a variety of mechanisms, for example, if BFD transfers 
their patient, if a BFD employee rides in one (1) of Wymore's units to assist with a patient, or if BFD is 
called off while en route to the call. 

Councilmember Fairbanks inquired how transport calls are recorded. Chief Daake explained when BFD is 
transporting, they will call BCHHC. If it is determined the patient needs to be taken to Lincoln, that is 
recorded as one (1) call. If BFD drops a patient off at BCHHC and is later called to transport the same 
patient to another facility, that is recorded as two (2) calls. 

Chief Daake explained fifty-eight percent (5%} of BFD's calls are Advanced Life Support (ALS}; thirty-four 
percent {34%} are Basic Life Support (BLS}; and eight percent (8%} are other calls, such as no patient found, 
non-transport, etc. Chief Daake noted BFD spent numerous hours on training and public education 
outreach, giving employees the· chance to build relationships with community members. 

Councilmember Ruh noted he has been told BFD offers superb training to its employees and inquired if 
there have been issues retaining employees. Chief Daake noted while some employees have left, the 
Department has been fully staffed for a while now. 

Chief Daake thanked the community members and Council for their ongoing support. Mayor Morgan 
noted while he was onsite during the Dempster fire, he witnessed how dedicated the Department is, 
further noting several of the new hires are moving here and making Beatrice their home, which has not 
always been the case in the past. 

2024 Beatrice Police Department Annual Report 

Jay Murphy, Chief of Police, presented the 2024 Beatrice Police Department (BPD) Annual Report to the 
Council. Chief Murphy noted over the past three (3) years, the total calls for service for the Beatrice Police 
Department have remained consistent, coming in at 11,577 in 2024. Chief Murphy state the calls for 
service for Other Agencies totaled 19,645 in 2024, which was a decrease from 2023 of approximately 
4,600 calls due to Southeast 911 Communications (SE911) no longer dispatching for Richardson County. 
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Some of the other agencies SE911 dispatches include Crete Police Department, Crete Fire & Rescue, Gage 
County Sheriff's Office, and Gage County Rural Fire. Out of the 11,577 total calls BPD responded to in 
2024 resulted in a total of 640 arrests, which is approximately a t en percent (10%) increase from 2023. 

Chief Murphy reviewed the logistics of BPD. SE911 consists of one (1) director, nine (9) full-time 
employees, and one (1) part-time employee, who dispatch for twenty-five (25) agencies. BPD consists of 
twenty-four (24) certified officers, two (2) full-time civilians, and one (1) part-time civilian. Chief Murphy 
noted five (5) new officers were hired in 2024 bringing BPD to fully staffed. In 2024, Officer Erin Byrne 
was promoted to Investigations Sergeant and one (1) officer was assigned to Investigations to fill the 
vacancy left when Chief Murphy was appointed as Police Director in November 2023. Two (2) officers 
were assigned to Community Relations Officers who oversee the organization of community events. Two 
(2) new officers were assigned as School Resource Officer (SRO) in both the Beatrice High School and 
Beatrice Middle School. Chief Murphy noted once a week, an officer is present in the Beatrice Elementary 
School to get the students used to officer presence at school. Changes were made to BPD's field training 
program with the assignment of a new FTO supervisor, and an internal drug task force was assembled. 
One (1) vehicle was added to the fleet and all patrol vehicles were wrapped with a new design. License 
plate readers were replaced in two (2) vehicles. BPD also sponsored and coached a YRI baseball team, 
started the "Coffee with a Cop" program, and are currently working with sec to start up an Internship 
Program again. 

Councilmember McLain noted the hiring of five (5) new officers speaks volumes of the changes within the 
Department. Councilmember Eskra inquired where Beatrice ranks in call responses in comparison to other 
cities and states. Chief Murphy noted he is not sure, however, approximately ten (10) years ago Beatrice's 
calls for service were higher than Lincoln per capita, however, he does not believe that is the case now. 
Councilmember Fairbanks noted he appreciates how officers handle calls with a calmer approach. 

Councilmember Ruh inquired if license plat readers can detect the back plate and Chief Murphy noted 
some have the capability to read both front and back license plates, however, not all of them do. 

