The Mayor and City Council of the City of Beatrice, Nebraska met in regular session in the in the BPS 
Administration Building Board Room, 320 North 5th Street, Beatrice, Nebraska on the 6th day of October, 
2025, beginning at 6:00 p.m. 

Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in the Beatrice Daily Sun on October 
1, 2025, a copy of the proof of publication being on file in the City Clerk's office. Notice of this meeting 
was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all members of the City Council and a copy of their 
acknowledgement of receipt of the advance notice and agenda is filed in this office. Availability of the 
agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and City Council of this 
meeting. All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the 
attendance of the public.

DISCUSSIONS/REPORTS 

Federal Funding Updates - Merchant McIntyre Associates 

MOTION CARRIED. 

Brett Merchant, Principal and Co-Founder; Charlie Pistner, Director of Government Relations; and Mary 
Ellen Golcheski, Government Relations Associate, all of Merchant McIntyre Associates (MM), reviewed 
the federal funding secured and pending for the City. Merchant thanked the City for the partnership to 
serve the City. Merchant noted the wins to date include the $21.4 million RAISE Grant. Merchant noted 
the City is a place where federal tax dollars are spent well, with a high level of leadership and council 
support, which has an impact on grants being awarded. Merchant noted there is a $782,000 pending 
appropriations bill, which indicates the success of the City and relationships with congressional staff. 
Merchant stated MM has been working extremely hard this year to prepare the City for grants to apply 
for. 

Pistner noted some of the struggles they have delt with, such as two (2) week turnaround times for grant 
applications, however, MM has reviewed the President's budget request for each agency, ongoing 
congressional appropriates language, and agency engagement where MM works directly with program 
officers and staff. One (1) of the opportunities is the EPA Brownfields Cleanup Grant for the Dempsters 
site, which MM had the opportunity to tour today, which is expected to be due late November. Pistner 
noted MM is working to obtain as much funding for cleanup efforts to help transform the Dempsters site. 

Golcheski reviewed the public safety debt opportunities available, such as a body worn camera grant, a 
community-based violence and prevention grant program, and technology and equipment upgrades. 
Golcheski reviewed the $782,000 earmarked thanks to the support of Senator Fischer for the Southeast 
Communications 911 Center Equipment Upgrades project. Golcheski noted MM suggests an award 
request range between $250,000 to $3 million, as the request can be reduced by Congress and other 
members. 

Merchant reviewed earmarking further which has been a useful tool to help planning ahead. Merchant 
thanked Tobias J. Tempelmeyer, City Administrator/General Manager, for his time and effort he has spent 
working with MM. Merchant noted the partnership with the City has been phenomenal and they look 
forward to working on more projects together. 

Councilmember Barnard thanked MM for visiting and touring Beatrice. Councilmember Barnard inquired 
what the City's total return on investment is. Merchant reported the City's return on investment is 
$112/$1, largely due to the $21.6 million RAISE grant, noting that does not include City staff time. 
Merchant noted there is $11 million pending before agencies with more to come. 
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Councilmember Fairbanks thanked MM for touring Dempsters today to have a better understanding of 
what the City has put into the cleanup efforts and noted he is hopeful MM will be able to find other grant 
funding sources to assist with the cleanup besides the Brownfield Grant. Pistner noted there is also a state 
clean up grant MM plans to pursue in conjunction with the Brownfields grant. 

Councilmember Doyle thanked MM for their efforts, noting MM toured the location of the RAISE grant, 
as well as the new 4th and 5th Street Downtown Improvements. Councilmember Doyle noted the RAISE 
grant has been a forty {40) year project that will finally happen to do the help of MM. 

Mayor Morgan noted Merchant McIntyre and the City have created a great partnership and looks forward 
to more opportunities. 

PUBLIC HEARINGS/BIDS 

Public Hearing for the purpose considering the proposed issuance of revenue bonds for a student 
housing facility located in Lincoln, Nebraska, as allowed under Section 147 of the Internal Revenue 

Code 

Mayor Morgan announced that a public hearing w!II now be held for the purpose considering the proposed 

issuance of revenue bonds for a student housing facility located in Lincoln, Nebraska, as allowed under 

Section 147 of the Internal Revenue Code. 

Tobias J. Tempelmeyer, City Administrator/General Manager, reported to the Council as discussed in the 
past, there is a student housing development located on the University of Nebraska-Lincoln (UNL) campus 
looking to refinance their outstanding debt and would like to use a city or county to issue conduit bonds, 
which is a tax-exempt debt. Tempelmeyer noted when this was discussed previously the Council indicated 
they would be willing to issue the bonds on behalf of the company. Tempelmeyer noted in order to move 
forward with this project, this public hearing is required, as well as the following bond ordinance. 
Tempelmeyer reported to the Council the City will receive an issuer fee of $60,000, as well as an ongoing 
issuer fee annually of two (2) basis points on the outstanding debt that is initially approximately $38 
million and would be $7,500 to the City. In addition, four (4) housing units will be designated for UNL 
students from Beatrice. 

