SYNOPSIS/BACKGROUND: 
Jon Carrell, on behalf of TD2 Engineering and Surveying, is requesting approval of a rezoning and small subdivision plat 
for Lots 1 and 2, Perez Addition Replat One, for the purpose of single-family residential development. The property is 
presently zoned RE and the applicant is requesting a -PS overlay at staffs request. This area is comprised of acreages and 
low density residential, primarily due to its location in the Air Installation Compatible Use Zone (AICUZ) of Offutt Air 
Force Base. The AICUZ overlay regulates and restricts development within the zone as a safety measure. Staff 
recommended the -PS overlay due to the property's location within the the AICUZ zone. All traditional setbacks of the 
RE zoning will remain in place.
