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A meeting of the Bellevue Board of Health was called to order by Mayor Rusty Hike in the City Council
Chambers at the Bellevue City Hall at 2:00 p.m. on the 13t day of November, 2024. Board Members
present were Mayor Hike, Chief of Police Ken Clary, Council President Paul Cook, Dr. Jeffrey

Akerson, and Dr. Tony Yonkers. Also present were City Administrator Jim Ristow and City Attorney
Aimee Bataillon.

Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in the Sarpy County Times, posted
and put on city website, the designated method for giving notice and was also given to the Mayor and

Mayor Hike announced that 3 copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted on the rear wall of the City Council
Chambers.

Approval of the October 16, 2024 Board of Health Minutes
Appeal Decision of Nebraska Humane Society on Potentially Dangerous Dog Declaration
Mayor Hike advised the Board of Health is meeting to hear and consider Mr. Cameron Bittick appeal on

Potentially Dangerous Dog Declaration (PDD) by the Nebraska Humane Society (NHS). All documents
were provided to Mr. Cameron Bittick by the City Clerk prior to today's hearing.

Mayor Hike requested Mr. Bittick to come forward to address the Board regarding the appeal request.

Mr. Cameron Bittick, 1901 OId Gaelic Circle, provided a description of the three videos presented from the
camera on his property, the day of the incident. The video shows the victim dog along with his owner, and
another dog, walking on the east side of his house. He explained Lotus ran across the street to the two
dogs on leashes. An attack happened but it is hard to tell which dog is attacking. He thinks the neighbor's
other dog may have bitten the victim dog. He stated the owner of the other dogs unleashed his dogs and
told them to run home. The owner pinned Lotus down and tried to control the situation.

Mayor Hike mentioned the two dogs were restrained on leashes and questioned how Lotus was restrained.
Mr. Bittick stated Lotus was in a fenced yard.

Mayor Hike questioned Mr. Bittick if he was home at the time of incident. Mr. Bittick stated he was home.

Mr. Bittick stated the other dogs had walked on the sidewalk many times and ran up to his fence numerous
times. He stated he thinks this is a provoked situation. His dog has never shown aggression to these dogs
when they have run up to his fence. He stated his dog has never had any issues with any dogs before.

Chief Clary clarified with Mr. Bittick that he is not disputing it was his dog that ran up to the other two dogs
in the video. Mr. Bittick stated he is not disputing that.

Chief Clary questioned what the distance was from where the neighbor was walking the dogs to the fence
where Lotus got out. Mr. Bittick replied less than 20 yards. Chief Clary mentioned the video indicates the

neighbor is casually walking along when Lotus rapidly approaches them. He feels if the dog was provoked,
he would have attacked the dog immediately.

Questioned if that is the most direct route to the mailboxes from his house. Mr. Bittick stated it was not point

A to point B. Chief Clary stated it is a community sidewalk, and he is allowed to have access to a public
sidewalk.

Chief Clary questioned Mr. Bittick if it was his contention that the neighbor’s other dog had bitten the victim
dog. Mr. Bittick stated yes. He thinks the neighbor's dog in the scuffle bit the dog. He commented that
when Lotus was pinned down, she may have bitten the other dog once. Conversation ensued.

Chief Clary stated the videos are very clear, Lotus is the aggressor.

Dr. Akerson questioned if Lotus had any injuries. Mr. Bittick replied no she didn't.

use. He agreed the victim's owner had to pass his
house on his walk. He mentioned there is 3 lot of Space between the fence and the grass, so the dogs
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would have had to go in the grass. He stated the owner has no worries walking the dogs. He is very
casually walking his dogs and Lotus ran up to these dogs. The ordinance clearly states you need to control
your dog. Counciiman Cook advised the ordinance clearly states a Potentially Dangerous Dog is any dog
that chases or approaches a person upon a street or sidewalk, or public ground in a threatening way. This
attack meets the elements outlined in the ordinance.

Chief Clary noted they have to believe what is a credible account of the incident, by the victim's owner, the
accounts of the attack. There is no reason to dispute the account.

Mr. Steve Glandt, Vice-President of Field Operations for the NE Humane Society, §929 Fort Street, Omaha,
Nebraska, was present to give a summary of the events. He pointed out the video clearly shows Lotus as
the aggressor, as he bolts across the street. The owner has a right to walk on a public sidewalk. He
shouldn't have to worry that another dog owner isn’t properly restraining their dog. The victim's owner
specifically stated the injuries to his dog were from Lotus biting his dog. He restrained Lotus, as he went
into protective mode. In addition to the injury portion of the ordinance, the ordinance states a Potentially
Dangerous Dog (PDD) means any dog that, when unprovoked, chases or approaches a person who upon
a street, sidewalk, or any other public area, in a menacing or threatening fashion or apparent attitude or
attack. That part is clear in the video. The requirements Mr. Bittick would need to meet for the PDD would
be to have the dog microchipped, proof of $100,000 pubiic liability insurance, take the two required classes
at NHS, and make sure if the dog leaves the property it must harnessed, muzzled, under the control of a
person 19 or older, and on a leash no longer than 6 feet long. The requirements of the PDD are to set the
owners and dogs up for future success. This also helps keep the community safe.

Councilman Cook mentioned in one of the pictures submitted in the packet of the fence, it looks like it was
secured by a stake. He questioned if NHS does site visits to indicate areas a dog could get out. Mr. Glandt
mentioned if they are able to, or they will document with photographs. NHS has suggested to homeowners
to use a stake to help secure the fence.

Mr. Glandt added the best-behaved dog can be triggered. Lotus may be and is probably a good dog. His
predecessor told him the only predictable things about dogs, is they are unpredictable. That's why it is on
the owner to understand what triggers their dog. The classes are assigned to help with that.

Chief Clary questioned Mr. Glandt if he has any reason to question the credibility of the statement provided
by the victim's owner. Mr. Glandt replied he does not, he believes his statement to be accurate and true.

Mrs. Trudy Bittick, 1901 Old Gaelic Circle, mentioned she wasn’t home at the time of the incident. She
pointed out in the report the neighbor mentions Lotus is Pitbull. She pointed out she is an American Bulldog.
She stated the neighbors walk on the sidewalk all the time and the dogs communicate through the fence,
like dogs do. They don't bark at each other. She believes Lotus got out of the yard and approached the
dogs in excitement, not in aggression.

Chief Clary questioned if she is disputing it is Lotus in the video. Mrs. Bittick stated no. Discussion followed.

Mayor Hike stated any dog can is dangerous when triggered by different situations. He explained the dog
is in violation of the ordinance.

Discussion occurred on the condition of Mr. Bittick's fence.

Motion was made by Akerson, seconded by Clary, to deny the appeal and to affirm the Decision of
Nebraska Humane Society on Potentially Dangerous Dog Declaration.

Roll call vote on the motion was as follows: Hike, Clary, Cook, Akerson, and Yonkers voted yes; voting
no: none; absent: none. Motion carried.

City Attorney Aimee Bataillon explained to Mr. Bittick the Board of Health has voted to affirm the decision
of the N Nebraska Humane Society. She stated his appeal on Potentially Dangerous Dog Declaration
has been denied. Lotus has been affirmed to be a Potentially Dangerous Dog (PDD). She explained to
Mr. Bittick he is required to meet the requirements of the ordinance for a PDD. The requirements are
included in the agenda packet he received. She questioned if he received it. He clarified he has the
requirements. She explained he is required to comply with the sections of the ordinance in the time limit
specified.

Mr. Bittick questioned what classes he needs to sign up for. Mr. Glandt explained he will have NHS
contact him with the information. He explained the requirements and stated the PDD will fall off in 24
months, if there are no other issues.

Mayor Hike requested clarification from Mr. Bittick if he understands the requirements. Mr. Bittick replied
yes.

The only repair was a new roof in 2016.

Councilwoman Welch questioned when the last time the Comprehensive Plan was approved. Mrs. Tammi

Code revisions have been done every couple of years.

Anderson asked staff if there were any updates. Palm stated there were no updates.

Anderson explained the public hearing procedures.

PUBLIC HEARING was heid on a reqguest for a variance of Section 5.09.05. City of Bellevue Zoning
Ordinance, regarding the minimum 35-foot front yard setback for Lot 13. Hillcrest Addition. The
applicant is requesting the minimum 35-foot yard setback be reduced to 9 feet for a covered porch.
Applicant: Noemi Gonzalez Morales. Location: 101 Caldor Drive. Case #: BOA-2410-01.

Noemi Gonzalez Morales, 101 Caldor Dr., Bellevue, NE, distributed a packet she had prepared for the
Board members. She stated two months ago an inspector for the City of Bellevue came to do an
inspection on the roof and he noticed the new structure on the front of the house. The inspector issued
a stop work order on the project for work without benefit of a permit and the proximity to the front
property line. Morales said the house was built in 1931 on a unique shaped lot. She stated the zoning
district requires a 35-foot setback from the property line but the house itself does not meet that setback.
Morales stated the existing overhang on the house is approximately two feet and the new front porch
structure would only increase that by approximately three feet closer to the front property line. She
said the porch addition was added to prevent water from getting to the foundation because the elevation
of the street is higher than the elevation of the house. Morales stated since living in the house for six
years they have experienced water in the basement several times. She said the porch will have gutters
and downspouts to redirect the water away from the house. Morales stated no other lots in the
neighborhood have the same shape. She said in the packet is a petition of acceptance signed by the
neighbors. Morales stated this porch will increase the curb appeal and the overall value of the home.

There was no one present to speak in favor of, or opposition to this request. Subsequently, Anderson
closed the public hearing.

Palm stated staff took pictures of the site which are attached to the report and those pictures were
taken from the right-of-way.

Conte stated that Ms. Gonzales had answered several of the questions she originally had.

Petersen questioned if the street was existing when the house was built in 1931. Palm stated she
assumed Caldor Drive existed. Anderson stated it existed but was probably gravel at the time the home
was constructed. Palm stated in 1955 the pictures from Sarpy County GIS show the Caldor Drive is
existing and that it was gravel. Anderson stated it also could have changed elevation due to it going
from gravel to concrete. Palm stated based on GIS contours the elevation is 1139 at the property line
and 1138 at the northwest corner of the house and 1138 at the front porch addition.

Crompton questioned if there was a previous variance for this house because it does not meet the
existing 35-foot setback. Palm stated zoning did not exist at the time the house was built. She said
the zoning ordinance was adopted in 1965 so any house that is older than that is likely not going to
meet setbacks so it would be considered legal non-conforming. Palm stated legal non-conforming
means that if any additions or improvements are made, they must conform to the current zoning
ordinance and cannot increase the non-conformity of the existing structure. Petersen questioned if a
permit was issued for the front porch. Palm stated no permit was issued. Palm stated Ms. Gonzalez
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was issued a stop work order on September 11, 2024, which was for several issues. She stated the
property owner came into the office and obtained permits for all the work except for the front porch
because it did not meet the setbacks required for that district.

