The City of Seward Planning Commission met in regular session at 7:30p.m. Augusta 12, 2024, in
the Council Chambers at the Municipal Building at 142 North 7 Street, Seward, Nebraska. Upon
roll call the following Commission Members were present: Clarence Kotera, Russ Souchek, Dan
Ellis, Ron Wallman, Jake Miller, and Ron Niemoth. Other Officials present: Building and Zoning
Director, Tim Dworak, and City Engineer, Michael Oneby.

Absent members were: Sue Bowen, Scott Seevers, Lacey Koch, & Traci Menke

All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the
public. The meeting with the Planning Commission was called to order by Chairperson Wallman
at 7:30 p.m. He requested that all individuals speaking during the public hearing limit their
comments to five minutes.

Moved by Commission Member Miller; Seconded by Vice Chairperson Ellis to
approve the minutes.

1. Public Hearing 7:30pm: review a Preliminary Plat of Seward Rail Campus PUD Second
Addition.

Chairperson Wallman opened the public hearing.

Oneby stated this the purpose of this plat is to pave, this fiscal year, Worthman Blvd
to the west end of the Rail Campus. We plan to put water and sewer along that to the
western edge. We also want to define the outlots and create sellable lots. We are
planning in Outlot H, complete storm water detention. All of these lots are zoned I-1,
except lot 12. it’s adjacent to Highway 15, is zoned C-2. On the second page is the
rules of the PUD. A change that was made, is we added BP/C2. We added the setbacks
that we applied in the original addition to business park. We duplicated that for lot 12.
The purpose of that for lot 12 in terms of setbacks and how it functions is not any
different from the business park.

Commission Member Kotera asked if the water drainage north of Worthman has its
own detention.

Oneby stated that Outlot J goes all the way to that detention basin.

Commission Member Souchek asked for the timeframe of the concrete and waterlines.



Oneby stated October 1st of next year.

Commission Member Kotera asked if you will put stub outs for sewer and water.
Oneby stated for water we do not because we don’t know where it will be. For
wastewater will avoid doing for the same reason. We don’t know where the office
building or where the sewer line would actually emanate from.

Commission Member Kotera stated for code, you would have hydrants for fire service.
Oneby stated we have several hydrants, roughly 400 feet apart.

Jonathan Jank, Seward County Chamber and Development Partnership, stated what
we are proposing for the second addition is what was intended a little over a decade
ago.

Chairperson Wallman closed the public hearing.

Moved by Kotera to approve to the Preliminary Plat of Seward Rail Campus PUD 2™
Addition; seconded by Vice Chairperson Ellis.

Commission Member Niemoth asked what kind of budget this thing has and how is it
paid for.

Oneby stated Worthman Blvd. state the cost estimate is around $1.5 million. The road
project and the storm sewer it comes out of the general fund. Rate payers pay for the
extension for water utility and sanitary sewer utility.

Chairperson Wallman asked where does the sale of the lots flow back to.

Oneby stated that the electric department funded the purchase of the land, the sale of
that land goes back to that fund.

Chairperson Wallman stated to let the record show the Planning Commission believes
this complies with the comprehensive plan and is beneficial to the community.

ARTICLE 33
Landscaping and Screening Standards

§ 410-33.1. Purpose.

The landscaping and screening regulations provide additional guidance on the development of
sites within Seward by addressing landscaping and screening requirements. They are designed to
improve the appearance of the community, buffer potentially incompatible land uses from one
another, and conserve the value of properties within the City of Seward and its extraterritorial
jurisdiction. The landscape and screening provisions are further intended to expedite development
approval by including predictable, uniform standards for landscaping.

§ 410-33.2. Applicability.

The provisions of this article shall apply to all new development on each lot or site upon
application for a building permit, except for the following:

A. Reconstruction or replacement of a lawfully existing use or structure following a casualty
loss.

B. Remodeling, rehabilitation, or improvements to existing uses or structures which do not
substantially change the location of structures, parking, or other site improvements.

C. Additions or enlargements of existing uses or structures which increase floor area or
impervious coverage area by less than 20% of the building established on the site on the
effective date of this chapter. Where such cumulative additions or enlargements are 20% or
greater, these provisions shall apply only to that portion where the new development occurs.

§ 410-33.3. Landscaping requirements.

Landscaping shall be required adjacent to each street property line and shall extend to a minimum
depth inward on private property as set forth in the development regulations and summarized in
Table 33A.

§ 410-33.4. Landscaping materials and installation standards.

A. Official list of recommended and prohibited plant materials. Plantings shall be used in
required landscaped areas or bufferyards consistent with the Official List of Recommended
and Prohibited Plant Materials, provided through the Office of the Zoning Administrator. All
plant materials shall conform in size, species and spacing with this article.

