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Wayzata Public Schools LAC – Salary Freeze Position Statement 

(DRAFT – February 8, 2011) 

 

 

The Minnesota Legislature is considering legislation that would prohibit school districts from 

increasing the salary or wages of any district employee through June 30, 2013. Under the current 

draft of the legislation, the term “increase” includes cost-of-living increases, step and lane 

changes, lump-sum payments, increases in employer contribution to deferred compensation plans 

and any other pay grade adjustments. The term “increase” does not include employer 

contributions to medical or dental insurance premiums, provided that such employee 

contributions are not decreased. 

 

The Wayzata Public Schools Legislative Action Committee (LAC) and School Board have the 

following concerns about the impact of this proposed legislation: 

 A statewide school employee salary freeze would remove a school board’s ability to 

negotiate with local union groups and allow the state to control a process traditionally held 

by local boards. 

 While salaries would be frozen for the next two years, the impact of “playing catch up” with 

step and lane changes and other salary costs would put greater pressure on school district 

budgets to handle these costs in the future. 

 Once the legislature enacts a provision like a statewide salary freeze, it may be easier to do it 

in future years. The approval of such a provision would further diminish local control and 

have a long-term negative impact on a board’s ability to manage local issues. 

 

The Wayzata LAC and School Board would encourage the legislature to not enact a statewide 

school employee salary freeze. School boards should be allowed to negotiate with employee 

groups in the best interest of local needs.
