Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying modified cash basis financial statements of the governmental
activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of Weeping Water Public
Schools District No. 22, Weeping Water, Nebraska, as of and for the year ended August 31, 2019,
and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the District's basic fi-
nancial statements as listed in the table of contents.

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in
accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting described in Note 1; this includes determining
that the modified cash basis of accounting is an acceptable basis for the preparation of the financial
statements in the circumstances. Management is also responsible for the design, implementation,
and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial
statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to error or fraud.

Auditors' Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit. We con-
ducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Stand-
ards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that we plan
and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are
free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclo-
sures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditors' judgment, in-
cluding the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether
due to fraud or error.

The financial statements are prepared on the modified cash basis of accounting, which is a basis of
accounting other than accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. Our
opinions are not modified with respect to this matter.

Other Matters
Supplementary information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collec-
tively comprise Weeping Water Public Schools District No. 22, Weeping Water, Nebraska's basic fi-
nancial statements. The supplementary information on pages 27 - 44 is presented for purposes of
additional analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements.

The supplementary information on pages 27 - 29 is the responsibility of management and was derived
from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic fi-
nancial statements. Such information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the
audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and
reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare
the basic financial statements or to the basic financial statements themselves, and other additional
procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America.
In our opinion, the supplementary information on pages 27 - 29 is fairly stated, in all material respects,
in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole.

The supplementary information included on 30 - 44, which is the responsibility of management, is pre-
sented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements.
Such information has not been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic
financial statements, and accordingly, we do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on it.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated Novem-
ber 5, 2019, on our consideration of Weeping Water Public Schools District No. 22, Weeping Water,
Nebraska's internal control over financial reporting and on our tests of its compliance with certain
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements and other matters. The purpose
of that report is to describe the scope of our testing of internal control over financial reporting and



compliance and the results of that testing and not to provide an opinion on internal control over fi-
nancial reporting or on compliance. That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accord-
ance with Government Auditing Standards in considering Weeping Water Public Schools District
No. 22, Weeping Water, Nebraska's internal control over financial reporting and compliance.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard setting
body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The fol-
lowing is a summary of the significant accounting policies of the Weeping Water Public
Schools District No. 22, Weeping Water, Nebraska (the District).

Reporting Entit

The Weeping Water Public Schools District No. 22, Weeping Water, Nebraska's Board of
Education is the basic level of government, which has financial accountability and control
over all activities related to public school education in the District. The District receives
funding from local, state, and federal government sources and must comply with the re-
quirements of these funding source entities. However, the District is not included in any
other governmental "reporting entity" as defined by the GASB pronouncement, since the
District's board members are elected by the public and have decision-making authority,
the authority to levy taxes, the power to designate management, the ability to significantly
influence operations, and primary accountability for fiscal matters. In addition, there are
no component units, as defined in Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement
No. 14, which are included in the District's reporting entity.

All significant activities and organizations on which the District exercises oversight respon-
sibility have been included in the District's financial statements.

Basic Financial Statements - Government-Wide Statements

The District has utilized the provisions of Statement No. 34 of the Government Accounting
Standards Board, Basic Financial Statements and Management's Discussion and Analysis
for State and Local Governments. Statement No. 34 established standards for external
financial reporting for all state and local government entities, which includes government-
wide financial statements, fund financial statements, and the classification of net position
into the following components: restricted and unrestricted.

The statement of net position and statement of activities report information on the District
as a whole. They include all funds of the District except for fiduciary funds. The effects

of interfund activity have been removed from these statements. Governmental activities,
which normally are supported by taxes and intergovernmental receipts, are reported sepa-
rately from business-type activities, which rely to a significant extent on fees and charges
for support. The District does not report any business-type activities.

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct disbursements
of a given function or segment are offset by program receipts. Direct disbursements are
those that are clearly identifiable with a specific function or segment. Program receipts
include (1) charges to customers or applicants who purchase, use, or directly benefit

from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given function or segment and (2) grants
and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements
of a particular function or segment. Taxes and other items not properly included among
program receipts are reported instead as general receipts.

Basic Financial Statements - Fund Financial Statements

Separate financial statements are provided for governmental funds and fiduciary funds,
even though the latter are excluded from the government-wide financial statements. Ma-
jor individual governmental funds are reported as separate columns in the fund financial
statements as applicable.

The financial transactions of the District are reported in individual funds in the fund finan-
cial statements. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of

self-balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund balance, receipts, and
disbursements.

Fund Types

The accounts of the District are organized on the basis of funds, which are grouped into
the following fund types:

Governmental Fund Types

General Fund - The General Fund is the general operating fund of the District and ac-
counts for all receipts and disbursements of the District not encompassed within other
funds. It may finance all facets of services rendered by the District, inclusive of opera-
tion and maintenance. General Fund receipts are classified according to source while
its disbursements are classified according to specific functions. All property tax receipts
and other receipts that are not allocated by law, budgetary requirement, or contractual
agreement to some other fund are accounted for in this fund. General operating dis-
bursements and the new replacement capital outlay costs that are not paid through
other funds are paid from the General Fund. General Fund disbursements are limited
by the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act.

Depreciation Fund - The Depreciation Fund is established by the District in order to fa-
cilitate the eventual purchase of a costly capital outlay by reserving such monies from
the General Fund. To allocate monies from the General Fund, the District will show the
movement of monies as a disbursement from the General Fund and the Depreciation
Fund will show the receipt as a "transfer from the General Fund." The District may di-
vide this fund into more than one account to allocate a portion of this fund for different

valid purposes. The purpose of a depreciation fund is to spread replacement costs of
capital outlay over a period of years to avoid a disproportionate tax effect in a single
year to meet such an expense. This fund is restricted as part of the Allowable Reserve
by the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act. The Depreciation Fund
is considered a component of the General Fund.

Employee Benefit Fund - The Employee Benefit Fund is established to specifically re-
serve General Fund money for the benefit of the District employees (unemployment
compensation, early retirement, health insurance deductibles, etc.). The District ac-
counts for the allocation of funds from the General Fund to this fund as a disburse-
ment in the General Fund and in the Employee Benefit Fund the receipt as a "transfer
from the General Fund." This fund may consist of more than one account for valid al-
location purposes. The cash reserve of this fund is restricted as part of the Allowable
Reserve by the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act. The Employee
Benefit Fund is considered a component of the General Fund.

