Final Regular Meeting For Board President Gary Braun 
Tonight’s board meeting represents the final, regular board meeting for long-time board member, and current board 
president, Gary Braun.  Barring the need for either a special meeting or an emergency meeting this month, this will be the 
final board meeting for Mr. Braun. 
 
Gary is bringing to a close a 24-year tenure as a member of the Heartland Community Schools Board of Education after 
first being elected to the Board in November of 2000.  The Heartland Community Schools District is currently in its 27th 
year and Gary has a been a member of its governing board for 24 of those 27 years.  For many of those years, Gary has 
served as an officer of the board, serving many of those years as the Board’s president.  Twenty-four years of board 
service represents 288 regular board meetings and dozens of special meetings over his year’s of public service. His 24 
years of service to the patrons, communities, families, students, and staff of Heartland Community Schools will leave a 
lasting and meaningful impression.  He’s been a leader and a stabilizing force through innumerable successes, challenges, 
and changes; the impact that his leadership will have had on our district will last well beyond many of us.  
 
In nearly a quarter century of public service, Gary has been a colleague, a partner, a supporter, and a mentor to dozens of 
fellow board members as well as to three district superintendents.  I personally am very thankful for the opportunity to 
have worked with Mr. Braun and to have served our board of education while under his leadership. I’ve spent 27 years in 
professional education and I’ve had the privilege of knowing and working with many board members over those years.  
Without a doubt, I can say that Gary Braun is as good of a board member and as good of a person as I’ve had the privilege 
of knowing and working with. 
 
On behalf of our school district and the communities that our district serves, as well as countless board members, 
administrators, staff members, families, and students I’d like to offer our most sincere thanks to Gary Braun for 24 years 
of selfless, thoughtful, and dedicated service to Heartland Community Schools and to its Board of Education. 
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NDE – 23-24 Statewide Report Card Release 
The NDE publicly released statewide accountability results for the 23-24 school year on Wednesday, November 27th.  The 
yearly release of the statewide report card provides a lot of data on Nebraska’s schools.  A large portion of that data 
includes results on the statewide assessments for students in grades 3 – 11 in content areas of ELA, Math, and Science. 
I’ve attached to my report some very basic performance information for our school and for some of the other area schools.  
The information that says “NSCAS” would be combined proficiency results for grades 3 through 8.  The information that 
says “ACT” would be the NDE-established proficiency levels of students in grade 11 on the statewide ACT test which is 
used as the statewide assessment for 11th grade students. 
  
In the 23-24 report card, our district received an overall AQUESTT classification of Excellent – the highest of the 4 
possible classifications. We are still reviewing the totality of the results from the statewide release, but overall, our 
students performed quite well on last year’s statewide assessments.  I can’t say enough how our students and our teachers 
deserve a ton of credit for the consistently strong performance that we demonstrate on the Nebraska’s statewide 
accountability assessments.   
 
I always suggest that a measure of caution be utilized in trying to make conclusions about the strengths, the weaknesses, 
or the quality of a school based on the results of the statewide report card, especially if only looking at one year.  I also 
don’t recommend that we attempt to compare or rank schools against each other based on the results that are provided in a 
statewide report card.  The statewide report cards provide a good deal of data but they are often lean on providing a good 
deal of information.  For the most part the statewide report cards, can be helpful in crafting a general description about a 
school, but that description requires that the totality of the data be looked at and in overlapping contexts.  Readers of the 
statewide report card often assume a level of precision about what they’re viewing that simply doesn’t exist in the context 
of how they’re choosing to utilize the data.  
 
Nebraska has a lot of great schools.  Heartland Community Schools is certainly among the great schools that our state is 
fortunate to have.  Our school district consistently performs at high levels and we consistently demonstrate that high levels 
of learning and achievement are happening in our school and inside of our classrooms.  We can be proud of our school, 
we can be proud of our students, and we can be proud of our staff.  We do many great things here at Heartland - some of 
those things can be guessed at from what is in the statewide report card, but many of them cannot.  We’ll continue to 
focus on the alignment of our goals with various standards, we’ll continue to focus on solid processes for meeting our 
goals and for leading high levels of learning, we’ll continue to focus on a healthy, positive, and supportive environment 
for all, and we’ll continue to focus on supporting the needs and the goals of our students.

Cooperative Sponsorship Discussion: 
Heartland Community Schools & Hampton Public Schools 

December 9, 2024 

 

Items Discussed At The Committees Level Up To This Point 
1. Both districts indicated an emphasis on any partnership being geared towards the long 

term. 
2. Both districts indicated that a balanced and equitable partnership is what is desired. 
3. A cooperative sponsorship of sports programs would be fully comprehensive and would 

include both the JH and HS levels and would include all sports programs currently 
oLered by both or either district. 

4. A comprehensive cooperative sponsorship of this nature would reasonably facilitate a 
new/original name for the cooperative sponsorship and the teams competing within 
that agreement. Consequently, this would also then reasonably facilitate a new/original 
mascot and color scheme for the cooperative sponsorship teams. 

5. A change in conference aLiliation would likely be necessary for one of the districts.  
Heartland Community Schools currently participates within the Southern Nebraska 
Conference (SNC) and Hampton Public Schools currently participates in the 
Crossroads Conference (CRC).  Basic statistics on the two conferences have been 
compiled and examined on a cursory level. 

6. Current participation numbers and coaching/staLing levels have been compiled and 
examined on a cursory level. 

7. It is expected that the combining of schools in a sports cooperative would consistently 
place the cooperative in the low-middle level of a C-2 / Class C classification by NSAA 
in all sports. 

8. Execution of the agreement structure might benefit by designating one of the schools as 
a lead school. This would facilitate better functionality and clarity on the operational 
side of things and it would create a consistent structure for any possible dispute 
resolution that might occur. At the committee level there was reasonable agreement 
that Heartland Community Schools might serve in the role of lead school. 

9. A potential timeline was discussed for reaching formal completion and mutual 
agreement by both boards for a cooperative sponsorship by some time in February.  
This would allow the cooperative sponsorship to begin in all sports with the coming 25-
26 school year. The only exception would be HS football which would start the following 
year (26-27), and this would be due to the two-year scheduling and classification cycle 
in place by NSAA which we are currently in the middle of. 

10. Future discussion between the committees past this point in time would indicate a 
strong, mutual desire to likely achieve an agreement for the 25-26 school year.  
Heartland asked Hampton to end discussions they might be having with other districts 
in order for this to be possible from Heartland’s perspective. Both boards are now 
expected to individually consider whether to move forward with the intent of trying to 
successfully put an agreement together between our two districts. 

11. In the meantime, the superintendents will continue to work on putting information 
together and to work on constructing a preliminary framework for a potential 
comprehensive agreement.