Councilmember Hydo stated there was a high number of child abuse/neglect cases, however, very few 
arrests and inquired if officers are instead providing much needed intervention to correct the issue. Chief 
Murphy noted arrests are rare in these cases and officers instead try to provide resources for the families. 
Councilmember Hydo inquired if there are any-concerns with future funding loss for the Victim Assistance 
Coordinator (VOC). Chief Murphy noted the voe position has always been grant funded, explaining the 
importance of the program and indicating BPD will work as hard as possible to continue to keep the 
program. 

Councilmember Doyle inquired about the process of animal complaints and how it is determined whether 
an officer will respond, or the Animal Control Officer (ACO) is dispatched to the call. Chief Murphy 
explained the ACO is not typically called out unless the animal needs to be transported, such as a dog at 
large call. Councilmember Doyle inquired about the drone update. Chief Murphy noted the current BPD 
drone does not have night-time capabilities; therefore, the Department would like to upgrade to one (1) 
that does have those capabilities. Chief Murphy further noted a new drone will cost approximately 
$25,000 and BPD is trying to determine if this will be a budgeted item or if BPD will seek donations for the 
purchase.

Burroughs stated the City received a $2 million grant, which would be lost if we do not 
proceed with the project this year. Burroughs explained it is possible if the City held off on the project until 
next year, the total cost will increase and the City would not have the $2 million grant to assist with the project. 
Burroughs noted City Administration has looked at possibly increasing sewer rates to assist with the unexpected 
cost increase. Burroughs further noted Building Crafts, Inc., has done work for the City in the past and has been 
good to work with.

On April 10, 2025, City of Beatrice received one bid for the WPC Grit Improvements Project. The bid 
was $4,559,000.00, which is considerably higher than the engineer's opinion of probable cost. 
Although only one bid was received, the project was adequately advertised. Bidding notices were 
posted to The Beatrice Daily Sun, QuestCDN, and Olsson's website . QuestCDN also notifies 
contractors in its network. After the bid was received, Olsson reached out to plan holders and other 
contractors which did not submit a bid. Olsson does not anticipate a better bid result if it were rebid. 

The contractor has identified a few cost-saving measures that could be implemented. We 
recommend the City issue the change order attached to deduct the portion of the bid amount that is 
attributable to potential tariffs. 

Building Crafts Inc. from Red Oak, Iowa is the apparent low bidder for the project. Olsson and City of 
Beatrice have worked with Building Crafts Inc. on past projects with satisfactory results. The 
attributes portion of their bids appear satisfactory. 

Olsson recommends awarding the bid to Building Crafts Inc. in the amount of $4,559,000.00 for the 
WPC Grit Improvements Project.

Building Crafts is willing to offer the $145,000 we have allocated for tariffs. This is pending the City of 
Beatrice will provide change orders if we encounter tariffs increases that may arise on metal , equipment, 
and general materials. This is based off of expediting critical material submittals that this may 
affect. Building Crafts will purchase and have delivered as much as possible to reduce these r isks as 
well since suppliers have indicated t hat price is at the time of delivery. 

The second option we discussed was the limited t ime frame of installing the ERW line and performing it 
in multiple phases. After reviewing this further, that is the way we bid this instal lation of the ERW line 
was to install this in segments of 5-day periods and tie the new line back into the existing at the end of 
the 5 days. In order to make t his work we are proposing installing a plug valve at the t ie in location of 
the Effluent Control Structure so mult iple clarifier bypasses would not be necessary. This would also 
allow the plant to uti lize this line until they are able to let us shut this down again for another 5-day 
window. 

The third option discussed was the bypass option phase 2 item "b. From Crossover Structure A upstream 
of Plant Lift Station to Proposed Grit Handling Facility Inlet Channel." We are proposing that we expose 
the tee called out on sheet C-108 t ie into the line at that location bringing it up and running temporary 
piping to t he new proposed Grit Handling -Facility. We can offer a savings of $6500 and t his will also 
take out the risk of the temporary pumping. The plant pumps will be able to be utilized and will mitigate 
risk of temporary pumps going down. This would take a short shut down to make this connection. 