Jed Herblan, Kutak Rock, noted Kutak Rock is the bond counsel for the City and typically helps the City 
issue governmental bonds. Herblan noted Kutak Rock is also the bond counsel for this transaction. 
Tempelmeyer asked Herb Ian to discuss the City's possible liability on the issuance of these bonds. Herb Ian 
explained a conduit issuer, the City, is not liable to bondholders only to the extent they receive payments 
under the loan agreement. In addition, the borrower, P3, is required to make representations that would 
indemnify the City if there were any sort of lawsuit. Herblan noted from a liability standpoint conduit 
issuances have an incredibly low chance of anything happening to the City. 

Jesse Coury, P3 representative, stated they appreciate the City being willing to work with them on this 
transaction. P3 has provided high quality housing for students since 2013 and P3 is hopeful this bond 
issuance will allow them to finance their operations for the foreseeable future. 
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Councilmember Hydo inquired if this would affect the City's own bonds moving forward and Herblan 
noted it will not, further explaining the City was a good partner as it has already issued over $10 million in 
bonds in 2025. If the City had not issued over $10 million, this would have taken away the City's bank 
qualified (BQ) status, and in 2026 the City will start over with a fresh BQ status. Councilmember Hydo 
inquired if these bonds will show up in the City's financials and Herblan stated it will likely be ,listed as a 
footnote in the City's audited financial statements. 

Councilmember Doyle inquired the number of housing units and whether it is income based or not. Coury 
noted the housing is based on qualified applicants for UNL housing, however, he is unsure if there are 
income requirements and there would be four (4) housing units available every year. 
Councilmember Hydo stated when this was first presented she was against it, however, with the benefit 
of having four (4) housing units for UNL students from Beatrice, she is in favor of proceeding. 
Councilmember Ruh inquired if other communities were contacted before the City. Herblan noted the 
City of Lincoln and Lancaster County were both contacted and while there was no hesitation on the 
project, they were not in a place with their own possible bond issuances to proceed. Tempelmeyer noted 
that was indicated at the last meeting as well. Mayor Morgan noted Beatrice and Gage County will benefit 
from this partnership and is part of being a good neighbor.

Tempelmeyer noted when Benesch reviewed their price adjustment, 
they felt the increase was not justifiable. The FAA recommended to formerly reject the bid and rebid the 
project. Tempelmeyer stated bids will be due back around Christmas time. Tempelmeyer reminded the 
Council Vogts Parga was not the low bidder, as the low bidder had an error on their submitted bid. 

Councilmember Fairbanks inquired if the parameters of the project have to be changed and Tempelmeyer 
stated they will not be changed. Councilmember Fairbanks inquired if the City will still get the funding for 
this project and Tempelmeyer stated the funding is ready to go, the City just needs to award the contract. 

Councilmember Eskra inquired if Vogts Parga is able to bid again and Tempelmeyer stated all bidders are 
eligible to bid on the project again.

DISCUSSIONS/REPORTS 

Presentation of ADA Transition Plan -JEO Consulting, Inc. 

Kristen Ohnoutka, JEO representative, reported to the Council the City hired JEO last November to update 
the ADA Transition · Plan, which was funded through the Safe Streets for All {SS4A) program. Ohnoutka 
stated JEO looked at several public parks and facilities to identify any structural and sidewalk needs. JEO 
visited fifteen {15) to twenty (20) sites over approximately a five (5) month timeframe recording whether 
they were ADA compliant or not. Ohnoutka stated JEO also created an on line tool for the City to see what 
projects need to be completed in order to bring the facility or park into ADA compliance. Ohnoutk~_ noted 
the projects were prioritized on how readily achievable the project is, as well as the impact to the public. 

Councilmember McLain inquired what the timeline is for the City to make the corrections and Ohnoutka 
stated the Plan is to be used as a guideline and there is no set timeline and that the City will be actively 
making the required updates. Councilmember Doyle inquired if the City has funding available to make 
these updates. Tempelmeyer stated not necessarily, however, what the City may do is to incorporate 
these improvements with other projects the City works on. Council member McLain inquired if the Plan is 
on our website and Tempelmeyer stated the Plan is currently available on the website and the on line tool 
will be made available soon. Tempelmeyer noted JEO looked at the various sites, as well as a block around 
each facility, including sidewalks, entry access, and parking. Tempelmeyer further noted JEO also looked 
at this facility even though it is not City owned since our public meetings are held here. 
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Councilmember Fairbanks inquired what the total cost would be to update all the suggested items and 
Ohnoutka stated JEO did not put together an overall cost, as it is broken down by area. Councilmember 
Fairbanks inquired what would happen if something was reported to be non-compliant and Ohnoutka 
noted any complaint would fall under the Civil Rights Act. 