Hankins questioned if there was electrical installed in the front porch. Gonzalez stated there was no
electrical installed in the porch.

Discussion ensued regarding previous cases brought before the Board with legal non-conforming
structures requesting variances and the results of those cases.

Anderson stated the reason the front setback is regulated is so when neighborhoods are constructed
there is some openness to the neighborhood. He said if we were to approve this case and allow the 9-
foot setback then we would have to allow that setback for all.

Conte stated this is not something that was done by caprice because as described it is improving the
water issues in the basement which is almost a necessity to improve the structure. Petersen stated
changes to the elevation of the soil against the foundation would redirect the water from the foundation,
and indicated the porch cover is not keeping water away from the foundation.

Crompton questioned if the applicant had an engineer’s report that would say constructing this porch
would stop the water intrusion in the basement. Gonzalez stated she did not have an engineer’s report.

Discussion ensued regarding what would need to be done to stop the water issues in the basement.

Hankins questioned if previous decisions of the Board would increase requests for variances in front
yard setbacks. Palm stated yes, this Board sets precedence. If the Board approves this item, it has a
direct impact as to how construction permits such as these are reviewed and approved by staff.

Petersen questioned how decisions on zoning were made when the first zoning ordinance was done in
1965. Palm stated if the city is taking over land that had prior zoning from Sarpy County, then the most
comparable City of Bellevue zoning to its previous County zoning is applied. Discussion ensued
regarding legal non-conforming structures.

MOTION was made by Petersen, seconded by Crompton to recommend APPROVAL of a request for
a variance of Section 5.09.05, City of Bellevue Zoning Ordinance, regarding the minimum 35-foot front
yard setback for Lot 13, Hillcrest Addition. Approval to allow the minimum 35-foot vard setback be
reduced to 9 feet for a covered porch. Applicant: Noemi Gonzalez Morales. Location: 101 Caldor Drive.
Case #: BOA-2410-01. Upon roll call. Crompton. Conte, and Hankins voted ves. Petersen. and
Anderson voted no. MOTION failed and variance denied.

If the portion of the
Premises taken is such that it prevents the practical use of the Premises for Tenant's purposes, then
Tenant shall have the right either (a) to terminate this Lease by giving written notice of such termination
to Landlord not later than thirty (30) days after the taking, or (b) to continue in possession of the
remainder of the Premises, except that the rent shall be reduced in proportion to the area of the
Premises taken. In the event of any taking or condemnation of the Premises, in whole or in part, the
entire resulting award of damages shall be the exclusive property of Landlord, including all damages
awarded as compensation for diminution in value to the leasehold, without any deduction for the value
of any unexpired term of this Lease, or for any other estate or any other estate or interest in the
Premises now or hereafter vested in Tenant.

17. DEFAULT OR BREACH. Each of the following events shall constitute a default or breach of this Lease
by Tenant:

a) If Tenant fail to pay Landlord any rent or other payments when due hereunder;

b) If Tenant vacates or abandons the Premises;

c) If Tenant files a petition in bankruptcy or insolvency or for reorganization under any
bankruptcy act, or voluntarily takes advantage of any such act by answer or otherwise, or makes
an assignment for the benefit of creditors;

d) If involuntary proceedings under any bankruptcy or insolvency act shall be instituted against
the Tenant, or if a receiver or trustee shall be appointed of all or substantially all of the property
of Tenant, and such proceedings shall not be dismissed or the receivership or trusteeship
vacated within thirty (30) days after the institution or appointments; or

e) If Tenant fails to perform or comply with any other term or condition of this lease, or any of
the rules and regulations established by Landlord, and if such nonperformance shall continue for
a period of ten (10) days after notice thereof by Landlord to Tenant, time being of the essence.

18. EFFECT OF DEFAULT. In the event of any default or breach hereunder, in addition to any other right
or remedy available to Landlord, either at law or in equity, Landlord may exert any one or more of the
following rights:

a) Landlord may re-enter the Premises immediately and remove the property and personnel of
Tenant, and shall have the right, but not the obligation, to stare such property in a public
warehouse or a place selected by Landlord, at the risk and expense of Tenant.

b) Landlord may retake the Premises and may terminate this Lease by giving written notice of
termination to Tenant. Without such notice, Landlord's retaking will not terminate the Lease.
On termination, Landlord may recover from Tenant all damage proximately resulting from the
breach, including the cost of recovering the Premises and the difference between the rent due
for the balance of the Lease term as though the Lease had not been terminated and the fair
market rental value of the Premises for the balance of the Lease term as though the Lease had
not been terminated which sum shall be immediately due Landlord from Tenant.

c) Landlord may relet the Premises or any part thereof for any term without terminating this
Lease, as such rent and on such terms as it may, choose. Landlord may make alterations and
repairs to the Premises. In addition to Tenant's liability to Landlord for breach of this Lease,
Tenant shall be liable for all expenses of the reletting, for any alterations and repairs made, and
for the rent due for the balance of the Lease term, which sum shall be immediately due Landlord
from Tenant. The amount due the Landlord will be reduced by the new rent received by i



risks covered by insurance on the Real Estate or necessitate additional insurance premiums or policies of
insurance, even If such use may be In furtherance of Tenant's business purpose. In the event any
policies of insurance are Invalidated by acts or omissions of Tenant, Landlord shall have the right to
terminate this Lease or, at Landlord's option, to charge Tenant for extra insurance premiums required
on the Real Estate on account of the Increased risk caused by Tenant's use and occupancy of the
Premises. Each party hereby waives all clalms for recovery from the other for any 1035 or damage 1o any
of its property insured under valid and collectible insurance policies to the extent of any recovery
collectible under such policies: provided that this waiver shall apply only when permitted by the
applicable policy of insurance.

13. INDEMNITY. Tenant shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend Landlord from and against, and
Landlord shall not be liable to Tenant on account of, any and all cost, expenses, liabilities, losses,
damage, suits, actions, fines, penalties, demands, or claims of any kind, including reasonable attorney’s
fees, asserted by or on behalf of any person, entity or governmental authority arising out of or in any
way connected with either (a) a failure by Tenant to perform any of the agreements, terms, or
conditions of this Lease required to be performed by Tenant; (b) a failure by Tenant to comply with any
laws, statutes, ordinances, regulations, or orders of any governmental authority; or (c) any accident,
death, or personal injury, or damage to, or loss or theft of property which shall occur on or about the
Premises, or the Real Estate, except as the same may be the result of negligence of Landiord, its
employees, or agents.

14. LIABILITY INSURANCE. Tenant agrees to procure and maintain continuously during the entire term
of this Lease, a policy or policies of commercial general liability insurance from a company or companies
acceptable to the Landlord, at Tenant's own cost and expense, insuring Landlord and Tenant from all
claims, demands or actions; such policy or policies shall in addition to insuring Tenant protect and name
Landlord and Landlord's managing agent as additional Insured and shall provide coverage in a combined
single limit per occurrence of at least $1,000,000.00 for claims, demands or actions for bodily injury,
death or property damage made by or on behalf of any person or persons, firm or corporation arising
from, related to, or connected with the conduct and operation of Tenant’s business in the Premises, or
arising out of and connected with the use and occupancy of the Real Estate by the Tenant. All such
insurance shall provide that Landlord shali be given a minimum of ten (10) days' notice by the insurance
company prior to cancellation, termination or change of such insurance. Tenant shall provide Landlord
with copies of the policies or certificates evidencing that such insurance in full force and effect and
stating the term and provision thereof. If Tenant fails to comply with such requirements for insurance,
Landlord may, but shall not be obligated to, obtain such insurance and keep the same in effect, and
Tenant agrees to pay Landlord, upon demand, the premium cost thereof.

15. DAMAGE BY FIRE OR OTHER CASUALTY. I[f, during the term of this Lease, the Premises shall be so
damaged by fire or any other cause except Tenant's negligent or intentional act so as to render the
Premises untenantable, the rent shall be abated while the Premises remain untenantable; and in the
event of such damage, Landlord shall elect whether to repair the Premises or to cancel this Lease, and
shall notify the Tenant in writing of its election within sixty (60) days after such damage. In the event
Landlord elects to repair the Premises, the work or repair shall begin promptly and shall be carried on
without unnecessary delay. In the event Landlord elects not to repair the Premises, the Lease shall be
deemed canceled as of the date of the damage. Such damage shall not extend the Lease term.

16. CONDEMNATION. If the whole or any part of the Premises shall be taken by public authority under
the power of eminent domain, then the term of this Lease shall cease on that portion of the Premises so



Landlord during the remaining term of this Lease from reletting the Premises or any part
thereof. If during the remaining term of this Lease Landlord receives mare than the amount due
Landlord under the sub-paragraph, the Landlord shall pay such excess to Tenant, but only to the
extent Tenant has actually made payment pursuant to this sub-paragraph.

1S. SURRENDER-HOLDING OVER. Tenant shall, upon termination of this Lease, whether by lapse of
time or otherwise, peaceable and promptly surrender the Premises to Landlord. If Tenant remains in
possession after the termination of this Lease, withaut a written lease duly executed by the parties,
Tenant shall be deemed a trespasser. If Tenant pays, and Landlord accepts, rent for a period after
termination of this Lease, Tenant shall be deemed to be occupying the Premises only as a tenant from
month to month subject to all terms, conditions, and agreements of this Lease, except that the rent shali
be two times the monthly rent specified in the lease immediately before termination.

20. SUBORDINATION AND ATTORNMENT. Landlord reserves the right to place liens and encumbrances
on the Premises superior in lien and effect of this Lease. This Lease, and all rights of Tenant hereunder,
shall, at the option of Landlord, be subject and subordinate to any liens and encumbrances now or
hereafter imposed by Landlord upon the Premises or the Real Estate or any part thereof, and Tenant
agrees to execute, acknowledge, and deliver to Landlord, upon request, any and all instruments that
may be necessary or proper to subordinate this Lease and all rights herein to any such fien or
encumbrance as may be required by Landlord.

In the event any proceedings are brought for the foreclosure of any mortgage on the Premises,
Tenant will attorn to the purchaser at the foreclosure sale and recognize such purchaser as the Landlord
under this Lease. The purchaser, by virtue of such foreclosure, shall be deemed to have assumed, as
substitute Landlord, the terms and conditions of this Lease until the resale or other disposition of its
interest. Such assumption, however, shall not be deemed in acknowledgement by the purchaser of the
validity of any than existing claims of Tenant against the prior Landlord.

Tenant agrees to execute and deliver such further assurances and other documents, including 3
new lease upon the same terms and conditions contained herein, confirming the foregoing, as such
purchase may reasonably request. Tenant waives any right of election to terminate this Lease because
of any such foreclosure proceedings.

21. NOTICES. Any notice or demands given hereunder shall be in writing and personally delivered or
sent by first class mail postage prepaid to Landlord at 1021 Galvin Road. S., Bellevue, NE 68005, and also
to Tenant at 1003 Galvin Rd. S., Bellevue, NE 68005 or at such other address as either party may from
time to time designate in writing. Each such notice shall be deemed to have been given at the time it
shall be personally delivered to such address or deposited in the United States mail in the manner
prescribed herein.