B. Use of inorganic landscaping materials. No artificial trees, shrubs, plants or turf shall be used
to fulfill the minimum requirements for landscaping. Inorganic materials, such as stone or
decorative pavers, may be used, provided that such material does not comprise more than
35% of the minimum required landscaped area. Other concrete and/or asphalt pavement
surfaces may not be used within the minimum required landscaped area, except for
driveways and walkways.

§ 410-33.5. Bufferyard provisions.

These provisions apply when a use is established in a more intensive zoning district (District A)
that is adjacent to a less intensive zoning district (District B). The owner, developer, or operator of
the use within District A shall install and maintain a landscaped bufferyard on his/her lot or site,
as set forth in this section. Bufferyard requirements apply only to those districts indicated in Table
33B. Bufferyards are not required of single-family, two-family, duplex, or townhouse use types in
the more intensive zoning district.

Note 1: Applies only to residential uses or preliminary plats previously established in the zoning
district.

Note 2: Buffering requirement applies to adjacencies between commercial and office use types
and preexisting residential land uses in adjacent districts. Buffering requirement also applies
to a commercial or office use type established in a UC District and adjacent to a preexisting
residential use in the UC District. Vertical screening may also be required as set forth in Article
33.

Note 3: Buffer requirements do not apply to single-family, duplex, or townhouse residential uses
established in District A.

A. The bufferyard dimensions set forth in Table 33B apply to zoning districts which share a
common lot line or are adjacent but separated by an intervening alley.

B. When a street separates adjacent zoning districts requiring a bufferyard, the size of the
bufferyard shall be one-half the required bufferyard set forth in Table 33B.

C. Each required bufferyard must be entirely landscaped and free of paved areas, accessways,
storage, or other disturbances.

§ 410-33.6. Screening standards.

A. Application. Screening is required between adjacent zoning districts indicated in Table 33B
when one or more of the following conditions in the more intensive zoning district is directly
visible from and faces toward the boundary of the less intensive zoning district:

(1) Outdoor storage areas or storage tanks, unless otherwise screened.

(2) Loading docks, refuse collection points, and other service areas.

(3) Major machinery or areas housing a manufacturing process.

(4) Major on-site traffic circulation areas or truck and/or trailer parking.

(5) Sources of glare, noise, or other environmental effects.

(6) Bailing or stockpiling of cardboard or other shipping or packaging materials.

(7) Surface parking lots with 150 or more stalls directly adjacent to less intensive districts.

Opaque barrier. A six-foot opaque barrier shall be provided which visually screens the
conditions listed in Subsection A from less intensive uses as follows:

(1) A solid wood, PVC, and/or masonry fence or wall at least six feet in height.

(2) A landscaping screen, using evergreen or deciduous materials, capable of providing a
substantially opaque, hedge-like barrier and attaining a minimum height of six feet
within three years of planting.

(3) A landscaped earth berm with a maximum slope of three to one, rising no less than six
feet above the existing grade of the lot line separating the zoning districts.

(4) Any combination of these methods that achieves a cumulative height of six feet.
Effect on drainage. Screening shall not adversely affect surface water drainage.

Permitted interruptions of screening. Screening may be interrupted to provide access drives
to service areas or for loading purposes to buildings. Such breaks or interruptions shall not
exceed 20% of the length of the required screened area.

§ 410-33.7. Screening in place of bufferyards. [Added 12-16-2003 by Ord. No. 39-09]

On lots of record with a width less than 60 feet, screening consistent with § 410-33.6 and approved
by the Zoning Administrator may be substituted for bufferyards and requirements set forth in
§ 410-33.5.

§ 410-33.8. Parking lot landscaping and screening.

Unless otherwise noted, each unenclosed parking facility with a paved surface of 6,000 square
feet or more shall comply with the following regulations:

Each unenclosed parking facility shall provide a minimum landscaped buffer of 10 feet along
any street property line.

Each parking facility that abuts a residential district shall provide a ten-foot landscaped
buffer along its common property line with the residential district.

Any parking facility which abuts property in a residential district shall provide a fence, wall,
landscape screen, or earth berm not less than four feet in height for the length of the common

boundary. A grade change, terrace, or other site feature which blocks the sight line of
headlights into a residential property may satisfy this requirement, subject to the
determination of the Zoning Administrator.

D. Each unenclosed parking facility of over 6,000 square feet within any street yard shall
provide interior landscaped area equal to no less than 5% of the total paved area of the
parking facility. Parking facilities within the I-1 and I-2 Districts shall be exempt from this
requirement.

E. Interior landscaping shall be credited toward the satisfaction of overall landscaping
requirements set forth in this section.