School Nutrition Fund - The School Nutrition Fund is used to accommodate the finan-
cial activities of the Child Nutrition Programs. These include the School Lunch, School
Breakfast, After School Snack, Special Milk, Child and Adult Care Food, and the Sum-
mer Food Service Programs. The fund accounts for all receipts and disbursements of
all Child Nutrition Programs. Receipts in this fund include the federal and state pro-
gram cost reimbursements received by the District and General Fund support of the
lunch program. All food purchases and other supplies are accounted for as disburse-
ments of the School Nutrition Fund; accordingly, no inventories are maintained in this
fund.

Bond Fund - The Bond Fund is used to record tax receipts and disbursements for the
payment of bond principal and interest, and other related costs (i.e. investment interest,
trustee fees, etc.). Receipts from a levy to retire bonds in the District are retained in a
separate fund by the county treasurer, the financial institution serving as a fiscal agent,
or the District. Funds are disbursed upon appropriate demand. All records of the trans-
action are maintained in this fund. Proceeds from bond issuance are deposited and
recorded as a receipt in the Special Building Fund to be disbursed on the actual building
project. The General Fund is used to make interest and bond retirement payments if
the Bond Fund balance is not sufficient to meet these requirements.

Special Building Fund - The Special Building Fund is established for acquiring or improv-
ing sites and buildings, including the construction, alteration, or improvement of build-
ings. The primary sources of receipts for the Special Building Fund include the sale of

bonds, the sale of property, and tax receipts. Regardless of the source, all receipts for
this purpose are accountable through this fund. General Fund disbursements for the
purpose of this fund are not allowable. Special Building Fund accounting provides a
more effective means of identifying those disbursements associated with construction
activities and provides a complete and consolidated record of all costs of the building
program at the conclusion of a project(s). If more than one Special Building Fund activ-
ity is active at the same time, separate accounts for each project may be established
within the single Special Building Fund. The tax levy for this fund is restricted. The
Board of Education may approve a budget with a levy limitation of $0.14 per one hun-
dred dollars of valuation, or a tax levy not to exceed $0.175 per one hundred dollars of
valuation may be established for this fund by a vote of the people within the District for
a term not to exceed ten years.

Qualified Capital Purpose Undertaking Fund - The Qualified Capital Purpose Undertak-
ing Fund (QCPUF) is established for a specific abatement project to address an actual
or potential environmental hazard, accessibility barrier, life safety code violation, life
safety hazard, or mold which exists within one or more existing school buildings or the
school grounds of existing school buildings controlled by the District. Such determina-
tion shall not include abatement projects related to the acquisition of new property, the
construction of a new building, the expansion of an existing building, or the remodeling
of an existing building for purposes other than the abatement of environmental haz-
ards, accessibility barriers, life safety code violations, life safety hazards, or mold. The
period of years for such levy shall not exceed ten years and the levy for such project
when combined with all other levies pursuant to Sections 79-10, 110.02 and 79-10,
110 R.R.S. shall not exceed $0.03 per one hundred dollars of taxable valuation. Gen-
eral Fund disbursements for the purpose of these funds are not allowable.

For projects in place prior to April 19, 2016, the Qualified Capital Purpose Undertaking
Fund maximum levy remains at $0.052.

If taxable valuation is lower than the taxable valuation in the year when the District
last issued QCPUF bonds and the $0.03 maximum levy is insufficient to meet the
combined annual principal and interest, the District can exceed the $0.03 maximum
levy for the difference to meet that year's principal and interest obligations

Student Fee Fund - The Student Fee Fund is established to collect fees from students
for participation in extracurricular activities, postsecondary education costs, and sum-
mer school or night school. The money is disbursed for the purposes for which it was
collected from the students.

Fiduciary Fund Types

Activities Fund - The Activities Fund is used to account for the financial operations of
quasi-independent student organizations, interschool athletics, and other self-supporting
or partially self-supporting school activities not part of another fund. The Activities Fund
shall not be used to record general operation receipts or disbursements, nor shall the
Activities Fund be used as a clearing account for the General Fund. The District may di-
vide this fund into more than one account to allocate a portion of this fund for different
purposes.

Major Funds

The District reports all governmental funds as major funds. The General Fund and its
components are considered one fund for reporting purposes.

Basis of Accounting

The District prepares its financial statements on the modified cash basis, which is in con-
formity with the accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of Nebraska
Department of Education.

The modified cash basis of accounting is a basis of accounting other than GAAP as estab-
lished by GASB. The modified cash basis of accounting is based on the recording of cash
and cash equivalents and changes therein, and only recognizes revenues, expenses, assets,
and liabilities resulting from cash transactions, adjusted for modifications that have sub-
stantial support in generally accepted accounting principles.

Only cash (and cash equivalents) and items that involve the receipt or disbursement of cash
(or equivalents) during the period are recognized, except for the following modifications:

Assets that normally convert to cash or cash equivalents (e.g., certificates of deposit)
that arise from transactions and events involving cash or cash equivalents are rec-
ognized; and

Taxes and other revenues collected by the county treasurers are included in revenues
of the District in the year collected by the counties and the District funds held by the
county treasurers at year end are included as assets of the District. This is in accord-
ance with the requirements of the State of Nebraska Department of Education.

As a result of the use of this modified cash basis of accounting, certain transactions are
not recorded in the financial statements. For example, accounts receivable and revenue
for billed or provided services that have not been collected in cash are not accrued as

revenue or receivables. Additionally, capital assets, such as property, equipment, and
infrastructure, are not reported and long-term liabilities, such as debt and compensated
absences, are not reported.

If the District utilized accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America, the fund financial statements for governmental funds would use the modified
accrual basis of accounting, and the fund financial statements for proprietary fund types
would use the accrual basis of accounting. All government-wide financial statements
would be presented in accordance with the accrual basis of accounting.

Capital Assets

Capital assets are not recorded as assets on the government-wide or fund financial state-
ments, and depreciation is not recognized. Purchases of capital assets are recorded as
disbursements by function in the financial statements.

Long-Term Obligations

Long-term debt is not reported as a liability in the government-wide or fund financial state-
ments. Proceeds from long-term debt are reported as receipts and payments of principal
are reported as disbursements in both the government-wide and fund financial statements.

Equity Classification

Government-Wide Statements
Equity is classified as net position and displayed in two components:

Restricted net position consists of net assets with constraints placed on the use
either by external groups, such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws and
regulations of other governments, or through constitutional provision or enabling
legislation.

Unrestricted net position consists of net assets that do not meet the definition of
restricted.

It is the District's policy to use restricted net assets first, prior to the use of unrestricted

net assets, when a disbursement is paid for purposes in which both restricted and
unrestricted net assets are available.