We will continue to look for more cost saving areas for the City of Beatrice and can be addressed as the 
project progresses. 

We look forward to working with the City of Beatrice and Olsson this project. We are ready to get this 
project kicked off and underway. I have already been receiving submittals on materials already.

THIS AGREEMENT dated the __ day of----~ 2025, is entered into by and 
between The Paddock, LLC, a Nebraska limited liability company ("Borrower") and the City of 
Beatrice, Nebraska, a Municipal corporation ("Lender"). 

WHEREAS, Borrower has applied to Lender for a LB840 Economic Development Loan in 
the amount of One Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,500,000.00) for direct financial 
assistance for the redevelopment of the Paddock Kensington building located 105 North 6th 

Street, Beatrice, Nebraska ("Property"), legally described in Exhibit "A" of this Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, the Borrower is a qualifying business and the Paddock Kensington 
Redevelopment Project is an eligible activity as defined in the City of Beatrice, Nebraska 
Economic Development Program effective April 1, 2025 to March 31, 2029; and 

WHEREAS, on April 15, 2025, the Citizen's Advisory Review Committee ("CARC") 
recommended the Beatrice City Council to approve the Borrower's LB840 funding request; and 

WHEREAS, Lender is satisfied that this loan furthers the purposes and satisfies the 
requirements specified in the City of Beatrice Economic Development Program effective April 1, 
2025 to March 31, 2029. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained 
herein, the parties agree as follows: 

PART I: THE LOAN 

1.01 The Loan, Rate, and Disbursement 

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Lender agrees to lend to Borrower, and 
Borrower agrees to borrow from the Lender the amount up to One Million Five Hundred 
Thousand Dollars ($1,500,000.00) at an interest rate of zero (0.00%) per annum. Said loan sha ll 
be disbursed over the term of this Agreement according to the Disbursement Schedule set forth 
in Exhibit "B" of this Agreement.

Increment Financing ("TIF") Redevelopment Agreement between Borrower and the Community 
Redevelopment Authority, dated August 9, 2024 (all of which are incorporated herein and 
hereinafter defined as the "Paddock Kensington Redevelopment Project"). Borrower agrees that 
it wi !I use the loan funds received pursuant to this agreement only for such purposes. 

1.04 Security Position. 

Borrower shall execute a Promissory Note, Deed of Trust, and Personal Guarantee naming Lender 
as Beneficiary. The Promissory Note executed by the Borrower shall secure the tota l amount 
loaned pursuant to t his agreement.

No authorization, consent or approval, or any formal exemption of any Governmental body, 
regulatory authorities (federal, state, or local) or mortgagee, creditor or third party, is or was 
necessary for the valid execution and delivery by Borrower of this Agreement. 

2.06 Not in Default. 

Borrower is not in default of any obligation, covenant, or condition contained in any bond, 
debenture, note, or other evidence of indebtedness or any mortgage or collateral instrument 
securing the same. 

2.07 Taxes Are Paid. 

Borrower has filed all tax returns which are required and has paid or made provision for the 
payment of all taxes which have or may become due pursuant to said returns or pursuant to any 
assessments levied against Borrower or its personal or real property by any taxing agency, 
federal, state or local. No tax liability has been asserted by the Internal Revenue Service or other 
taxing agency, federal, state, or local for taxes materially in excess of those already provided for 
and Borrower knows of no basis for any such deficiency assessment. 

2.08 Qualifying Business; Principal Source of Income. 

Borrower derives its principal source of income from the construction or rehabilitation of 
housing. 
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2.09 No Adverse Change.

Borrower further agrees to provide written notice to Lender of any public hearing or meeting 
before any administrative or other public agency which may, in any manner, affect the chattel, 
persona! property or real estate securing the loan. 

4.07 Right to Inspection. 

Borrower agrees to grant to Lender until the Note has been fully repaid with interest the right at 
all reasonable hours to inspect the Collateral used to secure the Loan; and Borrower further 
agrees to provide Lender free access to Borrower's premises for the purpose of such inspection 
to determine the condition of the personal property and real estate.

Note. 