Mayor Morgan thanked JEO for the work done on this, noting it is important to make sure the City's 
facilities are accessible to all members of the public. Councilmember Doyle inquired if there were any 
concerns found that were a surprise and Ohnoutka stated the lead architect reported to her the items 
found are very common of what you would find in other communities. Tempelmeyer noted having this 
updated Plan will benefit the City when applying for grants, as the existing plan was updated in 1995.

designate and identify in writing a person to act with authority on the 
owner's behalf in respect to all aspects of the project; examine and 
respond promptly to JEO's submissions; and give prompt written 
notice to JEO whenever the owner observes or otherwise becomes 
aware of any defect in work. 

Unless otherwise agreed, the owner shall furnish JEO with right-of­
access to the site in order to conduct the scope of services. Unless 
otherwise agreed, the owner shall also secure all necessary permits, 
approvals, licenses, consents, and property descriptions necessary to 
the performance of the services hereunder. While JEO shall take 
reasonable precautions to minimize damage to the property, it is 
understood by the owner that in the normal course of work some 
damage may occur, the restoration of which is not a part of this 
agreement.

The proposed Union Contract with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) is a 2-year contract that includes a 2.75% 
COLA in 2025 and a 3.0% COLA in 2026. The other notable change in the contract is that the salary schedule for 
Police Sergeants is increased. Essentially, we created a new Step H on the Sergeant's pay scale and moved all 
Sergeants up one step. Currently a maxed-out Sergeant earns $2.54 per hour more than a maxed-out Police 
Officer which was the lowest pay differential of anyone town in our array. 
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RESOLUTION NUMBER 

WHEREAS, the City of Beatrice, Nebraska, recognizes the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 

84, ("Union"), as the exclusive bargaining agent for certain employees of the City of Beatrice; and

LOAN AGREEMENT 

23-DTR-002 

THIS AGREEMENT dated the __ day of ________ _, 2025, is entered into 
by and between John A. Hydo, Jr. and Rita R. Hydo, husband and wife, (herein after jointly 
referred to as "Borrower") and City of Beatrice, Nebraska, a Municipal corporation {"Lender"). 

WHEREAS, Lender submitted a Downtown Revitalization ("DTR") application to the 
Nebraska Department of Economic Development {uDED") for a Community Development Block 
Grant {"CDBG"); 

WHEREAS, DED approved Lender's application for a DTR grant; 

WHEREAS, Lender has decided to use the CDBG funds from the DTR grant to implement 
a Downtown Revitalization Improvement Program; and 

WHEREAS, Borrower has applied to Lender in participate in the Downtown Revitalization 
Improvement Program. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained 
herein, the parties agree as follows: 

PART I: THE LOAN 

1.01 Purpose of Loan. 

Lender has agreed to lend money to Borrower to make improvements to Borrower's building 
located at: 

Parcel 1: 
All that part of Lot Seven (7), Block Forty-nine {49), Original Town in the City of Beatrice, 
Gage County, Nebraska, more particularly described as follows: 

Commencing at the Southeast corner of Lot Seven (7), thence North Eighty-nine (89) feet 
Three {3) inches to center of wall running East and West, thence West Fifty {50) feet, 
thence South Twenty-four {24} feet Three (3) inches, thence East Twenty-five {25) feet, 
thence South Sixty-five (65) feet, thence East Twenty-five (25} feet to point of beginning. 

Parcel 2: 
All that part of Lot Seven (7), Block Forty-nine (49), Original Town in the City of Beatrice, 
Gage County, Nebraska, more particularly described as follows: 
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Commencing at the Southwest corner of Lot Severi (7), thence North Sixty-five (65) feet, 
East Twenty-five (25) feet, South Sixty-five (65) feet, West Twenty-five (25) feet to the 
point of beginning. 

Commonly referred to as: 104 N. 5th Street and 502 Court Street, Beatrice, Nebraska ("Property"). 

The exact nature and extent of improvements Borrower will make to their Property are set forth 
in Borrower's application and environmental review. The improvements Borrower will make to 
their Property shall be hereinafter referred to as the "Project". A copy of Borrower's application 
and environmental review are attached hereto and incorporated by reference. Borrower agrees 
that it will use the loan funds received pursuant to this agreement only for the Project. 

1.02 The Loan, Rate, and Draw Down 

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Lender agrees to lend to Borrower, and 
Borrower agrees to borrow from the Lender the amount of Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars 
($75,000.00) at an interest rate of eight and one-half percent (8.5%) per annum. 

The disbursement of funds shall be done on a reimbursement basis. Borrower shall have the 
work for the Project done and then submit invoices and receipts to Lender. Lender will then 
submit those invoices and receipts to DED and request DED to release the funds. Once the funds 
have been released by DED and received by Lender, the Lender will then disperse the funds to 
Borrower. Borrower acknowledges that this disbursement of funds may take sixty {60) to ninety 
(90) calendar days and that Lender is not required to request reimbursement from DED the same 
day that Borrower submits their invoices and receipts to Lender. Lender has to right to package 
or pool reimbursement requests together and submit them to DED on a periodic basis. 