22. COMPLIANCE WITH ADA. Tenant shall be responsible for all costs of complying with the American
with Disabilities Act (ADA) and all similar laws and regulations within the Premises, including the
removal of barriers which do not necessitate the removal of modification of load-bearing walls.

23. SUBSTITUTION OF OTHER PREMISES. Landlord may upon thirty (30) days' notice to Tenant
substitute for the Premises other premises in the Real Estate {the "New Premises"), provided that the
New Premises shall be reasonable usable for Tenant's business hereunder; and, if Tenant is already in
occupancy of the Premises, then in addition Landlord shall pay the reasonable expenses of moving -






RULES AND REGULATIONS

A. The entrances, corridors, passages, stairways and elevatars shall be under the exclusive control of the Landlord
and shall not be obstructed, or used by the Tenant for any other purpose than ingress and egress to and from the
Premises; and the Landlord shall have the right to control Ingress and egress to and from the Building at all times.

B. Safes, furniture, boxes or other bulky articles shall be carried by the frelght elevator, or by the stairways, or
through the windows of the Building, in such a manner and at such hours as may be directed by the Landlord.
Safes and other heavy articles shall be placed by the Tenant in such places only as may be first specified in writing
by the Landlord.

C. The Tenant, shall not place nor permit to be placed any signs, advertisements or notices in or upon any part of
the Building, and shall not place merchandise or show-cases in front of the Building, without the Landlord's written
consent.

D. The Tenant shall not put up nor operate any engine, boiler, dyname or machinery of any kind, nor carry on any
mechanical business in said Premises nor place any explosive therein, nor use any kerosene or oils or burning fluids
in the Premises without first obtaining written consent of the Landlord.

E. If the Tenant desires telegraphic or telephonic connections, the Landlord will direct the electricians as to where
and how the wires are to be introducedand without such written directions, no boring or cutting for wires will be
permitted.

F. No person or persons shall be employed by the Tenant for the purpose of cleaning or of taking care of the
Premises without written consent of the Landlord. Any person or persons so employed by the Tenant must be
subject to and under the control and direction of the Landlord.

G. The Landlord shall have the right to exclude or eject from the Building, animals of every kind, except guide
dogs, bicyctes or any other wheeled vehicle except wheelchairs, and all canvassers and other persons who conduct
themselves in such a manner as to be, in the judgement of the Landlord, an annoyance to the tenants or a

detriment to the Building.

H. No additional locks shall be placed upon any doors of the Premises without first obtaining written consent of
the Landlord and the Tenant will not permit any duplicate keys to be made. If more than two keys for any door are
desired, the additional number shall be paid for by the Tenant. Upon termination of this lease the Tenant shall
surrender all keys of said Premises and of the Building, and shall give to the Landlord the combination of ail locks

on any vaults and safes.

I. The Tenant shall not allow any curtains, filing cases or other articles to be placed against or near the glass in the
partitions between the Premises and the corridors of the Building, without first obtaining the written consent of

the Landlord.

J. The Landlord shall have the right to make such other and further rules and regulations as, in the judgement of
the Landlord, may from time to time be needed for the safety, care and cleanliness and general appearance of the
Premises and for the preservation of good order therein.

K. Smoking is prohibited in all areas of the Building, including the Premises.
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ORDINANCE NO. 4169

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 19, OF THE BELLEVUE MUNICIPAL CODE
BY ADDING A NEW ARTICLE IX, SECTIONS 19-108 TO 19-120 TO REQUIRE THE
REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES; PROVIDE REGISTRATION FEES; PROVIDE
PENALTIES FOR FAILING TO REGISTER VACANT PROPERTIES; TO REPEAL
CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BELLEVUE, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-108 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-108 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PURPOSE.

Recognizing that vacant commercial and residential buildings (hereinafter referred to as "vacant
properties”) contribute to blight, discourage economic development, hinder appreciation of
property values, endanger public health and safety, attract criminal activity, create fire hazards and
otherwise diminish quality of life. It is the responsibility of property owners to prevent vacant
properties from becoming a burden to the neighborhood and community and a threat to the public
health, safety and welfare. Maintenance of the public health, safety, and welfare thus requires the
City to maintain an accurate registration of all vacant properties. Any fees imposed under a vacant
property registration ordinance have the potential to benefit the owners of vacant properties by
helping to finance additional government services to protect the value and security of such
properties. That enactment of a vacant property registration ordinance is a proper exercise of the
City of Bellevue’s authority to protect the public health, safety and welfare of community
residents.

Section 2. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-109 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-109 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PUBLIC NUISANCE.

Vacant properties shall constitute a public nuisance. The City of Bellevue is given the power and
authority pursuant to Nebraska Revised Statute § 18-1720 to define, regulate, suppress and prevent
such nuisances. A vacant property registration ordinance places a duty on the owner of vacant
properties to assist the City in preventing public nuisance. The City Clerk shall be the program
administrator for the vacant properties registration list and said registration applies to any and all
vacant properties within the City limits.



Section 3. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-110 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-110 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: DUTIES OF OWNER.

All owners of vacant property subject to a vacant property registration ordinance, adopted pursuant
to Nebraska Revised Statute § 19-5406, shall be required to register such property with the City
Clerk.

Section 4. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-111 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-111 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: VACANT PROPERTY
REGISTRATION.

The owner of a vacant property must register said property with the City Clerk within thirty (30)
calendar days of written notice provided to the owner or the owner's resident agent of the existence
of the vacant property. Such notice shall be served on the owner or resident agent by personal
service or by certified mail, return receipt requested. If notice by personal service or certified mail
is unsuccesstful, notice shall be given by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the
City and by conspicuously posting the notice on the commercial building or residential building
which is vacant. A copy of the notice under this section shall be recorded by the County Clerk, or
his or her designee, in the records of the Register of Deeds for Sarpy County, Nebraska and indexed
against the premises.

For purposes of this Section, evidence of vacancy means any condition or circumstance that on its
own or in combination with other conditions or circumstances would lead a reasonable person to
believe that a residential building or commercial building is vacant. Such conditions or
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) Overgrown or dead vegetation, including grass, shrubbery, and other plantings;

(b) An accumulation of abandoned personal property, trash or other waste;

(©) Visible deterioration or lack of maintenance of any building or structure on the
property;

(d) Graffiti or other defacement of any building or structure on the property; or

(e) Any other condition or circumstance reasonably indicating that the property is not
occupied for residential purposes or being used for the operation of a lawful
business.

For purposes of this section, a vacant property shall not be used for storage unless specifically
allowed pursuant to the City of Bellevue Zoning Ordinance.



Section 5. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-112 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-112 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: DEFINITIONS.

For purposes of this section, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectively
ascribed to them:

Vacant means the property has been vacant for 180 days or longer and during such time,
has continuously exhibited evidence of vacancy as described in Section 4.

Owner of vacant property means the person or persons shown to be the owner or owners
of record on the records of the register of deeds.

Commercial building means a building with more than twenty-five (25%) percent of its
floor space used for commercial activity. For the purposes of this section, floor space shall be
designated as the area on the main or street level of the building. For purposes of this section,
commercial activity means having the objective of supplying commodities (goods and services),
industrial uses, industrial manufacturing, and ancillary business functions.

Residential building means a housing structure or other framework, together with such land
on which the dwelling and appurtenant buildings are located, that is used or intended to support
occupancy of one or more persons for non-business purposes. This includes but is not limited to
the following: a house, a condominium, a townhouse, an apartment unit or building, or a trailer
house.

Section 6. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-113 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-113 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: EXEMPTIONS.

The vacant property registration ordinance provides the following exemptions to the vacant
property registration and fee requirements, including, but not limited to, the following:

(a) Property only considered to be a seasonal residence; and the property is in
compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.

(b) Property of an owner who is temporarily absent, but who has demonstrated his or
her intent to return; and the property is in compliance with all current City of
Bellevue codes.

(©) Property that is scheduled for demolition and has a valid demo permit issued by the
City of Bellevue.

(d) Property under construction or renovation pursuant to a valid building permit issued
by the City of Bellevue.

(e) Property subject to divorce, probate or estate proceedings; and the property is in
compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.



® Property that is "for sale," "for rent," or "for lease" and where the owner can
produce sufficient good faith evidence of active marketing of sale, rent or lease;
and the property is in compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.

(g) Property owned by the federal government, the State of Nebraska, the City of
Bellevue or any other political subdivision.

(h) Property subject to damage by fire or an act of god.

Section 7. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-114 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-114 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REGISTRATION
FORMS.

The required vacant property registration shall be submitted on the form provided by the City of
Bellevue. The form shall include, but not be limited to the following: the name, current mailing
address, telephone number and facsimile (if applicable) and email address of the property owner
and his or her agent; the street address and parcel identification number of the vacant property; the
transfer date of the instrument conveying the property to the owner; the date on which the property
became vacant; and such other information deemed necessary by the City. The form shall also
include the period of time the vacant property is expected to remain vacant, and a plan and
timetable for performance of one or more of the following:

(a) Returning the vacant property to the appropriate occupancy or use;
(b) Marketing the property for sale or lease;

(c) Making any necessary repairs; or

(d) Demolition of the property.

All applicable laws and codes shall be complied with by the owner. The owner shall notify the
City of any changes in information supplied as part of the vacant property registration within thirty
(30) calendar days of the change.

[f the owner of the vacant property does not reside in Sarpy County for at least one hundred eighty
(180) days in a calendar year, then the owner must provide information for a resident agent with
authority to act with respect to the property, including the name, current mailing address, phone
number, and any other contact information of the owner's agent. Any subsequent owner of a vacant
property must register or re-register the building with the City within thirty (30) calendar days of
any transfer of any ownership interest in the vacant property. The new owner(s) shall comply with
the approved plan and timetable submitted by the previous owner until any proposed changes are
submitted by the new owner and meet the approval of the City.

An owner who acquires a vacant property for which a registration fee has already been paid for a
particular period is not liable for an additional registration fee for that period; however, the new
owner must register the change of ownership with the City.



Section 8. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-115 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-115 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: VACANT PROPERTY
FEES.

Residential Property: There is no fee for initial registration of vacant residential property.

If the owner fails to remedy the vacant property and successfully have it removed from the vacant
property registration list within 180 days from the initial registration date, or within 180 days from
the initial registration date deadline if the owner fails to register the property, then the owner of a
vacant residential property shall be assessed a fee of $250.00, payable to the City of Bellevue.

In addition, a supplemental fee of $500.00 will be assessed to the owner of the vacant property
for every 180-day period thereafter, until the vacant property is removed from the registration list.

Commercial Property: There is no fee for initial registration of vacant commercial property.

If the owner fails to remedy the vacant property and successfully have it removed from the vacant
property registration list within 180 days from the initial registration date, or within 180 days from
the initial registration date deadline if the owner fails to register the property, then the owner of a
vacant commercial property shall be assessed a fee of $500.00, payable to the City of Bellevue. In
addition, a supplemental fee of $1,000.00 will be assessed to the owner of the vacant property for
every 180-day period thereafter, until the vacant property is removed from the registration list.