F. Landscaping or screening installed in any required landscaped area shall not obstruct the
view from the off-street parking facility to any driveway approach, street, alley, or sidewalk.
Landscaping shall further not obstruct any views among parking spaces and circulation ways,
or visibility between vehicles and pedestrians.

§ 410-33.9. Tree plantings.

A. In any landscaped area for commercial uses only required by the minimum depth
requirements, the bufferyard requirements, or the parking lot interior landscaping
requirements, one tree of an approved species with a minimum caliper size of two inches
shall be planted and maintained for each 500 square feet of required landscaped area.
Existing trees approved for preservation shall be counted toward satisfaction of this
requirement.

B. Any tree of an approved species planted or maintained with a caliper of three inches or above
shall count as 1.5 trees toward the satisfaction of the requirements of this section. An
approved existing tree with a caliper of eight inches or above preserved on a site shall count
as 2.00 trees toward the satisfaction of the requirements of this section.

§ 410-33.10. Applicability; maintenance; administration.

A. Time of application. The provisions contained in this article shall be applied for each
individual lot or site when an application for a building permit on such lot is made. A
landscape plan shall be submitted with each application for a building permit. Such plan shall
be reviewed by the Zoning Administrator for compliance with the provisions of this article.

B. Maintenance of required landscaping.

(1) Upon installation of required landscape materials, each owner shall take appropriate
actions to ensure their continued health and maintenance. Required landscaping that
does not remain healthy shall be replaced consistent with this article and the approved
landscaping plan for the project.

(2) Underground irrigation shall be provided for all required landscaped areas in
multifamily, commercial, or office developments.

C. Obstruction of view. Landscaping or screening installed in any landscaped area shall not
obstruct the view from or to any driveway approach, street, alley, or sidewalk, and shall be

consistent with the provisions of the City's vision clearance triangle regulations.'

D. Earth berm locations. All earth berm locations shall be reviewed by the Zoning Administrator
or his/her designee to determine how the berms shall relate to drainage and public utilities.

E. Exceptions. A development may continue to comply with the bufferyard and screening
requirements in effect at the time of issuance of its original permit, regardless of whether an
adjacent lot or site is subsequently rezoned to a less intensive district which would otherwise
require compliance with bufferyard or screening provisions.

ARTICLE 31
Supplemental Use Regulations

§ 410-31.1. Purpose.

The supplemental use regulations set forth additional standards for certain uses located within the
various zoning districts. These regulations recognize that certain use types have characteristics that
require additional controls in order to protect public health, safety, and welfare. These regulations
complement the use regulations contained in Articles 4 through 19 of this chapter.

A. Convenience storage. When permitted outside of the I-2 District, convenience storage
facilities shall be subject to the following additional requirements:

Activities within the facility shall be limited to the rental of storage cubicles and the
administration and maintenance of the facility.

All driveways within the facility shall provide a paved surface with a minimum width of
25 feet.

All storage must be within enclosed buildings and shall not include the storage of
hazardous materials.

No storage buildings may open into required front yards.

Facilities, except within the CBD (Central Business District), must maintain landscaped
bufferyards of 30 feet adjacent to any public right-of-way and 20 feet adjacent to other
property lines, unless greater setbacks are required by Article 33.

Within the CBD (Central Business District), all storage units must be contained within
an enclosed building structure.

ORDINANCE NO. 2024-

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF SEWARD,
NEBRASKA; TO REZONE CERTAIN PROPERTY WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
SEWARD, NEBRASKA NOW ZONED R-4 URBAN RESIDENTIAL MULTIFAMILY DISTRICT (HIGH
DENSITY)TO I-1 LIMITED INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT; SPECIFICALLY, TRACTS OF LAND WEST OF
COLUMBIA AVENUE AND SOUTH OF DEPOT STREET; TO DESCRIBE THE PROPERTY REZONED; TO
PROVIDE FOR PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM; TO PROVIDE FOR A TIME
WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE EFFECT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEWARD, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. PROPERTY REZONED. The following described property located within
the corporate limits of the City of Seward, Nebraska is hereby rezoned from “R-4
Urban Residential Multifamily District (High-Density) TO I-1 LIMITED INDUSTRIAL
DISTRICT” to wit:

LOTS 5 AND 6, MEIHOMES ADDITION, CITY OF SEWARD, SEWARD COUNTY,
NEBRASKA.

Section 2. USES PERMITTED . Uses permitted by the ordinances of the City
of Seward, Nebraska for “I-1 Limited Industrial District” are hereby and herein
authorized for said area and land described in Section 1 of this ordinance.

Section 3. ZONING MAP AMENDED. The official map of the City of Seward,
Nebraska is amended and it is ordered that the above described land shall now be
shown as “I-1 Limited Industrial District.”