Fund Financial Statements

Governmental fund equity is classified as fund balance.
Fund Balance Classification

The governmental fund financial statements present fund balances based on classi-
fications that comprise a hierarchy that is based primarily on the extent to which the
District is bound to honor constraints on the specific purposes for which amounts in
the respective governmental funds can be spent. The classifications used in the
governmental fund financial statements are as follows:

Nonspendable

This classification includes amounts that cannot be spent because they either (a)
are not in spendable form or (b) are legally or contractually required to be main-
tained intact. The District currently has no amounts classified in this category.

Restricted

This classification includes amounts for which constraints have been placed

on the use of the resources either (a) externally imposed by creditors (such as
through a debt covenant), grantors, contributors, or laws and regulations of other
governments or (b) imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling
legislation.

Committed

This classification includes amounts that can be used only for specific purposes
pursuant to constraints imposed by formal action of the Board of Education.
These amounts cannot be used for any other purpose unless the Board removes
or changes the specified use by taking the same type of action (ordinance or reso-
lution) that was employed when the funds were initially committed. This classifi-
cation also includes contractual obligations to the extent that existing resources
have been specifically committed for use in satisfying those contractual require-
ments. The District currently has no amounts classified in the category.

Assigned

This classification includes amounts that are constrained by the District's intent

to be used for a specific purpose but are neither restricted nor committed. This
intent can be expressed by the Board of Education or through the Board delegating
this responsibility to the District administrator through the budgetary process.

Unassigned

This classification includes the residual fund balance for the General Fund.

The District would typically use restricted fund balances first, followed by committed re-
sources, and then assigned resources, as appropriate opportunities arise, but reserves
the right to selectively spend unassigned resources first to defer the use of these other
classified funds.

Interfund Balances and Activities

In the process of aggregating the financial information of the government-wide financial
statements, some amounts reported as interfund activity and balances in the fund finan-
cial statements have been eliminated or reclassified.

Permanent reallocation of resources between funds of the reporting entity are classified
as interfund transfers. For purposes of the statement of activities and net position - modi-
fied cash basis, all interfund transfers between individual governmental funds have been
eliminated.

Budget Process and Property Taxes

The District is required by state law to hold public hearings and adopt annual budgets for
all funds on the modified cash basis of accounting. Total disbursements for each fund may
not exceed the total budgeted disbursements. The General Fund is also subject to a total
non-special education disbursement limit. Appropriations for disbursements lapse at year
end. Any revisions to the adopted budget of total disbursements to any fund require a pub-
lic hearing. State statutes of the Nebraska Budget Act provide the prescribed budget prac-
tices and procedures that governing bodies are required to follow. The amounts that may
be budgeted for certain specific funds are subject to various disbursements and/or tax levy
limitations.

The property tax requirement resulting from the budget process is utilized to establish
the tax levy in accordance with state statutes, which tax levy attaches as an enforceable
lien on property within the District as of January 1. Taxes are due as of that date. One-
half of the real estate taxes due January 1 become delinquent after the following May 1,
with the second one-half becoming delinquent after September 1.

Compensated Absences

Vacation and sick leave are recorded when paid. Management believes the amounts at-

tributable to accumulated annual leave will not have a material financial impact on the ac-
companying financial statements. There was no liability for accrued vacation at August 31,
2019, as all vacation earned during the year must be used by August 31 with no carryover.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with the modified cash basis of ac-
counting used by the District requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures; accordingly, actual results could dif-
fer from those estimates.

CASH AND INVESTMENTS

For the following disclosures, deposits - including checking accounts, savings accounts,
money market accounts, and certificates of deposit - are all classified as cash or cash
and cash equivalents on the financial statements.

Custodial Credit Risk - Deposits

Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the District's deposits
may not be returned to it. As of August 31, 2019, all of the District's deposits with finan-
cial institutions were fully insured or collateralized by securities held in the District's name
in the form of joint safekeeping receipts. State law requires all funds in depositories to be
fully insured or collateralized, and the District's policy is to require depositories to provide
pledged securities to cover deposits in excess of FDIC limits.

Investments

Nebraska statutes allow the District to make any investment allowed by the State Invest-
ment Officer. This includes bank certificates of deposit.

As defined by Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 3, the District
had no investments as of August 31, 2019.

Risks

The District attempts to mitigate the following types of deposit and investment risks
through compliance with the state statutes referred to above. The three types of deposit
and investment risks are the following:

1. Custodial Credit Risk - for deposits and investments, custodial credit risk is the risk
that in the event of the failure of a bank or other counterparty, the District will not
be able to recover the value of its deposits, investments, or collateral securities in
the possession of a third party.

2. Credit Risk - for deposits and investments, credit risk is the risk that a bank or
other counterparty defaults on its principal and/or interest payments owed to the
District.

3. Interest Rate Risk - for deposits and investments, interest rate risk is the risk that
the value of deposits and investments will decrease as a result of a rise in interest
rates.

An advance refunding of
$4,395,000 was made on this issue on
July12,2017. As a result, $4,395,000 of the
2014 issue is considered defeased, and the
District has removed the liability from its accounts.

The bond proceeds for the General Obligation issues were used for new construction.
Payments are being made through the Bond Fund.

The bond proceeds for the Limited Tax Obligation Refunding issues were used to pay off
the Limited Tax Obligation Build America Bonds, which were used for energy saving up-
grades for the school building. Payments are being made through the Qualified Capital
Purpose Undertaking Fund.

The bond proceeds for the General Obligation Refunding Bonds issue were used for the

advance refunding of the General Obligation Bonds. Payments will be made through the
Bond Fund.

RETIREMENT PLAN
Plan Description

The Weeping Water Public Schools District No. 22 contributes to the Nebraska School
Employees Retirement System, a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pen-
sion plan administered by the Nebraska Public Employees Retirement System (NPERS).
NPERS provides retirement and disability benefits to plan members and beneficiaries.
The School Employees Retirement Act establishes benefit provisions.

In 1945, the Nebraska Legislature enacted the law establishing a retirement plan for
school employees of the State. During the NPERS fiscal year ended June 30, 2018, there
were 265 participating school districts. These were the districts that had contributions
during the fiscal year. All regular public school employees in Nebraska, other than those
who have their own retirement plans (Class V school districts, Nebraska State Colleges,
University of Nebraska, and Nebraska Community Colleges), are members of the plan.

Benefits Provided

Normal retirement is at age 65. Foran employee who became a member before July 1,
2013, the monthly benefit is equal to the greater of the following: (1) the sum of a sav-
ings annuity, which is the actuarial equivalent of the member's accumulated contribu-
tions and a service annuity equal to $3.50 per year of service or (2) the average of the
three 12-month periods of service as a school employee in which such compensation
was the greatest, multiplied by total years of creditable service, multiplied by a formula
factor (currently 2%) set by statute, and an actuarial factor based on age.