4.10 Notice of Default. 

Borrower agrees to give written notice to Lender of any event, within fifteen {15) calendar days 
of the event, which constitutes an Event of Default under this Loan Agreement as described in 
Article VII or that would, with notice or lapse of time or both, constitute an Event of Default under 
this Loan Agreement. 

4.11 Indemnification. 

Borrower agrees to indemnify and save Lender or its Assigns harmless against any and all liability 
with respect to, or resulting from, any delay in discharging any obligation of Borrower to this 
Agreement or the transactions contemplated hereby. 

4.12 Expenses of Collection or Enforcement. 

Borrower agrees, if at any time Borrower defaults on any provision of this Loan Agreement, to 
pay to Lender in addition to any other amounts that may be due from Borrower, an amount equa! 
to the costs and expenses of collection, enforcement or correction or waiver of the default 
incurred by Lender or its successors and assigns in such collection, enforcement, correction or 
waiver of default. 

4.13 Omitted on Purpose. 

4.14 Compliance With Law. 

Evidence satisfactory to Lender will be furnished certifying that all improvements and their use 
comply fully with all applicable zoning and building laws, ordinances and regulations, and all other 
applicable federal, state and munkipal law requirements. The loan will be in all respects legal 
and will not violate any applicable law or other requirements of any governmental authority. 

4.15 Environmental Protection Laws. 

Receipt of evidence satisfactory to Lender of compliance with all applicable environmental 
protection and land use and development laws, ordinances and regulations of all federal, state 
and local governmental authorities and agencies having jurisdiction. 

PART V : NEGATIVE COVENANTS OF BORROWER.

Should any material change in the 
ownership, structure, control, or operation of Borrower occur, Lender reserves the right to 
renegotiate this Agreement pursuant to Section 7.02, or declare the entire unpaid principal of 
the Note and t he accrued interest immediately due and payable upon written demand of Lender 
or the Department or their assigns. 

PART VI: EVENTS OF DEFAULT. 

The entire unpaid principal of the Note and the accrued interest will become and be immediately 
due and payable upon the written demand of Lender, except where noted, without any other 
notice or demand of any kind of any presentment or protest, if any one of the following events 
(an "Event of Default" ) occurs and continues at the time of such demand, whether voluntarily or 
involuntarily, or without limitation, occurring or brought about by operation of law or pursuant 
to or in compliance with any judgment, decree or order of any court or any order, rules or 
regulation of any administrative·or governmental body, provided, however, that such sum will 
not be then payable if Borrower's payments have been waived, or the time for making Borrower's 
payments has been extended by Lender. 

Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, Lender may (a) withhold any and all future 
disbursements and (b) declare the Note to be immediately due and payable without 
presentment, demand, notice or dishonor of any kind, all of which are expressly waived by 
Borrower.

If default is made in the payment when due of any installment of principal or of interest on any 
of Borrower's other indebtedness and if such default remains unremedied for thirty (30) calendar 
days after written notice thereof. 

6.03 Incorrect Representation or Warranty. 

Any representation or warranty contained in, or made in connection with the execution and 
delivery of, this Loan Agreement, or Loan Application or in any provided information proves to 
be incorrect. 

6.04 Default in Covenants. 

Borrower will default in the performance of any other term, covenant or agreement contained 
in this Loan Agreement, and such default continues unremedied for thirty (30) calendar days after 
either: i) it becomes known to a member of Borrower; or ii) written notice has been given to 
Borrower by Lender. 

6.05 Voluntary Insolvency. 

If Borrower becomes insolvent or ceases to pay its debts as they mature or voluntarily files a

No failure or delay on the part of Lender in exercising any right, power, or remedy hereunder w ill 
operate as a waiver thereof, nor will any single or partial exercise of any such right, power, or 
remedy preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power 
or remedy hereunder. No modification or waiver of any provision of this Loan Agreement or of 
the Note, nor any consent to same will be effective unless it is in writing and then such waiver or 
consent will be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific purpose for which given. 
No notice to or demand on Borrower in any case will entitle Borrower to any other or further 
notice or demand in similar or other circumstances. 

7 .03 Amendments. 