1.03 The Term and Repayment. 

This Loan and corresponding Promissory Note shall have a term of five (5) years. 

If Borrower retains all of the improvements made to the Property as part of the Project for five 
(5) years then Lender shall forgive the all of the principal and interest due and payable under this 
Agreement. 

If Borrower does not retain all of the improvements made to the Property as part of the Project 
for five (5) years or if any action by Borrower causes DED to require Lender to repay part or all of 
the DTR Grant (23-DTR-002) then the entire principal and interest due from Borrower shall by 
due and payable immediately. 

For the purposes of this Agreement, the Borrower's five (S} year clock starts once the Project is 
complete and the Borrower has received their final disbursement of funds from Lender. 
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Borrower acknowledges that there may be tax consequences if this loan is forgiven; and that 
Borrower has had an opportunity to consult their tax advisor. 

1.04 Security Position. 

Borrower shall execute a Promissory Note, Personal Guaranty, and Deed of Trust on property 
owned by Borrower naming Lender as Beneficiary. Said property is commonly referred to as 104 
N. 5th Street and 502 Court Street, Beatrice, Nebraska. 

PART II: REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. 

Borrower represents and covenants the following: 

2.01 Duly Organized. 

Borrower has the power to enter into this Agreement and to borrow. 

2.02 Duly Authorized. 

The making and performance by Borrower of this Agreement, and the execution and delivery of 
the Promissory Note in a form satisfactory to Lender {the "Note" or "Promissory Note"), a 
Personal Guaranty, and a Deed of Trust have been duly authorized by all necessary action and 
will not violate any law, rule, regulation, order, writ, judgment, decree, determination or award 
presently in effect having applicability to Borrower or result in a breach of or constitute a default 
under any indenture or bank loan or credit agreement or any other agreement or instrument to 
which Borrower is a party or by which it or its property may be bound or affected. 

2.03 Legally Binding Instruments. 

When this Agreement is executed by Borrower and Lender, and when the Note are executed and 
delivered by Borrower, each such instrument will constitute the legal, valid, and binding 
obligation of Borrower in accordance with its terms. Any security agreements and instruments, 
financing statements, deeds of trust, mortgages, personal guaranty, and other liens on chattel or 
real estate will constitute legal, valid and binding liens. 

2.04 No Legal Suits. 

There are no legal ac~ions, suits, or proceedings pending or, to the knowledge of Borrower, 
threatened against Borrower before any court or administrative agency, which if determined 
adversely to Borrower, would have a material adverse effect on the financial condition or 
business of ·Borrower. 
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2.05 No Legal Authorization Needed. 

No authorization, consent or approval, or any formal exemption of any Governmental body, 
regulatory authorities (federal, state, or local) or mortgagee, creditor or third party, is or was 
necessary for the valid execution and delivery by Borrower of this Agreement. 

2.06 Not in Default. 

Borrower is not in default of any obligation, covenant, or condition contained in any bond, 
debenture, note, or other evidence of indebtedness or any mortgage or collateral instrument 
securing the same. 
2.07 Taxes Are Paid. 

Borrower has filed all tax returns which are required and has paid or made provision for the 
payment of all taxes which have or may become due pursuant to said returns or pursuant to any 
assessments levied against Borrower or its personal or real property by any taxing agency, 
federal, state or local. No tax liability has been asserted by the Internal Revenue Service or other 
taxing agency, federal, state, or local for taxes materially in excess of those already provided for 
and Borrower knows of no basis for any such deficiency assessment. 

2.08 No Adverse Change. 

Borrower certifies that there has been no adverse or material change since the date of the loan 
application in the financial condition, organization, operating, business prospects, fixed 
properties, or personnel of Borrower.

Borrower agrees to pay punctually the principal and interest due on any other indebtedness now 
or at any time owing by Borrower to Lender or any other lender.

Borrower agrees at all times to maintain the property provided as security for this Loan in such 
condition and repair that Lender's security will be adequately protected. Borrower also agrees 
to maintain during the term of the Loan adequate hazard insurance policies covering fire and 
extended coverage and such other hazards as may be deemed appropriate in amounts and form 
sufficient to prevent Borrower from becoming a co-insurer and issued by companies satisfactory 
to Lender with an acceptable loss payee clause in favor of Lender.

Borrower agrees, if at any time Borrower defaults on any provision of this Loan Agreement, to 
pay to Lender in addition to any other amounts that may be due from Borrower, an amount equal 
to the costs and expenses of collection, enforcement or correction or waiver of the default 
incurred by Lender or its successors and assigns in such collection, enforcement, correction or 
waiver of default.

disposal of Borrower's assets to the members; and (e) changing the ownership of the Property.

involuntarily, or without limitation, occurring or brought about by operation of law or pursuant 
to or in compliance with any judgment, decree or order of any court or any order, rules or 
regulation of any administrative or governmental body, provided, however, that such sum will 
not be then payable if Borrower's payments have been waived, or the time for making Borrower's 
payments has been extended by Lender.