Registration fees may be refundable for the fiscal year preceding the date on which the property is
no longer vacant.

Unpaid registration fees shall become a lien on the premises, as well as a liability of the responsible
party. Additionally, the City Attorney may institute appropriate action against the owner for the
recovery of such costs.

Section 9. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-116 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-116 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PENALTIES.

Any person upon whom a duty is placed by the provisions of this ordinance who shall fail, neglect,
or refuse to perform such duty, or who shall violate a provision of this ordinance shall be deemed
guilty of an infraction and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in any sum not to exceed five
hundred dollars ($500.00), except that each person so convicted shall be fined in a sum of not less
than two hundred dollars ($200.00) for the first offense, not less than three hundred dollars
($300.00) for the second offense, and not less than four hundred dollars ($400.00) for the third
offense and each offense thereafter. The penalty herein provided shall be cumulative with and in
addition to the revocation, cancellation, or forfeiture of any license, permit, or right elsewhere



provided for or as provided by law. Each day that a violation of this ordinance continues shall
constitute a separate and distinct offense and shall be punishable as such.

Any and all civil penalties assessed under this ordinance shall be billed to the owner or other
responsible party. Failure or refusal to pay any and all such penalties permits the City of Bellevue
to pursue any and all available legal remedies for the enforcement and collection of such penalties;
including, but not limited to, civil actions being filed in district court, suits or actions being
maintained in any court of competent jurisdiction, abatement of nuisances maintained in violation
of this ordinance, institution of injunction, mandamus, or other appropriate action or proceedings
to enforce the penalty provisions of this ordinance. This ordinance in no way limits the penalties,
actions or abatement procedures which may be taken by the City of Bellevue for a violation of any
other ordinance of the City of Bellevue or statute of the State of Nebraska.

Section 10. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-117 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-117 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REMOVAL OF
PROPERTY FROM REGISTRATION LIST.

An owner may have his or her vacant property removed from the vacant property registration by
providing sufficient notification and evidence to the City Clerk, or his or her designee, that said
vacant property no longer meets the definition of vacancy as described in Section 4. The City
Administrator, or his or her designee, may then evaluate or inspect the property to determine
whether the property should be removed from the registration list.

Section 11. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-118 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-118 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: APPEAL.

The required vacant property appeal shall be submitted on the form provided by the City of
Bellevue. Upon receiving notice declaring that a building is vacant or remains vacant, the owner
of the building may appeal such decision within twenty (20) calendar days of receipt of the notice.
Such appeal shall be in writing to the City Clerk accompanied by a non-refundable appeal fee.
Such appeal shall request a hearing before the City Council to present reasons why the property
should not be declared vacant. The appeal fee shall be set by the City pf Bellevue’s Master Fee
Schedule. The City Clerk shall set such hearing within thirty (30) business days from the date of
receipt of the written request.

A written notice of the City Council decision following the hearing shall be sent to the property
owner by certified mail or shall be provided at the conclusion of the hearing. If the City Council
rejects the appeal, the owner shall have thirty (30) calendar days from the decision to register the
vacant building; provided, the property owner may appeal such decision, within thirty (30)



calendar days of the City Council decision, to the appropriate court for adjudication during which
proceedings the decision of the City Council shall be stayed.

Section 12. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-119 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-119 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REPEAL.

Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to passage, approval, and publication or

posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is repealed.

Section 14. That this Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force fifteen (15) days after
passage of the same.

ORDINANCE NO. 4169

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 19, OF THE BELLEVUE MUNICIPAL CODE
BY ADDING A NEW ARTICLE IX, SECTIONS 19-108 TO 19-120 TO REQUIRE THE
REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES; PROVIDE REGISTRATION FEES; PROVIDE
PENALTIES FOR FAILING TO REGISTER VACANT PROPERTIES; TO REPEAL
CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BELLEVUE, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-108 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-108 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PURPOSE.

Recognizing that vacant commercial and residential buildings (hereinafter referred to as "vacant
properties") contribute to blight, discourage economic development, hinder appreciation of
property values, endanger public health and safety, attract criminal activity, create fire hazards and
otherwise diminish quality of life. It is the responsibility of property owners to prevent vacant
properties from becoming a burden to the neighborhood and community and a threat to the public
health, safety and welfare. Maintenance of the public health, safety, and welfare thus requires the
City to maintain an accurate registration of all vacant properties. Any fees imposed under a vacant
property registration ordinance have the potential to benefit the owners of vacant properties by
helping to finance additional government services to protect the value and security of such
properties. That enactment of a vacant property registration ordinance is a proper exercise of the
City of Bellevue’s authority to protect the public health, safety and welfare of community
residents.

Section 2. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-109 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-109 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PUBLIC NUISANCE.

Vacant properties shall constitute a public nuisance. The City of Bellevue is given the power and
authority pursuant to Nebraska Revised Statute § 18-1720 to define, regulate, suppress and prevent
such nuisances. A vacant property registration ordinance places a duty on the owner of vacant
properties to assist the City in preventing public nuisance. The City Cletk shall be the program
administrator for the vacant properties registration list and said registration applies to any and all
vacant properties within the City limits.



Section 3. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-110 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-110 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: DUTIES OF OWNER.

All owners of vacant property subject to a vacant property registration ordinance, adopted pursuant
to Nebraska Revised Statute § 19-5406, shall be required to register such property with the City
Clerk.

Section 4. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-111 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-111 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: VACANT PROPERTY
REGISTRATION.

The owner of a vacant property must register said property with the City Clerk within thirty (30)

calendar days of written notice provided to the owner or the owner's resident agent of the existence
of the vacant property. Such notice shall be served on the owner or resident agent by personal
service or by certified mail, return receipt requested. If notice by personal service or certified mail
is unsuccessful, notice shall be given by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the
City and by conspicuously posting the notice on the commercial building or residential building
which is vacant. A copy of the notice under this section shall be recorded by the County Clerk, or
his or her designee, in the records of the Register of Deeds for Sarpy County, Nebraska and indexed
against the premises.

For purposes of this Section, evidence of vacancy means any condition or circumstance that on its
own or in combination with other conditions or circumstances would lead a reasonable person to
believe that a residential building or commercial building is vacant. Such conditions or
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the following;:

(a Overgrown or dead vegetation, including grass, shrubbery, and other plantings;

(b)  Anaccumulation of abandoned personal property, trash or other waste;

() Visible deterioration or lack of maintenance of any building or structure on the
property;

(d Graffiti or other defacement of any building or structure on the property; or

(e) Any other condition or circumstance reasonably indicating that the property is not
occupied for residential purposes or being used for the operation of a lawful
business.

For purposes of this section, a vacant property shall not be used for storage unless specifically
allowed pursuant to the City of Bellevue Zoning Ordinance.



Section 5. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-112 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-112 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: DEFINITIONS.

For purposes of this section, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectively
ascribed to them:

Vacant means the property has been vacant for 180 days or longer and during such time,
has continuously exhibited evidence of vacancy as described in Section 4.

Owner of vacant property means the person or persons shown to be the owner or owners
of record on the records of the register of deeds.

Commercial building means a building with more than twenty-five (25%) percent of its
floor space used for commercial activity. For the purposes of this section, floor space shall be
designated as the area on the main or street level of the building. For purposes of this section,
commercial activity means having the objective of supplying commodities (goods and services),
industrial uses, industrial manufacturing, and ancillary business functions.

Residential building means a housing structure or other framework, together with such land
on which the dwelling and appurtenant buildings are located, that is used or intended to support
occupancy of one or more persons for non-business purposes. This includes but is not limited to
the following: a house, a condominium, a townhouse, an apartment unit or building, or a trailer
house.

Section 6. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-113 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-113 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: EXEMPTIONS.

The vacant property registration ordinance provides the following exemptions to the vacant
property registration and fee requirements, including, but not limited to, the following:

(a) Property only considered to be a seasonal residence; and the property is in
compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.

(b) Property of an owner who is temporarily absent, but who has demonstrated his or
her intent to return; and the property is in compliance with all current City of
Bellevue codes.

() Property that is scheduled for demolition and has a valid demo permit issued by the
City of Bellevue.

(d) Property under construction or renovation pursuant to a valid building permit issued
by the City of Bellevue.

(e) Property subject to divorce, probate or estate proceedings; and the property is in
compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.



63) Property that is "for sale," "for rent,” or "for lease" and where the owner can
produce sufficient good faith evidence of active marketing of sale, rent or lease;
and the property is in compliance with all current City of Bellevue codes.

(2) Property owned by the federal government, the State of Nebraska, the City of
Bellevue or any other political subdivision.

(b Property subject to damage by fire or an act of god.

Section 7. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-114 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-114 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REGISTRATION
FORMS.

The required vacant property registration shall be submitted on the form provided by the City of
Bellevue. The form shall include, but not be limited to the following: the name, current mailing
address, telephone number and facsimile (if applicable) and email address of the property owner
and his or her agent; the street address and parcel identification number of the vacant property; the
transfer date of the instrument conveying the property to the owner; the date on which the property
became vacant; and such other information deemed necessary by the City. The form shall also
include the period of time the vacant property is expected to remain vacant, and a plan and
timetable for performance of one or more of the following:

(a) Returning the vacant property to the appropriate occupancy or use;
(b) Marketing the property for sale or lease;

© Making any necessary repairs; or

(d) Demolition of the property.

All applicable laws and codes shall be complied with by the owner. The owner shall notify the
City of any changes in information supplied as part of the vacant property registration within thirty
(30) calendar days of the change.

If the owner of the vacant property does not reside in Sarpy County for at least one hundred eighty
(180) days in a calendar year, then the owner must provide information for a resident agent with
authority to act with respect to the property, including the name, current mailing address, phone
number, and any other contact information of the owner's agent. Any subsequent owner of a vacant
property must register or re-register the building with the City within thirty (30) calendar days of
any transfer of any ownership interest in the vacant property. The new owner(s) shall comply with
the approved plan and timetable submitted by the previous owner until any proposed changes are
submitted by the new owner and meet the approval of the City.

An owner who acquires a vacant property for which a registration fee has already been paid for a
particular period is not liable for an additional registration fee for that period; however, the new
owner must register the change of ownership with the City.



Section 8. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-115 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-115 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: VACANT PROPERTY
FEES.

Residential Property: There is no fee for initial registration of vacant residential property.

If the owner fails to remedy the vacant property and successfully have it removed from the vacant
property registration list within 180 days from the initial registration date, or within 180 days from
the initial registration date deadline if the owner fails to register the property, then the owner of a
vacant residential property shall be assessed a fee of $250.00, payable to the City of Bellevue.

In addition, a supplemental fee of $500.00 will be assessed to the owner of the vacant property
for every 180-day period thereafter, until the vacant property is removed from the registration list.

Commercial Property: There is no fee for initial registration of vacant commercial property.