For an employee who became a member on or after July 1, 2013, the monthly benefit is

equal to the greater of the following: (1) the sum of a savings annuity, which is the actu-
arial equivalent of the member's accumulated contributions and a service annuity equal

to $3.50 per year of service or (2) the average of the five 12-month periods of service as a
school employee in which such compensation was the greatest, multiplied by total years
of creditable service, multiplied by a formula factor (currently 2%) set by statute, and an
actuarial factor based on age.

Benefit calculations vary with early retirement. Employees' benefits are vested after five
years of plan participation or when termination occurs at age 65 or later.

For school employees who became members prior to July 1, 2013, the benefit paid to a
retired member or beneficiary receives an annual cost of living adjustment, which is in-
creased by the lesser of the percentage change in the Consumer Price Index for Urban
Wage Earners and Clerical Workers or two and one-half percent. The current benefit paid
to a retired member or beneficiary is adjusted so that the purchasing power of the bene-
fit being paid is not less than 75 percent of the purchasing power of the initial benefit.

For school employees who became members on or after July 1, 2013, the benefit paid to
a retired member or beneficiary receives an annual cost-of-iving adjustment, which is in-
creased by the lesser of the percentage change in the Consumer Price Index for Urban
Wage Earners and Clerical Workers or one percent.

Contributions

Contribution provisions are established by State law and may be amended only by the
Nebraska legislature. The State contribution is considered a nonemployer contribution
since school employees are not employees of the State. The contribution rates (as a
percentage of covered payroll for the year) were as follows:

-Members (employees): Each member contributed 9.78% of monthly salary.
- District: The District contributed 101% of the member contributions.
- State: The State contributed 2% of estimated payroll for the plan year.

The District's contribution to the Plan for its year ended August 31, 2019, was $276,457.
Plan Fiduciary Net Position

Detailed information about the Plan's fiduciary net position is available in the separately
issued Nebraska Public Employees Retirement Systems Plan financial report. NPERS is-
sues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and required
supplementary information for NPERS.

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RISK MANAGEMENT

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and of
assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters. To manage its
workers' compensation and property and casualty risks, the District has joined All Lines
Interlocal Cooperative Aggregate Pool (ALICAP), currently operating as a common risk man-
agement and insurance program for its members. The District pays an annual contribution
to ALICAP for its pooled self-insurance coverage of property, general liability, automobile lia-
bility, and physical damage, school board errors and omissions, crime, public employee
dishonesty, workers' compensation and associated coverages. Settled claims have not
significantly exceeded the coverage limits offered by ALICAP in any of the past three fiscal
years.

FEDERAL AWARD PROGRAMS

The District received funds under various federal grant programs, and such assistance is
to be expended in accordance with provisions of the various grants. Compliance with the
grants is subject to audit by various government agencies which may impose sanctions in
the event of noncompliance. Management believes that they have complied with all as-
pects of the various grant provisions and the results of adjustments, if any, relating to
such audits would not have any material impact.

LEASE AGREEMENT

On April 20, 2016, the District entered into a lease agreement with Bishop Business
Equipment Company, Omaha, Nebraska, for the leasing of three copiers. The lease calls
for 63 monthly payments of $608 through June 20, 2021. The lease contains a monthly
renewal clause at the end of the term of the lease.

RECENTLY ISSUED AND ADOPTED ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS
In January 2017, GASB issued Statement 84, Fiduciary Activities. This statement is

effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2018. The District did not early
implement this statement. GASB 84 establishes criteria for identifying fiduciary activities

for accounting and financial reporting purposes and how those activities should be re-
ported. Certain fiduciary activities meeting the new criteria will be reported as custodial
funds and a statement of changes will be a required financial statement. Other activities
not meeting this criteria will be reported as governmental funds. When adopted, GASB 84
may have a significant effect on the District's financial reporting for the Activities Fund
currently reported as an agency fund.

InJune 2017, GASB issued Statement 87, Leases. This statement is effective for fiscal
years beginning after December 15, 2019. The District did not early implement this state-
ment. When adopted, GASB 87 will require disclosure of the timing significance, and pur-
pose of a government's leasing arrangements. When adopted, GASB 87 will not have a
material effect on the financial statements other than possible disclosures in the notes.

The General Fund is also subjectto a
total non-special education disbursement limit. Appropriations for disbursements lapse
at year end. Any revisions to the adopted budget of total disbursements to any fund re-
quire a public hearing.

Comparative data for the prior year have been presented in the budgetary schedules in
order to provide an understanding of the changes in the District's financial position and
operation (modified cash basis).

The results of
our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported
under Government Auditing Standards.

SEGREGATION OF DUTIES

Criteria

Internal controls should be in place to ensure proper segregation of duties.

Condition

Due to the size of the District, there is limited segregation of duties over accounting
functions. The same individual routinely reconciles the bank statements, makes journal
entries, and manages the general ledger functions. There is a lack of segregation of du-
ties within the cash receipts and cash disbursements functions. Administrative person-
nel have access to cash receipts, preparing checks, recording the transactions, and
making deposits.

Cause

The District has a limited number of personnel involved in the accounting functions.

Potential Effect

Inadequate segregation of duties could lead to the misappropriation of assets, unau-
thorized transactions, or improper reporting.

Recommendation
We recommend that the District continue to monitor and evaluate its internal controls

with the use of limited personnel and to provide as much segregation of duties as de-
termined to be feasible within its operations.

District's Response

The District, within the constraints of existing time and cost considerations, will continue
to review the situation and make improvements as deemed appropriate.

The board shall review its insurance coverage before its expiration date, or as need
dictates.

Board Policy 3011
Transportation

The school district will provide free transportation, partially provide free
transportation, or pay an allowance for transportation in lieu of free
transportation on each day school is in session to the students who reside in
the district and qualify for transportation according to the district’s
transportation plan. The families of students who will not be provided
transportation pursuant to the district’s plan or who must drive students to a
pick-up point will be reimbursed according to statute if they qualify for such
reimbursement. Parents seeking mileage reimbursement must submit
requests to the district on forms which may be obtained from the office of the
Superintendent of Schools.

When a student who has been attending the district is placed into foster care,
school district staff will collaborate with state and local child welfare agencies
to determine whether transportation is required under state law when it is in
the child’s best interest that their school of origin be maintained. The district
will only provide transportation to students placed in foster care when the



responsible child welfare agency agrees to reimburse the school district for
the cost of transportation or when transportation is otherwise required by law.
The board designates the Superintendent of Schools as the initial point of
contact for child welfare agency representatives to discuss transportation
issues related to children in foster care.

Students who are homeless will be provided with transportation pursuant to
Board Policy 5014.