Borrower and Lender or its Assigns reserves all rights to amend any provisions of this Agreement, 
to consent to or waive any departure from the provisions of this Loan Agreement, to amend or 
consent to or waive departure from the provisions of the Note and to release or otherwise deal 
with any collateral security for payment of the Note provided, all such amendments must be in 
writing and executed by Lender or its Assigns, and Borrower. 

7.04 Notices. 

All notices,· consents, requests, demands and other communication will be in writing and w ill be 
• deemed to ·have been duly given to a party if mailed to the Lender at 400 Ella Street, Beatrice, 
Nebraska 68310, and to Borrower at 5631 South 48th Street, Ste. #200, Lincoln, NE 68516. 

7 .05 Survival of Representations and Warranties. 

All agreements, representations, and warranties made by Borrowers or any other documents or 
certificate delivered to the Lender in connection with the transactions contemplated by this Loan 
Agreement will survive the delivery of this Agreement, the Note and the Security Agreement, and 
w ill continue in full force and effect so long as the Note is outstanding. 

7 .06 Successors and Assigns. 

This Loan Agreement will be binding upon Borrower, its Successors, and Assigns. Borrower may 
not assign or transfer its rights without prior written consent of Lender. 
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7 .07 Counterparts. 

This Loan Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which will be 
deemed an original, but all of which together will constitute one and the sa me instrument. 

7.08 Governing Law. 

This Loan Agreement, the Note, Personal Guarantee, and Deed ofTrust, will be deemed contracts 
made under the laws of the State of Nebraska and for all purposes will be construed in 
accordance with the laws of this State. 

7 .09 Article and Section Headings. 

Article and Section headings used in the Agreement are for convenience only and will not affect 
the construction of this Agreement. 

7.10 Effective Agreement. 

This agreement, together with the Note, Deed of Trust, application or agreement incorporated 
herein by reference, comprises the complete and integrated agreement of the parties with 
regard to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements, written or oral, with 
regard to the subject matter hereof.

On or about January 9, 2025, the City conveyed the North half of the Stoddard Elementary School Site 
to Hoppe & Son, LLC ("Hoppe"). On or about April 9, 2025, Hoppe reconveyed Lots 23 and 24 back to the City 
for the development of a playground/park under the RCRP Grant program. Since then, Hoppe has requested an 
access easement and a Right of First Refusal ("ROFR") for these two (2) lots. Hoppe is relying on tax credits for 
the development of the Stoddard Elementary School sight, and their tax credit investors require both the 
easement and the ROFR because part of Hoppe's tax credit award is based on the existence of the 
playground/park. The RCRP Grant program requires that the City place covenants on these lots providing that 
the lots be used as a park for a period of 15 years. As such, the ROFR's term wi ll also be 15 years. The purchase 
price under the ROFR is $100.

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RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL 

THIS AGREEMENT is made effective as of _______ , 2025, by and between 
Hoppe & Son, LLC, a Nebraska limited company, its successors and assigns ("Hoppe"), and 
City of Beatrice, Nebraska, a Nebraska municipal corporation (the "City"). 

WI T N E S S E T H: 

WHEREAS, Hoppe conveyed to the City the following real estate described below as: 

All of Lots Twenty-Three (23) and Twenty-Four (24), South Beatrice, an 
Addition to the City of Beatrice, Gage County, Nebraska. 

(the "Property") 

WHEREAS, the Property was conveyed to the City for the express purpose of being 
used for a public park. Both the City and Hoppe are operating under restrictions and awards 
requiring the Property be used for such public park purposes. As part of Hoppe's tax credit 
award from the Nebraska Investment Finance Authority ("NIFA"), Hoppe is required to make 
sure that t he Property remains in use as a public park for a period of 15 years more fully set­
forth below. Accordingly, if the City were to ever convey the Property to a third party who 
intends to use the Property for some purpose other than a public park, it would create 
violations of NIFA's restrictions and could result in the recapture of awarded tax credits. 