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Overview 
The intent of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) is to provide persons with disabilities with 

accommodations and access equal to, or similar to that available to any other persons. It should be 

kept in mind the ADA is a civil rights law; it is not a building code. It will not be enforced as a building 

code. It will be enforced as other civil rights laws are enforced. The State of Nebraska follows the 

ADA guidelines for public and commercial buildings and facilities set forth in Appendix A to Chapter 

1 of Title 28 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 36. These guidelines specifically address 

the architectural and communication barriers that are structural in nature and must be modified so 

that the existing facility is more usable for people with disabilities. 

The Americans with Disabilities Act defines an individual with a disability as a person who has a 

physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activities such as: 

sight, hearing, speaking, walking, breathing, performing manual tasks, learning, caring for oneself, 

or working. 

The ADA is divided into five Titles, each addressing a different component of this wide-ranging 

legislation. 

Title I: Employment 

Title II: State and Local Government 

Title Ill: Public Accommodations and Commercial Facilities 

Title IV: Telecommunications 

Title V: Miscellaneous provisions 

Title I of the ADA prevents the discrimination of qualified disabled persons in hiring and 

employment matters. Private businesses with 15 or more employees are required to provide 

reasonable accommodations (e.g., changes to the work environment) to enable a person to 

perform their job. 

Title II of the ADA regulates facilities for state and local government agencies and requires that all 

newly constructed buildings and additions be fully compliant. For existing facilities, state and local 

governments are required to make the programs within the buildings accessible, which may or may 

not require architectural modifications. Any alterations made fo a building to adaress progf@1 

accessibility must comply with ADA guidelines unless "technically infeasible" [ADA Section 

4.1.6(d)]. 

Places of public accommodation and commercial facilities are not subject to the same 

requirements. Both places of public accommodation and commercial facilities (which may include 

many facilities that are not places of public accommodation) are, however, subject to Title 111 

requirements for existing facilities, new construction, and alterations. In addition to these 

requirements, places of public accommodation must be operated in accordance with the full range 

of Title Ill requirements, such as nondiscriminatory eligibility criteria; reasonable modifications and

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policies, practices and procedures; provisions of auxiliary aids and removal of barriers in existing 

facilities. Building owners are allowed to determine how their facilities will achieve ADA compliance 

and which modifications might be required . When local building codes require greater access than 

ADA does, the stricter code will govern . It should be noted that while the ADA mandates equal 

opportunities to publicly owned facilities it does not guarantee that an individual with a disability 

will achieve an identical result, or level of achievement in this regard, as persons without 

disabilities. However, individuals with disabilities must be integrated to the maximum extent 

appropriate, the City must maintain in working order equipment and features of the facilities which 

may be required to provide ready access or barrier removals to individuals with disabilities. Isolated 

or temporary interruptions in access due to maintenance and repair of accessible features are not 

prohibited, however, where at all possible, alternative access should be provided in these 

instances. In providing an accessible route, the route must remain accessible and not blocked by 

obstacles such as furniture, filing cabinets, or ornamental plants. Although it is recognized that 

mechanical and equipment failures (such as elevators or automatic doors) will occur from time to 

time, the obligation to ensure that facilities are readily accessible and usable by individuals with 

disabilities would be violated if repairs are not made promptly, or if improper or inadequate 

maintenance causes repeated and persistent failures. 

It is recognized that the City must permit the use of a service animal by an individual with a 

disability. Service animals include any animal individually trained to do work or perform tasks for 

the benefit of an individual with a disability. The tasks typically performed by service animals 

include guiding people with impaired vision, alerting individuals with impaired hearing to the 

presence of intruders or sounds providing minimal protection or rescue work, pulling a wheelchair 

or retrieving dropped items. The care or supervision of a service animal is the responsibility of his or 

her owner not the facility owner. The City will not require an individual with a disability to post a 

deposit as a condition to permit a service animal to accompany its owner throughout its facility. 

The City of Beatrice will in all likelihood provide auxiliary aids and services which may be necessary 

to ensure equal access to all facilities. This obligation will, however, extend only to individuals with 

disabilities who have physical or mental impairments such as vision, hearing, or speech 

impairments which substantially limit the ability to communicate. In order to provide equal access, 

the _City l'!l-9i be_requ_ired !-9 rriake avail§blQ_ a!Jxiliary aids in servi9e_s w_bere nece~S§IY t_p en§ure 

communication . This may include interpreters, note takers, computer aided transcription services, 

written materials, telephone handset amplifiers, assistive listening systems, telephones 

compatible with hearing aids (where required), closed captioned decoders, open and closed 

captioning, telecommunications for deaf persons, video text displays and exchange of written 

notes. For persons with visual impairments this may include qualified readers, taped text, audio 

recordings, Braille materials, large print materials, and assistance in locating services. Examples of 

equipment which may be necessary for individuals with speech impairments include 

Telecommunications Devices for the Deaf (TDD's), computer terminals, speech synthesizers and 

communication boards. 
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The City will remove architectural barriers and communication barriers that are structural in nature 

in existing facilities. Architectural barriers are physical elements of a facility that impede access by 

people with disabilities. These barriers include more than obvious impediments, such as steps and 

curbs that prevent access by people who use wheelchairs. In some of our facilities, telephones, 

drinking fountains, mirrors, paper towel dispensers must be relocated to a height that makes them 

accessible to people using wheelchairs. Conventional doorknobs and operating controls which 

impede access by persons having limited manual dexterity must be replaced with those which are 

operable by such persons. 