If the owner fails to remedy the vacant property and successfully have it removed from the vacant
property registration list within 180 days from the initial registration date, or within 180 days from
the initial registration date deadline if the owner fails to register the property, then the owner of a
vacant commercial property shall be assessed a fee of $500.00, payable to the City of Bellevue. In
addition, a supplemental fee of $1,000.00 will be assessed to the owner of the vacant property for
every 180-day period thereafter, until the vacant property is removed from the registration list.

Registration fees may be refundable for the fiscal year preceding the date on which the property is
no longer vacant.

Unpaid registration fees shall become a lien on the premises, as well as a liability of the responsible
party. Additionally, the City Attorney may institute appropriate action against the owner for the
recovery of such costs.

Section 9. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-116 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-116 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: PENALTIES.

Any person upon whom a duty is placed by the provisions of this ordinance who shall fail, neglect,
or refuse to perform such duty, or who shall violate a provision of this ordinance shall be deemed
guilty of an infraction and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in any sum not to exceed five
hundred dollars ($500.00), except that each person so convicted shall be fined in a sum of not less
than two hundred dollars ($200.00) for the first offense, not less than three hundred dollars
(8300.00) for the second offense, and not less than four hundred dollars ($400.00) for the third
offense and each offense thereafter. The penalty herein provided shall be cumulative with and in
addition to the revocation, cancellation, or forfeiture of any license, permit, or right elsewhere



provided for or as provided by law. Each day that a violation of this ordinance continues shall
constitute a separate and distinct offense and shall be punishable as such.

Any and all civil penalties assessed under this ordinance shall be billed to the owner or other
responsible party. Failure or refusal to pay any and all such penalties permits the City of Bellevue
to pursue any and all available legal remedies for the enforcement and collection of such penalties;
including, but not limited to, civil actions being filed in district court, suits or actions being
maintained in any court of competent jurisdiction, abatement of nuisances maintained in violation
of this ordinance, institution of injunction, mandamus, or other appropriate action or proceedings
to enforce the penalty provisions of this ordinance. This ordinance in no way limits the penalties,
actions or abatement procedures which may be taken by the City of Bellevue for a violation of any
other ordinance of the City of Bellevue or statute of the State of Nebraska.

Section 10. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-117 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-117 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REMOVAL OF
PROPERTY FROM REGISTRATION LIST.

An owner may have his or her vacant property removed from the vacant property registration by
providing sufficient notification and evidence to the City Clerk, or his or her designee, that said
vacant property no longer meets the definition of vacancy as described in Section 4. The City
Administrator, or his or her designee, may then evaluate or inspect the property to determine
whether the property should be removed from the registration list.

Section 11. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-118 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-118 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: APPEAL.

The required vacant property appeal shall be submitted on the form provided by the City of
Bellevue. Upon receiving notice declaring that a building is vacant or remains vacant, the owner
of the building may appeal such decision within twenty (20) calendar days of receipt of the notice.
Such appeal shall be in writing to the City Clerk accompanied by a non-refundable appeal fee.
Such appeal shall request a hearing before the City Council to present reasons why the property
should not be declared vacant. The appeal fee shall be set by the City pf Bellevue’s Master Fee
Schedule. The City Clerk shall set such hearing within thirty (30) business days from the date of
receipt of the written request.

A written notice of the City Council decision following the hearing shall be sent to the property
owner by certified mail or shall be provided at the conclusion of the hearing. If the City Council
rejects the appeal, the owner shall have thirty (30) calendar days from the decision to register the
vacant building; provided, the property owner may appeal such decision, within thirty (30)



calendar days of the City Council decision, to the appropriate court for adjudication during which
proceedings the decision of the City Council shall be stayed.

Section 12. That Chapter 19, Article 9, Section 19-119 of the Bellevue Municipal Code is
hereby added and shall read as follows:

§ 19-119 REGISTRATION OF VACANT PROPERTIES: REPEAL.

Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to passage, approval, and publication or
posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is repealed.

Section 13. That this Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force fifteen (15) days after
passage of the same.

1/4 of Section 28, T14N, R13E of the 6 P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska from RE-
PS and RE, to RE-PS and RE with site plan approval, for the purpose of single-
family residential development; and small subdivision plat Lots 1 and 2, Perez
Addition Replat Two.

2. Access is proposed from a private easement obtained from the surrounding
property owners.

This area is not served by sanitary sewer.



E. ANALYSIS:

1. Jon Carrell, on behalf of TD2 Engineering and Surveying, is requesting approval
of a rezoning (with site plan approval) and small subdivision plat for Lots 1 and 2,
Perez Addition Replat Two, for the purpose of single-family residential
development.

2. The applicant was previously approved for a rezoning, site plan approval and
small subdivision plat to facilitate the construction of his home. Since that time, the
applicant desires to relocate the proposed residence through acquiring additional
property, hence the proposed request.

3. This area is comprised of acreages and low density residential, primarily due to
its location in the Air Installation Compatible Use Zone (AICUZ) of Offutt Air
Force Base. The AICUZ overlay regulates and restricts development within the
zone as a safety measure. Additionally, there is floodplain and floodway in this
vicinity.

4. The property is presently zoned RE-PS and RE. Staff recommended the -PS
overlay due to the property’s location within the AICUZ zone.

All traditional setbacks of the RE zoning district will remain in place.

5. The proposed site plan shows the boundary of the Accident Potential Zone II

6. This application was sent out to the following departments for review: Public
Works, Permits and Inspections, Chief of Police, Offutt Air Force Base, Fire
Inspector, Sarpy County Planning, Sarpy County Public Works Department, Sarpy
County Deputy Administrator, and the Bellevue Public School District. The cover
letter indicated a deadline to send comments back to the Planning Department and
also stated if the requested department did not have comments pertaining to the
application, no response was needed.

Krista Hoffart, Offutt AFB, stated as long as the home remains outside of the APZ,
Offutt has no objection to this request.

Public Works Engineer Matt Knight requested technical revisions to the plat. These
comments have since been satisfied by the applicant’s engineer.

SYNOPSIS/BACKGROUND:

HUD regulation requires the City to submit the Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) which is
the end of the year report outlining all activities and expenditures of grant funds during the fiscal year. During FY23-24, the
CDBG program expended a total of $560,591.45; $522,294.78 in CDBG entitlement funding and $38,296.67 in CDBG
coronavirus supplemental appropriation funding. Of the CDBG entitlement funding expended for projects, 100% was spent
on activities that benefit low- and moderate-income households. The CAPER requires a 15-day public notice which was
published on November 13th, and a public hearing prior to approval of the resolution by the City Council.

The City of Bellevue as entitlement community for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) must submit a Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) that explains in detail the activities
completed and funds expended to meet those goals outlined in the Consolidated Plan and the Annual Action Plan. The City's 2023-2024 CAPER
provides a review and evaluation of the city’s progress towards meeting the annual goals and outcomes as outlined in the Annual Action

Plan. The 2023-2024 CAPER summarizes the accomplishments and expenditures for the period of October 1, 2023, through September 30, 2024,
and demonstrates the completion of the fifth year of activities to address the needs and priorities outlined in the 2019-2023 Consolidated Plan.

With the annual allocation of CDBG entitlement funds, the City of Bellevue focused on efforts to improve the quality of life for low and moderate
income residents through projects and resources that addressed the following Consolidated Plan goals: improvements to public facilities to
support revitalization including infrastructure improvements and acquisition for new and expanded services; support the availability of public
services to the low and moderate-income households; increase affordable housing opportunities through acquisition for new development; and,
administration and planning for a continued successful CDBG program.

In addition to the annual funding allocation, the City continued to respond to the negative effects of the COVID-19 coronavirus

pandemic. Through the HUD special allocations of funding from the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act, the City added
additional goals and projects funded with CDBG Coronavirus (CDBG-CV). During the FY 2023, the City complete work towards accomplishing
goals and reporting accomplishments for CDBG-CV funded projects, specifically housing rental and mortgage assistance to prevent
homelessness.

To meet Consolidated Plan goals, CDBG entitlement funding was allocated to five projects which received approval from the Bellevue City
Council in August 2023. HUD approved the Action Plan and issued a funding agreement with Bellevue in March 2024. The North Central
Bellevue Sidewalk improvement project was allocated funds to create an accessible community with ADA sidewalks connecting the low- and
moderate-income neighborhood to the surrounding schools and facilities. The project is completing final construction with anticipated
completion by November 2024. Habitat for Humanity was awarded funds for the Home Repair Program to assist low- and moderate-income

homeowners within the city limits with home repairs to address safety concerns. Following the award of funds, the project accepted
applications from eligible homeowners and is currently proceeding with the first two participants in the program preparing a statement of work
and completing environmentals with anticipated completion of the activity in 2025. The City also awarded funds to BJSA Sports Participation
Assistance Program which provides assistance to children and youth from low- and moderate-income households to participated in organized
sports. The program expended all funds that were award during the 2022 funding cycle and began utilizing 2023 funds in October 2024. The Lift
Up Sarpy Bellevue Community Response assistane program works to address emergency needs of low-income residents in Bellevue through a
vehicle repair program and emergency assistance fund. The program continues to provide assistance on a first-come, first-serve basis until funds
are exhausted. In addition to activities funded in 2023, there were several activities from previous funding cycles that are working to expended
funds and close out the activity. The Bellevue Volunteer Fire Department organization received funding to complete building improvements
including parking, electrical and HVAC. The organization is working to select contractors that meet federal requirements including SAM
registration. The Olde Towne Tavern received assistance to complete roof replace on the building located in Olde Towne Bellevue, but has not
executed a subrecipient agreement therefore the activity will be canceled following the closeout period. The Housing Foundation for Sarpy
County received assistance to acquire a vacant lot for the development of affordable housing. During the FY23, the Housing Foundation was able
to purchase a lot and is work with the City to receive approved permitting for the project. The Housing Foundation for Sarpy County also has an
active project for capacity building to build relationships with developers and funding agency to encourages the development of affordable and
workforce housing in Bellevue. Eastern Nebraska Community Action Partnership (ENCAP) received assistance for the Bellevue Food Pantry to set
up a food delivery service. The activity was completed during the fiscal year. ENCAP also received assistance for relocation of the food pantry to
a new location to allow for expanded service. The CDBG funding would assist with new equipement following the purchase of the a new
location.

Assess how the jurisdiction’s use of funds, particularly CDBG, addresses the priorities and specific objectives identified in the plan,
giving special attention to the highest priority activities identified.

The summary of accomplishments below lists all activities carried out with CDBG funds during FY2023-2024 and assesses efforts to carry out the
activities as described in the 2023 Action Plan. Of the $1,000,983.90 in CDBG funds available during the program year, $514,459.65 was
expended. The total unexpended program balance of $486,524.25 will be available for the specified projects in the Action Plan until
subrecipient agreements expire, and projects will be evaluated and determined if funding shall remain with that project or reallocated during
the next funding cycle; it is anticipated that extension request for projects will be granted. All available funding was used to address goals
identified in the Consolidated Plan and 100% was used for projects benefiting low- and moderate-income (LMI) during the certification period.