The district will provide transportation to tuition students in accordance with
the contract provisions, if any, for services from the contracting districts.

The use of buses for class parties, field trips, and similar purposes shall require
the prior approval of the superintendent or appropriate principal.

Board Policy 3018

Denying Access to School Premises or Activities

The school district shall provide access to the district's buildings, grounds and
activities to students, parents or guardians of students, and other persons who have
legitimate reasons for being on school grounds. The superintendent of schools or his or
her designee (referred to herein as the “administrator”) may limit or deny access to school
buildings, grounds, and activities to any person who:

1. Disrupts the educational environment;

2. Repeatedly fails or refuses to comply with the visitor protocol
adopted by each building;

3. Is unreasonably boisterous;

4. Engages in violence, force, coercion, threats, intimidation, or similar
conduct;

5. Causes or attempts to cause damage to school property or to the
property of any student or school employee;

6. Causes or attempts to cause personal injury to any student, school

employee or other person on school grounds or at a school activity
on or off school grounds;

7. Uses vulgar, profane, or demeaning language; or

8. Uses fighting words;

9 Poses a danger to the safety and well-being of students.

Upon determining that a person has engaged in, or is engaging in conduct that
constitutes grounds for exclusion under this policy, the administrator shall take such
action as he or she determines appropriate, including directing the person to cease
engaging in the conduct or to leave the school premises or activity immediately. The
administrator may request assistance from law enforcement authorities to remove an
offending person from the school grounds.



The administrator shall have the authority to fix the time when, and the conditions
under which, the offending person may return to school premises. A person who enters
school premises in violation of these conditions shall be deemed to be trespassing. The
administrator may summon law enforcement authorities to remove the person and
request that criminal proceedings be initiated.

Use of School Property

1. Use of Specific Facilities by Application and Agreement

a. The district permits non-commercial use of the following facilities
by individual patrons for their personal health and wellness:
weight room, track, and gymnasium. The district understands
that it would not be feasible to require a patron to apply to use
facilities like the weight room on every occurrence. The facility
uses defined in this paragraph are an exception to the general
facility use requirements contained in this policy for ease of
administration and efficiency. All other facility uses must comply
with the other provisions of this policy.

b. These particular facilities may be used upon only one application
and upon signing the district’s written waiver and agreement.

C. Use of these facilities is governed by this and other district policy
and the agreement signed by the user. A copy of each agreement
will be maintained in the district’s central office.

2. General Facilities Use Guidelines

a. School facilities may be used by various education and community



organizations and individuals when it is in the interest of the
general public.

School facilities may not be used for personal profit and other
commercial purposes. The district opens its facilities to district
patrons for the benefit of the public, not commercial uses. Due to
the complications created by groups or individuals using district
facilities for commercial purposes, these uses are prohibited.
Booster clubs and other organizations raising money purely for the
support of student groups, as defined below, and not for personal
profit are not considered commercial uses but must comply with
the district’s policies which apply to these groups.

Any person or group using school facilities must assure that it will
be responsible for maintaining order, protecting property, and
providing security and safety.

Only those organizations and persons who are known to school
officials, who have financial resources sufficient to cover all rentals
and possible damages, and who are willing to discharge such
obligations shall be permitted to use the school facilities and
equipment.

The rental fees for school facilities shall be set by the board.

Non-curricular student groups or non-student groups (as those
terms are defined below) that wish to use the facility must submit
a facility use application which may be obtained from the district’s
central office. The application must be received by the
superintendent prior to the approval of any facility use.

The shop may not be used by students when school is not in
session, unless supervised by a district staff member or a
responsible adult upon approval of the superintendent. Use of the
shop in violation of this provision may lead to the students being
denied access to these facilities or other consequences permitted
by board policy and Nebraska law.

Any person or group using the school facilities, for any purpose,
must comply with all of the district’s policies, rules, and
regulations.



Definitions

a.

“Curriculum-related student groups” shall mean students
participating in school-sponsored activities, supervised by district
staff, related to the curriculum, and recognized by the board.

“Extracurricular student groups” shall mean students participating
in an extracurricular activity, sponsored by the district, supervised
by district staff, and recognized by the board, such as athletic
teams and academic teams which are not otherwise categorized
as “curriculum-related student groups.”

“Non-curriculum related student groups” shall mean all other
groups comprised primarily of students who attend the district
participating in activities such as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, 4-H,
political groups, religious groups, and other similar youth groups.

“Non-student group” shall mean all other groups or individuals
who apply to use district facilities.

“Superintendent” shall mean the superintendent of schools or
his/her designee.

Use of School Property by Student Groups

a.

Curriculum-related and Extracurricular student groups

i) Curriculum-related and Extracurricular student groups may
use school facilities at no cost to the group, if they restore
the facilities to their prior state after using them.

ii.)  The district shall bear any costs associated with use by these
groups (e.g., the fee paid to a cook or a custodian required
to be in attendance).

iii.)  Curriculum-related and Extracurricular student groups have
priority over non-curriculum related student groups and
non-student groups.

Non-curriculum related student groups
i Non-curriculum related student groups may use the school

building during non-instructional time. Such use shall be
without charge.

Such uses shall occur while the building is normally
open and there is a minimum of interference with
custodians or other student and staff facility use.

These groups may use the school buildings in the
evening for meetings if the group is sponsored by an
adult and the adult (1) files the application to use the
facilities on behalf of the group and (2) assumes
responsibility for cleanup and placing the area back in
the condition it was in prior to use.

ii. Non-curriculum related student groups must apply for use
of the facilities and secure the superintendent’s permission
before using school facilities.

iii. Non-curriculum related student groups may meet only on
school premises at times and places determined by the
superintendent.

iv. Non-curriculum related student groups must meet each of
the following conditions to secure the superintendent’s
permission to use school facilities:

(1) The facility use will occur during non-instructional
time.

(2) The district has facilities available to accommodate
the group.

(3) The use is voluntary and for the general benefit of the
student participants.

(4) The use will not substantially interfere with the orderly
conduct of educational activities and other programs
within the school.

5. Use of facilities by non-student groups
a. The superintendent may authorize the use of any school facilities
for non-school activities by non-student groups.
b. In addition to the guidelines listed elsewhere in this policy and

other board policies or administrative protocol, the superintendent



will consider the following when making determinations regarding
use of district facilities by non-student groups:

i The local education association may hold meetings when
classes are not in session and staff members are not on
duty.

ii. Non-student groups which provide education-related
programming and services for students and staff may be
given priority of use over other outside groups. The
superintendent has sole discretion in determining whether
proposed uses relate sufficiently to the district’s educational
standards and programs.

iii. Non-student groups which provide programming and
services for community members and others living within
the district may be given priority of use over other outside
groups.