WHEREAS, if the City ever desires to dispose of the Property and discontinue the 
Property's use as a park, the City desires to give Hoppe with the right to repurchase the 
Property under the below terms. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for·good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency 
of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

1. For a period of fifteen (15) years commencing on January 1, 2026, and ending 
December 31, 2040 (the "Restricted Period"), should the City ever desire to dispose of 
the Property and discontinue its use as a public park, Hoppe shall have the right of 
first refusal to purchase the Property for a purchase price (the "Buyout Price") of 
$100.00. 

2. At any time during the Restricted Period the City intends to convey away the 
Property, it shall first provide written notice of its intent and provide Hoppe with a 
thirty (30) day period ("Notice Period") to exercise its rights under this Agreement. 
Hoppe may therefore exercise its right of first refusal by (i) indicating to the City in 
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writing of Hoppe's intent to purchase the Property and (ii) agreeing to pay the Buyout 
Price and close the purchase no less than sixty (60) days and no more than ninety (90) 
days from the date of Hoppe's receipt of the notice from the City. 

3. The entire Buyout Price shall be paid to the City at the closing in cash or immediately 
available funds, unless otherwise mutually agreed. All closing costs will be paid by 
the Hoppe. 

4. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, 
and their heirs, executors, personal representatives, successors, and assigns. No party 
to this Agreement may assign the rights under this Agreement without t he consent of 
each other party hereto. Any amendment(s) to this Agreement shall be effective only 
if set forth in writing and signed by each party hereto. 

5. Each provision of this Agreement shall be considered severable, and if for any reason 
any provision that is not essential to the effectuation of the basic purposes of the 
Agreement is determined to be invalid and contrary to any existing or future law, such 
invalidity shall not impair the operation of or affect those provisions of this Agreement 
that are valid. 

6. No party hereto shall be deemed to h ave waived any rights hereunder unless such 
waiver shall be in writing and signed by such party. The waiver by any party of any 
breach of this Agreement shall not operate or be construed to be a waiver of any 
subsequent breach. 

7. Except as expressly provided herein, terms used in this Agreement with initial capital 
letters shall have the meanings set forth in the Partnership Agreement. 

8. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the 
State of Nebraska. 

9. All headings and captions in this Agreement are for convenience ofreference only and 
are not intended to qualify the meaning of any provision. 

10. This Agreement and any amendments hereto may be executed in several 
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed to be an original copy, and all of which 
together shall constitute one agreement binding on all parties, hereto, 
notwithstanding that all the parties shall not have signed the same counterpart. This 
Agreement may be executed as facsimile originals and each copy of this Agreement 
bearing the facsimile transmitted signature of any party's authorized representative 
shall be deemed to be an original.

On October 13, 2021, Alfred Benesch & Company (Benesch) entered into the original AIP-021 contract agreement with the 
Beatrice Airport Authority (now City of Beatrice, NE) to provide technical and professional services for the Reconstrnct 
Taxiway 'C' & Apron project. The original agreement scope of work included PRELIMINARY and SPECIAL 
(GEOTECHNICAL INVESTIGATION) phase services. 

Following the preliminary design phase of the project, Alfred Benesch & Company (Benesch) entered into Amendment No. 
01 with the Beatrice Airport Authority (now City of Beatrice, NE) on March 9, 2022, to add DESIGN, BIDDING, 
CONSTRUCTION, CLOSEOUT, and SPECIAL (MATERIAL TESTING) services.

• The LED lighting upgrades in public buildings are in progress. The contractor has finished the City Auditorium 
and Beatrice Senior Center. Next w ill be the Service Center and Beatrice Police Department. 

• Staff replaced the 2x2 tile matting at Exmark Park. The park was back open to the public as of May 7th . 

• The Sertoma Astra Splash pad was turned on May 7th for the summer season. 
• Work w ill start next week preparing the Big Blue Water Park for the 2025 summer season, which begins 

Saturday, May 24th. 

STORM SEWER/DRAINAGE 

1. MS4: JEO was hired to update the City of Beatrice MCM#5 - Post Construction Stormwater section of the 
Stormwater Management Plan. A kick-off meeting was held May 1, 2025. 