With respect to those barriers which are viewed as readily achievable to remove, there is no 

definitive answer to this question because determination as to which barriers can be removed 

without much difficulty or expense must be made on a case by case basis. However, the 

regulations contain a list of 16 examples of modifications that may be readily available. 

1) Installing ramps 

2) Making curb cuts and ramps in sidewalks and building entrances 

3) Repositioning shelves 

4) Rearranging tables, chairs, vending machines, display racks and other furniture 

5) Repositioning telephones 

6) Adding raised markings on elevator control buttons 

7) Installing flashing alarm lights 

8) Widening doors 

9) Installing offset hinges to widen doorways 

1 O) Installing accessible door hardware 

11) Installing grab bars in toilet stalls 

12) Rearranging toilet partitions to increase maneuvering space 

13) Insulating lavatory pipes under sinks to prevent burns 

14) Installing a raised toilet seat 

15) Repositioning the paper towel dispenser in a bathroom 

16) Creating designated accessible parking spaces 

This list is intended to be illustrative. Whether or not any of these measures is readily achievable is 

to b-eaete-rmin-ed ona c-ase~by-case basis-in -light of the particular circumstances-prersented and 

the factors discussed in the survey. Deep pile carpeting on floors and unpaved exterior ground 

surfaces has been found at some facilities as a barrier for access by people who use wheelchairs 

and others who may use other mobility-aids such as crutches. 

The communications barriers which must be addressed in the City's facilities that are structural in 

nature are barriers that are an integral part of the physical structure of a facility. Examples include 

conventional signage which generally is inaccessible to people who have vision impairments and 

audible alarm systems which are inaccessible to people with hearing impairments. Structural and 

communication barriers may also include the use of physical partitions that hamper the passage of 
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sound waves between employees or between employees and th e service users, and the absence of 

sound buffers in noisy areas whi ch will redu ce th e extraneou s noise that interferes with 

communi cati on with people who have limited hearing. It is und erstood that the broad term "facility" 

includes all or any part of a building structure, equipment, vehicle, site (including road s, walks, 

passageways and parking lots) or other real or personal property. Both permanent and tempora ry 

faciliti es are subject to the barri er removal requirements. 

It should be noted that many facilities are not open to the public, and those faciliti es, therefore, are 

not included in this plan . That is not to say that at some future date employee accommodations 

may require alteration s to these fa cilities. Th e City fully intend s to undertake those employee 

accommodations as required under the law. It is also und erstood there are other related or non­

related requirements in conjunction with the provision of services and programs. This plan does not 

include any references to such services or programs. It is intended to address facilities only. As 

regard s any new faciliti es, the City of Beatrice intends to fully comply with all the requirements of 

the Americans with Disabilities Act . 

Any new construction or alterations to existing facilities should follow the most up to date rules and 

guidelines laid forth in the Americans with Disabilities Act. While not yet formally adopted at the 

time of this repo rt , the Public Right-Of-Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG) have been 

published by the U.S. Access Board under the ADA regulations. The guidelines specifically address 

access to sidewalks and streets, crosswalks, curb ramps, pedestrian signals, on-street parking, 

and other components of public-right-of-way. All State and Federal regulations should be verified 

before design and construction . For current State regulations, see the Nebraska Department of 

Transportation Roadway Design Manual (https://dot.nebraska.gov/business-center/desigo.:: 

consultant/rd-manuals/).

Blading Gravel Streets/ Alleys: 
We were able to blade all the gravel streets in town five (5) days. 

Sweeping: 
We swept a total of five (5) days. 

Asphalt Patching: 

We finished installing an asphalt pad at the Compost Site. This will provide an area for yard waste to be stored 
that is not in the mud. We also replaced a patch on 3rd and Scott Street, and 8th and Millikin Street. 

Tree Trimming: 

We worked on low hanging branches for five (5) days. 
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Mowing: 
We continue to mow along Highway 77 north and south of town. 

Traffic Paint 
We painted stalls and curbs on the new stretch of 5th Street, from Court to Market. 

26th Street 
A traffic counter was placed on North 26th Street, between Lincoln Street and Jefferson Street. This is the stretch 
we hauled millings to for dust control. Over sixteen (16} days, the average daily traffic count was 303 cars. 