In the 2019-2023 Consolidated Plan, the City of Bellevue has identified six high priorities: encourage economic development through business
development and job creation, improve and expand available and accessible public facilities and buildings, increase housing availability and
sustainability, increase and expanse public service availability, prepare for, prevent of, and response to the COVID-19 pandemic, and
administration of the CDBG program. As part of the 2023 program year, all five activities selected by the City supported high priorities

including: improvement to infrastructure to address safety and services would be addresses by the North Central Bellevue Sidewalk
Improvement project; increased affordable housing opportunities would be addressed by the Habitat for Humanity Home Repair Program; BJSA
Sports Participation Assistance Program and Lift Up Sarpy Bellevue Community Assistance program assisted with increasing and expanding public
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service availability; and program administration for the CDBG program.

There are additional activities funded in previous years which continue to support Consolidated Plan goals include: Housing Foundation for
Sarpy County (HFSC) has funding in the 2021 Land Purchase project for the development of affordable housing, COVID emergency housing
assisnce funding was funding in 2020, and 2022 funding for capacity building assistance project; BJSA Participation Assistance Program for
participation assistance; ENCAP Food Delivery Program and equipment purchase assistance for food pantry expansion; and business assistance
projects including Marathon Building Rehabilitation, Olde Towne Tavern Roof Replacement project, and Bellevue Volunteer Fire Hall Facility
Upgrades Phase Il project.

Through the CDBG Coronavirus Supplemental Appropriation, the City has two activities remaining with funding that were fully expended in fiscal
year 2023 including: Lift Up Sarpy COVID-19 Emergency Assistance funding and CDBG-CV Program Adminsitration funds. During fiscal year 2023,
a total of $38,296.67 was expended which fully exhausted the program.

The completion of these projects all followed CDBG regulations, no action or willful inactions were taken to hinder the progress of the projects
described in the Consolidated Plan, and all the funds except for administration and planning were committed to the benefit of low- to moderate-
income persons living in the City of Bellevue, thus meeting the National Objectives for the CDBG program.

Narrative

The table above presents data for families and persons assisted by CDBG funded activities. In addition
to the persons reported in the table above, the City of Bellevue also reported in the IDIS system a count
for Black/African American & White (11) and Other Multi-Racial (19) persons assisted. These additional
numbers would make the Total families assisted by the City’s CDBG programs to 729.

The City also provided an area benefit to 2,175 persons through the sidewalk improvement program,
which was in an area where 63.9% of families are low- and moderate-income.

Of the families assisted with CDBG projects, 24 were from female head of household families and 10
were from elderly households.

The City of Bellevue continues to expand outreach to all low- and moderate-income families in the
community. The City funds projects have provided assistance to low- and moderate-income areas as
well as programs that assist person and household. The information above is supplemented with the
PR-23 and PR-03.

During the 2023 fiscal year, the City of Bellevue received an annual allocation of CDBG funding in the
amount of $ 357,623.00. During the funding cycle, the CDBG entitlement funding were allocated to
eligible to projects that submitted an application during annual funding cycle. The remaining balance of
CDBG entitlement funding that was previous allocated toward projects was $643,360.90. The table
above illustrates the total amount of funding made available to the City of Bellevue during the FY2023-
2024. The total amount of CDBG entitlement funds expended during the year was $486,524.25. Total
amount available and the amount expended can be found in the PR26 report provided in the
attachments.

In addition to the annual CDBG allocation, the City of Bellevue received a supplemental appropriation of
CDBG Coronavirus funding through the CARES Act in the amount of $422,032.00. Of the total allocation,
the City expended $38,296.67 during FY 2023. The City also expended a total of $189,377.28 in CDBG-
CV funding during FY 2020 and $120,732.02 in FY 2021 and $73,626.03 in FY 2022. This is outlined in the
PR26 CDBG-CV report provided in the attachments.

Narrative

The City of Bellevue distributes funding through a competitive application process. Emphasis is placed
on projects that met the Consolidated Plan goals and address needs of low- and moderate-income
persons, households, or areas. While the City does emphasize assisting LMI areas, the funding of
specific activities is based upon an evaluation of each project’s ability to meet the need identified in the
Consolidated Plan and have the greatest impact on the City’s low- and moderate-income population.
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Of the five projects funded during the 2023 fiscal year, one had specific locations, North Bellevue
Sidewalk Improvement Project which is located in a low-and moderate-income census tract. The
Habitat for Humanity Home Repair Project will select sites based on applications received and are
pending.

The remaining projects are public services activities and will directly assist low- and moderate-income
individuals and households city-wide.
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Leveraging

needs identified in the plan.

The City of Bellevue is an entitlement community for CDBG funding and does not receive any additional
funding from HUD. During the annual funding cycle, the City does not require match funding to a
project application, but does emphasize providing leveraged funding from projects seeking CDBG
funds. Agencies are required to identify their efforts to obtain additional resources to assist with their
projects as part of the application packet.

The City does encourage and support community organizations to seek other grants through private,
public, state and federal grants to supplement CDBG improvement projects. As in the past, the City of
Bellevue will be as creative as possible to find other sources of funding from state, federal, private
developer, tax-credits, loans, and local funds in order to develop and deliver efficient and cost-effective
projects.

As part of the 2023 Action Plan, the projects which have planned leveraged funds to complete the
identified activities were the Habitat for Humanity Home Repair Program, Lift Up Sarpy Belleveu
Community Response, and BVFD Facility Upgrade Phase Il projects are all open and continue to move
forward with leveraged funds included in the final accomplishment report. During the 2023 program
year, the North Central Bellevue Sidewalk Improvement Project was located in public right of way in a
residential neighborhood. No other publicly owned land or property was utilized for activities identified
in the Annual Action Plan.

During FY 2023-2024, subrecipients reported the following leveraged funds: Lift Up Sarpy Bellevue
Emergency Assistance program, $72,500.00; and, Housing Foundation for Sarpy County Capacity
Building, $10,000.00.

Discuss the difference between goals and outcomes and problems encountered in meeting
these goals.

During the 2019-2023 Consolidated Plan, the City of Bellevue identified increase and maintaining
affordable housing supply as a priority need. During the 2023 program year, funds were allocated to
one activity that supported housing projects in Bellevue: the Habitat for Humanity Home Repair
Program, which will use assistance provided through CDBG to provided owner occupied housing
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rehabilitation assistance to low- and moderate-income owner occupied housing structures in the city
limits of Bellevue. The activity is still working towards completion along with one project funded during
previous funding cycles —the Housing Foundation for Sarpy County’s mixed-use development

project. Beneficiaries are shown in the PRO3 and PR23 reports included in the attachments.

The City of Bellevue previously funded four activities that assisted with rental and mortgage assistance
payments through the supplemental CDBG Coronavirus funding received through the CARES Act. The
activities, Lift Up Sarpy COVID Assistance Program, HFS COVID-19 Housing Assistance, COB Human
Services COVID-19 Homeless Prevention, and HFS COVID-19 Housing Assistance projects, all provided
rental and mortgage assistance to LMI households within the city limits of Bellevue who were affected
by the coronavirus pandemic and have fully exhausted available funding.

Discuss how these outcomes will impact future annual action plans.

Unfortunately, the City’s CDBG projects involving property acquisition and affordable housing
development continue to be negatively impacted with significantly delayed completion timelines due to
increased supply chain delays and a rising construction costs. The City will continue to include timeline
projections during the application process and working directly with subrecipients to address any
concerns to timely completion of projects throughout the year to encourage appropriate
implementation of projects.

Narrative Information

The table above includes the number of households served and entered into IDIS with reference to the
PR-23 Summary of Accomplishments which is available in the attachments. The Habitat for Humanity
Home Repair Program is pending completion and accomplishment reporting.
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The City of Bellevue is not a HOME recipient.

The definition for “worst case” according to the Worst-Case Housing Needs: 2021 Report to Congress is
a renter household that is very low income — household incomes at or below 50 percent of the area
median income (AMI), do not receive government housing assistance, and pay more than one-half of
their income for rent, live in severely inadequate conditions, or both. HUD’s estimates of worst-case
needs are based primarily on data from the American Housing Survey (AHS). It is difficult to find out the
number of low-income renter households who spend more than half their income on rent, unless those
households offer information.

To address the worst-case housing need, the City provided funds in the 2023 Action Plan for to Lift Up
Sarpy County Community Assistance Program to assist families facing housing and utilities assistance
facing emergencies. Funds were also provided to the Eastern Nebraska Community Action Partnership
(ENCAP) to assist with the relocation of the Bellevue Food Pantry in order to provide expanded service
to address the increasing community need. Habitat for Humanity was provide funding to assist with
address emergency housing rehabilitation needs.

The City of Bellevue does not receive HOME funds to assist with addressing worst case needs. The
Section 8 program and housing voucher are offered through the Bellevue Housing Authority. Homeless
needs have been comprehensively addressed through the Continuum of Care and specific activities that
are identified in the Annual Action Plan
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CR-25 - Homeless and Other Special Needs 91.220(d, e); 91.320(d, e); 91.520(c)

homelessness through:

Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and assessing their
individual needs

The City of Bellevue also relies on the Threshold Continnum of Care for the Homeless, previously known
as Metropolitan Area Continuum of Care for Homeless, to assist with providing activities and projects
directly to the homeless and other special needs populations.

During the 2023 program year, the City continued to work with Lift Up Sarpy County to prevent
homeless in families facing financial hardship resulting from the coronavirus pandemic. Through two
activities, the City was able to prevent homelessness for 353 individuals.

Due to limited resources, the City encourages and supports the efforts of community-based
organizations to seek other Federal, State, and local public and private sector resources to address the
identified needs of the homeless persons, those at risk of becoming homeless, and special needs
populations.

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

Through Threshold’s network of providers working day to day with homeless, they are most capable of
reaching out to the homeless population and assessing their individual needs. Heartland Family Service
is assisting homeless persons with identifying and placement for permanent housing and Lift Up Sarpy
County works with serves providers across the county and in Bellevue to address needs of low-income
households. The City has limited funding and is only a recipient of CDBG funds from HUD.

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely
low-income individuals and families and those who are: likely to become homeless after
being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care
facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections
programs and institutions); and, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that
address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs

During the coronavirus pandemic, the City of Bellevue focused the majority of CDBG-CV funding to assist
with rental and mortgage assistance to help low- and moderate-income households remain in their
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homes. In addition to housing assistance, CDBG-CV funds were utilized by the Bellevue Food Pantry to
expand hours to address the additional need in the community created by financial hardships during the
pandemic and provide home delivery services to those unable to leave their homes due to health
concerns. During the 2023, CDBG funds were provided to further expand the Bellevue Food Pantry by
assisting with the purchase of new equipement to assist with the relocation of the pantry to a larger
location to address the increasing needs.