C. Denial of access

i The superintendent may limit or deny access to school
buildings, grounds, and activities to any person whom the
superintendent deems to be using the facilities
inappropriately and contrary to the district’s mission.

ii. Upon determining that a person or group has engaged in, or
is engaging in conduct that constitutes grounds for exclusion
under this policy, the superintendent shall take such action
as he or she determines appropriate, including directing the
person to cease engaging in the conduct or to leave the
school premises or activity immediately. The
superintendent may request assistance from law
enforcement authorities to remove an offending person
from the school grounds. A person who enters school
premises in violation of these conditions shall be deemed to
be trespassing.

iii.  The superintendent shall have the authority to fix the time
when, and the conditions under which, the offending person
may return to school premises.

6. Students, staff, and community members may use or lease school
equipment for non-school use only if they have received the prior



permission of the superintendent.
7. Proof of Insurance

a. When any non-curriculum related or non-student group utilizes
school district facilities, the group submitting the facility use
application may be asked to provide proof of insurance up to the
current tort claims limits applicable to political subdivision in the
State of Nebraska. Currently, those limits are $1,000,000 per
person for any number of claims arising out of a single occurrence
and $5,000,000 for all claims arising out of a single occurrence.

b. The district may require the non-curriculum related or non-
student group to include the district as an additional insured on
any such policies and may refuse access to its facilities until proof
of satisfaction of this requirement is submitted to the
superintendent.

8. No Fees for Admission

a. Non-curriculum related and non-student groups may not charge a
fee to participate in or be a spectator at any recreational activity,
event, or other such gathering occurring on district grounds unless
approved in advance by the superintendent.

b. If the district retains control over the area of the premises in which
the non-curricular and non-student group desires to use, meaning
the district provides supervision, staffing, custodial services, or
otherwise maintains its control during the group’s use of the
facilities, the group may not charge a fee for admission under any
circumstances.

Board Policy 3900
Drones and Unmanned Aircraft

Drones, Unmanned Aircraft Systems, and any other such vehicles (“drones”), which are
not operated for purposes of district programs or activities, may not be operated on or
above district property without the prior written permission of the superintendent or
designee. Any authorized use of drones must comply with all state and federal
regulations governing the operation of drones, including FAA regulations.

Drones owned by the district or operated on or above district property with permission
must be operated:

1. In compliance with this policy and all other district policies;

2. Only outside the school building(s) in the area authorized or designated by the
superintendent or designee;

3. Under the direct supervision of an individual fully trained and skilled in the
system’s operation; as approved by the superintendent or designee.

4. By an individual with the requisite skill and training to safely operate the drone;
as approved by the superintendent or designee.

5. Be fully insured and designate the district as an additionally insured party

6. Consistent with any other limitations imposed by the superintendent or designee.

Any monitoring or recording of picture, video, or audio by a drone must have the prior
written permission of the superintendent or designee and comply with all board policies
governing recordings, data, and records.

Any unauthorized use of a drone is strictly prohibited. Devices used in a manner that
does not comply with this policy or applicable state and federal law may be confiscated
and the operator may be subject to discipline, civil liability, or criminal liability.

Board Policy 3002
Deposits

The board of education shall designate the depository or depositories for all
school funds. All funds received by the district shall be deposited promptly in
the proper account of each such depository. All funds shall be insured by the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or a surety bond approved by the board
on securities of the United States government pledged by joint custody
receipt.

Funds collected by district representatives shall be receipted, accounted for,
and directed without delay to the proper depository. Funds exceeding $250
shall not be left overnight in school buildings, except in safes provided for the
safekeeping of valuables.

Board Policy 3005
School Activities Fund

The superintendent of schools shall establish an activities fund account to be
used to finance the operations of student organizations, inter-school athletics,
and other school activities that are not a part of any other fund. The school
activities fund is a school district account. All transactions related to the
activities fund shall be conducted through an account at a board-approved
depository.

The superintendent shall manage the activities fund and serve as its treasurer.
The superintendent may divide the activities fund into more than one account
to allocate portions of the fund for different purposes.

Funds in an activity’s account after the activity ceases to exist shall be
transferred to the general fund or such other fund as the board may choose.
Funds left in a graduating class’s account may be transferred into any other
school account at any time after graduation upon board approval.

As school activities are a responsibility of the school district, any deficit in the
activity fund shall be paid from the general fund.

Board Policy 3003

Bidding for Construction, Remodeling, Repair, or Site Improvement

I. Applicability of this policy.

Construction and contracts undertaken with federal funds, whether
those funds are derived directly from the federal government (e.g.
award of a federal grant) or are derived by pass-through awards from
the Nebraska Department of Education (e.g. special education funds,
school lunch funds, Title I funds) are subject to the policy on
Construction with Federal Funds, which is found elsewhere in this
section.

This policy applies to all other purchases and contracts made by the
school district for construction, remodeling, repair and other site
improvements.

II.Projects with an Estimated Cost of Less than $100,000

I1I.

A. The school district will solicit quotes and/or estimates for all projects
with an estimated cost of less than $100,000.

B. Prior to solicitation of the quotes and/or estimates, the
superintendent will determine whether the district will accept oral
submissions.

C. Quotes and/or estimates may be solicited by the superintendent or
his/her designee without board action.

D. The terms of any construction project undertaken pursuant to this
policy will be memorialized in a written contract which has been
reviewed by the district’s legal counsel and approved by the board.

E. The district may use a Nebraska state-wide cooperative purchasing
program in lieu of obtaining quotes or bids under this policy to the
extent such a bid or quote is not otherwise independently required
by law.

F. Nothing in this subsection prohibits or requires the use of the formal
bidding procedures. If the district is going to solicit formal bids for
projects of less than $100,000 they must follow the formal
procedures outlined in this policy.

Formal Bidding for Major Purchases and Construction

A. Pursuant to section 73-106 of the Nebraska statutes, the board will



advertise for bids when the contemplated expenditure of the project
exceeds $100,000 for the construction, remodeling or repair of a
school-owned building or for site improvement.

B. In projects that involve professional engineering or architecture, the
board will have a registered professional engineer or architect
prepare the plans, specifications, and estimates when the anticipated
cost of the project exceeds $100,000.

C. Advertising for Bids

1.

The superintendent or designee will arrange to advertise for
bids under this section by publishing notice in any newspaper
of general circulation within the school district at least 7
calendar days prior to the date on which bids are due.

Nothing in this policy shall prevent the superintendent or
designee from advertising in additional media outlets or for a
longer period of time.

D. Bid Documents

1.