2. Zoel lner Ford (Hwy 77 Drainage Ditch): Performed a topographical survey of the area. Contacted the NDOT 
District Engineer to get their recommendation on a fix for the problem. Gathered cost data on the erosion 
control measures suggested by NDOT. A list of recommended improvements with a total construction cost 
was created and presented to Mr. Zoellner. All parties agreed to share in the cost of the project. The project 
was also submitted to the local NRD for possible grant funds that would lessen the burden on both parties. 
The NRD has agreed to provide a grant totaling $20,000 for the recommended improvements. NDOT has 
reviewed and approved the plans for the improvements as well and has agreed to be a part of the cost 
sharing. Plans have been provided by Zoel lner to contactors in order to obtain quotes for the work. Two (2) 
quotes were received and will be reviewed by all parties to determine an award. Lettman Excavating was 
awarded the project. Utilities in the area have been notified of the project and plans sent for them to 
review. Unite Private Network has relocated their fiber during the month of October. Lottman Excavating 
moved onto the site on April 28, 2025. The project was completed on May 7, 2025. 
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STREETS 

Blading Gravel Streets/ Alleys: 
We worked on blading some of the higher volume gravels as we could. We worked a total of four (4) days 
blading. 

Sweeping: 

We swept a total of seventeen (17) days this month. 

Tree Trimming: 

We continued trimming low hanging branches and those affecting sign visibility around town. We also removed 
two (2) dead trees from the City right-of-way. 

Patching: 

We patched potholes for a total of two (2) days using a total of 1,200 pounds of patching material. 

Crack sealing: 
We worked a total of three (3) days sealing streets to be armor coated this summer. We also crack sealed the 
runways at the Airport. 

Culverts: 

We installed a private culvert on a driveway on Center Street. 

Concrete: 
We replaced three (3) storm inlets near the hospital that had been broken. We also started our concrete 
patching season. We worked ten (10) days on replacement. 

Mowing: 
We mowed Highway 77 for four (4) days. 

Clean City: 
We completed Clean City 2025, which was one (1) of our largest events in some time. We were also able to do 
so without any accidents or employee injuries. 

UTILITIES 

UTILITY DELINQUENT NOTICES and DISCONNECTIONS: 

There were 1,098 disconnect notices mailed out in April. There was a total of eighty-three (83) disconnections 
for non-payment on May 5th. 

Overhead Distribution: 

A project on Center Street, from West Court to Belvedere Street, to rebuild a tie line between t wo (2) substations 
has begun. The last section of poles and conductors have been set and energized. We are currently working on 

removing the remaining old poles and equipment. All the old poles and equipment have been removed. This 
project is complete. 
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A project was started to extend primary services to a new housing development at 26th and Scott Streets. The 
overhead portion of this project was built out on the west side of the development. We extended the primary 
line and installed equipment to transfer to an underground extension. Temporary services were hooked up for 

the contractors to use while construction is going on. We will continue with this project as construction dictates. 

A section of distribution line on Hoyt Street west of Railroad Street was rebuilt due to the condition of the poles. 
During one {1} of the wind storms this spring several of the poles were damaged and had to be replaced. After 
further investigation, on the rest of the poles in this section of line, it was determined that most of the poles 
needed to be replaced. In all fourteen (14} poles were changed out and the line conductor upgraded. All the old 
poles were removed, and this section of line is done. 

A section of line on the north side Sargent Street from Highway 77 west to the Airport property was rebuilt due 
to issues stemming from the last windstorm/blizzard. There was damage to the conductor and several poles. 
This section of line has been rebuilt and the damaged poles and lines removed. 

Substation Control And Data Acquisition Projects: 

There were two (2) projects started under our SCADA system. The first one (1) was to upgrade our main data 
collection equipment at the Service Center that communicates with all the substations and collects our load 
data and alarms. The installation of this equipment is complete and now we are looking at converting the 
communications over to the fiber lines installed by Pinpoint. We are currently working on extending pinpoint 

fiber into our substations for secure communications and future upgrades. We have extended conduits from 
pinpoints infrastructure into Substation #9 and Substation #10. 