Concrete Patching 
As long as the weather stays warm, we will continue to replace concrete patches. We worked on areas at 19th 

and Washington, 7th and Scott, and 11th and Ames. We worked a total of nine (9) days on these spots. 

Maintenance: 
Each Spring and Fall we do our planned maintenance on all of our equipment. At this time, we also winterize 
equipment that may not get used a lot and sits outside.

UTILITIES 

UTILITY DELINQUENT NOTICES and DISCONNECTIONS: 
There were 1,098 disconnect notices mailed out in September. There was a total of 120 disconnections for non­
payment on October 3rd . 

Overhead Distribution: 
We have begun rebuilding a new section of overhead line between 7th and 8th Streets, Lincoln to Park Streets. 
This line is being rebuilt for conversion of the voltage from 4.16Kv to 12.SKv. All the new poles from Arthur 
Street north to Park Street have been framed and set and the old lines spread out on extension arms in 
preparation to pull in new wires. All the new poles have been set and hardware installed except for one concrete 
pole that delivery was delayed on. As soon as we receive it, we will get it set and pull in the new conductors. 

Preparation work has begun on the next alley to rebuild. The location is between 12th and 13th, Garfield to 
Jackson. Tree trimming has been done for line and construction clearance. The new pole locations have been 

__ staked, and the crews have begun setting new poles. All the new ROies have been set, the new conductor 
installed, and the crew is working on transferring all the services over to the new line. 

A project was started to extend primary services to a new housing development at 26th and Scott Streets. The 
overhead portion of this project was built out on the west s~de of the development. We extended the primary 
line and installed equipment to transfer to an underground extension. We will continue with this project as 
construction dictates. The underground primary extension to the first housing unit was trenched in. The 
underground conductor and transformer has been set and energized for the first housing unit. We have also 
extended conduits and set the transformer base for the second housing unit. The transformer has been set for 
the second unit, all the connections have been completed, and it has been energized. All the electric meters 
have been installed on the two (2) housing units. 

A new project has been started on North 7th Street and Stockman Road to rebuild the overhead line. This line is 
the main source on the east side of Hwy 77. The poles and hardware are all being replaced and the conductor 
is being upsized to manage the loads we have there. All the poles have been set, and the crew is preparing to 
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pull in the new conductors. The new primary conductors and all the pole mount transformers have been 
installed and the customers switched over to the new lines. We are now beginning to work on the underground 
sections. Boring and installing conduits have been completed on three (3) sections of the underground lines. 
Provisions are being made for the changeover of the two (2) hotels to the new line. All the high voltage 
underground circuits have been replaced and the new lines energized. All the businesses and one (1) hotel have 
been moved to the new lines. 

Corral Crossing 

At the new housing development located at 14th and Monroe some existing infrastructure needed to be moved 
that was hindering the new construction. Two (2) streetlights were moved along with two (2) distribution poles 
that needed to be moved for new sidewalks and new streets. We will begin our primary extension of this 
property when the contractor finishes with grading. 

New NRD Property 
An underground primary extension was installed at 5122 Element Avenue for the new NRD Building. All the 
high voltage cables were installed, the transformer set, and the high voltage connections were made. 

Underground Services 

Two (2) new underground services were installed. Both services were installed on new houses in Sunridge 
Addition. 

Substation Control And Data Acquisition Projects: 
There were two (2) projects started under our SCADA system. The first one {1} was to upgrade our main data 
collection equipment at the Service Center that communicates with all the substations and collects our load 
data and alarms. The installation of this equipment is complete and now we are looking at converting the 
communications over to the fiber lines installed by Pinpoint. We are currently working on extending pinpoint 
fiber into our substations for secure communications and future upgrades. Conduits have been extended from 
pinpoints junction boxes into our substation control buildings. The fiber has been pulled into the buildings, all 
the equipment installed inside, and now Pinpoint can come in and do their terminations. 

The second project is a distribution automation project that combines functions of our AMI system and the 
SCADA system. Utilizing the AMI communication network, we are able to install remotely operated controls on 
our capacitor banks to allow our SCADA system to turn them on and off when needed according to the 
substation loads. This is an expandable project where we will be able to install and monitor controls and 
equipment on the distribution lines utilizing our existing systems. Work continues on installing the remote 
equipment at the capacitor bank sights and rewiring the controls for remote operation.

Water Main Replacement/Construction: 
At Corral Crossing we completed all of the water main at this development. Pipe was filled, samples taken (and 
passed) and the main was placed into service. The Water Department still needs to remove an old hydrant at 
15th and Monroe to complete all aspects of this project. This hydrant will be removed in early October, as it was 
kept in place to maintain fire protection for the area. 

The Heritage Heights development is slower going as we continue to wait for grading and sewer crews to 
complete their projects. Wet weather has played a role in grading and sewer delays, thus delaying us. Once 
the Water Department can move into this development it is our plan to use most, if not all, of our resources to 
get our project completed. 