The City has not adopted any specific strategies to address homelessness and the priority need of
homeless persons. This is due to the very limited funding availability and the lack of existing combined
data on homeless people in Bellevue and Sarpy County. The City continues to work with service
organization present in the community to identify gaps in service for Bellevue as part of organization’s
service area. At the current time, the City utilizes each non-profits service data to review the needs on
an individual basis. As gaps in services are identified, Bellevue will work with area agencies to develop
programs and projects to help address the need and end homelessness.

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that
individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals
and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were
recently homeless from becoming homeless again

The City of Bellevue continues to support the Bellevue Housing Authority who administers the housing
choice voucher program for the Bellevue community. The City works with Threshold and area non-
profits to identify gaps in service for Bellevue and to identify partners to help develop programs and
projects that will be eligible for future grant funding as well as additional federal funds to assist with the
transition to permanent housing and decrease the wait time for assistance.

Actions taken to address the needs of public housing

The Bellevue Housing Authority is the primary provider of housing to very low-income household in the
City of Bellevue. During the 2023 Action Plan, no funds or programs were directly allocated to meet
public housing needs. The City continues to work with Bellevue Housing Authority to identify housing
needs in the community and research funding sources to help address those needs.

The Bellevue Housing Authority and the Housing Foundation for Sarpy County provided much needed
assistance to administer rental and mortgage assistance not only from the City of Bellevue CDBG-CV
funding but also from the State of Nebraska.

During the 2022 Action Plan, the City of Bellevue allocated a portion of CDBG assistance to the Housing
Foundation for Sarpy County to address the affordable housing need through outreach and
development of affordable housing development projects. During the 2021 Action Plan, the Housing
Foundation’s approved project included funding to acquire a vacant lot that could be utilized for a
mixed-use development. Both activities remained open during the fiscal year 2023. The Housing
Foundation continues to work towards identifying a lot which will meet the identified needs.

Actions taken to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in
management and participate in homeownership

With limited funding available, the City of Bellevue did not fund a project encouraging public housing
residents to become more involved in management and to participate in homeownership. The Bellevue
Housing Authority does provide Rentwise curriculum to residents as well as family self-sufficiency
programs. The City will continue to provide support to the Bellevue Housing Authority in the search for
additional funding to support future ventures.

Actions taken to provide assistance to troubled PHAs

None. The Bellevue Housing Authority is not identified as troubled.

Actions taken to remove or ameliorate the negative effects of public policies that serve as
barriers to affordable housing such as land use controls, tax policies affecting land, zoning
ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limitations, and policies affecting the
return on residential investment.

In an effort to address any negative effects of public policy on affordable housing, the City of Bellevue
utilizes various opportunities for input and review prior to the approve of policies or programs. CDBG
staff participate in various events throughout the year to ensure the City continues to focus on
affordable housing. These events include, but are not limited to, the annual strategic planning meetings
where staff and the public can discuss the priorities and goals for the city as a whole throughout the
next year, the development of the City’s Capital Improvement Plan, regular attendance at agenda
meetings and City Council meeting to continue to remain on the forefront of City issues that may affect
affordable housing.

During 2023, the City of Bellevue continued to follow the affordable housing action plan that was
develop and approved by Bellevue City Council in 2022 in accordance with Nebraska State Statues. The
plan is begin prepared with the guidance of a local Housing Steering Committee and will include
statistical trends and projections, housing unit “target” demand information, local Community Survey
results, and strategies for the development of affordable housing in Bellevue.

Also during 2023, the City of Bellevue was award CDBG-DR funding through the State of Nebraska
Department of Economic Development to prepare a housing resilience plan for Bellevue, Papillion and
the extra-territorial jurisdiction. The City anticipates the planning will begin in January 2025 and be
complete in the fall.

Actions taken to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

In addition to obstacles identified in the Consolidated Plan, no additional obstacles to meeting the
underserved needs were identified during the 2023 program year. The City will continue to identify
community partners and work towards addressing the needs of the underserved in the community as
they are identified. The limited funding available affects the actions available to address obstacles; the
City research funding opportunities and works with non-profits to pursue additional funding sources.

The coronavirus pandemic has highlighted the need for assistance for households who have lost
employment and face homelessness. The City is working with subrecipients to respond to the need
through the CDBG-CV program and working with them to identify ways to address the need when CARES
Act funding is exhausted. In addition to providing rental and mortgage assistance, the City also
provided funding to ENCAP to expand the food pantry hours of service to provide additional outreach to
those in need.

As part of the critical and emergency home repair program, the City of Bellevue provided lead hazard
information to homeowners and will assist with address lead-based paint abatement in homes were
funding above the limited outlined is provided. All activities with Habitat for Humanity of Sarpy County
includes requirements for lead-based paint hazard, testing, and remediation. With limited CDBG funds
available, the City will continue to pursue additional funds for lead-based paint educations, partnerships
to address lead-based paint testing needs for households, and assistance for contractors with training
opportunities.

Actions taken to reduce the number of poverty-level families. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

A primary method to reduce poverty is to enhance employment for residents and promote self-
sufficiency. This includes creating job opportunities, assistance programs and overall community
improvement for Bellevue residents by supporting existing businesses, public service programs, and
bringing additional economic forces and investment to the City thereby increasing overall opportunities
for local employment.

Activities that occurred during the program year particularly for households suffering from a sudden loss
of income due to COVID-19 were the expansion of the Bellevue Food Pantry Outreach and hours to
reach more eligible families and for the Food Pantry Delivery Service to help with; provide rental and
mortgage assistance to households who face the loss of housing due to overdue payments. While these
programs don’t necessarily assist with poverty, they do provide much needed relief to a household’s
monetary resources allowing them to use their income on other important needs (housing, childcare,
transportation, ect.).

The City did not use CDBG funds in direct effort to reduce the number of poverty-level families in
Bellevue during the fiscal year 2023. The City funded the Habitat for Humanity Home Repair Program
which is available of poverty-level families living in a single family housing structure.

All of the activities funded through the CDBG program are available to poverty level families, and the
City has sought to balance the investment of federal funds between the priorities outlined in the
Consolidated Plan. A detailed breakdown of the CDBG awarded activities and accomplishments
reported for each is available in the PRO3 CDBG Activity Summary Report available in the attachments to
this document.

The City will continue to work with community leaders and businesses to identify opportunities to
increase employment options and services in our community for low- and moderate-income residents to
increase financial independence.
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Actions taken to develop institutional structure. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

With limited funding, the City does not have the capacity to address homeless populations, persons with
special needs, or the various public services needs of the low- and moderate-income individuals in our
community without the assistance of community partners. Throughout 2023, the City’s CDBG staff
participated in various community meetings, housing task force meetings and developed connections
with various stakeholders throughout the community to develop participation in the Consolidated Plan
and its issues as well as expand the program and institutional structure to reach more residents. The
CDBG Consolidated Plan was developed in conjunction with updates to the City’s Comprehensive Plan
that outlines development throughout the city limits. By adding to the number of partner agencies, the
City hopes to enhance the coordination amount partners and further examine the needs of the
homeless and at-risk population, developing data sources to ensure the more recent information is
available, and provide outreach and information to at-risk population addressing the needs when
identified.

Actions taken to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service
agencies. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

The City of Bellevue continued to maintain connection with Threshold to ensure the City is an active
participant in the non-profits outreach efforts.

The City partners with the City of Omaha, City of Papillion, City of Council Bluffs, the Bellevue Housing
Authority, and other housing authorities in the area to develop a regional approach to fair housing and
homelessness efforts. By creating a regional approval, the City hopes to develop partnerships to create
a comprehensive approach to address issues as they arise and create a collaborative approach to
funding opportunitites.

Identify actions taken to overcome the effects of any impediments identified in the
jurisdictions analysis of impediments to fair housing choice. 91.520(a)

The City of Bellevue worked to develop the Affirmatively Further Fair Housing Plan and formed a
partnership with the City of Omaha and Council Bluffs and surrounding housing authorities to develop a
plan to address the impediments identified. Following flooding in the Spring of 2019, the City of
Bellevue joined the Housing Task Force of Sarpy County to begin efforts to address housing needs that
raised from housing damaged by flooding. To encourage participation for all residents, the City of
Bellevue has developed a Limited English Proficiency Plan to address the needs for a small population
with a wide variety of languages spoken in the community. The plan continues to be reviewed and
developed as new partners and resources are identified. The City received various calls regarding
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housing discrimination during the COVID-19 pandemic and those complainants were referred to the Fair
Housing Center of Nebraska and lowa for additional assistance.

During 2022, the City of Bellevue began work on an affordable housing action plan as required by
Nebraska State Statues. The plan was prepared with the guidance of a local Housing Steering
Committee and will include statistical trends and projections, housing unit “target” demand information,
local Community Survey results, and strategies for the development of affordable housing in

Bellevue. The Affordable Housing Action Plan was present to the Bellevue City Council in December
2022.

Describe the standards and procedures used to monitor activities carried out in furtherance
of the plan and used to ensure long-term compliance with requirements of the programs
involved, including minority business outreach and the comprehensive planning
requirements

The CDBG Program Specialist manages all CDBG projects and subrecipients, carries out the day-to-day
operations, and implementation of funded activities with the help of the Finance Department. The
monitoring process helps to facilitate the evaluation of program accomplishments in relation to the
goals and objectives established in project proposals and contracts by allowing the City to review all
programs and housing service providers to assess strengths, weaknesses, performance capabilities and
accomplishments. Information gained from the review gives the City an opportunity to determine which
programs and/or strategies are working, if benefits are being achieved, needs being met and
accomplishment of objectives. Both qualitative and quantifiable methods of evaluation are utilized.

Unfortunately, due to the coronavirus pandemic, the monitoring procedures were amended during the
2020 program year to reduce the number of in-person meetings with subrecipients. The City continues
to monitor subrecipients via phone and email conversations, pre-award review, invoice submissions, and
qguarterly performance reports. Following the receipt of reports, the CDBG Program Specialist conducts
a project review and contacts subrecipients with questions and concerns. In person meetings are held
when there are outstanding concerns regarding the CDBG project and during the close out procedures
following the completion of the CDBG activity.

The City of Bellevue uses an application process to distribute funding and select subrecipients to
administer CDBG funded programs. In order to ensure that CDBG-funded activities are meeting a
national objective; addressing priority needs described in this Consolidated Plan; and complying with
federal program standards, a subrecipient agreement is executed and several forms of subrecipient
monitoring are undertaken.

Prior to the execution of agreements with subrecipients, the CDBG Program Specialist holds a meeting
to discuss the contract requirements, record-keeping and documentation requirements, among other
CDBG-related topics. For invoice submission, subrecipients are required to submit supporting
documentation (i.e. invoices, time sheets, etc.) with requests for reimbursement; support
documentation is reviewed thoroughly to ensure compliance. Along with on-going monitoring, each
subrecipient will be monitored on-site annually.