The bid documents shall identify the day upon which the bids
shall be returned, received or opened and shall identify the
hour at which the bids will close or be received or opened.

The invitation for bids will be sufficiently certain and specific,
will include any specifications and pertinent attachments, and
will define the items or services in order to allow the bidder to
properly respond.

The bid documents shall also provide that such bids shall be
opened simultaneously in the presence of the bidders or their
representatives.

Bids received after the date and time specified in the bid
documents shall be returned to the bidder unopened.

If bids are being opened on more than one contract, the board,
in its discretion, may award each contract as the bids are
opened.



6. Sealed bids will be opened in a place and at the specific time
stated in the bid form. Bidders shall be notified of the opening
and invited to be present.

7. The board shall have discretion in determining which bidders
are responsible and responsive and shall award the contract
to the lowest, responsible, and responsive bidder whose bid
meets the bid specifications.

E. Any or all bids may be rejected if there is a sound documented reason

F. The terms of any construction project undertaken pursuant to this
policy will be memorialized in a written contract which has been
reviewed by the district’s legal counsel and approved by the board.

Board Policy 3004
General Purchasing and Procurement
Applicability of this policy.

Purchases made with federal funds, whether those funds are derived
directly from the federal government (e.g. award of a federal grant) or
are derived by pass-through awards from the Nebraska Department of
Education (e.g. special education funds, school lunch funds, Title I
funds) are subject to the policy on Purchasing and Procurement with
Federal Funds, which is found elsewhere in this section.

This policy applies to all other purchases made by the school district
other than construction, remodeling, repair and site improvements.

General Purchasing Policy

The school district’s budget shall be the guide for all purchases. No
employee of the district may make a purchase that is not provided
for in the budget without board or administrative approval.



The board intends to purchase competitively, whenever possible,
without prejudice and to seek maximum educational value for
every dollar expended.

The acquisition of services, equipment and supplies shall be centralized
in the administration office under the supervision of the
superintendent of schools, who shall be responsible for developing
and administering the purchasing program of the school district.

Purchases or commitments of district funds that are not authorized by
this policy will be the responsibility of the person making the
commitment.

Building-Specific Purchasing

School buildings are operationally under the control of building
principals. Principals have control and responsibility for the
building and grounds, for all supplies and equipment housed at
the building, for all school-related activities in the building, and
for all pupils, teachers, and other employees assigned to the
building.

Principals, in consultation with their staff, are responsible for
requisitioning, managing, distributing, and utilizing supplies within
the building.

The superintendent of schools or his designee is responsible for the
requisitioning, managing, distributing, and utilizing of supplies for
maintenance and transportation.

The administration is responsible for purchasing of goods, services and
supplies and for providing the necessary forms for establishing
efficient procedures to facilitate the process.

Purchasing Procedures

School personnel must secure the approval of an authorized
administrator before making any purchases.



Employees seeking reimbursement for a purchase made with their
personal funds must attach an itemized receipt or invoice to all
requests for reimbursement; must sign all purchase receipts or
charge slips; and must submit itemized receipts and any
purchasing card or credit card receipts to the office of the
superintendent no later than 14 days prior to the next regular
board meeting. A non-itemized credit card receipt is not
sufficient.

Employees making purchases with a school district credit card or
purchasing program must comply with the steps set forth in the
district’s Purchasing (Credit) Card Program.

All purchases of goods and services made with district funds must be
made on a properly executed purchase order.

All purchases shall be initiated with a purchase order. Purchase orders
are signed by the person responsible for that particular budget
and finally by the superintendent.

For purchases of more than $10,000, authorized staff members must
secure written quotes and/or estimates from a reasonable number
of vendors. Staff will purchase from a responsible vendor with the
lowest price unless the board approves the purchase from the
more expensive vendor.

Relations with Vendors

The board wishes to maintain good working relations with vendors who
supply materials, supplies and services to the school system. The
school shall not extend favoritism to any vendors. Each order
shall be placed on the basis of quality, price and delivery, with
past services being a factor if all other considerations are equal.
The administrative team may, in its discretion, use a Nebraska a
state-wide cooperative purchasing program in lieu of obtaining
quotes or bids under this policy to the extent such a bid or quote
is not otherwise independently required by law.



No purchase shall be made that violates any conflict of interest policy or
law.

No employee shall endorse any product of any type or kind in such a
manner as will identify him/her in any way as an employee of the
school district.

The board believes in patronizing local businesses. Consequently, when
proposals are judged to be equal in terms of quality, price, and/or
service, the contract or purchase will be awarded to the firm that
is located within the district. However, the board will not sacrifice
either quality or economy to patronize local businesses.

Board Policy 3008
Gifts, Grants and Bequests

The school district encourages those who wish to make gifts, grants, bequests
or devises of property, real or personal, to the school district to make such
donations through the district’s foundation. The superintendent or his or her
designee is authorized to accept on behalf of the school district gifts of
personal property that are consistent with the district’s mission and objectives
and which the superintendent reasonably believes has a fair market value of
$1000 or less. In its sole discretion, the board of education may accept all
other donations when they are consistent with the district’s mission and
objectives. Upon acceptance, donations shall become the sole property of the
district. The donation will be under the complete control of the board or school
district which will not have any obligation to replace it if it is destroyed or
becomes obsolete.

Audit



The board of education shall appoint a certified public accountant or public
accounting firm to audit all school accounts annually and report to the board
of education. The audit shall include all areas required by law and the rules
of the Nebraska Department of Education. The auditor is not obligated to
follow generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) but shall conduct the
audit according to the standards of the auditing profession.

. PURPOSE
The Early Retirement Incentive Program (Program) is intended to

benefit qualified certificated employees who are considering retirement. The
Program's objectives include, but are not limited to, the following:

. Offering financial incentives which will assist long-term employees who
are considering retirement;

. Reducing costs to the school district by replacing maximum salaried
employees with lesser salaried employees; and

. Providing a balance of employee experience.

. QUALIFICATIONS

1.Certificated Employee. To participate in the Program, a person
must be a teacher or administrator certificated by the Nebraska Department
of Education, and employed by the School District in a capacity which requires
such certification.

2.Full-Time Equivalency. Certificated employees who are employed
1.0 full-time equivalency (FTE) in an employment position that requires a
certificate from the Nebraska Department of Education may participate in the
Program, provided that the part-time employee’s benefits under such a plan
shall be pro-rated based on their FTE as of December 1. of the employee’s
final contract year.