The second project is a distribution automation project that combines functions of our AM I system and the 

SCADA system. Utilizing the AMI communication network, we are able to install remotely operated controls on 
our capacitor banks to allow our SCADA system to turn them on and off when needed according to the 
substation loads. This is an expandable project where we will be able to install and monitor controls and 

equipment on the distribution lines utilizing our existing systems. Work continues on installing the remote 
equipment at the capacitor bank sights and rewiring the controls for remote operation. 

Substation Upgrades 

At Substation #10 a problem was discovered on the transformer. One of the primary bushings had been 
damaged, we did have a replacement bushing on hand. All the load on this substation was transferred to other 
substations and the transformer was de-energized. We were able to replace the bushing and have the 

transformer tested to be sure there was no internal damage. The testing was positive, so we brought the 
transformer back online and moved all the load back.

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Water Main Replacement: 
We installed the water main extension running south dow n Crest Drive in the new development. The extension 
connected at the north end of the development and on the south end on Scott Street. There was also water 
main that branched off to the east and ended near the east property line. We were able to install all the pipe 
and fittings, conduct pressure tests, and take water samples within a three-week window, to place the main 
into service. 

Maintenance and Miscellaneous Work: 
Repaired a hydrant at 7th and Elk. This hydrant was involved in a hit-and-run accident and was discovered by a 
Water Department employee. The Department disconnected Lincoln School and Paddock School service lines. 
We installed a new service tap at 933 Meadow Street and 929 Meadow Street. The Department added rock and 
maintained some of the roads at the farm wellfield. 

We are exercising valves as often as possible and would estimate this to be approximately fifty percent (50%) 
complete. During valve exercising, we discovered two (2) broken valves that are now on a list to replace with 
new ones. 

We are in the midst of testing backflows as well. The City has approximately 450 backflow devices, which the 
Department tests and repairs annually. We are currently on schedule with our backflow tests. 

During routine checks and maintenance, the pump on Well F-5 was determined to be experiencing issues. Upon 
shutting it down and having it evaluated; it was determined to have some mechanical failures. The well and 
pump was within a couple years of rehab, so we elected to do the rehab and repairs at this time. These rehabs 
are completed every twenty (20) to thirty (30) years, and this well and pump were approximately twenty-three 
(23) years. In February, we received the information back on the pump and well, and it was as expected; 
basically, the pump needed to be overhauled and the well needed to be cleaned. In late March we were notified 
that Layne would be on site in mid-April to complete the repairs on this project. Layne's business and vehicles 
were in the path of the early spring hailstorm and has delayed them getting on-site to complete this repair. I 
would expect them to be here in mid-May.

month.

We are exploring the possibility of moving the generator that served the Fire Station at the City Auditorium to 
City Hall. The Electric Department has been working with a private contractor to move the generator from the 
City Auditorium to the main office at 400 Ella Street. The Electric Department performed the concrete 
demolition and poured the new concrete pad for the generator. We moved the generator from the City 
Auditorium and set it on the new concrete pad. The contractor has installed the transfer switch and reworked 
the conduits as necessary. The final connections were completed on October 18th.

Budgetary comments at 3/31/2025 {50%): 

Electric Fund 
1) Operating revenues increased 10.2% as compared to March 2024, operating expenses are 13% 

higher than the prior year, therefore the net operating income as of 03/31/2025 is a loss of 
$480,120, as compared to a loss of $229,682 in 2024. The margin over purchased power for 
March 2025 is 47%, for March 2024 the margin was 53%. Purchased power costs are 16% higher 
than 2024, while revenue on those costs increased 11%. 

2) Cottonwood Wind sales less power costs have resu lted in a loss in revenue of $424,126 fiscal 
year to date. March 2024, Cottonwood wind sale power cost exceeded revenue by $398,820. 

3) The fund recognized an overall net loss of $635,957 at 03/31/2025 with revenues at 51.1% of 
budget and expenses at 56.5% of budget; as compared to the prior year revenues were at 46.5% 
and expenses at 50.4%. 

4) Net change in total cash at 03/31/2025 as compared to the beginning of the year is a decrease 
of $314,967, which includes capital costs to date of $655,341. 

Water Fund 
1) Operating revenues increased 2.2% as compared to March 2024, operating expenses are 9.2%