Water Main Breaks: 
In September we had a break near 1307 North 9th Street. The main was the result of old ductile iron pipe wearing 
over time, likely a pinhole turned into a crack in the pipe. Standard repair on this break was conducted and 
placed back into service. 

Maintenance and Miscellaneous Work: 
We began annual flushing of mains and hydrants in September. We are approximately 30-40% complete with 
these at this time. 

We are continuing to exercise main valves as often as possible and would estimate this to be approximately 
sixty to seventy percent {60-70%} complete. 

We are in the midst of testing backflows as well. The City has approximately 450 backflow devices, which the 
Department tests and repairs annually. We are currently on schedule with our backflow tests. 

Sewer Line Maintenance/Blockages: 
We had four (4) sewer calls this month.

Jet Truck Footage: 
Daily maintenance for the entire month was 30,061 ft. Monthly maintenance for the month was 3,680 ft. 

TV /Camera Trailer Inspections: 
A total of 10,209 linear feet was videoed and auto coded with the new SewerAI software. 

Plant Maintenance: 
• Plant maintenance is up to date at the WPC Plant. 
• North Final Clarifier - Was drained down for maintenance. All repairs have been made and placed back 

into service 
• South Final Clarifier - Has been drained down for replacement of the baffle brackets. 
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• UV - We are required to run our UV system May p t thru September 30 th each year per our permit. After 
September 30t h, we will turn off our UV system and perform our yearly maintenance on the system. 

• Lift Station #2 - Had two (2) 60-amp fuses on the pole across the street blow reducing voltage to run the 
pumps. New fuses were installed and running normal again . 

• Lift Station #1 - Had a phase monitor relay go bad and had to run on one (1) pump for one (1) week. We 
ordered and installed the part, and it is working normal again. 

• Unauthorized Dumping- We had an estimated 3,000-6,000 gallons of old floating sludge/corn/beans mix 
show up at the Plant. It was contained in the top primary clarifiers. It took around two and one-half (2½} 
days for it to be skimmed off the surface of both clarifiers and ran into our sludge holding tank. We were 
able to process it, however, it did add extra time to the centrifuge operation. We contacted some 
businesses that we felt could have possibly come from to make sure their maintenance operations are 
being followed. 

• Confined Space Training - Josh Crim was sent to a class in Wahoo to be trained on confined space, using 
gas testers, and safety.

Budgetary comments at 8/31/2025 (92%}: 

Electric Fund 
1) Operating revenues increased 10.6% as compared to August 2024, operating expenses are 

11.2% higher than the prior year, therefore the net operating income as of 8/31/2025 is 
$688,585, as compared to $698,932 in 2024. The margin over purchased power for August 2025 
is 58.8%, for August 2024 the margin was 63.8%. Purchased power costs are 13.1% higher than 
2024, while revenue on those costs increased 9.7%. 

2} Cottonwood Wind sales less power costs have resulted in a loss in revenue of $331,810 fiscal 
year to date . August 2024, Cottonwood wind sale power cost exceeded revenue by $575,015 . 

3) The fund recognized an overall net income of $554,340 at 8/31/2025 with revenues at 99.9% of 
budget and expenses at 100.6% of budget; as compared to the prior year revenues were at 
90.7% and expenses at 91.1%. 

4) Net change in total cash at 8/31/2025 as compared to the beginning of the year is an increase of 
$4,224,405, which includes capital costs to date of $1,699,369 and bond issuance revenue in the 
amount of $3,882,997. 

Water Fund 
1) Operating revenues decreased 0.5% as compared to August 2024, operating expenses are 13.2% 

higher than the prior year, therefore the net operating income as of 8/31/2025 is a loss of 
$277,213 as compared to a gain of $75,365 in 2024. 

2) The fund recognized an· overall net income of $108A11 at 8/31/2025, with revenues at 94.6% of 
budget and expenses at 110.2% of budget; as compared to the prior year revenues were at 95% 
and expenses at 94.7%. 

3) Net change in total cash at 8/31/2025 as compared to the beginning of the year is an increase of 
$150,944 which includes capital costs to date of $1,067,007 and bond issuance revenue in the 
amount of $627,194. 

WPC Fund 
1) Operating revenues decreased 1.3% as compared to August 2024, operating expenses are 5.2% 

higher than the prior year, therefore the net operating income as of 8/31/2025 is $321,524 as 
compared to $441,828 in 2024. 

2} The fund recognized an overall net income of $495,383 at 8/31/2025 with revenues at 93.4% of 
budget and expenses at 94% of budget; as compared to the prior year revenues were at 94.6% 
and expenses at 92%. 

3) Net change in total cash at 8/31/2025 as compared to the beginning of the year is an increase of 
$533,776, which includes capital costs to date of $1,013,004 and bond issuance revenue in the 
amount of $467,499. 

Street Fund 
1) Projected revenues are at 98.9% of budget and expenditures, not including capital, are at 101% 

of budget. Revenues are over expenditures by $2,832,612 as of 8/31/2025 with $2,611,369 in 
bond proceeds to be spent.