All purchases, including purchases under the CDBG Program, are subject to the City’s Purchasing
Manual. Small purchases in the aggregate follow documented price and rate quote processes. Purchases
of goods and service more than the purchase ceiling follow formal RFQ, RFP or closed sealed bid
processes and are subject to Council approval. All opportunities for contractors with the CDBG program
are published in the local paper and posted on the City’s website. The CDBG staff works with Permits

and Inspections to notify contractors as they apply for City licenses about the bid opportunities through
the City’s grant program.

The CDBG Program Specialist and other staff continually review the program to identify concerns and
address any issues. Currently, the City is in the process of updating the application process, subrecipient
oversight and monitoring efforts to include a risk analysis and include in the subrecipient agreements a
clause allowing for only a one-year extension of the agreement with a proposed workout plan.

The City of Bellevue adopted a revised Citizen Participation Plan in July 2020 to meet all requirements
for the CDBG Coronavirus funding through the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act
(CARES Act) and regulations published in the Federal Register Docket No. FR-6218-N-01. A copy of plan
is available on the City of Bellevue’s website at all times and by contacting the City’s CDBG Program
Specialist. The plan places emphasis on: (1) encouraging the participation of all citizens, local and
regional institutions, public housing agencies, non-profit organizations, city departments, contractors,
faith-based organizations, and other interested parties during the development of all plans, reports, and
any substantial amendments, (2) requires a 15 day comment period before a public hearing, (3) requires
at least 3 public hearings during each Program Year (one during the plan’s development, one a during
the draft availability, and one during the annual performance evaluation), (4) provides full access to
records and information regarding all aspects of the CDBG Program, (5) non-English speaking and

As with other communities throughout the country, the City of Bellevue was faced with the coronavirus
pandemic which delayed or brought to a halt many planned activities and a change to disaster response
needs. The City received two special allocations through the CARES Act and CDBG-CV funding for the
preparation of, prevention of, and response to the coronavirus pandemic. This included a substantial
amendment to add a coronavirus response priority and goals to the 2019-2023 Consolidated Plan and
CDBG-CV funded projects to the 2019 Action Plan. The City also updated the Citizen Participation Plan to
allow for emergency responses requirements and any waivers provided by HUD and regulations. The
City of Bellevue also amended the monitoring procedures to allow for more conference calls and virtual
meetings.

Other than coronavirus response, the City has not made any major changes to the CDBG program in the
last year. The program continues to focus on:

e Encouraging economic develop through business development assistance and commercial
rehabilitation.

e Improve public facilitates to support revitalization in neighborhoods and infrastructure
improvements in support of economic development.

RELEASE OF FUNDS

development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before
approval of a release of funds by HUD; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written
finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality. Objections must be prepared and submitted
in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to HUD at: U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development, Omaha Field Office, Edward Zorinsky Federal Building, 1616 Capitol Avenue, Suite 329, Omaha,
Nebraska 68102-4908.

REAL ESTATE BROKER SERVICES AGREEMENT
SECOND EXTENSION

The City of Bellevue (“City”) and CBRE, Inc. (“Contractor”) entered into a Real Estate
Broker Services Agreement, commencing on or about December 21, 2022 (“Agreement”) which
is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

WHEREAS, the Agreement was extended by the First Extension approved by the City
Council on December 19, 2023.

WHEREAS, the parties have had the opportunity to discuss the Agreement and desire to
enter into this Second Extension (hereinafter “Extension”) which will extend the term of the
Agreement as outlined herein.

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1. That the Real Estate Broker Services Agreement entered into between the City and Contractor,
which commenced on December 21, 2022 and was extended through December 21, 2024, shall
be extended for a one (1) year term (hereinafter “Extension Term™). The Extension Term shall
commence on December 21, 2024 and will remain in effect through December 21, 2025, unless
terminated earlier in accordance with Section 4 of the Agreement. The Agreement may be
extended beyond this Extension Term through mutual agreement between both parties in
writing and upon City Council approval.

Real Estate Broker Services Agreement

This Agreement (“Agreement™) is made by and between the City of Bellevue, 1500 Wall Street,
Bellevue, Nebraska 68005 (“City™) and

Contractor Name: CBRE. Inc.

Contractor Address: 11213 Davenport St. Suite 300. Omaha. NE 68134

(“Contractor™).

The parties agree as follows:
1. Contractor Services

Contractor shall provide to City the services described in Attachment A as requested by the City
subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.

All work to be performed under this Agreement shall be requested by the City through a written
Amendment to this Agreement signed by both parties. Any Amendment requesting services from
the Contractor shall include the City’s requested Scope of Work. All work must be mutually agreed
upon in writing and costs known before that work may commence.

Contractor warrants to City that the services to be provided under this Agreement shall be of the
kind and quality that meet generally accepted standards and shall be performed by qualified
personnel.

2 Pavment

City shall pay Contractor for the services described in Attachment A based on the compensation
structure provided by Contractor in Attachment B. Any additional work must be mutually agreed
upon in writing and costs known before that work may commence.

The compensation structure to be applied (commission, fee for service, etc.) shall be dictated by
the desired Scope of Work and established in each Amendment to this Agreement. It should be
noted that, before entering into a commission-based Scope of Work, City shall inform Contractor
of any known interested parties and City reserves the right to buy or sell a property directly to one
of these known parties. In such cases, the City may seek professional services from Contractor to
assist the City in finalizing the property transaction in lieu of paying Contractor a commission per
the compensation structure provided by the Contractor in Attachment B.

Payment shall be provided within thirty (30) days following receipt of invoice commensurate with
progress towards Scope of Work completion and satisfactory performance.

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3. Term of Agreement

The term of this Agreement is for one (1) year commencing December 21, 2022, and remaining in
effect through December 21, 2023 unless terminated earlier in accordance with Section 4 of this
Agreement. This Agreement may be extended beyond this term through mutual agreement
between both parties in writing and upon City Council approval.

4. Termination of Agreement

City may terminate this Agreement for any or no reason prior to the expiration date set forth in
Section 3 of this Agreement by giving thirty (30) days® written notice ta Contractor.

5. Insurance Requirements

Contractor, and any and all of its subcontractors, shall not commence any services or perform any
of its other obligations under this Agreement until Contractor obtains the insurance required under
this Section. Contractor shall then maintain the required insurance for the full duration of this
Agreement. All coverage shall be with insurance companies licensed and admitted to do business
in the State of Nebraska. All coverages shall be with insurance carriers acceptable to City.
Insurance policies shall not contain endorsements or policy conditions which reduce coverage
provided to City. Contractor shall be responsible to City for all costs resulting from both financially
unsound insurance companies selected by Contractor and their inadequate insurance coverage. The
specified limits of liahility do not limit the liability of Contractor. All deductibles and self-insured
retentions are the responsibility of Contractor.

*  Worker’s Compensation Insurance: Contractor shall procure and maintain during
the life of this Agreement, Worker's Compensation Insurance, including
Employers’ Liability Coverage either in accordance with all applicable statutes of
the State of Nebraska or have the State of Nebraska listed under Section 3 - Other
States Insurance in the Contractor’s insurance policy.

* Commercial General Liability Insurance: Contractor shall procure and maintain
during the life of this contract, Commercial General Liability Insurance on an
“Occurrence Basis” with limits of liability of not less than $1,000,000 per
occurrence and/or aggregate combined single limit, Personal Injury, Bodily Injury,
and Property Damage. Coverage shall include the following extensions: (A)
Contractual Liability; (B) Products and Completed Operations; (C) Independent
Contractors Coverage; (D) Broad Form General Liability Extensions or equivalent,
if not already included ; (E) Deletion of all Explosion, Collapse, and Underground
(XCU) Exclusions, if applicable.

* Additional [nsured: Commercial General Liability Insurance as described above,
shall include an endorsement stating the following shall be additional insureds:
“City of Bellevue, all elected and appointed officials, all employees and volunteers,
agents, all boards, commissions, and/or authorities znd board members, including
employees and volunteers thereof.” It is understood and agreed that, by naming City
of Bellevue as additional insured, coverage afforded is considered to be primary
and any other insurance City of Bellevue may have in effect shall be considered
secondary and/or excess.




Cancellation Notice: If any required insurance expires or is canceled during the term of this Agreement,
services and related payments will be suspended and City may terminate this Agreement immediately.

Proof of Insurance Coverage: Upon execution of this contract and at least (10) business days prior
to commencement of services under this Agreement, Contractor shall provide City with a copy of
their Worker’s Compensation and Commercial Liability certificates of insurance evidencing the
required coverage and endorsements.

Should the need arise, City reserves the right to request a copy of any policy mentioned above and
if so requested, Contractor agrees to furnish a Certified Capy.

No payments shall be made to Contractor until current certificates of insurance have been received
and approved by City. If any of the above coverages expire during the term of this contract,
Contractor shall deliver renewal certificates to City at least ten (10) days prior to the expiration
date.

6. Reporting and Review

Contractor shall report to City as required by this Agreement and also upon request. Contractor shall
cooperate and confer with City as necessary to ensure satisfactory work progress and performance.
All documents submitted by Contractor must be dated and bear the Contractor’s name. All reports
made in connection with Contractor’s services are subject to review and final approval by City. City
may review and inspect Contractor’s activities during the term of this Agreement. Afier reasonable
notice to Contractor, City may review any of Contractor’s internal records, reports or insurance
policies, related to work with the City pursuant to this contract.

7. Indemnification

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall hold harmless, defend and indemnify City
and its elected officials, ageuts, representatives, volunteers and employees from any and all
liabilities, claims, liens, fines, demands and costs, including attorney fees, of whatsoever kind and
nature, such as, but not limited to, those resulting from injury or death to any persons, including
Contractor’s own employees, or from loss or damage to any property, including property owned or
in the care, custody or control of City, in connection with or in any way incident to or arising out of
the occupancy, use, operations or performance or non-performance of services by the Contractor or
its agents, representatives and employees, or any subcontractor or its agents, representatives and
employees, in connection with this Agreement. The obligations of Contractor under this Section
shall survive any termination of this Agreement or completion of Contractor’s performance under
this Agreement.

Contractor shall not use in any form or medium the name of City, or supportive docurnentation or
photographs of City projects, facilities, equipment or employees, for public advertising or
promotional purposes unless authorized in writing by City.

Contractor shall observe and comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, ordinances,
rules, and regulations. Contractor agrees to protect, defend and indemnify City against liability for
loss, cost or damage resulting from actual or alleged violations of law by Contractor.

provision was declared invalid.

Section Titles set forth in this Agreement are inserted for the convenience of reference only and
shall be disregarded when construing or interpreting any provisions of this Agreement.

In signing this Agreement, Contractor certifies that it has not divulged to, discussed or compared
its bid with other contractors and has not colluded with any other bidder, with the exception of
qualified subcontractors, or parties to the bid. No premiums, rebates or gratuities to employees or
officials of the City are permitted either with, prior to, or after any delivery of product(s) or
service(s). Any such violation will result in the termination of this Agreement, the cancellation
and/or retumn of any item(s), as applicable, and possible exclusion of Contractor from future
bidding opportunities.

2. Entire Agreement

This Agreement, including and incorporating the documents listed below, constitutes the entire
Agreement.