3.Minimum Age and Years of Service. To be eligible for this
Program, a certificated employee must: (a) Been offered the early retirement
package in 2019 OR (a) be 55 years of age on or before August 31« after the
school year of application (i.e. August 31, 2020 of the 2019-20 school year)
(b) have completed 13 total years of continuous, credited service in the
employment of the School District, and (c) meet any other criteria established
by the board of education at the regular November meeting (such as
department or building eligibility). Credited service shall be defined as
continuous employment with the school district as a 1.0 FTE certificated
employee through the employee’s last year of service in an employment
position that requires a certificate from the Nebraska Department of
Education. Board-approved leave for military service, for a sabbatical or for
a leave of absence, or any leave required to be granted according to law, shall



not be included as credited years of service. In determining years of credited
service with the district for the purpose of meeting the eligibility requirement
of 25 total years of service, less than full-time employment would reduce the
employee's full-time equivalent employment for a school year. For example,
an employee employed on a half-time (.5 FTE) basis would be credited with
half a year (.5) of full-time equivalent employment.

. ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS

1.Resignation. Participants in the Program will resign their positions
with the school district effective at the close of the school year in consideration
for the benefits outlined in Section D below.

2.Application.
. 2019/2020 school year - An employee must submit a signed Application
and Agreement form to the board of education on or before April 4, 2019 of
the employee’s last intended school year of employment. The superintendent
shall review the employee's record to determine whether the employee is
eligible for the Program. The Board will notify the applicant on or before April
11, 2019 of its action on his or her application.

. 2020/2021 school year - An employee must submit a signed Application
and Agreement form to the board of education on or before January 6, 2020
of the employee’s last intended school year of employment. The
superintendent shall review the employee's record to determine whether the
employee is eligible for the Program. The Board will notify the applicant on or
before January 14, 2020 of its action on his or her application.

3.Employee's Ineligibility. An employee who has received written
notice of possible contract termination or cancellation shall not be eligible to
participate in this Program unless (1) the notice of termination or cancellation
is withdrawn by the administration or (2), after a hearing before the board of
education, the board determines that said employee's employment should not
be canceled or terminated.

. BENEFITS
1.Calculation of Benefits: The benefit to be paid under this Program
shall be $1,000 multiplied by the number of years of service of continuous

service at the School District.

2.Payment of Benefit. The benefit shall be paid to the teacher in three
(3) equal payments. The first payment shall be made in September of the



calendar year of the teacher's resignation, with the remaining payments made
in September of the following two calendar years.

3.Limitation on Payment. The board of education shall, in its sole
and unfettered discretion, determine whether to budget and fund any Early
Retirement Incentive Program payments in a particular year, and shall
determine the total amount of such payments, if any, that will be made
available for such payments.

4.Source of Funds. The school district shall pay the entire cost of the
plan.

5.Administration. This Program shall be administered by the board of
education by and through the administration of the school district.

6.Beneficiary Designation. In order for the application to be
considered complete, a beneficiary must be designated.

7.Income Tax Consequences. Payments pursuant to this plan have
been determined to be taxable income for state and federal income
tax purposes, and will be treated as such. The school district will withhold
such sums as are required by law, and payments will be reported as a taxable
income.

8.COBRA Rights. A separating employee will have the opportunity to
continue health insurance benefits as may be permitted by the provisions of
the Comprehensive Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act or other applicable
law. The employee shall be responsible for any payments required to
participate in the COBRA program.

. ADMINISTRATION

Application and Waiver. An employee who elects to participate in the
Program, and the school district (through its board of education), shall execute
the Application and Agreement, Exhibit "A" attached hereto. That Application
and Agreement shall inform the employee that the Voluntary Separation
Program is totally voluntary in nature and provides each employee at least 45
days to consider the ramifications of participation in the Program before
making a decision. An employee may waive the 45 day consideration
period. The Application and Agreement shall also include a specific Waiver
and Release of Claims of the participants' rights under the Age Discrimination
and Employment Act (ADEA), 29 USC § 621-63 and the Act Prohibiting Unjust
Discrimination in Employment Because of Age, Neb. Rev. Stat. §48-1001 et
seq., the Employee Separation Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA), 29



USC § 1001 et seq., and all other state and federal constitutions, statutes
and regulations that relate to the validity of the Program, and allows the
employee to revoke the Release or Waiver at any time within seven (7) days
after both the employee and the Board have signed the contract, and advises
the employee to consult with an attorney before signing the Application and
Agreement.

An employee who submits an application to participate in the Program
may withdraw the application within 7 days after it is approved by both
parties, but not afterward without the written consent of the board of
education. Each application will be reviewed on an individual basis. The board
shall, in its sole discretion, determine the number of applications to be
approved in any given year. If the Board receives more applications for
voluntary separation than it approves, the Board shall approve the
applications as follows:

. The Board will approve the application of the employee whose salary is
higher, as determined by the employee’s placement on the salary schedule
index (excluding all unit pay).

. If the salaries of those involved are exactly the same, the Board will
approve the application of the employee who first signed and returned his or
her employment contract for the then current contract year.

. If the salaries and signing dates of those involved are exactly the same,
the Board will approve the application of the employee which was submitted
earlier.

An employee's application to participate in the Program is in itself not a
resignation of a contract with the School District. However, the Board's
approval of an employee's application will be considered the approval of the
employee’s voluntary resignation and termination of the employee's
continuing contract. If the Board does not approve an employee's application,
the employee's contract will continue in effect, and the employee will remain
an employee by the School District unless he or she otherwise resigns or his
or her contract is terminated for just cause.

F.TERM OF PROGRAM

This policy will be also be offered for the 2020/2021 school year. Those
employees who were eligible during the 2019/2020 school year but chose not
to enroll in the program will be eligible in 2020/2021. During the
2020/2021 school year, the Board reserves the right, but is not required to,
expand the number of early retirement applications that will be accepted in



the 2020/2021 school year and any other eligibility limitations or
requirements (such as building or department requirements).

After the 2020/2021 school year, this policy shall be reviewed annually, and
its availability terminated at any time at the Board’s sole discretion. The
Board will generally determine no later than its regular November meeting the
number of early retirement applications that will be accepted in the then
current school year and any other eligibility limitations or requirements (such
as building or department requirements). This Program shall be offered only
to eligible employees as defined herein, who satisfy the Program requirements
prior to the applicable deadline, and who submit an ERIP Application and
Agreement prior to the applicable deadline.

G. LIMITATIONS OF APPLICATIONS

The Board reserves the right to limit the number of voluntary separation
applications granted during any single school year if the number of requests
results in separation payments that exceed budget constraints and/or if
multiple requests from employees within a single department could, in the
opinion of the school administration, result in the excessive loss of continuity
of instruction and effectiveness of that department. If multiple employees
from the same department submit requests in the same school year, the
priority of applicants granted will be determined in accordance with paragraph
E.
